Kraft Heinz is preparing to
break itself up, a decade after
an infamous merger of two of
the biggest names in packaged
foods that was orchestrated
by Warren Buffett and Brazil-

The company is planning to

spin off a large chunk of its
grocery business, including
many Kraft products, into a
new entity that could be val-
ued at as much as $20 billion
on its own, according to peo-
ple familiar with the matter.

That would leave a com-
pany housing goods such as
sauces and spreads like
Heinz's namesake ketchup
and Dijon mustard brand
Grey Foupon.

The company has given pri-
ority to its faster-growing of-
ferings like hot sauces, dress-
ings and condiments, which
are more in line with consumer
preferences  than processed

lunch meats and cheeses.

It hopes the two separate
units would be in total worth
more than Kraft Heinz's
roughly $31 billion market
value,

A split could be finalized in
the coming weeks. the people
said. However, Kraft Heinz has
discussed other scenarios with
its advisers and its board
hasn't signed off on a final de-
cision, they cautioned.

The company is also still
working through exactly
which brands would be part of
the spun-out entity, the peo-
ple said.

“As announced in May,

Kraft Heinz has been evaluat-
ing potential strategic trans-
actions to unlock shareholder
value,"” a Kraft Heinz spokes-
person said.

Any sizable breakup would
mark a dramatic twist in
what has been a tumultuous
ride for Kraft Heinz since its
2015 deal, which was sup-
posed to herald a new savior
for U.S. packaged foods and
show the unmatched appetite
of 3G and Buffett.

Move Upends Months of
Negotiations With
Pivotal Partners

BRUSSELS — President
Trump announced on Saturday
that he would place a 30 percent
tariff on goods from the European
Union and Mexico, upending
months of careful negotiations
and threatening a trade war with
two of America's bigmest eco-
nomic partners.

The tariffs, which Mr. Trump
announced in letters posted to so-
cial media, would take effect on
Aug. 1, like those on many other
tradding partners.

But the letters to the leaders of
Mexico and the European Union
were especially notable. Mexico is
America’s largest source of im-
ports, and the European Union, a
trading bloc of 27 nations, col-
lectively makes up the worlds
third-largest economy. Both gowv-
ernments have been in intense
trade negotiations with the United
States.

M Trump had already imposed
@ 10 percent “base line” tariff on
most countries, but E.U. policy-
makers were hoping to negotiate
exceptions for important prod-
ucts, They were eager to end the
uncertainty that Mr. Trump's on-
and-off rade announcements had
unleashed on German carmakers,
Italian wine exporters, Irish phar-
maceutical companies and other
industries that depend heavily on
sales to the United States.

But things changed with Mr
Trump's announcement on Satur-
day of a flat 30 percent tariff, and a
threat to make that rate even
higher should the bloc retaliate.

For generations of girls at
Camp Mystic, Dick Eastland was
a fixture of the landscape — like
the high rocky bluff with the big
“Mystic® sign that welcomed
campers, or the Guadalupe River
winding through the cypress
trees. Mr. Eastland, the camp's ex-
ecutive director, had moved to its
grounds in the Texas Hill Country
in the 1870s with his wife, Willetta,
who everyone calls T\\L’Hl)’

Mr. Eastland, 70, died there on
July 4, after his truck was swept
into the river as flash floods
pushed thro the camp in the
middle of the night. Twenty-seven
campers and counselors also died
in the flood, according to Camp
Mystic. Kerr County officials said
on Thursday that five campers
and one counselor were still miss-
ing.

State inspectors approved the
camp's disaster safety plan just
days before the flood. But multiple
cahins lay within the river’s flood
zones, including the structures
where the camp opted Lo house its
youngest campers. Teenage coun-
selors were lefi to communicate
with flashlights and screams as
the waters guickly rose. Unlike
several other summer camps
along that stretch of the river,
Mystic was not accredited by the
American Camp Association, a na-
tional body that maintains stand-
ards on camp safety and emer-
gency preparedness.

TURIN, Italy — Andrea Consil-
vio did something this spring that
he called “a little crazy” He bought
an old and well-known coffee bar
in the northwestern ltalian city ol
Turin, his hometows.

Federal immigration officers
may deport immigrants with as
little as six hours’ notice to coun-
tries other than their own even if
officials have not provided any
assurances that the new arrivals
will be safe from persecution or
torture, a top official said in a
memo last week.

Todd M. Lyons, the acting di-
rector of U.S. Immigration and
Customs Enforcement, wrote in a
memo to the ICE workforce
‘Wednesday that a Supreme Court
ruling last month had cleared the
way for officers to “immediately”
start sending immigrants to “al-
ternative” countries.

People being sent to countries
where officials have not provided
any “diplomatic assurances” that
immigrants will be safe will be
informed 24 hours in advance —
and in “exigent” circumstances,
just six. Those being flown to
places that have offered those
assurances could be deported
with no advance notice.

If the State Department “be-
lieves those assurances to be
credible,” he wrote, then ICE may
deport someone to that country
“without the need for further
procedures.”

The United States has rarely
deported people to countries
where they are not citizens, and
lawyers warned that thousands
of longtime immigrants with
work permits and families in the
U.S. could now be uprooted and

TRUMP FLOATS 30%
FOR E.U. AND MEXICO

Targeting of top partners
could upend global trade

President Donald Trump
threatened on Saturday to im-
pose 30 percent tariffs on im-
ports from Mexico and the Euro-
pean Union starting Aug. 1, rais-
ing the stakes for ongoing negoti-
ations with two crucial trading
partners.

Trump made the announce-
ments with separate letters he
posted on Truth Social to Europe-
an Commission President Ursula
von der Leyen and Mexican Pres-
ident Claudia Sheinbaum.

Trump’s announcements took
aim at two of the United States’
largest trading partners and
threatened to upend the global
economy if he actually imple-
ments the new tariffs.

Last year, U.S.-E.U. trade in
goods totaled nearly $1 trillion.
The U.S. and Mexico are linked in
a North American trading zone
under a trade agreement negoti-
ated during Trump’s first term,
with almost $840 billion in goods
passing between them.

High tariffs on Mexican goods
would batter U.S. automakers
that rely on factories south of the
border for key parts and would
impose higher prices on Ameri-
can consumers on everyday prod-
ucts such as tomatoes, avocados,
watermelons and alcohol.

Trump has spent the past sev-
eral days sending letters to world
leaders, alerting them to new
tariffs the United States planned
to impose on their goods. Be-
cause there are still nearly three
weeks before the duties go into
effect, the announcements could
be a negotiating move to gain
leverage.

Tariffs are taxes that American
importers pay to U.S. Customs
and Border Protection to bring
foreign products into the United
States. The financial burden can
ultimately be shared among the
U.S. importer, foreign producer
and consumers.

So far this year, importers and
foreign manufacturers have each

A NEW MYSTERY
IN PETERSON CASE

An L.A. affiliate of the Innocence Project is trying
to free the convicted murderer. Why?

For the true-crime-loving public, the Innocence
Project and Scott Peterson occupy opposite ends of
the moral spectrum.

The project helps free the wrongly convicted,
while Peterson is a philandering Modesto fertilizer
salesman convicted two decades ago of murdering
his pregnant wife and the child she carried at
Christmastime.

Which is why one could almost sense the heads
ofcriminal justice aficionados spinning ayearand a
half ago when an affiliate of the Innocence Project
based at Cal State L.os Angeles agreed to represent
Peterson.

That disconnect has only deepened in recent
months. The organization asserted in court filings
this spring that it had turned up proof of Peterson’s
innocence, including a bombshell analysis by a
Harvard Medical School professor.

“This new evidence undermines the prosecu-

tion’s entire circumstantial case against
[Peterson] and shows that the jury relied on false
evidence, including false scientific evidence, to con-
vict him,” a lawyer for the Los Angeles Innocence
Project wrote in an April habeas corpus petition
seeking to vacate his conviction.

The efforts by the small nonprofit, founded
three years ago and currently employing a single
full-time attorney, have cracked open a story that
seems an artifact of the pre-smartphone era when
society’s attention was not yet fractured and the
search for a pretty young woman could captivate
the nation. From 2002, when Laci Peterson van-
ished from her home, to 2004, when a jury
sentenced her husband to death, news outlets from
the National Enquirer to “Good Morning America”
breathlessly covered every twist and turn.

At least part of the story’s mass appeal was the

Indiscriminate
immigration
arrests blocked

Judge says agents’ use
of race, other factors
in raids likely violates
people’s rights.

In a searing ruling
against the Trump adminis-
tration, a federal judge on
Friday temporarily blocked
federal agents from using
racial profiling to carry out
indiscriminate immigration
arrests that advocates say
have terrorized Angelenos,
forced people into hiding
and damaged the local econ-
omy.
The ruling by U.S. Dis-
trict Judge Maame Ewusi-
Mensah Frimpong, an ap-
pointee of President Biden,
was widely hailed by immi-
grant rights groups and Cal-
ifornia Democrats, who have
been in a pitched battle with
the administration over re-
cent sweeps through South-
ern California immigrant
neighborhoods.

If adhered to, the ruling
would stop immigration
agents from roving around

Home Depots and car
washes, stopping brown-
skinned, Spanish-speaking
day laborers and others to
arrest on immigration
charges, as they have been
for the last month.

“Justice prevailed today,”
Gov. Gavin Newsom posted
on X about the ruling Friday
evening. “The court’s deci-
sion puts a temporary stop
to federal immigration offi-
cials violating people’s
rights and racial profiling,”
he wrote. “California stands
with the law and the Consti-
tution — and I call on the
Trump Administration to
do the same.”

The orders cover Los An-
geles, Riverside, San Ber-
nardino, Orange, Ventura,
Santa Barbara and San Luis
Obispo counties.
