An arbitration panel
cleared the way for Chevron
to complete its $53 billion
purchase of Hess, dismissing
Exxon Mobil's claim that it
had a contractual right to bid
for Hess's crown-jewel assets
In Guyana.

The ruling handed down
Friday from the International
Chamber of Commerce in
Paris resolves an often tense
and long-running dispute be-
tween the twao largest descen-
dants of John D. Rockefeller’s
Standard 0il monopoly over
one of the world's most cov-
eted oil projects. Chevron
originally struck the deal for
Hess in October 2023.

Exxon threw a wrench in
Chevron's plans last year when
it asserted a right to pre-empt
its rival’s bid for Hess's 30%
stake In Guyana's prolific Sta-

broek offshore block. Chevron
had argued a right-of-first-re-
fusal on the Guyana project
wouldn’t apply to the corpo-
rate takeover of Hess.
Exxon's move to block the
deal stunned the oil industry,
which hadn’t seen fitanic oil
companies battle to these ex-
tremes since a court fight
with Pennzoil forced Texaco
into bankruptcy in the 1980s.
Just hours after Friday's
decision  was  announced,
Chevron said it had closed its
deal for Hess, and that it plans
to nominate John Hess, the

smaller company’s longtime
chief executive, to its board.
The Federal Trade Commis-
sion had set aside orders
Thursday that had previously
barred Hess from serving on
Chevron's board.

“It has been a long process,
and it didn't need to be”
Chevron CEQ Mike Wirth said
in an interview. “It’s unfortu-
nate that Hesss emplovees
and sharesholders were put
through such an extended
timeline. It should have been
resolved quicker. The ocutcome
was never in doubt.”

Chevron Closes Megadeal for Hess

Exwon said that it disagreed
with the ICC panel's interpre-
tation but respects the arbi-
tration process.

Insurers
Seek Big
Premium
Increases

If you buy your own health
insurance, you are probably
going to pay more next year—
a lot more.

Insurers are seeking hefty
2026 rate increases for Af-
fordable Care Act marketplace
plans, the coverage known as
Obamacare. Blue Cross & Blue
Shield of Illinois wants a 27%
increase, while its sister Blue
Cross plan in Texas is asking
for 21%. The largest ACA plans
in Washington state, Georgia
and Rhode Island are all look-
ing for premiums to surge
more than 20%.

The companies said the big
increases are needed because
of higher healthcare costs and
changing federal policy, in-
cluding cuts to subsidies that
help consumers pay for plans.
The higher premiums would
come after yvears of enroll-
ment growth and mostly sin-
gle-digit rate increases in the
Obamacare market, where in-
dividuals and families buy in-
surance for themselves.
About 24 million people have
ACA plans.

At the request of The Wall
Street Journal, the health-re-
search nonprofit KFF analyvzed
the rate requests for the larg-
est ACA plans by enrollment
in 17 states where the insur-
ers’ filings have already be-
come public, as well as the
District of Columbia.

They showed that some of
the biggest national ACA
players, including Centene
and Elevance Health, are
seeking double-digit increases
in several states. The Elue
Cross & Blue Shield plans of
Texas and Illinois are both
owned by Health Care Service,
a giant nonprofit.

Insurers Reject
More Requests
For Medicines

Prescription drug denials by
private insurers in the Umnited
States jumped 25 percent from
2016 to 2023, according to a new
analysis of more than four billion
claims, a practice that has contrib-
uted to rising public outrage about
the nation’s private health insur-
ance system.

The report, compiled for The
New York Times by the health an-
alytics company Komodo Health,
shows that denial rates rose from
183 percent to 22.9 percent. The
rejections went up AcToss many
major health plans, including the
country's largest private insurer,
UnitedHealthcare.

The data offers a rare look into
the largely hidden world of re-
jected insurance claims.

films get around 20% of their
budgets from the Corp. for

Public Broadcasting, the
body Congress recently
voted to defund.

Projects that receive a
higher percentage of their
funding through public me-
dia “just won’t be able to be
made,” Burns said. “And so
there’ll be less representa-
tion by all the different kinds
of filmmakers. People com-

ing up will have an impos-
sible time getting started.”

The U.S. Senate this
week passed the Trump ad-
ministration’s proposal to
cancel $9 billion in federal
funding previously allocated
for foreign aid and public
broadcasting, and the
House of Representatives
approved the package after
midnight Friday, sending it
to President Trump’s desk.

The Corp. for Public
Broadcasting, which admin-
isters the funds for NPR ra-
dio stations and PBS TV af-
filiates, is on track tolose $1.1
billion that had previously
been budgeted for the next
two years.

The impact of those cuts
will be deeply felt across
both NPR and PBS, leaders
of both organizations told
The Times. Layoffs and re-
duced programming are ex-
pected, and the blows will
disproportionately strike
smaller markets that rely
more heavily on federal
funding.

“This is going to hit hard-
est in the places that need it
the most,” said Gabriel
Kahn, a professor at the
USC Annenberg School for
Communication and Jour-
nalism.

An owl-culling plan hits a roadblock

An unusual alliance of
Republican lawmakers and
animal rights advocates, to-
gether with others, is cre-
ating storm clouds for a plan
to protect one threatened
owl by killing a more com-
mon one.

Last August, the U.S.
Fish and Wildlife Service ap-
proved a plan to shoot
roughly 450,000 barred owls
in California, Oregon and
Washington over three dec-
ades. The barred owls have
been out-competing imper-
iled northern spotted owls in
the Pacific Northwest, as
well as California spotted
owls, pushing them out of
their territory.

Supporters of the ap-
proach — including conser-
vation groups and promi-
nent scientists — believe the
cull is necessary to avert
disastrous consequences for
the spotted owls.

But the coalition argues
the effort is too expensive,
unworkable and inhumane.
They’re urging the Trump
administration to cancel it
and lawmakers could pur-
sue a reversal through spe-
cial congressional action.

Restaurants are adapting to a rise in
early dinner reservations by changing
stafl hour 1 offering steep di L
for laler sittings, as health-conscious
customers opt for carly nights.

Londoners made 11 per cent more res-
taurant reserva
cent more at S5pm in the first six months
of 2025 compared with the previous
year, according to data from boeking
platform OpenTable.

Early bookings at these slots were up
& per cent in the rest of the UK over the
same period. Bul reservations for the
traditional dinmer time of 8pm fell 5 per
cent across the UK, the datashowed.

OpenTable said the shift to early din-
ing had been under way since the pan-
demic, although 7pm is still overall the

maost popular time for bookings. The
hospitality sector is grappling with a
shift in footfall, with some businesses
welooming earlier diners and cutting
stalf hours, while others have turned to
promotions to fill ate-night tables,

The Nationwide Caterers Association,
which represents independent busi-
nesses in the food and drink industry,
called the trend towards earlier dining
“worrying”, as it meant “less dwell time
and less spend overall™.

Rulkhsana Bentley, head of marketing
and communications at the trade group,
said the reasons for the shift were varied
but had become more prevalent since
the pandemic and the rise of lexible
working, "People are going home ear-
lier, they're more health conscious so
