Hydrogen may be a green energy survivor

BY HAYLEY SMITH

At a construction site
along the Los Angeles River,
Jjust south of where four free-
ways converge in Vernon, a
crane hoisted a set of mas-
sive white pipes into the air
on a recent weekday morn-
ing.

The pipes will eventually
be connected to fuel dis-
pensers where they will
serve as storage vessels for
hydrogen — a growing yet
controversial source of ener-
gy that some see as key to
California’s ambitious cli-
mate goals.

The site is being devel-
oped by a New Jersey-based

company called Avina in
partnership with Vernon
Public Utilities. When com-
pleted this October, it is
planned to produce up to
4 metric tons of compressed
green hydrogen a day to
power heavy-duty trucks
and buses, helping to clean
up one of the worst polluting
sectorsinthe state.

The facility is expected to
eliminate approximately
130,000 metric tons of planet-
warming carbon dioxide
emissions annually, accord-
ing to Avina. Company offi-
cials said it willbe the largest
clean hydrogen project with
on-site dispensing — mean-
ing pumps where fleets can

University of California
leaders face a difficult choice
after the U.S. Department of
Justice said this week that
UCLA had violated the civil
rights of Jewish students
during pro-Palestinian pro-
tests and federal agencies on
Wednesday suspended more
than $300 million in research
grants to the school.

Do they agree to a costly
settlement, potentially in-
curring the anger of taxpay-
ers, politicians and campus
communities in a deep-blue
state that’s largely opposed
to President Trump and his
battle to remake higher edu-
cation?

Or do they go to court, en-
tering a protracted legal fight
and possibly inviting further
debilitating federal actions
against the nation’s premier
public university system,
which, until now, has care-
fully avoided head-on con-
flicts with the White House?

Leaders of the University
of California, including its
systemwide president,
James B. Milliken; UCLA
Chancellor Julio Frenk and
UC’s 24-member Board of
Regents — California Gov.
Gavin Newsom is an ex-offi-
cio member — have just days
to decide.

In findings issued Mon-
day, U.S. Atty. Gen. Pam
Bondi and the Justice De-
partment said UCLA would
pay a “heavy price” for acting
with “deliberate indiffer-
ence” to the civil rights of
Jewish and Israeli students
who complained of anti-
semiticincidents since Oct. 7,
2023. That’s when Hamas at-
tacked Israel, which led to Is-
rael’s war in Gaza and the
pro-Palestinian student en-
campment on Royce Quad.

The Justice Department
gave UC — which oversees
federal legal matters for
UCLA and nine other cam-
puses — until Tuesday to re-
spond to the allegations of
antisemitism. It wrote that
“unless there is reasonable
certainty that we can reach
an agreement” to “ensure
that the hostile environment
is eliminated and reasonable
steps are taken to prevent its
recurrence,” the department

Opposition rises

Ratepayers and
shareholders would
foot $18-billion bill,
prompting objections.

Gov. Gavin Newsom’s
plan to make electric cus-
tomers and utility share-
holders share the burden of
paying $18 billion more to
shore up a state fund for
wildfire victims faces a
tough battle, with com-
plaints from both consumer
advocates and utilities.

Under Newsom’s plan,
customers of the state’s
three biggest for-profit util-
ities would pay $9 billion to
bolster the state wildfire
fund, which officials say

could be depleted by dam-
ages caused by January’s
Eaton fire. The state fund
currently contains $21 bil-
lion.

An additional $9 billion
would come from sharehold-
ers of Southern California
Edison, Pacific Gas & Elec-
tric and San Diego Gas &
Electric, according to a draft
ofthe proposal.

The three utilities have
been lobbying in Sacra-
mento, asking that the fund
be strengthened, since Jan-
uary when the Eaton fire
roared through Altadena af-
ter igniting under an Edison
transmission tower. But util-
ity executives say they are
opposed to their sharehold-
ers paying more.

Corp. for Public Broadcasting
to shut down after funding cuts

The Corp. for Public
Broadcasting said Friday it
was shutting down, a week

after President Trump
signed legislation stripping
its funding.

The move startled some
public radio and television
station managers through-
out the country. Many had
only begun to absorb the
shock of losing federal sup-
port and were quickly figur-
ing out ways to keep their
stations vibrant.

The Corp. for Public
Broadcasting administers
funds for PBS TV affiliates
and NPR radio stations —
more than 1,500 local televi-
sion and radio stations
nationwide.

In astatement, the group

said it would “begin an or-
derly wind-down of its oper-
ations.” A majority of staff
positions will be cut Sept. 30,
when the group’s fiscal year
ends and “a small transition
team will remain through
January,” it said.

“This reflects the devas-
tating impacts on public
broadcasting,” said Andrew
Russell, PBS SoCal chief
executive. “CPB provides
funding to local stations, it
provides funding to national
programming, and it has
played a leadership role in
public broadcasting sinceits
inception. These are all real
losses.”

Since returning to office,
Trump has made a priority
of yanking federal funding
from public broadcasters as
part of a wider campaign
against media outlets that

he dislikes. The president
derided PBS and NPR as
government-funded  “left-
wing propaganda.” Con-
gress fell into line.

Conservatives have long
wanted to strip funding from
public media because of
what they perceive tobelibe-
ral bias.

Lawmakers passed a “re-
scission” measure in mid-
July, largely along party
lines, that canceled $1.1 bil-
lion previously allocated for
public broadcasting for two
years.

“There was no offramp,”
said Ken Siebert, general
manager of Yellowstone
Public Radio in Billings,
Mont. “That money had al-
ready been appropriated. It
wasn’t like they came and
said: ‘OK, you've got two

Health policy editor the situation as “an invisible wait-

ing list crisis” that is “staggering” in
scale, with millions living in limbo,
anxious as their health deteriorates.

The data raises doubts about Keir
Starmer’s repeated pledge that 92%
of patients will be treated within 18
weeks of referral by 2029 - the prime
minister’s key promise to voters on
health. The target has not been hit
since 2015, and in May just 61% were
treated on time.

Almost half of the six million people
needing treatment from the NHS in
England have had no careat all since
joining a hospital waiting list, new
datareveals.

Previously unseen NHS England
figures show that 2.99 million of the
6.23 million patients (48%) awaiting
care have not had either their first
appointment with a specialist ora

Ina further sign of how difficult it
will be to meet that target, the data
shows that a third of the 3 million
unseen patients - 1 million people
- have already waited more than 18
weeks without receiving any care.

Itis the firsttime the phenomenon
of “unseen patients” has emerged as
part of the huge challenge facing the
government in its drive to “get the
NHS back on its feet”.

Until now debate about the NHS
backlog has focused onthe number of
treatments patients are due toreceive
and how many people are waiting

- currently 7.36m and 6.23m respec-

tively. The data also showed found
thatthe medical specialisms with the
largest number of unseen patients
were ear, nose and throat care; ortho-
paedics; eye care; gastroenterology
and gynaecology. Between 67% and
75% of those waiting lists are made
up of such patients, according to its
analysis.
