Texas Pushes Redistricting Into Era of ‘Maximum Warfare’

The aggressive push by Presi-
dent Trump and Republicans in
Texas to squeeze as many as five
House Democrats out of office be-
fore a single vote is cast in the
2026 midterm  elections  has
opened up a new chapter in an era

have watched, sometimes hap-
lessly and sometimes hopelessly,
as Mr. Trump and his allies have
bent much of the country’s politi-
cal, legal and educational systems
to his will.

But the bald attempt to redraw
the Texas congressional map to
shore up House Republicans has
pushed many Democrats, includ-
ing some longtime institutional-
ists, to a breaking point.

Voters are the immediate casu-
alty in this escalating arms race,
reduced almost to bystanders as
Republicans essentially admit to
trying to determine the outcome
of Texas races long before the
elections are held.

The result is a democracy de-
termined less by public opinion
than by raw political might.

A President’s Volatility

Lashing Out at Russia and Jobs Data

WASHINGTON — Despite
aluwm.g over the first half of the
vear, the . economy has re-
mained reasonably healthy. Yet
when the jobs report for July was
released on Friday, showing a
substantial slowdown in hiring,
President Trump lashed out,
claiming the figures were rigged
and firing the head of the govern-
ment agency that produces
them.

Dmitri Medvedev was once
president of Russia but now is
little more than the Kremlin's
favorite online troll. Yet when he
got unde; r. Trump's skin with
provocative posts about nuclear
war, Mr. Trump, already increas-
ingly infuriated by President
Viadimir V. Putin's unwillingness
to work with him to end the war
in Ukraine, responded on Friday
as if a real superpower conflict
could be brewing, ordering sub-
marines into position to guard
against any threat.

Just days earlier, Mr. Trump
had returned to the United States
from a golf trip happily flexing
his political and diplomatic
power.

A capitulating Congress had
passed his signature domestic
policy legislation, despite con-
cerns over its deep culs o the
social safety net. The European
Unlon caved to Mr, Trump and
his threat of tariffs by announc-
ing a trade deal during the presi-
dent's trip to Scotland. Embaold-
ened, Mo Trump moved ahead
with sweeping tariffs that could
reshape the world economy.

But on Friday, Mr. Trump,
confronted with foes and facts
that he could not easily control,
displayed another side of himself,
responding with disproportion-
ate intensity and a distinct impa-
tience.

His actions were part of a
pattern in which he has shown
growing intolerance toward

those who will not bend to his
will

Jerome H. Powell, the Federal
Resgerve chalr who has defied Mr.
Trump’s demands for interest
rate cuts, has been subject 1o
withering and relentless criti-
cism and insults from the presi-
dent, Mr. Trump has assailed
those of his own supporters who
have refused to drop their de-
mands for release of the Epstein
files.

But his actions on Friday were
especially striking because they
involved fiery reactions to two of
the biggest issues on his plate.

Vast supplies of U.S. aid are stranded and expiring

Move may undermine investor trust in crucial data

For months, the ULS. economy
appeared to be weathering the
disruptive effects of President
Donald Trump's trade and immi-
gration policies.

The 9th U.S. Circuit
Court of Appeals dealt a
stinging blow to the Trump
administration’s mass de-
portation project Friday
night in a fiery opinion up-
holding a lower court’s block
on “roving patrols” across
much of Southern Califor-
nia.

“If, as Defendants sug-
gest, they are not conduct-
ing stops that lack reason-
able suspicion, they can
hardly claim to be irrepara-
bly harmed by an injunction
aimed at preventing a sub-
set of stops not supported by
reasonable suspicion,” the
panel wrote.

The ruling leaves in place
a temporary restraining or-
der barring masked and
heavily armed agents from
snatching people off the
streets of Southern Califor-
nia without first establish-
ing reasonable suspicion
that they are in the U.S. il-
legally.

Under the 4th Amend-
ment, reasonable suspicion
cannot be based solely on
race, ethnicity, language, lo-
cation or employment, ei-
ther alone or in combina-
tion, U.S. District Judge
Maame Ewusi-Mensah
Frimpong of Los Angeles
wrote in her original order.

All dark horses in
governor’s race?

With Kamala Harris
out, some analysts say
the contest will be a
free-for-all for a while.

Murdoch becomes
Trump’s unlikely rival

Legal feud with Wall
Street Journal marks a
breach in a mutually
beneficial alliance.

President Trump once
called Rupert Murdoch “my
very good friend.”

But the 94-year-old me-
dia baron, whose fortunes
have risen in tandem with
Trump’s political ascent,
has turned into an unlikely
foe.

Trump has bristled over
a Wall Street Journal report
that he allegedly sent a sug-
gestive letter to sex offender
Jeffrey Epstein for his 50th
birthday in 2003. Trump de-

The privacy intrusion
was shocking, but the cost of
noncompliance was even
worse: a single $100 fine at
first, then up to $500 per day
— $3,500 per week — starting
July 10 until she changed the
doorway back.

But on July 1, when Gov.
Gavin Newsom signed As-
sembly Bill 130 into law, her
HOA nightmare vanished
with the stroke of a pen, and
her fee for defiance was
capped at $100.

“It’'s a game changer,”
Kim said. “For years, HOAs
have been able to bend en-
tire communities to their
will on a whim. This stops
that.”

Industry experts and
HOA lobbyists were taken
by surprise in June when

Newsom pushed AB 130
through the state Legisla-
ture and signed it into law —
not because it passed, but
because it included a last-
minute update redefining
HOA law in California. The
overall goal of the bill is to ex-
pedite housing by easing
California Environmental
Quality Act regulations for
many projects, but it also
amends the Davis-Stirling
Act, the framework that gov-
erns homeowners associa-
tions.

The biggest change?
HOA fines are now capped
at $100 per violation unless
there are health or safety im-
pacts. Want to paint your
house neon green? $100.
Erect a giant Halloween
skeleton on your front lawn

SACRAMENTO —
Texas real estate agent Tara
Jarrett opened the online
class with a prayer, bowing
her head and closing her
eyes.

“Dear Heavenly Father,”
she began. “I ask that you
would just speak to me and
through me as I deliver this
detailed message tonight.”

‘What followed was a les-
son onrevenge.

Jarrett walked the at-
tendees, logged in from Cali-
fornia and other states,
through the process of filing
liens to punish public offi-
cials, such as politicians and
judges, who they alleged
aren’t upholding their oaths
of office. Those liens are re-
corded in state Uniform
Commercial Code data-
bases, public filings in-
tended to alert creditors
about business debts and fi-
nancial obligations.

“This is how we level the
playing field,” Jarrett, 52,
told her class in a video up-
loaded last year. “We don’t
sue government officials. We
file liens that crush their
credit until they cooperate.”

Across the country, an-
tagonists and antigovern-
ment “sovereign citizens”
are flooding states and
counties with liens like the
ones Jarrett and others
show how to file. In the
claims, they often allege gov-
ernment officials owe them
money or property, a tactic
the U.S. Justice Department
and nonpartisan Congres-
sional Research Service
have identified as a form of
“paper terrorism.” Other fil-
ings aren’t about retribu-
tion. Instead, they’re finan-
cial maneuvers aimed at
businesses, claiming to be
owed cash, cars and homes.

Consumer credit expert
John Ulzheimer said these
liens can complicate a per-
son’s ability to obtain a
mortgage or a business’
chances of securing lines of
