IRS chief’s ouster
came after dispute
over migrant data

DHS SOUGHT CONFIDENTIAL TAXPAYER INFO

Request was deemed outside confines of sharing deal

The Internal Revenue Service
clashed with the White House
over using tax data to help locate
suspected undocumented immi-
grants hours before Trump ad-
ministration officials forced IRS
Commissioner Billy Long from his
post Friday, according to two peo-
ple familiar with the situation.

The Department of Homeland
Security sent the IRS a list Thurs-
day of 40,000 names of people
DHS officials thought were in the
country illegally and asked the
IRS to use confidential taxpayer
data to verify their addresses, said
the people, who spoke on the con-
dition of anonymity for fear of
reprisals.

The Treasury Department, the
parent agency of the IRS, and DHS
agreed to an arrangement in April
to facilitate such data sharing —
over the objections of the tax ser-

vice’s privacy lawyers.

DHS officials have suggested
they would eventually ask the IRS
for help locating 7 million people.
There are about 11 million undoc-
umented immigrants in the Unit-
ed States, according to federal esti-
mates.

On Friday, though, the IRS re-
sponded that it was able to verify
fewer than 3 percent of the names
immigration enforcement offi-
cials submitted, the people said.

The names the agency could
match were mainly the individu-
als for whom DHS provided an
individual taxpayer identification
number. An ITIN is an IRS-specif-
ic ID that immigrants often use in
place of a Social Security number
on a tax filing. Undocumented im-
migrants pay tens of billions of
dollars in taxes each year, which

Zelensky rebufls Trump on

Ukrainian leader not
invited to Friday summit
with Putin in Alaska

KYIV — Ukraine will reject any
proposal that involves ceding ter-
ritory to Russia, Ukrainian Presi-
dent Volodymyr Zelensky said
Saturday, hours after President
Donald Trump suggested “some
swapping of territories” to end
Russia’s war on Ukraine.

“The answer to the Ukrainian
territorial question is already in
the constitution of Ukraine,” Zel-
ensky said in a video address
Saturday morning.

Trump had suggested a territo-
rial swap as he and Russian Presi-
dent Vladimir Putin finalized de-
tails for an in-person meeting

Friday in Alaska — symbolic as a
former part of the Russian Em-
pire.

Trump did not say whether
Zelensky was invited to the meet-
ing. An official briefed on the
negotiations, who spoke on the
condition of anonymity to speak
freely about sensitive political
talks, said Zelensky had not yet
been invited.

Russia has proposed that Kyiv
relinquish the Donbas area of
eastern Ukraine for a ceasefire
without offering anything in re-
turn, according to a second per-
son briefed on the negotiations.

European and Ukrainian offi-
cials were scrambling to respond
to Trump’s reversal. Days before
he and Putin announced the
meeting Friday, he was threaten-
ing to impose tougher sanctions
on Russia.

Britain on Saturday hosted a
meeting of national security ad-
visers from Europe, Ukraine and
the United States led by Foreign
Secretary David Lammy and Vice

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"Trump,
seeking
peace,
faces two
hard tests

He is struggling to get
Russia and Ukraine,
as well as Israel and
Hamas, to negotiate.

WASHINGTON — After
styling himself for decades
as a dealmaker, President
Trump is showing some re-
ceipts in his second term of
ceasefires and peace agree-
ments brokered on his
watch. But the president
faces extraordinary chal-
lenges in his latest push to
negotiate ends to the world’s
two bloodiest conflicts.

Stakes could not be
higher in UKkraine, where
nearly a million Russian sol-
diers have been Kkilled or
wounded in pursuit of Vladi-
mir Putin’s war of conquest,
according to independent
analysts. Hundreds of thou-
sands of Ukrainian soldiers
add to the catastrophic cas-
ualty toll. Trump’s struggle
to get both sides to a negoti-
ating table, let alone to se-
cure a ceasefire, has grown
into a fixation for Trump,
prompting rare rebukes of
Putin from the U.S. presi-
dent.

And in the Gaza Strip, an
alliance that has withstood
scathing international criti-
cism over Israel’s conduct of
its war against Hamas has
begun to show strain.
Trump still supports the
fundamental mission of Is-
rael’s prime minister, Ben-
jamin Netanyahu, to destroy
the militant group and se-
cure the release of Israeli
hostages in its possession.
But mounting evidence of
mass starvation in Gaza has
begun to fray the relation-
ship, reportedly resulting in
a shouting match in their
most recent call.

Breakthroughs in the
two conflicts have evaded
Trump, despite his efforts to
fashion himself into the
“peacemaker-in-chief” and
floating his own nomination
for the Nobel Peace Prize.

In Turnberry, Scotland,
last month, Trump claimed
that six wars had been
stopped or thwarted under
his watch since he returned
to office in January. “I'm av-
eraging about a war a
month,” he said at the time.

He has, in fact, secured a
string of tangible successes
on the international stage,
overseeing a peace agree-
ment between the Demo-
cratic Republic of the Congo
and Rwanda; hosting a
peace ceremony between

San Francisco wonders how
its Al gold rush will pan out

On a sunny day in San
Francisco, along the city’s
waterfront, families dived
into the wacKky world of arti-
ficial intelligence inside the
Exploratorium museum.

Visitors made shadow
puppets for AI to identify,
used AI to generate songs,
asked chatbots questions
and faced off with AI in a
game in which players tried
to draw images that only hu-
mans would recognize. A gi-

ant robot hand moved
around and people peered
into a video game chip.

They jotted down their
hopes and worries about AI
on cards displayed in the
museum. Hope: AI will cure
cancer. Worry: People will
rely on Al to the point they
can’t think for themselves.

“It sort of breaks down
those guardrails, those big
walls that people have put
up around AI, and allows
them to have a conversation
with somebody else,” said
Doug Thistlewolf, who man-

ages exhibit development at
the Exploratorium.

Art. Office Space. Bill-
boards. Protests. The AI
craze has intensified in San
Francisco, spreading
through work and social life
inwhat some have described
as a new gold rush. The AI
boom, coupled with the elec-
tion of new Mayor Daniel
Lurie, has also infused the
city with optimism — tinged
with anxiety. Some worry
about the city’s high cost of
living, and whether AI will

Emil Lahaziel knew how to bluff.

California lags behind
Texas and Florida,
which cooperate more
with federal officials.

Ever since federal immi-
gration raids ramped up
across California, triggering
fierce protests that
prompted President Trump
to deploy troops to Los An-
geles, the state has emerged
as the symbolic battle-
ground of the administra-
tion’s deportation cam-
paign.

But even as arrests
soared, California was not
the epicenter of Trump’s
anti-immigrant project.

In the first five months of
Trump’s second term, Cali-
fornia lagged behind the
staunchly red states of
Texas and Florida in the to-
tal arrests. According to a
Los Angeles Times analysis
of federal Immigration and
Customs Enforcement data
from the Deportation Data
Project, Texas reported
26,341 arrests — nearly a
quarter of all ICE arrests na-
tionally — followed by 12,982
in Florida and 8,460 in Cali-
fornia.

Even in June, when
masked federalimmigration
agents swept through L.A.,
jumping out of vehicles to
snatch people from bus
stops, car washes and park-
ing lots, California saw 3,391
undocumented immigrants
arrested — more than Flor-
ida, but still only about half
as many as Texas.

When factoring in popu-
lation, California drops to
27th in the nation, with 217
arrests per million residents
— about a quarter of Texas’
864 arrests per million and
less than half of a whole slew
of states including Florida,
Arkansas, Utah, Arizona,
Louisiana, Oklahoma, Ten-
nessee, Georgia, Virginia
and Nevada.

The data, released after a
Freedom of Information Act
lawsuit against the govern-
ment, excludes arrests
made after June 26 and lacks
identifying state details in
5% of cases. Nevertheless, it
provides the most detailed
look yet of national ICE op-
erations.

When fleeing fire is
no longer an option

New research on
sheltering in place
could reshape how we
prepare for disaster.

Haylie Ross awoke to
yelling and someone pound-
ing on her dorm room door.

It was herresident assist-
ant, telling her to grab what
she needed and get to the li-
brary. A fire had erupted
near Pepperdine University
in the middle of the night.

Outside, there were chill-
ing winds, helicopters roar-
ing overhead, smoke every-
where and a glowing red sky.

Without time to evacu-
ate, university officials in-
structed her and hundreds
of other students to hunker
down on campus. As ROss
received a stream of texts
