Unmasked in Smoke, Wildfire Crews Are Getting Fatally 111

The smoke from the wildfires
that burned through Los Angeles
in January smelled like plastic
and was so thick that it hid the
ocean., Firefighters who re-
sponded developed instant mi-
graines, coughed up black goo and
dropped 1o their knees, vomiting
and dizzy.

SpaceX Gets Billions From U.S.,
But Likely Pays Very Little Taxes

SpaceX, Elon Musk's rocket and
satellite internet company, has re-
ceived billions of dollars in federal
contracts over its more than two-
decade existence.

But SpaceX has most likely paid
little to no federal income taxes
since its founding in 2002 and has
privately told investors that it
may never have o pay any, ac-
cording tointernal company docu-
ments reviewed by The New York
Times.

The rocket maker’s fnances
have long been secret because the
company is privately held. But the
documents  reviewed hy The
Times show that SpaceX can seize
on & legal tax benefit that allows it
to use the more than $5 billion in
lnsses it racked up by late 2021 to
offset paying future taxable in-
come. President Trump made a
change in 2017, during his firs
term, that eliminated the tax
benefit's expiration date for all

companies, For SpaceX, that

means that nearly 53 billion of its

losses can be indefinitely applied

Tax experis consulted by The
Times said that not having to pay
tax on §5 billion in taxabie income
was substantial and notable for a
company that has relied on con-
tracts with the U.S. government to
an unusual degree. SpaceX works
closely with the Pentagon, NASA
and other agencies, giving it a vi-
tal role in national security. In
2020, federal contracts generated
almost B4 percent of the rocket
maker's revenue, according to the
documents, a figure that had not
been previously reported,

Zelensky pressed to deal while Ukraine under attack

BRUSSELS — President Donald
Trump dropped his demand for a
ceasefire in Ukraine and told its
president Saturday that Russian
President Vladimir Putin wants
Ukraine’s eastern Donbas area in
exchange for halting the war.

Hours after Trump and Putin
met Friday in Alaska, Trump said
Ukraine and Russia should go
straight to negotiating a settle-
ment, a split with Ukrainian Presi-
dent Volodymyr Zelensky and Eu-
ropean allies that aligns the Unit-
ed States with Putin.

ZelensKky has rejected Russian
demands to cede Ukrainian land.
The Ukrainian leader and his Eu-
ropean partners, including the
leaders of Britain, France and Ger-
many, had lobbied the White
House to pressure Moscow into a
ceasefire before any negotiations.

Trump’s swerve increases pres-

sure on the Ukrainian leader as he
prepares to go to the White House
on Monday to make his case. Kyiv’s
European backers say it cannot
negotiate under attack and are
wary of a rushed deal that could
reshape the continent’s security
landscape.

After the summit, Trump told
Zelensky and other European
leaders in a phone call that in
addition to land Russia has seized
in the war, Putin wants Ukraine to
cede all of Donbas in exchange for
a promise to stop Russian attacks,
according to four people familiar
with the discussion. All spoke on
the condition of anonymity to dis-
cuss the sensitive matter.

Henry Mc-
Master said he would deploy 200
troops “to stand with President
Trump as he works to restore law
and order to our nation’s capital.”
Ohio Gov. Mike DeWine pledged
150, according to local news re-
ports.

They followed West Virginia
Gov. Patrick Morrisey, who said
300 to 400 National Guard troops

would be called up.

The new deployments, mark-
ing a major escalation of Presi-
dent Donald Trump’s efforts to
take over law enforcement in the
nation’s capital, came amid indi-
cations that the troops may soon
be carrying weapons, a reversal of
their initial orders.

The troops are still awaiting
written instructions from senior
Defense Department officials,
one of several people familiar
with the planning said. They
spoke on the condition of ano-
nymity to discuss the fluid situa-
tion.

Initial deployment orders
specified that National Guard
personnel, while wearing body
armor, would leave their weapons
at the armory.

U.S.-born not picking up
jobs vacated by migrants

The Trump administration
has railed against government
data, casting doubt on monthly
jobs figures and calling for an
overhaul of GDP calculations.
But there’s one number White
House officials are happy to tout:
2 million new jobs this year for
workers born in the United
States, referred to as “native-
born” among statisticians.

“Right now we’re seeing Amer-
ican workers are being put first
— native-born workers account
for all of the job growth, and
that’s key,” Labor Secretary Lori
Chavez-DeRemer said this
month on Fox Business.

Why police fear the ‘Grim Reaper’

Internal Affairs detective has become a lightning rod of controversy

In a police department
with a long tradition of col-
orful nicknames — from “Jig-
saw John” to “Captain
Hollywood” — LAPD Sgt.
Joseph Lloyd stands out.

“The Grim Reaper.”

At least that’s what some
on the force have taken to
calling the veteran Internal
Affairs detective, usually out

of earshot.

According to officers who
have found themselves
under investigation by
Lloyd, he seems to relish the
moniker and takes pleasure
in ending careers, even if it
means twisting facts and ig-
noring evidence.

But Lloyd’s backers
maintain his dogged pursuit
of the truth is why he has
been entrusted with some of

Lloyd, 52, declined to
comment.

Californians seek new start — in Oklahoma

Cynthia Rollins doesn’t
hate California — far from it.

The sun-drenched
shores of San Diego, the vi-
brant desert oasis of Palm
Springs and the hustle of
San Francisco all held spe-
cial places in the California
native’s life story.
