Powell Raises

Fed chair notes a
changing economic
outlook; markets
rally after speech

JACKSON HOLE, Wyo.—
Federal Reserve Chair Jerome
Powell opened the door for
rate cuts next month when he
said the labor market might
be softening enough to rein in
inflation that is being pushed
up by tariffs.

Throughout the year, Fowell
and his colleagues have held

rates steady, pointing to a solid
labor market and uncertainty
over the inflation outlook,
given large tariff hikes. But in
a widely watched address at a
conference in Wyoming on Fri-
day, Fowell suggested the out-
lock was changing in a direc-
tion that could Justify
resuming rate cuts.

“The balance of risks ap-
pears to be shifting.” Powell
said. While labor markets look
stable, “it is a curious kind of
balance that results from a
marked slowing in both the
supply of and demand for
workers.” That has led to an
“unusual situation” in which

the risks of worse-than-ex-
pected labor-market outcomes
are rising, he said.

“And if those risks materi-
alize, they can do so quickly in
the form of sharply higher lay-
offs and rising unemploy-
ment,” Powell said.

The changing ecconomic
outlook, he said, “may warrant
adjusting our policy stance,”
which is still restrictive.

Markets cheered Powell's
speech, which blessed investor
expectations of a September
rate cut that had accumulated
after disappointing downward
revisions to payroll gains ear-
lier this month. The Dow

Jones Industrial Average, the
S&P 500 and the Nasdaq com-
posite all finished Friday with
gains of roughly L.5% to 2%.
But it isn't clear for how
long the Fed chair’s remarks
will satisfy President Trump
or his advisers. They have
claimed that the cconomy is
booming while badgering the
Fed to aggrezssively lower in-
terest rates over the coming
months.

FBI’s Raid of Bolton Steps Up
Probe Into a Key Trump Critic

The FEI on Friday searched
the Maryland home and wWash-
ington, D.C., office of former
Trump national security adviser
John EBolton, people familiar
with the matter said, escalating
a years-old probe into whether
the prominent Trump eritic mis-
handled classified information.

A spokeswoman for Bolton
declined to comment. He
clashed with the president over
paolicies toward Iran and North
Korea during his 18-month ten-

ure in President Trump's first
term and has maintained a
drumbeat of public eriticism so
far during the second.

“NO ONE is above the law,"”
Federal Bureau of Investigation
Director Kash Patel said on X
around the time of the search. A
Justice Department spokesman
declined to  comment but
pointed to a post from Attorney
General Pam Bondi that said,
“America’s safety isn't negotia-
ble.”

The Justice Department dur-
ing Trump's first term sued Bol-
ton and launched a criminal in-

vestigation intoe whether he
unlawfully disclosed classified
information in his memair,
which offered a scathing assess-
ment of Trump's presidency.

Friday's searches, which were
authorized by federal magis-
trates, stem from an investiga-
tion into whether Bolton fllegally
possessed or shared classified
material, including to the media,
one person said.

ATHENS — Michael Boulos
was an aspiring businessman, just
a lew vears out of college, when he
kel in the White House Rose
Garden in January 2021 and asked
Pregident Trump's daughter
Tiffany Trump to marry him.

“We want you to be at the top of
the guest list,” the cousin, Jimmy
Frangi, wrote.

Everyone involved denies
wrongdoing, and both deals went
bad. Mr. Kushner's yacht sits un-
finished in Greece. And the Saudi
businessman never got the access
{or the wedding invitation) that
he had been offered. But Mr. Bou-
los received about $300,000 from
the yacht sale, his cousin says,
and S100,000 from the Saudi busi-
nessmar.

A spokesman for Mr Boulos
and Ms. Trump said that Mr. Bou-
los had received only a prenegoti-
ated finder's fee in the yacht deal
and had since ended his business
relationship with Mr Frangi, the
yacht broker.

ALEXANDRIA, LA. — Christopher
Kinnison tried to find his client on
the computer screen, but the vid-
eo feed was too grainy to make out
faces.

GRAND CANYON NATIONAIL PARK, Ariz. —
‘When lightning sparked a small fire amid the stately
ponderosa pines on the remote North Rim of the
Grand Canyon last month, national park officials

treated it like a good thing.

Instead of racing to put the fire out immediately, as
was the practice for decades, they deferred to the doc-
trines of modern fire science. The prevailing wisdom
says the American West was forged by flames that
nourish the soil and naturally reduce the supply of dry

fuels.

So officials built containment lines to keep the fire
away from people and the park’s historic buildings and
then stepped back to let the flames perform their an-

cient magic.

That strategy worked well — until it didn’t. A week
later, the wind suddenly increased and the modest,
120-acre controlled burn exploded into a “megafire,”
the largest in the United States so far this year. As of
Saturday, the blaze had burned more than 145,000
acres and was 63% contained.

“The fire jumped our lines on Friday, July 11,” said a
still shaken parks employee who was on the front line

Cannabis tax cut may hinder child care

By JENNY GOLD

A fight over taxes con-
sumers pay for cannabis
products has prompted a
standoff between unusual
adversaries: child-care ad-
vocates and the legal weed
industry.

On July 1, California’s
cannabis excise tax in-

creased from 15% to 19% as
part of a political deal struck
in 2022 to help stabilize the
fledgling legal market. But
the industry now says thein-
crease is untenable as it
faces a sharp decline in reve-
nue and unfair competition
from the growing illicit mar-
ket.

An industry-sponsored
bill moving through the Leg-

islature — and already
passed by the Assembly —
would eliminate the tax in-
crease and lower the rate
back to 15% for the next six
years. This would reduce by
$180 million annually the tax
revenue that the state con-
tributes toward law enforce-
ment, child care, services for
at-risk youth and environ-
mental cleanup.

The losses include about
$81 million annually that
would have specifically
funded additional subsi-
dized child-care slots for
about 8,000 children from
low-income families.

“They are choosing the

Turning to nature for
post-wildfire soil detox

After the January

blazes, homeowners
explore DIY ways to
expel contaminants.

Serina Diniega always
wanted to plant an avocado
tree at her Altadena home,
but now she worries the
creamy green fruit might
pose athreat.

Her yard was scorched in
the Eaton fire as her block
went up in flames. The plan-
etary scientist’s house sur-
vived, but unseen contami-
nants could be lurking in the
soil.

“What can I do to keep
that tree healthy, hopefully
be able to eat the fruit a
number of years down the
line without worrying about
whether or not I'm poison-
ing my family?” she won-
dered. The internet was full
of opinions, but science was

scarce.

So when a DIY soil de-
toxification workshop came
up at a local nursery, she
jumped on it. Many others
did too:; roughly 40 people
were wait-listed for the
three-hour class led by
SoilWise, a landscaping, ed-
ucation and consulting busi-
ness. Once a niche subject,
the firestorms of January
have put a spotlight on soil
health, as residents wonder
if their yards are safe for
their children to play or if
their home-grown tomatoes
are OK to eat.

Learning how plants,
compost and other materi-
als combat contamination
can be a source of empower-
ment in the face of disasters
that are beyond individual
control, and proponents say
the approach is more envi-
ronmentally friendly than
conventional alternatives.
For some, the tools are also a
backstop against inade-
quate government help.
