For Musk

Tesla's board is asking in-
vestors Lo approve a new pay
package for Chlef Executive
Elon Musk that could deliver
to him as much as $1 trillion
in stock over the next decade.

The proposed deal would al-
low Musk—alreacdy the world's
wealthiest person—to receive
installments of shares if Tesla
hits a series of market-capital-
ization and business mile-
stones, according to a securi-
ties filing published Friday.

The maximum payout would
give him an additional 12%
stake in Tesla, if the company
reaches a market value of $8.5
trillion—nearly eight times its
current valuation. At that level,
the proposed award would be
wvalued at slightly more than $1
trillion, or about the same as
the company’s entire current
market capitalization.

Tesla’s board said the un-
precedented pay package is in-
tended to keep Musk focused
on the electric carmaker. The
Tesla brand and its sales have
taken a hit from Musk"s politi-
cal activities and now-frayved
alliance with President Trump.

Fresh water is disappearing and
much of the world is getting drier

For more than two dec-
ades, satellites have tracked
the total amounts of water
held in glaciers, ice sheets,
lakes, rivers, soil and the
world’s vast natural reser-
voirs underground — aqui-
fers. An extensive global
analysis of that data now re-
veals fresh water is rapidly
disappearing beneath much
of humanity’s feet, and large
swaths of the Earth are dry-
ingout.

Scientists are seeing
“mega-drying” regions that
are immense and expanding
— one stretching from the
western United States
through Mexico to Central
America, and another from
Morocco to France, across
the entire Middle East to
northern China.

America as one of four ‘mega-drying’ regions

The ‘mega-drying’ regions include large parts of Canada and Russia, southwestern North
America, Central America, the Middle East to northern China and Southeast Asia, as
well as a giant interconnected drying region that spans from North Africa to Europe.

“These findings send per-
haps the most alarming
message yet about the im-
pact of climate change on
our water resources,” said
Jay Famiglietti, a hydrolo-
gist and professor at Arizo-
na State University who co-
authored the study. “The
rapid water cycle change
that the planet has experi-
enced over the last decade
has unleashed a wave of rap-
id drying.”

After militarizing U.S. cities, Trump
turns guns on overseas drug gangs

By MICHAEL WILNER

WASHINGTON — The
F-35 is the most advanced
fighter jet on the planet, ca-
pable of waging electronic
warfare, of dropping nuclear
weapons, of evading the sur-
veillance and missile de-
fenses of America’s most
fearsome enemies at super-
sonic speeds.

Ten of them are being
deployed by a newly
branded War Department to
Puerto Rico to combat drug
traffickers in dinghies.

It is the latest example of
the Trump administration
using disproportionate mili-
tary force to supplement, or
substitute for, traditional
law enforcement operations
— first at home on the
streets of U.S. cities and now
overseas, where the presi-

dent has labeled multiple
drug cartels as foreign ter-
rorist organizations and has
vowed a “tough” response.

On Tuesday, that re-
sponse began with an inau-
gural “kinetic strike” target-
ing a small vessel in the Ca-
ribbean allegedly carrying
narcotics and 11 members of
Tren de Aragua, one of the
Venezuelan gangs President
Trump has designated a ter-
rorist group. Legally desig-
nating a gang or cartel as a
terrorist entity ostensibly
gives the president greater
legal cover to conduct lethal
strikes on targets.

The operation follows
Trump’s deployment of U.S.
forces to Los Angeles and
‘Washington, D.C., for opera-
tions with dubious justifica-
tions, as well as threats of
similar actions in San Fran-

Immigrants can

be denied bond

Court upholds Trump
policy, potentially

expanding mandatory
detention to millions.

A Trump administration
policy to deny bond hearings
to immigrants who entered
the country without autho-
rization was upheld by an
immigration appellate
board Friday, expanding
mandatory detention to
thousands of people already
behind bars and potentially
millions more nationwide.

Although the policy is be-
ing challenged in federal
court, the ruling by the
Board of Immigration Ap-

peals is likely to send an im-
mediate chill through immi-
gration courts where judges
for decades have released in-
dividuals on bond whom
they did not deem a flight
risk or danger.

Those judges are now
bound by the board’s deci-
sion. Immigration courts
are not part of the judicial
branchbut fallunder the De-
partment of Justice.

Immigrant rights attor-
neys say holding immi-
grants throughout their
cases — a process that can
take years — is intended to
break the spirit of many and
force them to sign their own
deportation orders.

“This is an effort to in-
crease the number of people
in detention significantly,”

A staged wrestling match ends with real blows

mixed martial arts fighter —
a crowd-pleasing crossover
performance intended to
draw maximum online fans
with a dramatic storyline.

But the battle quickly

turned ugly and violent as
