Beijing Regulator Says Nvidia
Violated Antitrust Regulations

Regulator’'s move
against chip giant
comes during latest
trade talks with U.5.

SINGAPORE—China  said
an initial probe found Nvidia
violated the country’s anti-
monopoly law, heightening
pressure on Washington duar-
ing the latest ro 1 of 1U1.5.-
China trade talks that ended
on Monday.

Beijing's antitrust regulator
cited the viclations in connec-
tion with Nvidia's acquisition
of an Israeli company that was
completed in 2020,

The regulator said the inves-
tigation was continuing, and it
didn't elaborate on the prelimi-
nary findings or say whether it
would punish Nvidia.

Beijing approved the deal
after Nvidia agreed to condi-
tions including guaranteeing
the supply of ite chips to China.

Since 2022, the 118 govern-
ment has blocked Nvidia and
other 1.8, chip vendors from

selling many of their top-
flight artificial-intelligence
chips to China.

Nvidia said it complied
with the Chinese law.

“We will continue to coop-
erate with all relevant govern-
ment agencies as they evalu-
ate the impact of export
controls on competition,” a
company representative said.

Beijing’s move came hours

Maore than 1in 4 workers with-
out jobs have been unemployed
for at least half a year, new data
shows. That number is a post-pan-
derm high and a lewel typically
only seen during periods of eco-
nomic turmoil.

In all, more than L9 million
Americans had been unemployed
"long term” in August, meaning
they have been out of work for 27
weeks or more, a critical eliff when
it comes to finding a job. Thats
nearly double the 1 million people
who were in a similar position in
early 2023,

“We have a low-hire, low-fire
environment — and that stagnan-
cy means there aren't a lot of new
positions for people to move into,”
said Laura Ullrich, director of eco-
nomic research at the jobs site
Indeed. "The probahility of be-
coming unemployed has not gone
up that much, but if you become
unemployed, its much harder to
find ajob™

Six months of unemployvment
often signals a turning point in a
person's job search, according to
economists. They've probably run
out of unemployment insurance
benefits and severance payments
by then, leaving them on shakier
financial ground. People who have
been unemployed for more than
six months are also more likely to
become discouraged and stop
looking for work altogether.

U.S., Israel reject calls for truce

As international anger rises, Rubio and Netanyahu stand firm,
saying Hamas must be eliminated and all hostages released

JERUSALEM — Israel
and the United States
showed a unified front Mon-
day in the face of growing in-
ternational anger over Isra-
el’s airstrikes on Hamas
leaders in Qatar and its in-
tensifying bombardment of
Gaza City.

As Arab and Muslim
leaders met in Doha to con-

demn Israel’s attack last
week in Qatar and new
rounds of criticism were
aired over Israeli plans to oc-
cupy Gaza City, Israeli
Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu and U.S. Secre-
tary of State Marco Rubio
stood shoulder to shoulder
in Jerusalem and down-
played the furor that had, at
least for a short time, taken
the Trump administration
aback.

Rubio planned to pay a

quick visit to Qatar on Tues-
day, as the administration
appears keen to ease ten-
sions between its two close
allies, before flying on to
London to join President
Trump on his state visit to
Britain.

“We understand they’re
not happy about what hap-
pened,” Rubio told Fox
News. But “we still have
Hamas, we still have hos-
tages, and we stillhave a war.
And all those things still

have to be dealt with, and we
are hopeful that Qatar and
all of our gulf partners will
continue to add something
constructive.”

There were no signs of
U.S. frustration with Israel’s
latest actions, although
Trump had made clear his
displeasure with Israel’s uni-
lateral strike on Hamas in
Qatar.

Both Netanyahu and Ru-

Eaton fire cleanup
left toxic soil behind

Unsafe lead levels found in yards
even after Army Corps work

THE LEAD in Altadena’s soil is thought to come
from burned lead paint, which can damage the brain.

The Eaton fire left signifi-
cant levels of lead in Alta-
dena’s soil, according to a fi-
nal report on soil testing
from the Los Angeles
County Department of Pub-
lic Health.

The U.S. Army Corps of
Engineers hauled away de-
bris and soil from destroyed
properties, but that did not
completely remove the con-
tamination, the report, re-
leased Friday, found.

Meanwhile, homeowners
whose homes are still stand-
ing, or partially damaged,
both within and outside the
burn scar, also face signifi-
cant contamination.

Most experts think the
lead in the soil comes from
incinerated lead paint that
coated most homes built be-
fore the paint was banned in
1978. The findings are impor-
tant because lead can per-
manently damage the brain,
leading to developmental
and behavioral issues in
kids.

Lead was the only con-
taminant found in most of
the testing. But in Pacific
Palisades, the county also
noted one cadmium and
thallium hot spot and arse-
nic, a carcinogen, in another
location.

Is urban shade the
price of fire safety?

‘Zone zero’ rule to
create buffer around
buildings comes with
drawbacks, critics say.

Depending on whom you
talk to, the proposed new de-
fensible space rules for “zone
zero” will help save homes in
very high fire hazard severity
zones, or decimate much of
Southern California’s urban
tree canopy without really
deterring the types of wild-
land fires that destroyed
much of Altadena, Pacific
Palisades and Malibu this
year.

Either way, the state
Board of Forestry and Fire
Protection’s Zone 0 Advisory
Committee will probably get
an earful of comments dur-
ingits public meeting Thurs-
day at the Pasadena Con-
vention Center. The com-
mittee will be presenting its
proposed rules for creating
“fire defensible spaces” or
“ember-resistant zones”
within five feet of buildings

in very high fire hazard se-
verity zones protected by
city and county firefighters
as well as all areas protected
by state firefighters. These
five-foot-wide buffers are
now widely known as “zone
zero.”

The Board of Forestry
and Fire Protection was ini-
tially tasked with creating
specific zone zero regula-
tions in 2020, after the Legis-
lature passed Assembly Bill
3074, said Yana Valachovic, a
technical advisor to the
board who serves as the
county director and forest
advisor for both the UC Co-
operative Extension in
Humboldt and Del Norte
counties, as well as for the
UC Agriculture and Natural
Resources Fire Network.

But on Feb. 6, in the wake
of the devastating Eaton
and Palisades fires, Gov.
Gavin Newsom gave the
board until Dec. 31 to finalize
the regulations.

California lawmakers
OK dense housing bill

BY JACK FLEMMING

California lawmakers
just paved the way for a
whole lot more housing in
the Golden State.

In the waning hours of
the 2025 legislative session,
the state Senate voted 21to 8
toapprove alandmark hous-
ing bill that overrides local
zoning laws to expand high-
density housing near transit
hubs. It will head to Gov.
Gavin Newsom’s desk in Oc-
tober.

The controversial legisla-
tion, Senate Bill 79, had
squeaked through the state
Senate by a narrow margin
earlier this year, but since it
was amended in the follow-
ing months it required a sec-
ond approval.

One of the more ambi-
tious state-imposed efforts
to increase housing density
in recent years, the bill was
introduced in March by Sen.
Scott Wiener (D-San Fran-
cisco), who emphasizes that

the state needs to take im-
mediate action to address
California’s housing short-
age. It opens the door for
taller, denser housing near
transit corridors such as
areas around bus stops and
train stations: up to nine sto-
ries for buildings adjacent to
certain transit stops, seven
stories for buildings within a
quarter of a mile and six sto-
ries for buildings within half
amile.

Single-family neighbor-
hoods within half a mile of
transit stops would be sub-
Jject to the new zoning rules.

Height limits are based
on tiers. Tier 1 zoning, which
includes heavy raillines such
as the L.A. Metro B and D
lines, allows for six- to nine-
story buildings, depending
on proximity to the transit
hub. Tier 2 zoning — which
includes light rail lines such
as the A, C, E and K lines, as
well as bus routes with dedi-
cated lanes — allows for five-
to eight-story buildings.

Resignation of key ally
piles pressure on Starmer
as Trump flies into UK

The crisis engulfing Keir Starmer
has deepened on the eve of Donald
Trump’s visit to the UK after
the resignation of a third senior
ally in two weeks raised further

questions about the stability of
his government.

Paul Ovenden quit as the prime
minister’s director of political strat-
egy after the publication of old
messages inwhich Ovendenrelayed
lewd jokes made at a party about the
Labour MP Diane Abbott.

His resignation comes after abruis-
ing two weeks in which Starmer has
overseenthe departures of hisdeputy
prime minister, Angela Rayner, and
his USambassador, Peter Mandelson,

Starmer’s internal critics also say
hehas failed to condemn the far-right

protestin London over the weekend,
as well as the people who organised
it, strongly enough.

The prime minister responded to
therally by saying there could be “no
surrender” to racism and violence.

Several cabinet members includ-
ing Wes Streeting echoed these
sentiments. But tensions over the
march have raised fears among
many Labour MPs about whether
the government is “meeting the
moment” in what some have called
a “progressive emergency”.

Starmer spent last night in the

Commons voting on the workers’
rights bill in what some in his party
interpreted asamove toreassure his
fractious MPs.

The turmoil surrounding Starm-
er’sleadership has prompted Labour
MPs tobegin talking openly about the
prospect of replacing him before the
next election, and possibly even in
the next few months.

The prime minister was hoping
to use the US president’s state visit,
which begins today, as a platform to
refocus attention on his economic
and foreign policy agenda.

Instead Trumpwill arrive tomeet a
prime minister under criticism from
the right and left of the party, with
alliesofalternative leaders talking up
their candidates’ prospects.

One MP who has so far been loyal
to Starmer said: “Downing Street
needs tostart improving things very
quickly, otherwise they are going to
lose control of this whole situation.”

A Labour official warned that the
departure of Ovenden - one of the
prime minister’s longest-serving
and closest allies - would
weaken Starmer further.

China deal
hands over
US TikTok
operation

Washington and Beijing have struck
aframework deal on transferring the
Americanarmof the social mediasite
TikTok to US-controlled ownership,
potentially defusing a dispute over
national security concerns surround-
ing the Chinese-owned company.

Speaking after emerging from
negotiations with Chinese officials,
Scott Bessent, the US treasury sec-
retary, said the deal was coming but
declined toreveal commercial terms.

“We havea framework fora TikTok
deal” Bessent said after high-level
talks in Madrid. “We’re not going to
talk about the commercial terms of
the deal, It'sbetween two private par-
ties, but the commercial terms have
been agreed upon.”

Bessent added that the Chinese
team had made “aggressive asks”
during negotiations, but didn’t
explain what they were.
