Netanyahu Says Israel’s Critics
‘Caved’ to Pressure on Gaza War

Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu of Israel struck a
defiant tone at the United Na-
tions on Friday, lashing out at
countries that recognized a
Palestinian state this week
amid a crescendo of interna-
tional criticism over the coun-
try’s conduct in the war in the
Gaza Strip.

Netanyahu, who has consis-

tently pushed for tougher mil-
itary action in the enclave, in-
cluding a continuing operation
to take over the key popula-
tion center of Gaza City, ac-
cused his critics of turning
against Israel under pressure
from their domestic popula-
tions, rising antisemitism and
a biased media.

“When the going got tough,
you caved,” he said in a speech
to delegates at the U.N. General
Assembly. “Instead of fighting

the terrorists who murdered
many of your citizens, you are
fighting us.”

Just before the speech be-
gan, a mass of delegates ex-
ited from the room. As a re-
sult, Netanyahu spoke to an
almost empty assembly hall.

Doubts Loom Over Tarift

Economists cast doubt Fri-
day on whether President
Trump’s plan to impose new
tariffs on pharmaceuticals,
large trucks and home goods
would achieve his goal of re-
viving U.S. manufacturing and
spurring the domestic produc-
tion of patented drugs.

Trump, citing unfair com-
petition from abroad, said late
Thursday he planned a 100%
tariff on any branded or pat-
ented pharmaceutical product
unless the company is build-
ing a plant in the U.S.

Heavy trucks brought from
outside the U.S. would be hit
with a 25% tariff, he said, and
50% levies would be added to

certain household furnishings.

A lot still remains unclear
about how the tariffs would be
implemented, but economists
said they were uncertain
whether these new tariffs
would be enough to level the
playing field.

U.S. Envoy’s Son Sought
Gulf State Investors

As Steve Witkoff, President
Trump’s envoy to the Middle East,
conducted delicate cease-fire ne-
gotiations between Israel and Ha-
mas this year, his son Alex was on
another mission. He was quietly
soliciting billions of dollars from
some of the same governments
whose representatives were in-
volved in peace talks with his fa-
ther.

Alex Witkoff
pitched Qatar, a
mediator in the
Gaza talks and
a key U.S. ally
in the Middle
East, on a
planned invest-

spokeswoman for Qatar’s sover-
eign wealth fund.

He later wooed prospective in-
vestors by telling them that he

The real estate fund had the po-
tential to yield hundreds of mil-
lions of dollars of revenue for the
Witkoff Group, which Steve
Witkoff founded in 1997. He re-
mains a partial owner of the com-
pany, after selling a portion of his
stake this year.

The contemplated investment
fund, as well as Alex Witkoff's
fund-raising outreach to Gulf na-
tions, represents another star-
tling example of the Witkoff fam-
ily apparently trying to profit off
its patriarch’s proximity to the
president.

SANTA MONICA, Calif. — The
A.lL. chatbot had been trained to
mimic empathy, and dozens of
people called into the hotline each
week with last-ditch appeals for
rescue. A 64-year-old who lived on
a Santa Monica sidewalk said he
needed a wheelchair and a bus
ticket to reunite with family in
Philadelphia. A mother and her
toddler were being kicked out of
their motel with $8 and hoped to
goto Boston. Another woman said
she had just run away from her

By the time the A.lL
transferred callers to a human,

Remarks on Kirk’s Assassination

Bring On Broad Wave of Firings

Tara Marcelle says she doesn’t
remember exactly what she said
near the nurses’ station the day
that the conservative activist
Charlie Kirk was shot. She re-
members making some dark
jokes with her colleagues and, at
some point, laughing. But she
knows one thing for sure: It cost
her her job.

Two days after the shooting,
Ms. Marcelle was handed a letter
of dismissal and told to pack up
her things at the hospital in
Phoenix where she had worked as
a nurse for four years.

“Your behavior was described
as disgraceful, morally unaccept-
able and abhorrent as you pub-
licly expressed joy and laughter
regarding the assassination of a

public figure,” her termination let-
ter read.

Ms. Marcelle, a 43-year-old Air
Force veteran, said she never said
Mr. Kirk deserved to be killed, but
she is now among scores of people
across the country who have been
fired, suspended, reassigned or
pushed to resign in the past two
weeks for things they said about
Mr. Kirk or his assassination.

Though there is no way of deter-
mining exactly how many people
have faced workplace conse-
guences, The New York Times
identified more than 145 such
cases through news reports, pub-
lic statements and interviews
with several of those targeted.

WASHINGTON — Thefirst few
days in any new job are always
hard, but Thursday was especially
tough for Lindsey Halligan, the
newly installed U.S. attorney for
the Eastern District of Virginia.

She had to navigate an unfamil-
iar courthouse, make her first-
ever appearance in a criminal
case and, on top of all that, indict
one of President Trump’'s ene-
mies.

Ms. Halligan, who took over on
Monday after her predecessor
quit rather than prosecute James
B. Comey with what he believed
was insufficient evidence, had a
little trouble with the first two
tasks. At one point, she entered
the wrong courtroom. When she
found the right one, she stood on
the wrong side of the judge, and
then appeared confused about the
paperwork she just had signed.

But she accomplished the third
task — the one that mattered most
to her boss — securing a criminal
indictment against Mr. Comey, a
former E.B.I. director.

The indictment was the culmi-
nation of an extraordinary series
of White House actions that have,
in the view of many Justice De-
partment veterans, stripped away
remaining legal and procedural
restraints that might have pre-
vented Mr. Trump from directing
federal law enforcement to humili-
ate, investigate and prosecute the
people he hates.

Mr. Trump's campaign of retri-
bution began to intensify in mid-
July after an adviser stoked his
snarling impatience over the slow
pace of Justice Department inves-
tigations. It hit a fever pitch over
the past week with the resignation
of Erik S. Siebert, the U.S. attor-
ney who believed the evidence
against Mr. Comey was insuffi-
cient, and with Mr. Trump’s re-
markable public demand last Sat-
urday that Attorney General Pam
Bondi move quickly to prosecute
his enemies.

The moves set in motion five
frantic days that dealt a blow to
the department’s independence.
It ended with a tableau that
summed up the gravity and slap-
stick of the moment. Ms. Halligan
stood before the grand jury in Al-
exandria, Va., overriding the judg-
ment of her new subordinates to
seek a prize her boss had long cov-
eted: Mr. Comey’s comeuppance.

This account 1s based on inter-
views with more than a dozen ad-
ministration officials and former
and current prosecutors, all of
whom spoke on the condition of
anonymity to describe internal
deliberations.

Staffing cuts leave
forecasters struggling
as storm approaches

BY HANNAH NATANSON

Some National Weather Ser-
vice staffers are working double
shifts to keep forecasting offices
open. Others are operating under
a “buddy system,” in which adja-
cent offices help monitor severe
weather in understaffed regions.
Still others are jettisoning servic-
es deemed not absolutely neces-
sary, such as making presenta-
tions to schoolchildren.

The Trump administration’s
cuts to the Weather Service —
where nearly 600 workers, or
about 1 in every 7, have left
through firings, resignations or
retirements — are pushing the
agency to its limits, according to
interviews with current and for-
mer staffers.

The incoming head of the Na-
tional Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration has promised to
prioritize filling those jobs, and
the White House recently granted
the Weather Service an exemp-
tion from a government-wide hir-
ing freeze. But as the Atlantic
hurricane season peaks and wild-
fires ramp up in the West, hun-
dreds of positions remain vacant,
staff said. Forecasters are cur-
rently watching two storms, in-
cluding one that could pose a
threat for the eastern United
States by early this week.

So far, exhausted employees
have maintained weather moni-
toring and forecasting almost
without interruption, staff said.
But many are wondering how

Inflation fears
deepen over
Trump tariffs
that start Oct. 1

President Donald Trump’s
sector-specific tariffs threaten to
add fresh fuel to inflation that has
remained stubbornly elevated for
four years, potentially driving up
costs for households atleastin the
short term.

The new tariffs range from 25
percent to 100 percent and target
pharmaceuticals, heavy trucks,
kitchen cabinets, bathroom vani-
ties and upholstered furniture.
They will take effect Wednesday.

It’s already a challenging peri-
od for consumers. Fresh data from
the Commerce Department on
Friday showed core inflation —
the Federal Reserve’s preferred
gauge of underlying price pres-
sures — grew at a 2.9 percent
annual rate in August. That wasin
line with expectations but up
from a 2.5 percent rate in April.

“At a time when it’s looking
increasingly like the U.S. is experi-
encing an acceleration in underly-
ing inflation, the new tariffs an-
nounced by President Trump will
only exacerbate the challenges
facing households and will only
make it harder for the Fed to
continue cutting interest rates, as
the president wishes,” said Mi-
chael Strain, director of economic
policy studies at the right-leaning
American Enterprise Institute.

Government could be
reshaped to mainly focus
on defense, immigration

Under the Trump administra-
tion’s plans for a government
shutdown, the Labor Department
would cut off most activities —
then fire thousands of employees.
National parks would close, and
their staffs could face layoffs.
Phone help lines at the Internal
Revenue Service would go un-
staffed, perhaps permanently.

National Guard deployments
to major cities — D.C., Memphis
and Portland — would continue.
Immigration raids and deporta-
tion activities would be unaffect-
ed, though officers would work
unpaid.

If Congress fails to fund the
government this week, the White
House is preparing for a shut-
down that would reflect the pur-
est version of President Donald
Trump’s vision for the federal gov-
ernment, guided by White House
budget director Russell Vought,
an architect of the controversial
Project 2025 playbook for
Trump’s second term.

Federal funds expire when the
fiscal year ends Tuesday night,
and Congress appears deadlocked
over a stopgap measure that
would keep agencies online for
seven weeks while long-term ne-

gotiations continue.

Under the Vought plan, the
only agencies that would remain
operating apace are those that
received money in Trump’s One
Big Beautiful Bill, the $4.1 trillion
tax and immigration package that
Congress passed in July. The De-
fense and Homeland Security de-
partments were the main benefi-
ciaries.

The result, both during and
potentially after a shutdown,
could be a federal government
dramatically reoriented to de-
fense, immigration and law en-
forcement — and not much else.

“Trump is pretty clear about
this and Russ Vought has been
clear for his entire career,” said
Newt Gingrich, the former House
speaker and periodic Trump ad-
viser. “They want a smaller gov-
ernment. They would like to get
back to abalanced budget. ... They
think that many government pro-
grams are inefficient or actually
destructive, and they are pre-
pared to aggressively pursue ev-
ery opportunity that the left gives
them to reshape the government.”

Traditionally in government
shutdowns, employees consid-
ered vital to public safety and
protecting government property
continue to work unpaid, and
those who are not are furloughed
until Congress approves new
agency funding.

But last week, Vought told
agencies to prepare for mass
firings if a shutdown takes hold,
and even after that to “retain the

ICE keeps its detainees on the move

Before being deported, immigrants often are bounced all over the country

By Gabrielle LaMarr LeMee

At 3:25 in the morning of July 24,
Milagro Solis Portillo was woken up
and booked out of B-18, ICE’s base-
ment detention facility in the down-
town L.A. courthouse. She was not
told where she was headed as she
was put onto a commercial flight
along with two immigration officer
escorts. A few hours later, she was
booked into the Clark County Jail in
Jefferson, Ind.

Ming Tanigawa-Lau, an attorney
at Immigrant Defenders Law Center
who represented Portillo, said her
transfer was retaliatory, especially
when there was open space at
nearby facilities. The 36-year-old’s
encounters with ICE had caused a
local stir. She suffered a medical inci-
dent during her arrest outside her
home in Sherman Oaks that re-
quired treatment at Glendale Me-

morial Hospital.

While at the hospital, she was
monitored constantly by immigra-
tion officers. Local activists and
representatives held events pro-
testing her treatment. After two
weeks, ICE forcibly removed her
from the hospital against the advice
of her medical team and sent her to
B-18 and then across the country.

Portillo isn’t the only detained

immigrant flown across the country.
The Times analyzed ICE data ob-
tained through the Freedom of In-
formation Act by the Deportation
Data Project and found that trans-
fers between facilities in the first half
of this year are happening faster and
more frequently compared with the
same period last year. The typical
detainee is transferred at least once.

The Trump administra-
tion haslaunched an investi-
gation into allegations of
antisemitism across all 22
campuses of the California
State University system,
prompting concerns about
the chilling of free speech on
campus and the violation of
staff members’ privacy.

In an email to the CSU
community Friday after-
noon, Chancellor Mildred
Garcia wrote that the fed-
eral Equal Employment Op-
portunity Commission had
initiated a systemwide anti-
semitism complaint and was
reaching out to faculty and
staff directly to discuss their
experiences on campus.

The administration at
Cal State L.A. said Friday
that the EEOC has subpoe-
naed the university to turn
over the personal phone
numbers and email ad-
dresses of all employees.
Demonstrators had erected
a pro-Palestinian encamp-
ment at the university in
spring 2024, during a wave of
campus protests against Is-
rael’s war in Gaza after the
Oct. 7, 2023, Hamas attack
onIsrael.

The new CSU probes
leave no public university in
California untouched by
antisemitism investigations
under the Trump adminis-
tration.

White House rejects
claims that ‘domestic
terrorism’ campaign is
a front for vengeance.

At a tense political mo-
ment in the wake of conser-
vative lightning rod Charlie
Kirk’s Kkilling, President
Trump signed a presidential
memorandum focusing fed-
eral law enforcement on dis-
rupting “domestic terror-
ism.”

The memo appeared to
focus on political violence.
But during a White House
signing Thursday, the presi-
dent and his top advisors re-
peatedly hinted at a much
broader campaign of sup-
pression against the Ameri-
can left, referencing as prob-
lematic both the simple
printing of protest signs and
the prominent racial justice
movement Black Lives
Matter.

“We’re looking at the
funders of a lot of these
groups. You know, when you
see the signs and they’re all
beautiful signs made profes-
sionally, these aren’t your
protesters that make the
signintheirbasementlatein
the evening because they
really believe it. These are
anarchists and agitators,”
Trump said.

“Whetherit be going back
to theriots that started with
Black Lives Matter and all
the way throughto the antifa
riots, the attacks on ICE offi-
cers, the doxxing campaigns
and now the political assas-
sinations — these are not
lone, isolated events,” said
Stephen Miller, the White
House deputy chief of staff.
“This is part of an organized
campaign of radical left ter-
rorism.”

Neither Trump nor Miller
nor the other top adminis-
tration officials flanking
them —including Vice Presi-
dent JD Vance, Atty. Gen.
Pam Bondi and FBI Direc-
tor Kash Patel — offered any
evidence of such a wide-
spread left-wing terrorism
campaign, or many details
about how the memo would
be put into action.

Law enforcement offi-
cials have said Kirk’s alleged
shooter appears to have
acted alone, and data on do-
mestic extremism more
broadly — including some
recently scrubbed from the
Justice Department’s web-
site — suggest right-wing ex-

tremists represent the
larger threat.

Comey, the ex-FBI director who inves-
tigated contacts between Trump’s 2016
campaign and Russia, has been charged
by the justice department with “serious
crimes related to the disclosure of sensi-
tive information”.

While Trump did not identify poten-
tial future targets yesterday, the day
before he named billionaire progressive
donors George Soros and Reid Hoffman
as members of the “radical left” that
could be probed. He has also urged

attorney-general Pam Bondi to take
action against Democratic senator
Adam Schiff and New York attorney-
general Letitia James.

The indictment against Comey cites
his testimony to a US Senate committee
in 2020 as the basis for charges of lying
to Congress and obstructing a congres-
sional proceeding.

Comey'’s DoJ charges have also deep-
ened fears that Trump is breaching a
