LOS ANGELES—Brian Main-
olfi has been drawing since he
came to this city in 1994. The
Baltimore native started as an

WASHINGTON—Hamas said
Friday it was ready to release
the remaining hostages in
Gaza as long as certain condi-
tions of a broader peace
agreement were met, offering
no clear position on other ele-
ments of President Trump’s
20-point peace plan.

Late Friday, the U.S.-desig-
nated terrorist group submit-
ted its official response to me-
diators, thanking Trump for
his efforts to end the war but
asking for several clarifica-
tions including a timeline for
Israeli forces to withdraw
from Gaza, clarification over
defensive and offensive weap-
ons as well as guarantees over
ending the war.

Trump responded positively
to Hamas’s message and urged
Israel to stop the bombing as
all sides hash out details of a
completed deal, a negotiation
that could extend beyond his
Sunday evening deadline for
the group’s agreement to a
peace deal.

“I believe they are ready for
a lasting PEACE,” Trump
posted on social media.

Speaking later from the
Oval Office, Trump thanked a
number of Arab countries for
helping to mediate. “This is a
big day, we’ll see how it all
turns out,” he said. “We have
to get the final word down
and concrete.”

President Trump ordered
another lethal military strike
on an alleged drug-trafficking
boat in the Caribbean early
Friday, escalating his cam-
paign after declaring this past
week in a confidential notice
to Congress that the U.S. is in
an armed conflict with the
drug cartels.

Defense Secretary Pete
Hegseth said on social-media
post that on Trump’s orders
he had directed a “lethal, ki-
netic strike on a narco-traf-
ficking vessel” in the U.S.
Southern Command region
early Friday. The strike was
conducted In international wa-
ters just off the coast of Vene-
zuela and killed four men
aboard, Hegseth wrote.

This was at least the fourth
such strike in the Trump ad-
ministration’s expanding
crackdown on what it says are
Latin America-based drug
gangs, and it brought the
death toll from the strikes to
at least 21. The administration
is facing mounting questions
from lawmakers on both sides
of the aisle about whether the
military strikes are legal.

The boat struck Friday was
affiliated with “Designated
Terrorist Organizations,” Heg-

Between 2013 and 2019,
three government shutdowns
were caused by Sen. Ted
Cruz’s stand against the Af-
fordable Care Act, Sen. Chuck
Schumer’s push on children of
immigrants and President
Trump’s demand for border
wall money.

The 2025 shutdown is
about something deeper: a
complete breakdown in trust.

Democrats don’t trust that
the White House will take any
spending agreement and ad-
here to it.

Turns Political

Messages of Blame on

Official Channels

WASHINGTON — The Trump
administration’s levying of politi-
cal attacks on Democrats through
federal agency websites and out-
of-office email messages of fur-
loughed workers challenges the
foundation of a nonpartisan civil
service, a move that could deepen
distrust in the government, ac-
cording to experts and federal em-
ployees.

The deluge of messages blam-
ing the “radical left” and Senate
Democrats for the ongoing gov-
ernment shutdown that were
shared across official channels
serves as one of the most signifi-
cant hits yet to the longstanding
wall between federal workers and
politics while they are on the job,
historians said.

The messages immediately
drew concerns that they may vio-
late the Hatch Act, a Depression-
era law intended to ensure that
the federal work force operates
free of political influence or coer-
cion. Federal employees can en-
gage in politics, but not while
working.

“We have had lots of shut-
downs,” said Don Kettl, an emeri-
tus professor at the University of
Maryland who studies the civil
service, but “never before have
top officials tried to use their em-
ployees as human shields in the
partisan battle.”

The political messages put fed-
eral employees in an untenable
position, said Kevin Owen, a law-
yer with Gilbert Employment
Law, who has been representing
fired federal workers this year.

“What 1s going on right now is
running counter to the trainings
that some of these employees
have had for 15, 20 years,” Mr.
Owen said. “It’s bedrock princi-
ples of the civil service.”

Many current and former fed-
eral workers expressed shock at
the administration’s decision to
push employees into the partisan
fray by having political language
in the outgoing email messages of

KIBBUTZ NIR OZ, Israel — At
the kibbutz, time is frozen. The tri-
cycles, dollhouses and washing
detergent piled outside charred
homes testify to lives that stopped
two years ago when a Hamas as-
sault left 117 people dead, kid-
napped or missing from this small
Israeli farming community near
the Gaza border. Wind chimes tin-
kle over the collapsed swings of
absent children.

Of the 384 residents of Kibbutz
Nir Oz at the time of the Hamas at-

tack on Oct. 7, 2023, a handful have
returned, but like Israel as a
whole, they find themselves
gripped still by a horror that the
creation of the Jewish state in 1948
was intended to prevent. “Every
conversation ends with the 7th of
October,” said Ola Metzger, who
recently came back with her fam-
ily.

Her husband, Nir Metzger,
whose father was taken hostage
by Hamas and Kkilled last year in
the southern Gaza city of Khan
Younis, is the general secretary of
the kibbutz. A big issue con-

fronting him is whether to demol-
ish burned and shattered houses
or to preserve them as a memori-
al.

“It’s a heated debate,” he said,
sitting in the bright kitchen of his
newly constructed house. “I say
demolish and rebuild. I don’t want
kids passing incinerated homes.
It's time to move forward.”

But how? Whether in a divided
and more isolated Israel, or in a
devastated Gaza, the future is for
now shackled by new levels of dis-
trust and hatred.

As a child, Jodie Singer barely
spoke. She could repeat words
that people said to her or recite the
book “Madeline” from beginning
to end, but she could not answer
yes or no when her mother asked
if she wanted juice.

Sometimes she hurt herself,
compulsively tearing at the skin
and hair on the nape of her neck.
She threw tantrums, thrashing
and refusing to be comforted.

When she was almost 3, Jodie
was given a diagnosis of autism.
Now 28, she still speaks only in
short, repetitive phrases and re-
quires round-the-clock care, in-
cluding help eating, getting
dressed and using the toilet.

At the time Jodie's diagnosis
was first made, the definition of

autism was expanding, as it would
continue to do over the next 25
years. Once primarily limited to
severely disabled people, autism
began to be viewed as a spectrum
that included far less impaired
children and adults. Along the
way, it also became an identity,
embraced by college graduates
and even by some of the world’s
most successful people, like Elon
Musk and Bill Gates.

That broadening of the diagno-
sis, autism experts believe, along
with the increasing awareness of
the disorder, is largely responsible

Negotiations to Resume,

JERUSALEM — A day after
Hamas signaled a willingness to
release Israeli hostages as part of
President Trump’s cease-fire pro-
posal, Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu of Israel said on Satur-
day that he, too, hoped to finalize a
deal.

In a six-minute nighttime
speech, he said that Israel was “on
the brink of a great achievement”
that could lead to the release of the
remaining hostages in Gaza.

There were other positive signs.
The Israeli government said on
Saturday that it was preparing for
the “immediate implementation”
of the first steps of Mr. Trump's
proposal. Hours earlier, Hamas
said in a statement that it was will-
ing to release all its remaining
hostages in exchange for pris-
oners in Israel, a key part of the
plan.

But reaching an agreement to
fully carry out Mr. Trump’s ambi-
tious proposal — which would
compel Hamas to disarm and re-
linquish any role in the postwar
government of Gaza — remains a
serious challenge.

Mr. Trump exuded confidence
on Friday that a deal was immi-
nent, saying it was a “big day,”
while exhorting Israel to stop
bombing Gaza. But he conceded
that negotiators still needed “to
get the final word down in con-
crete.”

Hamas's statement did not say
whether it would accept many of
the conditions in Mr. Trump's
plan, including laying down its
weapons. And it was unclear if Is-
rael was willing to negotiate ma-
jor changes to the plan’s postwar
vision for Gaza, which Mr. Netan-
yahu said he supported during a
visit to the White House last week.

In his speech, in which he re-
peatedly rebuked those who have
demanded an end to the conflict in
hopes of ahostage release, Mr. Ne-
tanyahu insisted that Hamas was
only willing to free the hostages
now because of the military and
political pressure that he and Mr.
Trump had applied.

“I withstood immense pressure
from home and abroad to end the
war,” he said.

Negotiations were getting back
on track on Saturday. The Egyp-
tian foreign ministry announced
that it planned to host delegations
from Israel and Hamas on Mon-
day for indirect talks.

Steve Witkoff, Mr. Trump’s Mid-
dle East envoy who was involved
in drafting the cease-fire plan, was

Cow Smart Collars: Deeper Data and More Milk

MERCED, Calif. — The cow at
the edge of Tony Louters’s dairy
farm in Merced, Calif., held 11 gal-
lons of milk and a secret: In the
next 48 hours, she would become
sick.

On many farms, the health
signs would have gone undetect-
ed, costing hundreds of dollars in
lost milk. But thanks to a high-
tech collar that each of Mr.

Louters’s 700 cows wears around
its neck — fitted with movement
sensors and Wi-Fi — he learned
the cow’s diagnosis at 5:30 am.
when his computer pinged with an
alert about its biometric data.

By 6 a.m., Mr. Louters had given
the cow a remedy of probiotics
and warm water that solved the
problem before it began.

“It's the closest we can get to
talking to the cows,” he said.

Mr. Louters, 52, has used the
collars since they debuted in 2013,

back when the devices were no
more advanced than a pedometer.
But in recent years, Merck, the
health care company that makes
the collars, has added new kinds
of sensors and software to the
wearables and artificial intelli-
gence to help process the data.
The devices are part of an in-
dustry known as precision farm-
ing, a data-driven approach for
optimizing production that is
booming with the addition of A.L

Japan on Track for First Female Prime Minister

TOKYO — Sanae Takaichi, a
hard-line conservative lawmaker,
won a critical leadership vote on
Saturday, putting her on track to
become Japan’s first female prime
minister, a milestone in a country
where women are vastly under-
represented in politics.

Ms. Takaichi, 64, prevailed in an

election by the governing Liberal
Democratic Party after two
rounds of voting by lawmakers
and rank-and-file members. Her
victory could herald a rightward
shift in Japan, where anti-estab-
lishment politicians have recently
made gains with voters concerned
about stagnant wages, rising
prices and an influx of foreign
workers and tourists.

Ms. Takaichi, in a short speech
after her victory before a crowd of
L.D.P. leaders gathered at party

headquarters in Tokyo, promised
to “work, work and work” and ex-
horted her colleagues to “work as
hard as a carriage horse.”

“I am determined to confront
various issues rather than feel
happy,” she said.

Ms. Takaichi, who is expected to
be named prime minister of Ja-
pan’s coalition government dur-
ing an extraordinary session of
Parliament in mid-October, would
succeed Shigeru Ishiba, who an-

Sanae Takaichi, a hard-line
conservative security hawk, is set

The messages from Hamas and
Israeli leaders, combined with
what Israeli officials called a “re-
duction” in bombing to facilitate
the initial step of Trump’s propos-
al, suggested both sides were un-
der more pressure than at any
point in recent months to reach a
ceasefire. Still, there remained
substantial gaps between their po-
sitions and a significant possibili-
ty that the fragile détente would
break down.

Negotiations are expected to
begin Monday over the fine points
of Trump’s plan, which was heavi-
ly shaped by Prime Minister Ben-
jamin Netanyahu before it was
unveiled Sept. 29, and which
Hamas says must be amended to
reflect its input.

Hamas leaders have expressed
awillingness to hand over hostag-
es. They hold about 48, of whom
20 are believed to still be alive. But
they have offered conflicting mes-
sages about whether they would
relinquish their weapons — a step
Netanyahu considers nonnegotia-
ble and which Trump’s proposal
requires.

Another sticking point could be
Netanyahu’s insistence that even

Billionaire Trump ally, son forging unrivaled empire of old and new media

Journalists at CBS News reeled
on Friday as they digested news
reports that opinion journalist
Bari Weiss, a fierce critic of the
mainstream media, would be-
come the editor in chief of the
straitlaced legacy brand.

Two months earlier, there had
been cautious optimism in the

Midtown Manhattan newsroom,
according to two CBS News staff-
ers who spoke on the condition of
anonymity to discuss private in-
formation. Movie producer Da-
vid Ellison, son of software bil-
lionaire Larry Ellison, dropped
by to introduce himself as the
chief executive of Paramount
Skydance, the company that now
owned CBS after an $8 billion
merger that promised new in-

vestment.

But the newsroom hasn’t
heard directly from Ellison since
that day, leaving many apprehen-
sive about plans for the network,
the two staffers said. The anxiety
has been reinforced in recent
weeks as details of Weiss’s likely
hire — and Paramount Sky-
dance’s $150 million acquisition
of her online publication, the
Free Press — leaked in media

outlets ahead of internal confir-
mation.

The deal and new role for
Weiss are the latest moves by
David Ellison as he builds a
media empire alongside his Sili-
con Valley tycoon father.
Through pivotal deals negotiated
or approved by President Donald
Trump and his appointees in
recent months, the Ellisons have
assembled an unprecedented ar-

ray of old and new media.

Larry Ellison, 81, is the second-
richest person in the world and
co-founder and chairman of tech
company Oracle, which is set to
own a piece of the U.S. spin-off of
TikTok, according to two people
familiar with the negotiations.

A year of

DAVENPORT, Calif. —
On a spit of sand 12 miles
north of Santa Cruz, a small,
emaciated sealionlay onits
side.

TO REBUILDING

n a hill in Sonoma County,
Francois Piccin yearns to re-
turn home.

In fall 2017, Piccin and his
wife lost their ranch house
when the Tubbs fire roared
through Northern Califor-
nia’s famed wine region.

Contractors found themselves in high demand
and overbooked, and the one the couple hired
abandoned the project halfway through. In the
time it took to find a new builder, the price tag rose
by athird to $2.4 million, forcing the Piccins to sella
rental property they owned to pay the bill.

The home remains unfinished and their lives
unsettled.

“Financially, what we’ve done doesn’t make
sense,” said Piccin, 66, standing this summer amid
cardboard delivery boxes and stray cabinet draw-
ersin his future kitchen. “But emotionally, psycho-
logically, it is a mandate. We need to have this done
to be able to close a chapter and turn the page.”

Over the last eight years, wildfires have burned
down more houses than at any other time in Cali-
fornia history. From the Piccins’ property in wine
country to foothills below the Sierra Nevada to
canyons overlooking the Pacific Ocean, the wreck-

age stubbornly resists recovery.

To better understand what Los Angeles might
expect after January’s fires, The Times examined
the five other most destructive wildfires from this
period to document how communities have re-
sponded in the wake of disaster.

Intotal, nearly 22,500 homes were lost in the five
blazes, which occurred from 2017 to 2020. Just 8,400
— 38% — had been rebuilt as of April per the Times
analysis.

It’s not for lack of trying. In more than 50 inter-
views, wildfire-affected homeowners and renters,
builders, academics, aid workers and government
officials described the myriad ways rebuilding has
failed. Insurance came up short. Construction
costs soared. Red tape stifled. Life intervened. The
desire of many fire survivors to return to their
homes ran aground amid the challenges.

Now, with 13,000 homes lost this year in Los An-
geles County, these experiences offer a scope into
the future. Immediately after the blazes, the neigh-
borhoods of Pacific Palisades and Altadena vowed
to come back as they were before. Elected officials
promised to do everything in their power to make
that happen. But the same was said when the earli-
er firesreduced other areas to rubble.

Roberts Jr. and his conser-
vative colleagues have given
no sign so far they will check
President Trump’s one-man
governance by executive or-
der.

To the contrary, the con-
servative justices have re-
peatedly ruled for Trump on
fast-track appeals and over-
turned federal judges who
said the president had ex-
ceeded his authority.

The court’s new term
opens on Monday, and the
justices will begin hearing
arguments.

In Manchester synagogue attack

Greater Manchester Police has said that
its officers shot one of the two victims
who died in the attack on a synagogue as
well as one injured survivor.

The admission came on a tense day in
the city as mourners heckled the deputy
prime minister and details emerged
about the attacker, Jihad Al-Shamie.

Police were called to the Heaton Park
Hebrew Congregation Synagogue on
Thursday after reports that a man had
driven a car at people and stabbed one
person. Firearms officers shot dead the
attacker, later identified as Al-Shamie,
35,a UK citizen of Syrian descent.

But yesterday police said one of the
two victims, first believed to have been
killed by Al-Shamie, “would appear to
have suffered a wound consistent with a
gunshot injury”. Chief constable Sir
Stephen Watson said Al-Shamie was not
believed to be carrying a gun and the
only shots fired were by his officers.

“This injury may sadly have been sus-
tained as a tragic and unforeseen conse-
quence of the urgently required action
taken by my officers to bring this vicious
attack to an end,” he said, adding that
one of three people hospitalised after
the attack had also been shot.

Watson said that the two victims hit
by gunfire were “close together behind
the synagogue door™ as police opened
fire at Al-Shamie outside. The Commu-
nity Security Trust, a Jewish security
organisation, said one of its personnel
was among those seriously injured.

Authorities are racing to gather infor-
mation on Al-Shamie. Home secretary
Shabana Mahmood said that Al-Shamie
was not previously known to counter-

terror police. She said that he had come
to the UK as a child and was given Brit-
ish citizenship in 2006.

In 2012, then Conservative MP John
Howell received threatening emails
from “Jihad Alshamie”, according to the
Jerusalem Post. But it is not clear if the
sender was the same Al-Shamie who
perpetrated the Manchester attack.

Al-Shamie had been on police bail for
an alleged rape, according to people
familiar with the matter.

American tycoons with a combined net
worth of more than $130bn have
bought apartments at the Peninsula in
London, an ultra-exclusive residential
development inside a luxury hotel.

Blackstone boss Stephen Schwarzman,
Citadel hedge fund founder Ken Griffin
and WhatsApp founder Jan Koum have
all bought homes at the Belgravia site,
according to Land Registry records and
people familiar with the matter.

Financier Todd Boehly, former Amer-
ican football team owner Dan Snyder
and John Liew, founding principal of
AQR Capital Management, have also
purchased properties there.

The building inside the five-star hotel,
which opened in 2023 with views of
Buckingham Palace and Hyde Park, has

so far sold 20 residences — with price
tags reaching beyond £100mn.
Residents have access to a 25-metre
indoor swimming pool with a “sculp-
tural ceiling inspired by an ice cave”,
according to marketing materials, and a
chauffeured Rolls-Royce car fleet.
Agents said the purchases reflected a
broader increase in Americans finding
second and third homes in London in
recent months, as US citizens make
record applications for UK citizenship.
“US buyers have become the most
important demographic in prime cen-
tral London development,” said Rupert
des Forges, head of prime central Lon-
don development sales at Knight Frank,
which sold residences at the Peninsula.
He added the average price of a Penin-
sula apartment “holds the record as the
most expensive building in London, and
the most expensive penthouse”.

Des Forges began selling properties
off-plan in 2018, He declined to com-
ment on specific buyers, who can enjoy
room service and fresh flowers. Penin-
sula chefs will also work with residents’
vets to create “menus that support” the
dietary needs of their pets.

Schwarzman, whose Peninsula pur-
chase cost £40mn, also bought a 2,500-
acre country estate in Wiltshire for
£80mnin2022.

Industry figures said Griffin's more
than £100mn purchase of the Belgravia
penthouse had spurred other buyers.
Griffin also paid £95mn for a Georgian
house near Buckingham Palace in 2019.

“He is a collector of trophies,” said Ian
Pidgeon of estate agency Savills.

The Peninsula is a small high-end
hotel chain, with 12 sites around the
world. Its London premises cost around
£1bn to build.
