Su uso cotidiano, cuando
contiene arsénico, se asocia con enfermedades pulmonares, renales y cardiovasculares, asi como
diabetes y cancer..

WASHINGTON—The White
House said Friday that it be-
gan conducting mass layoffs of
federal employees in response
to the government shutdown,
an unprecedented step that
follows through on weeks of
threats meant to increase
pressure on Democrats.

“The RIFs have begun,”
White House Office of Man-
agement and Budget Director
Russell Vought posted on X,
using an abbreviation for re-
ductions in force. An OMB offi-
cial characterized the re-
trenchment as “substantial,”
and a White House official
said it would affect “thou-
sands of federal workers.”

“It will be a lot and it will
be Democrat-oriented,” Trump
said in the Oval Office. “They
started this thing.”

More than 4,000 employees
at agencies across the federal
government were issued layoff
notices, according to a filing
late Friday by the administra-
tion in a San Francisco federal
court. Layoffs hit the Depart-
ments of Health and Human
Services, Energy, Homeland
Security, Education, Treasury,
Commerce, and Housing and
Urban Development.

The move marks a major
escalation in Trump’s efforts
to force a resolution to the
partisan standoff on Capitol
Hill and tests the limits of his
executive power to trim the
federal workforce. Congress
has been at a standstill since
the shutdown started Oct. 1,
and many federal workers and
military servicemembers are
set to miss their first full pay-
checks this coming week.

Scorned Columbus Statues Finding New Homes

Five years after it was splat-
tered with red paint, toppled and
dragged into a lake, the bronze
statue of Christopher Columbus
that stood for nearly a century ina
city park in Richmond, Va., has
been fished out, restored and giv-
enanew home. It now gazes out at
a bocce ball court cutside a Sons of
Italy Indpe some 300 miles away
in Blauvelt, N.Y.

Boston's marble Columbus stat-
ue was beheaded in 2020 — its sec-

ond decapitation. Repaired and
given to the Knights of Columbus,
it was moved to the garden of a
nearby church, where it now
stands among religious statues.

As he campaigned for the
Nobel Peace Prize on his claim of
brokering an end to multiple
conflicts abroad, he has refused
to negotiate with Democrats over
health care to end the govern-
ment shutdown, instead promis-
ing to inflict pain on them and
their constituents.

Diane Keaton, the vibrant,

More than 1,000 staff at the
Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention received layoff notices,
including in units that respond to
infectious-disease outbreaks, ana-
lyze science and health data to
develop policy, and monitor the
safety of employees, according to
multiple individuals issued dis-
missal notices and others with
direct knowledge of the cuts.

Among those who initially re-
ceived layoff notices were leaders
of CDC’s response to the growing
number of measles cases in the
United States and abroad, includ-
ingone official who has more than
28 years’ experience overseeing a
dozen federal agencies that have
responded to outbreaks of Ebola,
Marburg virus and mpox in Africa
over the years, said the individu-
als, speaking on the condition of
anonymity for fear of retaliation.

Months after fire,
unrealized Palisades
library and rec center
symbolize frustration.

They had come to hear
plans for the privately
funded rebuilding of the
Palisades Recreation Cen-
ter that was badly damaged
in the January fire that tore
through Pacific Palisades.

Most of the hundreds
crammed into the rec cen-
ter’s old gym cheered about
plans for new park space,
pickleball courts and
basketball hoops to be paid
for by some of Los Angeles’
wealthiest and most promi-
nent philanthropists.

But that Tuesday night
— nine months to the day
since the Palisades fire be-
gan — they were angry, too.

During public com-
ments, Jeremy Padawer,

whose homeinthe Palisades
burned, said of the city-
owned rec center: “We need
this. We need churches, we
need synagogues, we need
grocery stores. We need
hope.”

But he said he didn’t
trust the municipal govern-
ment to run the beloved rec
center and reminded the
crowd that the city, which is
navigating the complex re-
covery from one of the costli-
est and most destructive
firesinitshistory, is “abillion
dollars in debt.”

“What are they going to
do with this brand-new facil-
ity when [philanthropists]
turn the keys over to them?”
he asked. “Do we trust
them?”

“No!” the crowd shouted.

He added: “Where is May-
or Bass?” The audience
cheered. Someone hollered
back: “Lost cause!”

Bass and other city lead-
ers dispute they have ne-
glected the fire-ravaged
Palisades, but the scene en-
capsulated the anger and
disappointment with City
Hall that has been building
in one of Los Angeles’
wealthiest neighborhoods.
There, scores of yard signs
depict the mayor wearing
clown makeup ala the Joker.
On one cleared lot, an enor-
mous sign, roughly 7 feet tall,

‘When fire hydrants ran
dry in the first hours of the
Palisades fire, firefighters
faced confusion and costly
delays in getting vital water
trucks into the area to help
fight the destructive blaze,
new city documents re-
vealed.

It took some time for offi-
cials to secure so-called ten-
der trucks and when they fi-
nally arrived, the fire was so
intense they needed escorts
to get to the front lines, ac-
cording to the Los Angeles
Fire Department’s after-ac-
tion report released last
week.

“Engineers were needed
to shuttle water from further
locations, further delaying
suppression efforts,” the re-
port said.

The revelations under-
score how scarce water sup-
plies hampered the Pali-
sades fire fight.

As the inferno consumed
homes Jan. 7, some hydrants
ran dry in high-elevation
areas, The Times has re-
ported. The 117-million gal-
lon Santa Ynez Reservior —
long seen as a lifeline for the
Palisades — was empty and
undergoing repairs.

Rick Crawford, a former
LAFD battalion chief who
retired from the agency in
2024, said that if the Fiire De-
partment had spoken with
the Department of Water
and Power after the wind
forecast came in, the agency
likely would have known fire-
fighters would face water is-
sues in the Palisades. Then
they could have prepared, he
said.

“They had ample oppor-
tunity to have these discus-
sions and implement their
water tender strategy.,”
Crawford said. “None of this
was done.”

The water pressure from
the hydrants fell as the fire

When Texas neurologist Hamid
Kadiwala told his parents he was
