President Leans Into Diplomacy
To Try to Break Ukraine Logjam

WASHINGTON—President
Trump is betting that one more
round of personal diplomacy
will deliver a breakthrough in
the more-than-three-year-long
war in Ukraine after months of
failed peace negotiations.

U.S. Tiptoes Away
From Some Tarifts

The Trump administration
is quietly watering down some
of the tariffs that underpin
the president’s signature eco-
nomic policy.

President Trump in recent
weeks has exempted dozens of
products from his so-called re-
ciprocal tariffs and offered to
carve out hundreds more
goods from farm products to
airplane parts when countries
strike trade deals with the U.S.

The offer to exempt more
products from tariffs reflects
a growing sentiment among
administration officials that
the U.S. should lower levies on

Trade war, loan losses
at regional banks
push Wall Street’s
‘fear gauge’ up

A rekindled trade war. Loan
losses at regional banks. A
growing unease about the pro-
longed run-up in artificial in-
telligence stocks. The combi-
nation has triggered the most
turbulent stretch for the mar-
kets since April, with volatility
putting investors on edge and
the hottest trades in jeopardy.

No single threat alone was
enough to knock stocks off
stride for long. In fact, all
three major indexes closed the
week higher, with the S&P
500 rising 1.8% to close back
near records. But the abrupt
end of the calmest stretch in
years rattled traders and left
many betting that the swings
will continue.

One big gainer: the Cboe
Volatility Index, or VIX.
Known as Wall Street’s fear
gauge, the VIX tracks expecta-
tions for stock swings over the
next 30 days, based on what
investors will pay for options
tied to the S&P 500 index.
When fear is rising, traders
are typically more likely to
pay up for options to protect
their portfolios, meaning the
VIX tends to spike when the
market swoons.

The VIX rose as high as
28.99 on Friday, its most ele-
vated midday level since late
April. Investors are also piling
into options that would pay
out if the VIX surges to 47.5
and 50, according to Cboe
Global Markets data.

“The laundry list of worries
is actually increasing,” said
Jordan Rizzuto, chief invest-
ment officer of GammaRoad
Capital Partners.

On Shutdown

Using the Impasse to
Carry Out His Agenda

By LUKE BROADWATER

WASHINGTON — President
Trump has repurposed money to
fund military salaries during the
government shutdown. He has
pledged to find ways to make
sure many in law enforcement
get paid. He has used the fiscal
impasse to halt funding to Demo-
cratic jurisdictions, and is trying
to lay off thousands of federal
workers.

Government shutdowns are
usually resolved only after the
pain they inflict on everyday
Americans forces elected offi-
cials in Washington to come to an
agreement. But as the shutdown
nears a fourth week, Mr. Trump’s
actions have instead reduced the
pressure for an immediate reso-
lution and pushed his political
opponents to further dig in.

“We're not going to bend,”
Representative Hakeem Jeffries,
Democrat of New York and the
minority leader, said on Friday,
the 17th day of the shutdown.
“We're not going to break.” He
added: “All of these efforts to try
to intimidate Democratic mem-
bers of the House and the Senate
are not going to work.”

Unlike past presidents, Mr.
Trump appears to feel little ur-
gency to strike a deal to reopen
the government. Instead, he has
used the shutdown, which began
Oct. 1, as an opportunity to fur-
ther remake the federal bureau-
cracy and jettison programs he
does not like, seizing on unortho-
dox budgetary maneuvers that
some have called illegal.

Administration officials appear
undaunted by the criticism, even
after a federal judge temporarily
blocked their efforts to conduct
mass firings. On Friday, some
agencies indicated in court fil-
ings that they might proceed
with layoffs that officials sug-
gested were not covered by the
order.

Russell T. Vought, the director
of the Office of Management and
Budget and the architect of the
effort to remake the government,
has pledged to “stay on offense”
throughout the shutdown.

“He now has this cover for
doing what at least Russ Vought
and that coalition has wanted to
do all along,” Sarah Binder, a
political science professor at
George Washington University,

“Sears
speaks for Trump,” the narrator
warns in one recent ad.

“We
can stop Trump cold,” Gavin New-
som, the state's Democratic gov-
ernot, says in that campaign’s
most-aired ad.

After a year of soul-searching
and introspection by Democrats
about what they should stand for
after losing the White House and
Senate in 2024, the party is largely
coalescing behind the same mes-
sage that has united it for the past
decade: stopping Donald J.
Trump.

From coast to coast, the tactical
decision to continue centering Mr.
Trump in advertising in the clos-
ing stretch of 2025 contests has
left some party strategists con-
cerned about a missed opportuni-
ty to forge a more forward-looking
vision.

“1 worry that Donald Trump is
like crack cocaine for our party,”
said Celinda Lake, a veteran Dem-
ocratic pollster.

Alleged traffickers are
first survivors of U.S.
strikes tied to Venezuela

The United States is repatriat-
ing two alleged drug traffickers
to Colombia and Ecuador after
military forces attacked their
vessel in the Caribbean Sea on
Thursday, President Donald
Trump said.

Facing questions about the
legality of the strikes, the Trump
administration has sought to
justify the Kkilling of more than
two dozen since the operations
began last month by claiming the
U.S. is in “armed conflict” with
Latin American drug cartels that
are linked to Venezuelan Presi-
dent Nicolds Maduro’s effort to
dispatch drugs and criminals to
the U.S.

Trump said two other alleged
traffickers were Kkilled in the
strike, and the two survivors
would be returned to their home
countries “for detention and
prosecution.”

Colombian President Gustavo
Petro said the country received
the Colombian national on Sat-
urday, expressing relief he was
alive and that any potential pros-
ecution would be handled ac-
cording to law.

Therapies for
microplastics
are here, but
do they work?

As Mike Petegorsky prepared to
welcome his baby daughter, he
worked to minimize his family’s
exposure to microplastics and
other environmental toxins. The
telehealth executive got rid of
plastic Tupperware and utensils.
He had a whole-house water filter
installed. But every effort gave
way to a feeling of futility.

“If we can’t prevent it from
getting into our bodies,” Petegor-
sky wondered, “can we get it out?”

There is mounting evidence
that microplastics and “forever
chemicals” are infiltrating human
bodies and endangering people’s
health. Microplastics have been
found in key arteries, the gut, the
liver and the brain. Forever chemi-
cals, also known as per- and poly-
fluoroalkyl substances (PFAS),
can lurk in the body for more than
a decade, spurring fertility prob-
lems and cancer.

Petegorsky’s quest eventually
led him to Switzerland, where he
underwent a treatment in May
2024 that drew his blood and
filtered out tiny foreign particles.
He felt a humming sensation,
took a nap in the middle of the
outpatient procedure — and saw
the makings of a new business.
Teaming up with medical-device
entrepreneur Carlos Schuster, the
duo formed Proxima Health to
license the device made by Basel-
based Ayus Medical Group and

Marchers say president
behaving like a monarch

Huge crowds gathered across
the country on Saturday for No
Kings protests, where they spoke

The administration “com-
pletely undid the way the scien-

Ukraine must give up all of Donetsk region, Putin tells Trump

Russian President Vladimir Pu-
tin in a phone call this past week
with President Donald Trump de-
manded that Kyiv surrender full
control of Donetsk, a strategically
vital region in eastern Ukraine, as
a condition for ending the war,
said two senior officials familiar
with the conversation.

Putin has tried and failed to
conquer the territory for 11 years,
repeatedly repulsed by Ukrainian

forces who are deeply entrenched
in an area they believe is a major
bulwark against a speedy Russian
advance westward toward their
capital.

Putin’s focus on Donetsk sug-
gests he is not backing away from
past demands that have left the
conflict in a stalemate, despite
Trump’s optimism about securing
a deal, the officials said, speaking
on the condition of anonymity to
describe sensitive closed-door
discussions. Russia or Russian-

backed separatists have claimed
parts of the region since 2014, but
they have never been able to con-
quer the entirety of the region by
force.

Trump has not publicly com-
mented on Putin’s demand for all
of Donetsk, which has not previ-
ously been reported. Trump did
not endorse the Russian request
in his public statement Friday af-
ter a high-stakes West Wing meet-
ing with Ukrainian President Vo-
lodymyr Zelensky. He plans to

meet Putin in Hungary in the
coming weeks to continue discus-
sions about how to end the war.

“It is time to stop the Killing,
and make a DEAL! Enough blood
hasbeen shed, with property lines
being defined by War and Guts.
They should stop where they are.
Let both claim Victory, let History
decide!” Trump wrote on social
media Friday after the meeting
with Zelensky.

In the call between Trump and
Putin, the Russian leader suggest-

ed he would be willing to surren-
der parts of two other regions of
Ukraine he has partly conquered,
Zaporizhzhia and Kherson, in ex-
change for full control of Donetsk,
the officials said. That is slightly
less of a sweeping territorial claim
than he made in August at a sum-
mit between Trump and Putin in
Anchorage.

Needle exchanges at risk of vanishing

Drug-safety programs have saved lives, but funding is in Trump’s crosshairs

EVANSVILLE, IND. — Lavender
Timmons popped the trunk of
her weather-beaten 2007 Ford
Focus parked near the city’s
homeless shelter. Regulars gath-
ered around, including one drug
user who in the past bought
sterile syringes from the illicit
market.

Timmons, executive director
of Evansville Recovery Alliance,
wanted to offer them new nee-
dles to keep them from contract-
ing HIV, hepatitis C or other
infections. But a police car idled
a couple blocks away.

“The cops are watching us,”
Timmons said.

A decade after users injecting
prescription painkillers sparked
a historic HIV outbreak in a
southern Indiana county, pro-
grams providing sterile needles
that contained the crisis are
fading. They may disappear
completely next year — and
nationwide, they are also in
peril. The Trump administra-
tion has declared that no federal
funding can go toward supplies
that “promote or facilitate drug
use” — even though decades of
research has shown that syringe
programs reduce disease trans-
mission rates and do not appear

to increase injection frequency
or neighborhood crime rates.
Evansville has never autho-
rized needle exchanges. Advo-
cates, such as Timmons, who
have lobbied for needle ex-
changes are losing hope — even
as fentanyl and methamphet-
amine users continue to inject
with used needles. Under state
law, a county health officer must
first declare an HIV or hepatitis
C emergency — and there is not
enough testing to quantify the
need, Timmons said, despite
some support from local offi-
cials.

California shuts I-5
after military confirms
live artillery would be
shot over it for event.

Gridlock reigned Sat-

In-
stead, they were YouTube vi-
deo creators who were being
courted by brands from REI
to Shark Beauty to encour-
age online audiences to buy
their products.

Aaron Ramirez, a 22-
year-old influencer who fo-
cuses on men’s fashion and
lifestyle, stood in front of
racks of carefully curated
shelves of backpacks as he
decided which items he
would endorse for his
234,000 YouTube subscrib-
ers.

“Icanmake avideo about
anything that improves my
quality of life and add a link
to it,” said Ramirez. “I only
recommend products that I
really use and really like.”

The San Diego resident
was among about 300 crea-
tors participating in
YouTube’s annual benefit
for creators dubbed “Holi-
day House” that helps inter-
net personalities get ready
to sell goods during the busy
holiday shopping season.

The event — held at the
cavernous converted Google
offices that once housed
Howard Hughes’ famous
Spruce Goose plane —
underscores YouTube’s de-
sire to be a bigger player in
online shopping by leverag-
ing its relationship with
creators to promote prod-
ucts in much the same way
that rival TikTok does.

In August, YouTube in-
troduced new tools to help
its creators better promote

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Chancellor weighs ‘Brit Isa’ revival

e New life for ditched Tory plan @ Bid to boost share ownership @ Stamp duty relief discussed

Chancellor Rachel Reeves is looking to
boost UK share ownership by overhaul-
ing Isas, with potential measures includ-
ing a minimum holding of British com-
panies and a stamp duty tax break.

The move, an evolution of the aban-
doned Conservative plan to create a
“Brit Isa”, comes as Reeves looks for
growth-enhancing measures in her
November 26 Budget.

Reeves is already planning an Isa
shake-up to shift Britons’ savings from
cash to equities, but people briefed on
her thinking say that she is also eyeing
reforms to the popular stocks-and-

shares Isa to boost the London market.

Financial institutions have met the
Treasury to discuss removing stamp
duty tax at 0.5 per cent from London-
listed stocks held within Isas, according
to people familiar with the discussions.

The Treasury is also mulling whether
Isas should hold a minimum amount in
UK equities, similar to the “personal
equity plans (Peps)” that were sold until
1999, according to another person who
has held talks with the chancellor.

The moves would form part of a
potentially radical restructuring of Brit-
ain’s tax-free Isa regime, the biggest
overhaul in more than 25 years.

Reeves is also considering capping the

annual amount allowed in cash Isas —
potentially halving it from £20,000 to
£10,000 — in a bid to shift more money
into equity investment, the Financial
Times previously reported.

The Treasury said: “The chancellor
has been clear that she wants to get Brit-
ain investing again — so British compa-
nies can grow and British savers who
choose to invest can get more in return.”

A government official said Reeves was
“considering how to ensure any invest-
ment unlocked through reform benefits
UK companies and growth”,

The Treasury ditched plans drawn up
by the former Tory government for a
new UK Isa, which would have given

investors another £5,000 tax-free to
invest in British companies.

Under the model being considered by
Reeves, the stocks-and-shares Isa could
have a new requirement to hold a cer-
tain percentage of UK-listed stocks,
backed by a stamp duty tax break.

One person said that using Peps as a
blueprint could help pave the way for
requiring a minimum amount to be held
in UK equities within stocks-and-shares
Isas.

“Some firms in the City are now push-
ing for a minimum allocation, say 25 to
50 per cent, to UK equities within Isas,”
said Jason Hollands of wealth manager
Evelyn Partners.

Ferrari limits supply to buoy prices as
non-dom abolition shrinks client base

Ferrari has reduced the number of cars
it sells in Britain to stem declining
residual values of its luxury vehicles,
prompted by the departure of wealthy
individuals after tax changes and the
abolition of non-dom status.

“Some people are getting out of [the
UK] for tax reasons,” chief executive
Benedetto Vigna told the Financial
Times. “What I can tell you is that we see
a stabilisation over there” after the com-
pany reduced allocations of its vehicles
to the country, he added.

Ferrari's move underscores the
impact caused by the government’s
decision to abolish favourable tax treat-
ment for non-domiciled residents and
raise other duties on the wealthy.

In April, the tax regime ended for
non-doms — UK residents who declared

their long-term home was overseas to
avoid paying British taxes on their glo-
bal income and assets.

Chancellor Rachel Reeves rejected
claims that there had been an exodus of
wealthy residents, telling The Guardian
this week “this is a brilliant country and
people want to live here”. At the same
time she has also made it clear that the
wealthy would be one of the targets for
higher taxes in next month’s Budget.

The non-dom tax changes spurred
fears that Ferrari would lose its wealthy
client base, leading to volatility in its
residual prices or the expected second-
hand value of a vehicle when a leasing
deal ends. The fluctuation was height-
ened by uncertainty over US President
Donald Trump’s tariffs, say people with
knowledge of UK market conditions.

The company began to “significantly”
limit UK supplies about six months ago,

one of the people said. Vigna has also
acknowledged to investors that “a lot of
people” had left the UK.

Vigna told the FT that taxes were not
the only reason for the depreciation.
“Maybe when you sell to the UK, that car
cannot be sold somewhere else [due to
its right-hand wheel].”

In other markets, residual prices of
some Ferrari models have fallen owing
to the recent sharp increase in customi-
sation of its vehicles, which makes it
harder tosell to asecond-hand buyer.

Resale values are alsoan indicator of a
vehicle’s desirability, reflecting what a
second-hand buyer is willing to pay fora
car that is typically three years old. For
example, the Ferrari 296 GTB, launched
in 2022, had a recommended retail
price of £256,275 for a new car while a
used version was available for as low as
£189,490 on Auto Trader.
