Inflation Accelerates to 3%,

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NBA Bets Big on Gambling, Wins Itself a Crisis

When federal agents an-
nounced charges against more
than 30 people involved in a
sprawling gambling probe on
Thursday morning, the specif-
ics of the case were gripping.

There were underground
poker games, X-ray tables, tips
whispered to bettors about
where to put their money in

professional basketball games.

But for the NBA, the gen-
eral picture that emerged—at
a Brooklyn news conference
across the East River from the
league’s Fifth Avenue offices—
was much more chilling. Pros-
ecutors unveiled an indict-
ment that featured an active
player, a retired one and a
current head coach spilling se-
crets to illegal gamblers.

It was a “fraud,” FBI Direc-

tor Kash Patel said, “that these
perpetrators committed on the
grand stage of the NBA.”

It 1s also an existential
threat to professional sports,
and perhaps the defining cri-
sis of Adam Silver’s tenure as
NBA commissioner. Silver was
an early proponent of legal-
1zed sports gambling in the
U.S. and had long argued that
legal betting would have the
positive effect of bringing

criminal behavior—such as
manipulating and fixing
games—into the light.
Thursday’s arrests showed
the vulnerability in Silver’s ar-
gument. Technology has
turned gambling into a wide-
spread habit on a scale too
vast for any league to police.

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Women’s Pay Declines
As Return-to-Office
Requirements Pick Up

Women who want work-
from-home flexibility are find-
ing it comes with a price.

By last year, women work-
ing full time made 81 cents on
the dollar compared with men,
the widest pay gap since 2016,
according to the Census Bu-
reau’s latest data. And more
recent numbers from the La-
bor Department indicate men
are outpacing women this
year, too, when it comes to
weekly earnings growth.

Economists examining the
widening gap said there are
likely several factors at play,
including the high cost and
scarce availability of afford-
able child care. But their lead-
ing theory i1s the effort by
many companies to get work-
ers back into offices, which
can prompt some women to

quit, turn down promotions or
opt for lower-paying jobs with
more flexibility.

Women have fallen behind
in the return-to-office push,
reflecting the barriers they
can still hit when juggling ca-
reers and families, even after
decades of workplace gains.

“This traces back to gender
norms in society in general

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Openly Killing Suspected Smugg

WASHINGTON — Since he
returned to office nine months
ago, President Trump has sought
to expand executive power
across numerous fronts. But his
claim that he can lawfully order
the military to summarily kill
people accused of smuggling
drugs on boats off the coast of
South America stands apart.

A broad range of specialists in
laws governing the use of lethal
force have called Mr. Trump’s
orders to the military patently
illegal. They say the pre-
meditated extrajudicial killings
have been murders — regardless
of whether the 43 people blown
apart, burned alive or drowned
in 10 strikes so far were indeed
running drugs.

The administration insists that
the killings are lawful, invoking
legal terms like “self-defense”
and “armed conflict.” But it has
offered no legal argument ex-
plaining how to bridge the con-
ceptual gap between drug traf-
ficking and associated crimes, as
serious as they are, and the kind
of armed attack to which those
terms can legitimately apply.

The irreversible gravity of
killing, coupled with the lack of a
substantive legal justification, is
bringing into sharper view a
structural weakness of law as a
check on the American presiden-
cy-

It is becoming clearer than
ever that the rule of law in the
White House has depended
chiefly on norms — on govern-
ment lawyers willing to raise
objections when merited and to
resign in protest if ignored, and
on presidents who want to ap-
pear law-abiding. This is espe-
cially true in an era when party
loyalty has defanged the threat
of impeachment by Congress,
and after the Supreme Court
granted presidents immunity
from prosecution for crimes
committed with official powers.

Every modern president has
occasionally taken some ag-
gressive policy step based on a
stretched or disputed legal inter-
pretation. But in the past, they
and their aides made a point to
develop substantive legal theo-
ries and to meet public and con-
gressional expectations to ex-
plain why they thought their
actions were lawful, even if not
everyone agreed.

Around 15 years ago, intense

legal controversy surrounded
President Barack Obama’s drone
strikes targeting Al Qaeda mili-
tants in places where the United
States did not have ground
troops, like Yemen and tribal
Pakistan. Those included the
killing of a U.S. citizen, Anwar
al-Awlaki, who was deemed an
operational terrorist leader
whose capture was infeasible.

Behind the scenes, Obama
administration lawyers wrestled
with the scope and limits of how
the congressionally authorized
armed conflict against Al Qaeda
could apply to such scenarios.
They developed lengthy and
detailed memos citing Supreme
Court precedents, and systemat-
ically worked through issues of
domestic and international law.

The details of its legal ratio-
nale became known to Congress
and the public not only through
unauthorized disclosures and
Freedom of Information Act
lawsuits, but also because the
administration delivered
speeches and produced a white
paper summarizing its reason-
ing, which it gave to Congress.

Canada Faces

Higher Tariffs
Over Ad Spat

Trump Adds 10% After
Ending Trade Talks

TORONTO — President Trump
doubled down on Saturday in his
feud with Canada over a television
ad that used audio of former Presi-
dent Ronald Reagan denouncing
tariffs, saying he would punish the
country with an additional 10 per-
cent tariff on its goods.

Mr. Trump had already sus-
pended monthslong trade talks
with Canada, the United States’
second-largest trading partner, on
Thursday night because of the ad,
which had been paid for by Ontar-
io. Though the ad faithfully repro-
duced Mr. Reagan’s words, just in
a different order, Mr. Trump has
insisted it was “fraudulent”™ after
the Ronald Reagan Presidential
Foundation and Institute said it
had made “selective” use of the
five-minute original address.

The latest twist in the Canada-
United States saga comes as the
two countries have been locked In
intensive talks over lowering
some U.S. tariffs on key Canadian
goods. The countries’ relationship
has dramatically deteriorated
since Mr. Trump’s election, as he
has menaced the close U.S. ally
with tariffs and spoken of making
Canada the 51st state.

Canadians have reacted with
anger and have rallied around the
flag in a rare burst of patriotism,
but the Canadian economy has
been suffering the consequences
of the dispute. Ontario, in particu-
lar, has much at stake in trade re-
lations with the United States, and
its premier on Friday posted the
entire Reagan address online.

The audio used in the province’s
ad was authentic, and minor edits
to the original 1987 address did not
alter the substance of Mr. Rea-
gan’s remarks, which were highly
critical of tariffs’ consequences.
Following Mr. Trump’s outrage,
though, the province pulled it
from the airwaves, effective Mon-
day.

Still, the commercial was shown
during the first World Series game
on Friday, during which the Toron-
to Blue Jays defeated the Los An-

WASHINGTON — The Trump
administration is pursuing an ar-
ray of unconventional measures
to shore up mineral supplies that
are vital for makers of cars, jet en-
gines, weaponry and data centers,
as the Chinese government lever-
ages its control of rare earth ex-
ports in ways that could cripple
global industry.

In recent months, the adminis-
tration has taken stakes in several
mining and minerals firms. It has
talked of establishing a strategic
reserve of rare earths, and sup-
porting domestic producers with
price controls and tariffs. On Mon-
day, the United States announced
a strategic agreement with Aus-
tralia to invest billions of dollars to
develop mineral supplies. The
topic is expected to be on the
agenda for a Group of 7 meeting in
Canada at the end of the month.

Some analysts have praised the
administration’s effort to find new
approaches to reduce a depend-
ence on China that has persisted
through the terms of many U.S.
presidents. But they have cau-
tioned that the measures are not
likely to provide a quick fix to a
deep reliance on Chinese mineral
supplies.

Constructing the mines, refin-
eries and factories needed to pro-
vide a real alternative to Chinese
supplies will most likely take
years — even if foreign producers
can obtain the machinery and
technology they need, which the
Chinese government has also pro-
posed controlling. These invest-
ments will also require substan-
tial capital, creating the risk that
some taxpayer funds will go to un-
proven companies that could fail.

China mines 70 percent of the
world’s rare earths, and does
chemical processing for 90 per-
cent of the global supply. When

Costly Radio System Faltered
When Texas Needed It Most

After a deadly flash flood swept
through Kerr County in central
Texas this summer, rescuers
combed dozens of miles along the
Guadalupe River, looking for sur-
vivors. The grueling job was made
more difficult because the radio
system they needed to coordinate
the response was not up to the
task.

Some rescuers got busy signals.
Others got garbled messages. At
Camp Mystic, the summer camp
where 25 children died in the
flooding, there was little to no cov-
erage. Temporary radio towers
eventually were brought in to ex-
tend service into the disaster
zone.

It was a frustrating mix of prob-
lems, made even more troubling
because Kerr County had just
spent $7 million to overhaul its ra-
dio communication system. But
the deficiencies were no accident:
The new network, installed by
Motorola Solutions, excluded
about a quarter of the county’s
sprawling territory from reliable

ing dead zones around Camp Mys-
tic and other areas along the river.

To identify the system’s short-
comings, The New York Times
digitized proposed coverage maps
for Kerr County, reviewed con-
tracting records and obtained
data about the radio network’s
performance through public
records law. The Times found that
a nonprofit public utility had also
sought to bid on the project and
had proposed more extensive
portable radio coverage that
would have reached more than 90
percent of the county’s territory,
including the Camp Mystic area.

The alternative system pro-
posed by the utility, the Lower Col-
orado River Authority, would also
have offered more capacity. And it
could have been cheaper. But Mo-
torola won the contract anyway,
aided by a process that was tilted
in the company’s favor.

Thomas Gilbert, a radio system
manager who was brought in by
the state to help coordinate com-
munications, said a combination
of coverage shortfalls and com-
patibility problems proved frus-

U.S. Details How the Mob Lured
High Rollers Into Rigged Poker

The squat, brick building on
Lexington Avenue in Manhattan
looked like any other on the block,
with no hint of the elaborate trap
within.

In the summer of 2023, aman —
we'll call him, as prosecutors do,
John Doe #1 — walked into the
building and sat down at an invi-
tation-only, back-room poker ta-
ble.

The game was Texas hold 'em.
The stakes were high. Standing by
was a security guard known as Al-
banian Bruce or, alternately and
more tellingly, Big Bruce.

Other players joined. John Doe
#1 believed he had as good a
chance as any of them.

The others, as described by fed-
eral prosecutors in Brooklyn in a
case unsealed on Thursday, knew
better. They were not just card
players. Sometimes, retired
N.B.A. players were at the table —
“face cards” there to attract high
rollers. Others included members
and associates of the Gambino
and Lucchese organized crime
families, old-school crews sitting
down to a cutting-edge hustle.

When the dealer ran decks of
cards through a shuffling ma-
chine, the trap was set.

This was no ordinary shuffling
machine, according to the indict-
ment.

When Elizabeth R. Guzman
first sought a seat in Virginia’s
House of Delegates eight years
ago, her upstart candidacy was
animated by one person: Presi-
dent Donald Trump.

Motivated to run in protest of
the then-new president, Guzman
and a “blue wave” of fellow Demo-
cratic challengers flipped a whop-
ping 15 seats in the statehouse,
including the one she represented
in the booming, diversifying D.C.

If the party can take back the
governor’s mansion, Democrats
would win a “trifecta” of power in
state government.

“Going into a trifecta will em-
power us to change the system,”
Guzman, who left her old seat in
2023 to make an unsuccessful
run for higher office, said while
on a break from door-knocking
earlier this month. “We are in a

KUALA LUMPUR, MALAYSIA —
President Donald Trump lands in
Asia this weekend for a multi-

ohn Gibbons shivered in the back of

At wildlife crossing, flora comes before fauna

It’sbeen three years since
the crew for the Wallis
Annenberg Wildlife Cross-
ing Native Plant Nursery set
up shop in Calabasas, with
dozens of difficult-to-assem-
ble metal tables, a spartan
trailer and a million native
seeds hand-collected from
the surrounding hills.

That’s three years that
nursery managers Jewlya
(pronounced “Julia”)

Samaniego and Jose Cam-
pos have nurtured thou-
sands of native plants from
seed, despite plenty ofrattle-
snakes, hordes of pot-gnaw-
ing squirrels, the vile
smelling essence of cougar
pee to repel the squirrels,
blistering summers that re-
quired twice-a-day water-
ing, even on weekends and
holidays, and a couple win-
ters of mud, erosion and
endless rain.

Now it’s graduation day,
when native plants coaxed

from seedling trays to 1-gal-
lon pots stand ready for
planting on the crossing it-
self this month.

“It feels like going off to
college,” said Samaniego, a
slender mother of four
whose oldest is in the throes
of college planning. They’re
ready to go and you want
themto go, she said, “except,
‘Wait, are you sure you're
really ready?’”

Ready or not, the 5,000 or
so plants have to go because
the wildlife crossing over the

101 Freeway in Agoura Hills
isreadytoreceive them, with
its special, once lifeless soil
that was brought to life with
inoculations of the same mi-
crobes and mycorrhizal
fungithat thrive in soil of the
surrounding hills.

Heineken stirs debate on health with
toast to beer’s role as a social lubricant

MADELEINE SPEED — SEVILLE

Beer’s qualities as a “social lubricant”
should play an important role in the
debate on the harms of alcohol, accord-

ing to the boss of Heineken.

Dolf van den Brink said that “in this
time of loneliness and a mental health
epidemic”, beer’s role in bringing people
together was “important to make part of
the public debate”.

Public health bodies are hardening
their stance against alcohol, prompting
the industry to talk up the non-health
benefits of drinking, such as socialising.

The outgoing US surgeon general said
this year that alcoholic beverages
should carry cancer warning labels,
while the World Health Organization
has been ratcheting up a campaign

against moderate drinking.

“Beer is one of the oldest, if not the
oldest, consumer goods category,” Van
den Brink told the Financial Times,
pointing to evidence of social beer
drinking in Mesopotamia and ancient
Egypt. While the discussion on the
effect of moderate alcohol consumption
on health was legitimate, it lacked
nuance, he added.

“We do believe that it’s not always
reported in a balanced wayj, telling the
full picture, because the relationship
between alcohol and health is complex,”
the Heineken chief said, while stressing
that the debate needed to start by warn-
ing against the harmful use of alcohol.

“There is a legitimate debate in soci-
ety now about the effect of moderate
consumption of alcohol, including beer,
on health. And, again, we believe that
needs to be a balanced and nuanced dis-
cussion.”

Socialising had been at the core of
Heineken’s marketing for decades and
was “part of the essence of the product”,
he said. Other brewers have extolled the
health benelits of their beers, with the
“Guinness is good for you” slogan used
for decades to promote the Irish stout.

Heineken, Carlsberg and AB InBev

have launched non-alcoholic versions of
their beers in an effort to keep drinkers
who want to moderate their drinking
loyal to their brands.
The Dutch brewer this week announced
plans to boost efficiency as consumer
demand weakens. Van den Brink
warned there would be more brewery
closures, but “not ata large scale”.

Investors have soured on Heineken
after two years of weak performance
and a string of earnings misses, with
shares falling by a fifth from highs in
2023.
