Companies’ Al Spending Surges
As Investors Send Mixed Signals

Silicon Valley’s biggest
companies are already plan-
ning to pour $400 billion into
artificial intelligence efforts
this year. They all say it’s no-
where near enough.

Meta Platforms said it is
still running up against capac-
ity constraints as it tries to
train new AI models and
power its existing products at
the same time. Microsoft said

it 1s seeing so much customer
demand for its data-center-
driven services that it plans to
double its data-center foot-
print in the next two years.
And Amazon.com said it is
racing to bring more cloud ca-
pacity online as soon as it can.

“We've been short [on com-
puting power] now for many
quarters. I thought we were
going to catch up. We are not.
Demand 1s increasing,” said
Amy Hood, Microsoft’s chief

financial officer. “When you
see these kinds of demand sig-
nals and we know we’re be-
hind, we do need to spend.”
Some investors want the
tech giants to ensure they are
investing enough to meet ex-
pected demand as Al contin-
ues to transform the work-
force and broader economy,
while others are raising red
flags about some of the high-
dollar investments and the
prospect of an Al bubble.

Meta, Alphabet, Microsoft
and Amazon have all told in-
vestors this past week that
they will increase spending in
2026. Investors gave their
blessing to plans laid out by
Google and Amazon, with some
worrying about those set forth
by Meta and Microsoft.

11% on Thursday, and Micro-
soft’s shares fell by nearly 3%.

Upbeat earnings from tech-
nology giants and a flurry of
artificial-intelligence deals
powered the Nasdaq compos-
ite higher for a seventh con-
secutive month, its longest
stretch of monthly gains
since 2018.

It was quite a week for big
tech. Nvidia became the
world’s first $5 trillion com-
pany. Apple and Microsoft
topped $4 trillion. And despite
occasional disappointments, a
spate of earnings from the so-
called Magnificent Seven—
which also includes Alphabet,
Amazon.com, Meta Platforms
and Tesla—helped the Nasdaq
finish October 4.7% higher.

The latest boost came
from Amazon, which on Fri-
day surged 9.6% to its first
new all-time high since Feb-
ruary after the e-commerce
giant reported faster-than-
expected increases in Al-re-
lated revenue and aggressive
plans to grow data-center ca-
pacity. Amazon closed at a
record market capitalization
of $2.61 trillion.

The group’s market capital-
ization now makes up about
38% of the entire S&P 500, ac-
cording to Dow Jones Market
Data. Their climb has helped
carry stocks to record after re-
cord in the months since
April’s tariff-fueled market
meltdown. And as tech com-
panies continue to pump
money into artificial intelli-
gence, investors parse their
reports for signs the rally can
keep going.

PARIS—The thieves had pre-
pared a jerry can of gasoline to
set fire to the truck-mounted
lift and other equipment they
had just used to penetrate the
Louvre Museum and steal
France’s crown jewels.

A blaze might have de-
stroyed evidence linking them
to the crime. But the clock
was ticking. Security forces
were closing in. So the thieves
made a critical decision: They
left the truck intact and
jumped on their scooters to
make a getaway.

That was one of several

mistakes that have provided
French authorities with a trove
of forensic traces, allowing
them to track down and detain
three of the suspected thieves
in a matter of days, in addition
to other people with suspected
links to the heist. Paris prose-
cutors said that more than 150
DNA, fingerprint and other
samples were gathered.

The four-man team that
carried out the Louvre heist
has drawn comparisons to
Ocean’s Eleven for sheer bra-
zenness. For all of their guile
in breaking into the museum,
however, the Louvre thieves
cut crucial corners and appear
to have lost their nerve in the

final minutes, depriving them
of a Hollywood ending.

“The degree of carelessness
is remarkable,” said Nikos Pas-
sas, a professor of criminology
at Northeastern University.
“These are low-tech, low-so-
phistication techniques.”

Despite the missteps, inves-
tigators still haven’t tracked
down the $102 million in royal
and Napoleonic-era jewels
that disappeared from one of
the world’s most closely
watched museums.

“Brick by brick, the investi-
gation is taking shape and
closing in on those who may
be involved,” Paris prosecutor

Trump Mulls Eternity
Amid Life of Scandal

WASHINGTON — A few
weeks ago, President Trump
momentarily dropped the bom-
bast and the playground insults
and the self-congratulation to
muse about his eternal soul. “I
want to try and get to heaven, if
possible,” he said. “I'm hearing
I'm not doing well. I am really at
the bottom of the totem pole.”

Prodded by a reporter last
month to elaborate, he repeated
the lament without much more
explanation. “I'm being a little
cute,” he said. But he went on: “I
don't think there’s anything
that’s going to get me into heav-
en. I think I'm not maybe heav-
en-bound.”

Mr. Trump is hardly the first
79-year-old to dwell on what may
come after he departs this mortal
coil — or to wonder whether he
has earned entry into the pearly
gates. But it is so unlike Mr.
Trump to express self-doubt that
his public rumination has raised
questions. What is on his mind
lately that makes him fear his
fate in the hereafter? What sins
might he be regretting?

He has not clarified his think-
ing, at least not on camera, nor
for that matter has he shown any
public signs of repentance for
scandals that he may believe
hold him back from grace. And
yet the president’s curious con-
templation comes at a time when
Mr. Trump seems to be seeking a
form of immortality. If absolution
is out of reach, perhaps there are
more achievable ways of living
beyond his natural time on this
earth.

And so, the man who over a
long career in business slapped
his name on buildings around the
world now seems intent on leav-
ing his mark in even more gran-
diose fashion. He demolished the
East Wing of the White House
last month to make way for a

Liberal Justices Are Split
Over Trump-Era Strategy

Kagan Plays an Inside Game to Sway Votes
While Jackson Sounds an Alarm

By JODI KANTOR

On a yearslong campaign to
sway her conservative col-
leagues, Justice Elena Kagan has
mostly refrained from harshly
criticizing them. But two years
ago she briefly let her discipline
slip.

Asthey prepared to strike down
President Joseph R. Biden Jr’s
student loan forgiveness pro-
gram, she blasted Chief Justice
John G. Roberts Jr. in a draft dis-
sent she circulated within the
court, according to several people
familiar with the episode.

But before the decision went
public, she hit delete. Her final dis-
sent was adamant, but the most
heated passages never saw day-
light, as she abided by a taboo
among the justices against steam-
ing publicly at colleagues or the
institution.

For years, as the court has
moved right, Justice Kagan has
agonized over whether to be more
confrontational, confidantes say,
and has mostly concluded that to
be effective, she must be careful
about rocking the boat.

But in recent months, Justice
Kagan’s liberal colleague, Justice
Ketanji Brown Jackson, has
started warning the public that
the boat is sinking.

In one opinion after another,
Justice Jackson has accused the
right side of the court of favoring
“moneyed interests,” and of “com-
plicity” that enables “our col-
lective demise.”

At oral arguments, she has tak-
en up far more speaking time than
her colleagues, even though the
court several years ago tucked
timers into the justices’ imposing
wood table to tally each of their
ticking minutes, according to sev-
eral people familiar with the de-
vices.

“I'm not afraid to use my voice,”
she said at an event for lawyers in
Indianapolis in July, describing
her blistering dissents.

Along with the senior liberal,
Justice Sonia Sotomayor, the two
jurists are in what people close to
them describe as an existential di-
lemma over their lack of influ-
ence. Badly outnumbered, seated
for the long haul of life tenure, Jus-
tices Kagan and Jackson in partic-
ular are divided on the best ap-

proach to jobs in which they are
more or less sentenced to fail.

Ever since Justice Jackson ar-
rived in 2022, friction has been
building: between her and Jus-
tices Sotomayor and Kagan, who
are more aligned strategically,
and between her and the rest of
the court, according to more than
a dozen associates of the justices,
including both liberals and con-
servatives. They spoke on condi-
tion of anonymity, in order to
share sensitive details about
closely held conversations.

The three liberal justices de-

clined to comment. But increas-
ingly, the tensions are spilling out
in opinions, including in the most
important case of last term. Jus-
tices Jackson and Amy Coney
Barrett dueled so harshly that
some liberal observers feared that
Justice Jackson had alienated
Justice Barrett, a key swing vote.

Like many others across the left
in the era of Donald J. Trump, the
liberal justices are in a genera-
tional and philosophical struggle
over whether to safeguard institu-
tions from within or protest their
decline. But unlike politicians,
they are doing so in a sealed world
so tradition-bound and decorous
that closing an opinion “I dissent”
instead of “I respectfully dissent”
1s considered a dramatic state-
ment.

Their differing approaches will

Housing Work Helped Shape Mamdani's Vision

Assemblyman Zohran Mam-
dani has managed a State Senate
campaign. He’s been a tutor and a
rapper.

Approval isn’t needed
to continue alleged cartel
attacks, Congress is told

A top Justice Department law-
yer has told lawmakers that the
Trump administration can contin-
ue its lethal strikes against alleged
drug traffickers in Latin America
— and is not bound by a decades-
old law requiring Congress to give
approval for ongoing hostilities.

T. Elliot Gaiser, head of the
Trump administration’s Office of
Legal Counsel, made his remarks
to a small group of lawmakers last
week amid signs that the presi-
dent may be planning to escalate
the military campaign in the re-
gion, including potentially hitting
targets within Venezuela.

The president needs lawmak-
ers’ approval for sustained mili-
tary action under the 1973 War
Powers Resolution, which was
passed in the wake of the Vietnam
War to prevent another drawn-
out, undeclared conflict.

A 60-day clock started ticking
after the administration informed
Congress on Sept. 4 that it had
conducted a strike on an alleged
drug boat in the Caribbean two
days earlier. It has followed that
with other strikes and has Kkilled
dozens of people.

Walmart,
Amazon steer
in Al, pare
back workers

Amazon and Walmart, the na-
tion’s two largest private employ-
ers, swelled with hundreds of
thousands of new workers in
recent years as they battled for
larger slices of consumer pocket-
books. Amazon said in 2021 that
its workforce had grown to more
than 1.6 million people and boast-
ed of being “the largest job-cre-
ator in the U.S.” Walmart said last
year that plans for 150 new stores
would create jobs across the Unit-
ed States.

Now the retail giants are
changing tack, laying off workers
or keeping headcount flat as they
pledge to become leaner busi-
nesses where artificial intelli-
gence does more of the work.

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A brutal purge in Sudan’s war

NAIROBI — Families gunned down as they
huddled for safety. Young children weeping
over their mother’s body in the desert. Doctors
seized for ransom and executed.

Such are the stories trickling out of El
Fashir, the Sudanese city conquered by the
paramilitary Rapid Support Forces last Sun-
day. The vast majority of people inside the city
are still unreachable; only a few traumatized
people have been able to escape and testify to
the horrors unfolding there.

Sudan’s civil war, which erupted in 2023
after a power struggle between the head of the
RSF and the army chief, has become a sprawl-
ing conflagration, sucking in global and re-
gional powers and leaving much of the coun-
try in ruins. The RSF is backed by the United
Arab Emirates; Sudan’s army has received
weapons from Iran, Turkey and Russia.

Now, a war that has already claimed hun-
dreds of thousands of lives has entered one of
its darkest chapters. The Washington Post
interviewed nine civilians, doctors, aid work-
ers and combatants in and around El Fashir,

Americans broadly disapprove
of how President Donald Trump is
handling his job, and a majority
say he has gone too far in exercis-
ing the powers of his office, ac-
cording to a Washington Post-
ABC News-Ipsos poll. But a year
out from the 2026 midterm elec-
tions, there is little evidence that
negative impressions of Trump’s
performance have accrued to the
benefit of the Democratic Party,
with voters split almost evenly in
their support for Democrats and
Republicans.

Mayors and governors from
San Francisco to Virginia will
cover millions of dollars in miss-
ing federal assistance to feed
their most vulnerable residents
as the Trump administration
battles orders from two federal
judges to release backup funds.

An earlier call for Altadena
evacuations went unheeded

Official says county fire department responsible for
‘gap’ when alerts were needed and actually ordered

The Eaton fire was cutting a destruc-
tive pathinto Altadena and parts ofnorth-
ern Pasadenajust before Jan. 8 when some
fire officials urged more widespread
evacuations.

With home after home going up in
flames, several Los Angeles County fire-
fighters on the ground suggested to inci-
dent commanders that the rest of the
nearby foothill communities, from Alta-
dena west into La Canada Flintridge, be
evacuated.

Most of east Altadena had been evacu-
ated, but residents on the west side had
not yet been told to flee. They were not
even under an evacuation warning.

For unknown reasons, it took another
three hours —and in some cases evenlong-
er — for officials to issue west Altadena
mandatory evacuation orders.

By then, homes in the area were on fire
and residents were in danger, as embers
rained down on streets and smoke filled
bedrooms and obscured sight lines. In the
end, all but one of the 19 people who died in
the Eaton fire were found in this section of
Altadena.

The evacuation recommendation, re-

vealed in county documents released last
month, raises new questions about the
L.A. County Fire Department’s handling
ofthe Eaton fire.

County Supervisor Kathryn Barger,
who represents Altadena, conceded last
week that the county fire department was
responsible for what she called “a gap” be-
tweenwhen evacuation alerts were needed
and actually ordered.

“That was where the breakdown was,”
Barger told The Times. “There was a gap
there.”

West Altadenareceived its first evacua-
tion order at 3:25 a.m., four hours after 911
callers started reporting smoke and
flames in the area. Some parts of west
Altadena weren’t evacuated until just be-
fore 6 a.m.

The Timesfirst reported in January the
disparity between when the fire threat-
ened west Altadena and when residents
were ordered to leave.

Barger pointed specifically to the pe-
riod from 1:12 a.m. to 3 a.m., when the Of-
fice of Emergency Management received
no direction to send out evacuation alerts,

That day, he had to pick up each towel
fromabasket ontheright side ofhis desk, us-
ing only his right hand, shake the towel
straight using both hands, then fold it neatly
three times. Then he had to put each folded
towel in the left corner of the desk.

If it takes more than a minute or he miss-
es any steps, he has to start over.

His firm, a data labeling company called
Objectways, sent 200 towel-folding videos to
its client in the United States. The company
has more than 2,000 employees; about half of
them label sensor data from autonomous
cars and robotics, and the rest work on gen-
erative AL

Most of them are engineers, and few are

With partisan redistricting battles
erupting across U.S., either major
party could see a net gain in seats

WASHINGTON — The
hurried push to revise Cali-
fornia’s congressional dis-
tricts has drawn national
attention, large sums of
money, and renewed hope
among Democrats that the
effort may help counter a
wave of Republican redis-
tricting initiatives insti-
gated by President Trump.

But if Democrats suc-
ceed in California, the ques-
tion remains: Will it be
enough to shift the balance
of power in Congress?

To regain control of the
House, Democrats need to
flip three GOP seats in the
midterm elections next year.
That slim margin prompted
the White House to push Re-
publicans this summer to re-
draw maps in GOP states in
an effort to keep Democrats
in the minority.

Texas was the first to sig-
nal it would follow Trump’s
edict and set off a rare mid-
decade redistricting arms
race that quickly roped in
California, where Gov. Gavin
Newsom  devised Pro-
position 50 to tap into his
state’s massive inventory of
congressional seats.

Californians appear
poised to approve the

measure Tuesday. Ifthey do,
Democrats potentially
could gain five seats in the
House — an outcome that
mainly would offset the Re-
publican effort in Texas that
already passed.

While Democrats and
Republicans in other states
also have moved to redraw
their maps, it is too soon to
say which party will see anet
gain, or predict voter senti-
ment a year from now, when
alopsided election in either
direction could render the
remappingirrelevant.

GOP leaders in North
Carolina and Missouri ap-
proved new maps that likely
will yield one new GOP seat
in each, Ohio Republicans
could pick up two more seats
in a newly redrawn map ap-
proved Friday, and GOP
leaders in Indiana, Louisi-
ana, Kansas and Florida are
considering or taking steps
to redraw their maps. In all,
those moves could lead to at
least 10 new Republican
seats, according to experts
tracking the redistricting ef-
forts.

To counter that, Demo-
crats in Virginia passed a
constitutional amendment
that, if approved by voters,
would give lawmakers the
power and option to redraw
a new map ahead of next

Bessent says China made

Owners of privatejets cash in as supply
crunch opens window for engine rentals

Private-jet owners are cashing in on a
supply-chain crunch by leasing their
engines to people facing long waits for
their own aircraft to be repaired.

The aerospace industry has been
plagued by labour and parts shortages
since the Covid-19 pandemic, leading to
protracted delays in deliveries of
engines and aircraft for both private and
commercial jets.

Wealth advisers and industry experts
said some private owners wanted to rent
just the engine because they were
attached to their customised jet interi-
ors, some of which include gold bath-
room fixtures and large cinema spaces.

Laura Uberoi, head of private wealth
finance at law firm Addleshaw Goddard,
said: “It’s the first time in my career I

have seen families turning a profit on
their private jets, which are usually a
depreciating liability.”

To hire a mid-sized jet engine for a
couple of days would cost about
$50,000, and the engine could be
removed fairly quickly, even overnight.

“Typically people didn’t do that in pri-
vate jets, the jets are in busy use,” but
the practice has been increasing for the
past five to eight years as the commer-
cial incentive has made it worthwhile,
Uberoi added.

Kevin Michaels, managing director of
AeroDynamic Advisory, said that there
was “a well-known issue with the small
propulsion engine supply chain” which
was delaying maintenance and repairs.

Business-aviation operators typically
had small fleets and few stocked spare
engines, he added.

“Turnaround times are averaging

four to six months and sometimes eight
to 10 months versus two to three

months typical,” he said. “This adds to

the demand for exchange engines.”
Pratt & Whitney, Rolls-Royce and

Honeywell are the biggest makers of

business-jet engines.

Increased demand is worsening the

situation. “The number of flights in
business aviation is up more than 30 per
cent compared to pre-Covid levels,”
Michaels said. This had taken some
manufacturers “by surprise” and “their
supply chains are trying to catch up”.
Daniel Hall, senior valuation consult-
ant at Cirium Ascend Consultancy, said
private aviation was suffering the same
problems as commercial — supply
chains, parts, facility capacity — but also
