Trump Dismisses Affordability
As RKey Issue After GOP Losses

WASHINGTON—Republi-
cans In Washington came
away from this past week’s
elections with a clear take-
away: focus on the high cost of
living or risk big losses in next
year’s midterms.

President Trump isn’t con-
vinced.

The president said this past
week that Republicans aren’t

talking enough about his ad-
ministration’s successes, and
he dismissed questions about
voters’ concerns about the
economy. Most prices are on
the downswing, he argued.

“Our energy costs are way
down. Our groceries are way
down. Everything is way down.
And the press doesn’t report
it,” Trump said this past week.
“So, I don’t want to hear about
the affordability. Because right
now, we're much less.”

That is at odds with govern-
ment statistics and the views
of many voters, according to
pollsters and analysts. The La-
bor Department reported last
month that consumer prices
rose 3% in September from a
year earlier, the fastest pace
since January. In surveys, vot-
ers have said the costs of hous-
ing, groceries and utility bills
are unmanageable. Democratic
candidates who focused on af-
fordability came out on top in

Tuesday’s elections, handily
beating their GOP challengers.
In the Oval Office Friday,
Trump lashed out at reporters
for pressing him on the cost of
living. The GOP president
called Democrats’ contention
that affordability played a role
in Tuesday’s election a “con

$10 Billion
Cash Deal

Pfizer has agreed to buy
weight-loss drug startup Me-
tsera in a deal that could be
worth more than $10 billion,
besting rival Novo Nordisk fol-
lowing a heated bidding war.

Under the terms of the cash
deal, Pfizer will pay $65.60 a
share upfront and a contin-
gent value right worth up to
$20.65 a share, Metsera said
Friday.

In September, Pfizer had
agreed to buy Metsera for up
to $7.3 billion. But Novo Nor-
disk then took the unusual step
of trying to outflank Pfizer,
setting off a bidding war.

Pfizer said it expected to
close the transaction after Me-
tsera shareholders vote on the
deal Thursday.

“We look forward to quickly
leveraging the scale of our
global clinical, manufacturing
and commercial infrastructure
to accelerate Metsera’s portfo-
lio and working to bring these
important therapies to patients
around the world,” Pfizer said.

Novo Nordisk didn’t imme-
diately respond to requests
seeking comment.

Some of the biggest benefi-
ciaries of this year’s market
rally fell sharply amid con-
cerns of overspending and
overpromising on Al initia-
tives. While investors’ confi-
dence in the outlook for the
economy and the Al boom has
powered stocks to record
highs, their faith is wavering.

Other perilous crosscur-
rents in the economy also had
Wall Street on edge. The fed-
eral government shutdown
dragged into its second
month, halting the flow of
economic data that might
have eased Investor anxiety.
Instead, lofty stock valuations
and private-sector surveys
showing waning consumer
sentiment and mounting job
cuts added to the stress.

“Valuations are stretched,”
sald Jack Ablin, chief invest-
ment strategist at Cresset Cap-
ital. “Just the slightest bit of
bad news gets exagger-
ated...and good news is just
not enough to move the needle
because expectations are al-
ready pretty high.”

The Nasdaq fell 0.2% on
Friday. The index’s weekly de-
cline of 3% was its steepest
since April. The S&P 500
ticked up 0.1% Friday but fin-
ished down 1.6% on the week.

To Box Office Success

Movie producer Neal Moritz
recently flew to New York for
his first pitch to the man who
controls the screens everyone
in Hollywood wants: the chief
executive of IMAX.

Moritz connected his laptop
to a conference room television
to show Rich Gelfond and his
team secret early visuals for
“Sonic the Hedgehog 4,” in
hopes the movie could secure
IMAX’s supersize screens when
it opens in the spring of 2027.

Such pilgrimages are in-
creasingly common for Holly-
wood power players.

“This is something that was

very important to us, and I
wanted to give us the best shot
at making it happen,” the pro-
ducer said.

The box office has been in
the doldrums for years, with
fewer hits, more flops and
lower total receipts than be-
fore the pandemic. But while
domestic total ticket sales are
up only 2.6% this year from
2024, IMAX’s are up 16%, ac-
cording to the company. Its
share of domestic and global
tickets are at record highs, and
its total worldwide box office
is on track to exceed $1.2 bil-
lion this year for the first time.

Beaten, Trampled and Tear-Gassed
After Deportation to a Salvadoran Prison

They said they were shackled, beaten,
shot with rubber bullets and tear-gassed
until they passed out.

They said they were punished in a dark
room called the island, where they were
trampled, kicked and forced to kneel for
hours.

Another said he was forced to perform oral
sex on guards wearing hoods.

They said they were told by officials that
they would die in the Salvadoran prison,
that the world had forgotten them.

But the men received little to no due
process before being expelled to the terror-
ism prison in El Salvador, and they were
abruptly released in July, part of a larger
diplomatic deal that included the release of
10 Americans and U.S. residents held in
Venezuela.

Kate Schutzengel, a mother of
three living in Brooklyn, has it
pretty good, and she knows it.

Ms. Schutzengel, who 1s 38 and
works in technology, is grateful
her family could afford their
$50,000 child care bill last year,
grateful that she and her hus-
band bought their home when
interest rates were low and that
they could refinance their mort-
gage during the pandemic.

She is not complaining. But
she also wonders how long her
children can reasonably share a
single bedroom, with curtains
surrounding each of their beds.
And when she and her husband
look for larger apartments
nearby in Kensington, their
relatively affordable neighbor-
hood, everything is out of their
price range.

net.

“It’s so energizing that politics
might work for all of the people
in this city,” Ms. Schutzengel
said. “Not just the people who
are in power right now.”

Mr. Mamdani, of course, owes
his victory to many factors.

Nations Were Poised to

Ratify Pollution Fee
on Cargo Ships

WASHINGTON — Over 100
countries were poised last month
to approve a landmark deal to
slash pollution from cargo ships.
That’s when the United States
launched a pressure campaign
that officials around the world
have called extraordinary, even
by the standards of the Trump ad-
ministration’s combativeness, ac-
cording to nine diplomats onits re-
ceiving end.

An ambassador from Asia was
told that, if he voted in favor of the
plan, his country’s sailors would
no longer be allowed to disembark
at American ports. Caribbean dip-
lomats were told that they could
be blacklisted from entering the
United States. And Marco Rubio,
the secretary of state, personally
called officials in several coun-
tries to threaten financial penal-
ties and other punishments if they
continued to support the agree-
ment to cut ship pollution.

These and other threats, includ-
ing tariffs, sanctions and the revo-
cation of diplomats’ U.S. visas, ef-
fectively killed the deal, according
to the nine American, European
and developing-nation diplomats
directly involved in the negotia-
tions. They spoke on the condition
of anonymity out of fear of retribu-
tion from the Trump administra-
tion.

The White House, the State De-
partment and the Energy Depart-
ment strongly denied that Ameri-
can officials made personal
threats or intimidated diplomats.
In statements and interviews,
they acknowledged derailing the
deal and repeated their opposition
to international efforts to address
climate change. They said the
shipping fee would have hurt the
American economy.

A State Department senior offi-
cial also noted that the United
States worked with Saudi Arabia
to defeat the shipping fee and that
helped other countries that had
reservations about the agreement

Saving Streets

From Asphalt?
Knees of Steel.

Reeve Cherry got on his hands
and knees next to a pile of granite
stones on a Lower Manhattan
street, and reached back into the
past.

Mr. Cherry, who works for the
New York City Transportation De-
partment, repairs cobblestone
streets that were built for horses
and carriages but that are now
pummeled by cars and trucks.

These streets date back to when
New York, now the largest city in
the United States, was a Dutch
outpost. And in the more than
three and a half centuries since,
the painstaking way the stones
must be laid by hand has not
changed.

“Unfortunately, there’s no way
to reinvent how to do cobble-
stones,” said Mr. Cherry, 42, who
was wearing kneepads.

In a metropolis of steel-and-
glass skyscrapers, Mr. Cherry is
one of six bricklayers who are
caretakers of a disappearing piece
of New York history that has been
largely torn up or paved over with
asphalt.

Today, only 15 of the city’s 6,300
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Specialty bricklayers preserve a quaint side of New York City: cobblestones. Kneepads are handy.

miles of streets are cobblestone.
While that figure has remained
the same for more than a decade,
it was nearly ten times that — 140
miles — in Manhattan alone in
1949, according to a 2017 study
commissioned by the Historic
Districts Council, a preservation

group.

“They’re such a wonderful link
to our past and there’s clearly a
charm to them that asphalt just
simply does not have,” said An-
drew Berman, the executive di-
rector of the group Village Preser-
vation.

As a practical matter, asphalt
streets are smoother to cross and

less expensive and labor-inten-
sive to maintain. And it is not only
cobblestone streets that have van-
ished over time but also the skilled
artisans needed to care for them.
So few people know how to lay
cobblestones that the Transporta-
tion Department hires bricklayers

|| Sterra Club Is Mired in Discord
After Its Push for Social Justice

The Sierra Club calls itself the
“largest and most influential
grass roots environmental organi-
zation in the country.” But it is in
the middle of an implosion — left
weakened, distracted and divided
just as environmental protections
are under assault by the Trump
administration.

The group has lost 60 percent of
the four million members and sup-
porters it counted in 2019. It has
held three rounds of employee lay-
offs since 2022, trying to climb out
of a $40 million projected budget
deficit.

Its political giving has also
dropped. Federal campaign-fi-
nance records show $3.6 million in
donations from the Sierra Club
during the push to defeat Donald
J. Trump in 2020, but none as Mr.
Trump stormed back to the presi-
dency in 2024.

And this year, as the Trump ad-
ministration returned better orga-
nized and better prepared than in
its first term, the Sierra Club was
the opposite. While Mr. Trump
boosted coal power, canceled wind
farms and rolled back pollution
limits, the club was consumed by

internal chaos, culminating when
the board fired its executive direc-
tor, Ben Jealous, a former presi-
dent of the NAA.CP.

“Sierra Club is in a downward
spiral,” a group of managers wrote
to the club’s leadership in June, in
a letter reviewed by The New
York Times.

That spiral helps Mr. Trump.
But it was not his doing. The Si-
erra Club did this to itself.

Businesses and homes
are empty as Biden-era
protected status expires

Carlos Rodriguez had finally
begun to feel at home in the
United States. He’d fled Venezue-
la in 2018 and spent the last six
years building a future in Miami.
He saved money with the dream
of putting a down payment on a
small house, adopted a dog after
his first promotion and was qui-
etly planning how to propose to
his girlfriend.

But on Thursday night, the
faint smell of coffee lingered in
his apartment as he folded the
last kitchen towel into a box —
taking apart, piece by piece, the
life he had worked so hard to
create. The next day, he’d be
giving his dog to the neighbors,
ending his two-year relationship
and boarding a flight to Spain.

“Not because I want to,”
Rodriguez said, “but because I'm
being forced out — again.”

Rodriguez, 30, is among the
more than 600,000 Venezuelans
who have, as of Friday, lost tem-
porary protected status, or TPS —
a designation that shielded them
from deportation and allowed
many to work and live in the
United States. Overnight, some
lost the jobs they’d held for years;
others closed shops, walked away
from leases and left homes stand-
ing empty. Many have also lost
their licenses, health insurance
and access to routine care.

The decision to revoke the
protection triggered what Vene-
zuelan American activist Adelys
Ferro called “the largest mass
illegalization of a group in this
country’s history” And it comes
at a time when President Donald
Trump is sinking alleged Venezu-
elan drug boats and gathering
U.S. forces in the region, raising
the possibility of land strikes.

“These are people who did
everything by the book, paid
taxes, had no criminal records,
opened businesses and contrib-
uted to their communities,” Ferro
said. “Now from one day to the
other they’re subject to deporta-
tion and have become collateral
damage in this cruel, unjust and
inhumane political game.”

Four years ago, Nick Fuentes
was unwelcome pretty much ev-
erywhere.

FAA says MD-11 planes must
be inspected after fatal crash

UPS, FedEx had already
grounded fleets after
Boeing recommendation

The cockpit voicerecorder from
the UPS cargo plane that crashed
in Louisville on Tuesday captured
the sound of a “repeating bell” in
the final seconds before the air-
craft crashed, aviation authorities
said.

“During this time, the crew en-
gaged in efforts to attempt to con-
trol the aircraft before the crash,”
National Transportation Safety
Board member Todd Inman told
reporters. The crash of the MD-11
plane Killed at least 14 people and
sparked a large fireball as the air-

craft hit two businesses.

The Federal Aviation Adminis-
tration said Saturday afternoon
that it was issuing an emergency
airworthiness directive prohibit-
ing operators from flying MD-11s,
and the MD-11F variant of the
airplane, “until they perform cer-
tain inspections and take any nec-
essary corrective actions.”

The order applies to more than
100 U.S.registered aircraft, the
FAA said.

By Saturday morning, UPS and
FedEx had already grounded doz-
ens of MD-11 aircraft, as Boeing
said it had recommended to “oper-
ators of the MD-11 Freighter that
they suspend flight operations
while additional engineering
analysis is performed.”

FedEx, which has 28 MD-11s in
operation, said it made the deci-
sion “out of an abundance of cau-
tion” while it conducted a safety

Efforts to modernize the benefits system and cut
back on payments for the condition have stalled

Over decades, the government
has spent billions on disability
payments for veterans with sleep
apnea, a common condition that
interrupts breathing during
sleep and causes fatigue. In early
2022, officials were determined
to pare that back.

Medical advances mean most
apnea sufferers now have few or
no symptoms and can hold jobs.
So Denis McDonough, then the
secretary of the Department of
Veterans Affairs, announced a
proposal to change the benefits
system to reflect the new reality,
and — going forward — slash
monthly checks for many veter-

ans.

It went nowhere.

The episode was the latest
failed attempt to rein in the $193
billion disability program in the
era of modern medicine. Even as
once-debilitating ailments be-
come manageable for most pa-
tients, the government has re-
peatedly backed away from up-
dates that would anger veterans
and their supporters, The Wash-
ington Post found.

Approved sleep apnea claims
have exploded, growing more
than elevenfold from 2009 to
2024, VA data shows. Last year,
about 660,000 veterans collected
disability benefits for sleep ap-
nea — up from 57,000 in 2009.

Leaders back down on
proposed tech limits
to prevent firms from
leaving California.

California’s tech compa-
nies, the epicenter of the
state’s economy, sent politi-
cians a loud message this
year: Back down from re-
strictive artificial intelli-
gence regulation or they’ll
leave.

The tactic appeared to
have worked, activists said,
because some politicians
weakened or scrapped
guardrails to mitigate AI’s
biggest risks.

Gov. Gavin Newsom re-
jected abillaimed at making
companion chatbots safer
for children after the tech in-
dustry fought it. In his veto
message, the governor
raised concerns about plac-
ing broad limits on AI, which
has sparked a massive in-
vestment spree and created
new billionaires overnight
around the San Francisco
Bay Area.

Assembly Bill 1064 would
have barred companion

For some

For Zuri Crawford, the
last several weeks have been
an emotional whirlwind —
swinging from fears to frus-
tration to now partial relief.

A 20-year-old single
mother and Riverside City
College student, Crawford
depends on the federal Sup-
plemental Nutrition Assist-
ance Program to buy grocer-
ies for herself and her young
son. Last week, she braced
herself for the possibility
that —because of the federal
shutdown — she would not
receive the $445 that typi-
cally gets loaded onto her
state-issued debit card on
the sixth day of every month.

“Ireally feel like I'm going
to be burnt out. I feel like it’s
going to be hard on me be-
cause I am a single mom,”
she said on a recent after-
noon. “I have to push
through, butIam goingtobe
overwhelmed.”

On Thursday, however,
Crawford was surprised to
learn that the $445 payment
had shown up on her card.

“food benefits are now be-

US tech groups closely tied to the artifi-
cial intelligence boom have lost more
than $1tn in market value since last Fri-
day, putting Wall Street on course for its
worst week since Donald Trump’s “lib-
eration day” tariffs in April.

The market value of eight of the most
valuable Al-related stocks — including
Nvidia, Meta, Palantir and Oracle — has
fallen $1.2tn since the end of last week.

Trading yesterday deepened investor
losses for the week, with Nvidia down
4 per cent. Microsoft, Amazon, Alpha-
bet and Broadcom also lost ground.

The declines have left the tech-heavy

Nasdaq on course for a weekly loss 0f 4.6
per cent, its worst five-day run since the
index fell 10 per cent after Trump
launched his trade war.

“Al-related capital expenditures are
substantial, increasingly debt-financed,
and reminiscent of the 2000 tech bub-
ble’s frenzy of questionable invest-
ments,” said Florian Ielpo at Lombard
Odier Investment Managers.

Alphabet, Amazon, Meta and Google
have reported a total $112bn of capital
expenditure in the third quarter. The
sector is meanwhile borrowing hun-
dreds of billions to fund expansion in AL

Concern over soaring valuations for
tech groups has collided this week with

signs of weakness in the US labour mar-
ket and waning consumer confidence in
the world’s biggest economy. The Uni-
versity of Michigan’s index of consumer
sentiment has fallen to a three-year low.

Rich individuals are increasingly mak-
ing multimillion-pound loans to fellow
wealthy people who need money faster
than banks can provide or who might
not pass “know your customer”
checks, according to their advisers.

Loans of between £3mn and £10mn are
becoming more popular as banks step
back. But they can also be worth more
than £50mn, secured by assets includ-
ing property, company shares, art, jew-
ellery, yachts and private jets.

Adam Russ, Deutsche Bank’s global
head of wealth management and busi-
ness lending, said lenders often knew
borrowers through their social circles:
“When we lend money, whether you're a
bank or a person, it starts with character
— it’s the first thing you assess.”

One area of investment attracting pri-

vate lenders is real estate as property
developers face financing gaps.

The declining attractiveness of Lon-
don prime property, owing to higher
interest rates, stamp duty and the
departure of rich people, has made
development opportunities riskier and
less appealing to banks.

Advisers said wealthy individuals
were also replacing Russian investors
after many were hit with sanctions fol-
lowing the 2022 invasion of Ukraine.

Laura Uberoi, head of private wealth
finance at law firm Addleshaw Goddard,
said the rich needed to borrow because
they often had little cash on hand.

“The trick to being a multibillionaire
is having zero liquidity. Borrowing is
consistently needed by ultra-high net
worths to fund their ongoing liquidity
needs as well as their next business ven-
ture,” she said. Nazir Dewji of law firm

tap their social circle to fill lending gap

BCLP said: “We've seen family offices
creating debt arms over the last two to
three years as an alternative way of
investing into real estate.”
London-based Cohort Capital started
making loans six years ago and by the
end of this year will have originated
£1.5bn in loans from 15 family offices,
according to co-founder Matt Thame.
Making short-term loans that average
£15mn for acquisitions and refinancing,
Cohort has seen a rise in business as
banks retreat, Thame said. It charges
typical interest rates of 12 per cent.
Uberoi said that while loans started
with rates of 10 per cent, using “funky
things” as collateral, such as land with-
out planning permission, could lead to
rates of more than 20 per cent.
“They will pay it because no one else
