Buy-the-Dip Investors Rescue
Market From a Dismal Week

By Davip UBERTI

A selloff that thrashed U.S.
stocks and extended into inter-
national markets ran headlong
Friday into one of the most
powerful forces in the U.S.’s
multiyear rally.

After the opening bell rang
in New York on Friday, shares
in Nvidia, Oracle and other
companies at the heart of the
artificial-intelligence boom ca-
reened low enough to flash a

green light for dip-buyers.
Stocks quickly pared much of
their losses, clawing back
enough ground for major in-
dexes to end the week mixed.

The moves came with inves-
tors in some corners of Wall
Street increasingly scrutinizing
whether big tech’s eye-water-
ing spending on chips, data
centers and more will ulti-
mately pay off. Adding to the
uncertainty, a Wall Street de-
prived of federal data during

the shutdown is now staring
down a deluge of information
about a U.S. economy showing
signs of slowing.

While those factors have
contributed to periodic pull-
backs in stocks’ record-break-
ing run this year, the hiccups
have been fleeting. If Friday
was any indication, it appears
there are still enough relative
bargain hunters to step into
the breach.

“This has happened a cou-

ple of times, but then buyers
have come back,” said David
Bahnsen, chief investment
officer for Bahnsen Group.
“At some point, they won't
come back.”

This past week, the S&P 500
inched less than 0.1% higher,
while the Nasdaq composite
slid 0.5% lower. The Dow Jones
Industrial Average rose 0.3%.

Walmart picked longtime
executive John Furner to be-
come its next chief executive,
preserving its tradition of pro-
moting an insider to steer the
nation’s biggest retailer.

The 51-year-old was seen in-
side the company as the likely
heir apparent and ready for his
next step after six years lead-
ing Walmart’s U.S. business.
Outside the company, Furner—
son of a Walmart executive—
was seen as a potential CEO
candidate for other firms, too.

Walmart directors and exec-
utives discussed as early as this
summer that Furner would get
the top job and also thought
that longtime CEO Doug Mec-
Millon should stay on as long
as possible, according to people
familiar with the discussions.

Furner’s taking over in Feb-
ruary ensures that the board’s
preferred candidate will lead
Walmart at a critical time as it
navigates a complex consumer
and government landscape. He
will be the company’s fifth CEO
since founder Sam Walton.

McMillon, 59 years old,
steered the retailer for more
than a decade, managing
through the Covid pandemic,
expanding its online operations
and navigating President
Trump’s tariffs. Earlier this
year he opened a sprawling

OxyContin manufacturer
Purdue Pharma won court ap-
proval for an opioid-related
settlement plan of at least
$7.4 billion, clearing its path
to exit from a six-year bank-
ruptcy and resolve mass law-
suits against the company for
fueling addiction.

Friday’s ruling in a bank-
ruptecy court in New York all
but ends the longest and
costliest-ever corporate bank-
ruptcy case stemming from
the U.S. opiloid crisis by a
closely held company that
came to symbolize drugmak-
ers’ marketing and promotion
of addictive painkillers.

The reorganization plan ap-
proved in court will largely be
funded by Purdue’s owners
from the Sackler family, who
were sued alongside the com-
pany in thousands of lawsuits
seeking to hold them liable for
the costs of drug addiction.

The Sackler owners have
denied wrongdoing but
agreed to fund $6.5 billion in
settlement payments over
time that will be distributed
to state and local govern-
ments, healthcare providers
and individuals. Purdue itself
will contribute an additional
$900 million.

Purdue will cease to exist
under the reorganization and
transfer most of its operating

At the start of the year, Lisa went to CCRM
Fertility of New York for an ultrasound of her
ovaries to look for follicles, the fluid-filled
sacs that each contain an egg. Lisa had five.
“I'm the most hopeful I've been,” she said.

In the following weeks, Lisa endured nau-
sea and headaches from twice-a-day hor-
mone injections intended to coax the ova-
ries to produce more than one egg a month.

Trump Tries to Divert
Scrutiny to Democrats

WASHINGTON — When a
trove of Jeffrey Epstein’s emails
were made public this week,
Donald J. Trump’s name was all
over them. But on Friday, when
Mr. Trump demanded that the
Justice Department investigate a
list of powerful men mentioned
in the emails, his own name was
nowhere to be seen — he had
singled out only Democrats.

Equally remarkable was how
quickly Attorney General Pam
Bondi acquiesced to his demand,
even though four months ago the
Justice Department formally
declared that nothing in the
Epstein files warranted further
investigation.

That about-face, as much as
any action Ms. Bondi has taken
this year, demonstrated the
near-complete breakdown of the
Justice Department’s traditional
independence to prosecute cases
based on facts and the law, as
opposed to presidential fiat. And,
crucially, it could foreclose any
further disclosures of the Epstein
files.

“This is another Russia, Rus-
sia, Russia Scam, with all arrows
pointing to the Democrats,” Mr.
Trump wrote on social media on
Friday. “Records show that these
men, and many others, spent
large portions of their life with
Epstein, and on his ‘Island.’ Stay
tuned!!!”

Less than four hours later, Ms.
Bondi complied with his wishes,
saying she had chosen Jay Clay-
ton, the U.S. attorney in Manhat-
tan, to handle the matter.

“Thank you,” she wrote to Mr.
Trump in a post on X. “Attorney
Jay Clayton is one of the most
capable and trusted prosecutors
in the country, and I've asked
him to take the lead. As with all
matters, the Department will
pursue this with urgency and
integrity to deliver answers to
the American people.”

Mr. Trump’s response to this
week’s Epstein revelations was
the reprise of a deflective tactic
he has often deployed in in-
stances of crisis: When the spot-
light begins to burn, Mr. Trump
deflects, points fingers or
changes the conversation.

High-level talks occur

Move follows scrutiny
over president’s own lies

President Donald Trump
called on the Justice Department
on Friday to examine the relation-

job.

Chinese supercarrier signals ‘a new era’

The 80,000-ton craft
could narrow U.S.
superiority in Pacific

China’s efforts to blunt Ameri-
can maritime power in the Pacif-
ic, a region the United States has
long considered its domain, re-
ceived a major boost this month
with the official launch of its
third — and most advanced by far

which can accommodate about
60 aircraft and will be accompa-
nied by as many as 10 warships,
will dramatically narrow the na-
val capability gap between the
U.S. and China, according to
American, Japanese, Taiwanese
and Chinese analysts.

Upcoming auction of Phillips
masterpieces draws backlash

In less than a week, the Phil-
lips Collection will sell master-
pieces by Georgia O'Keeffe, Ar-
thur Dove and Georges Seurat at
a Sotheby’s auction in New York.
Director Jonathan Binstock said
funds raised by the sales will be
used, for the most part, to com-
mission new works by living
artists — but the plan has drawn
passionate opposition from some
influential supporters of the Phil-
lips and museum members.

The works, which were ac-
quired by museum founder Dun-
can Phillips and his wife, Marjo-
rie, will be sold at an evening sale
on Nov. 20 at Sotheby’s new
headquarters, the Marcel Breuer-
designed former Whitney Muse-
um building on Madison Avenue.

Sotheby’s estimates the O'Ke-
effe painting to be worth $6 mil-
lion to $8 million. The Seurat, a
drawing in conté crayon, is ex-
pected to fetch between $3 mil-
lion and $5 million, and the Dove
painting $1.2 million to $1.8 mil-
lion.

“Like many of my museum
colleagues,” said Eliza Rathbone,
chief curator emerita at the Phil-
lips, “I'm deeply saddened and
appalled that the Phillips Collec-
tion would so irreparably mar the
vision of the founder by selling
such carefully chosen works.”

Business groups ask

justices to block state
requirement for firms
to disclose emissions.

WASHINGTON — The
U.S. Chamber of Commerce
and other business groups
urged the Supreme Court on
Friday to block new Califor-
nia laws that will require
thousands of companies to
disclose their emissions and
their impacts on climate
change.

One of the laws is due to
take effect on Jan. 1, and the
emergency appeal asks the
court to put it on hold tem-
porarily.

Their lawyers argue the
measures violate the 1st
Amendment because the
state would be forcing com-
panies to speak on its pre-
ferred topic.

“In less than eight weeks,
California will compel thou-
sands of companies across
the nation to speak on the
deeply controversial topic of
climate change,” they said in
an appeal that also spoke for
the California Chamber of
Commerce and the Los An-
geles County Business Fed-
eration.

They say the two new
laws would require compa-
nies to disclose the “climate-
related risks” they foresee
and how their operations
and emissions contribute to
climate change.

“Both laws are part of
California’s open campaign
to force companies into the
public debate on climate is-
sues and pressure them to
alter their behavior,” they
said. Their aim, according to
their sponsors, is to “make
sure that the public actually
knows who’s green and who
isn’t.”

One law, Senate Bill 261,
will require several thou-
sand companies that do
business in California to as-
sess their “climate-related
financial risk” and how they

Florida will cast McCarthyism in a new light

State faults

Reports cite Altadena
and Pasadena facilities
for leaving residents
as flames neared.

Forgotten amid the fran-
tic evacuation of two senior
care facilities, according to
state investigators, the
elderly women were left in
immediate danger as the
smoke and flames of the
Eaton fire drew closer.

In two reports published
by the California Depart-
ment of Social Services, in-
vestigators describe the har-
rowing circumstances of
three women who were left
behind in the assisted living
facilities during the deadly
Jan. 7 fire.

While the women were ul-
timately rescued, state in-
vestigators cited both facili-
ties for troubling lapses in
care and ordered the homes
to increase their emergency
planning and training. Both
senior care facilities have ap-
pealed the findings.

The investigations —
which were triggered partly
by reporting from The

Times — have raised further
questions about how offi-
cials prepared for and re-
sponded to the deadly fire-
storm, particularly with re-
spect to elderly and disabled
evacuees.

Laura Mosqueda, a pro-
fessor of family medicine
and geriatrics at USC’s Keck
School of Medicine, said the
state’s findings “demon-
strate many of the prob-
lems” that senior care advo-
cates have long called on of-
ficials to address.

“Absolutely it was chaotic
because of the fires, and ab-
solutely [assisted living fa-
cilities] have a responsibility
to have emergency plans
and competent leadership
who can follow through,”
Mosqueda said. “To evacu-
ate and not have a complete
list and know you’ve gotten
everybody out ...isnot OK.”

Nineteen people died in
the Eaton fire, 18 of them in
west  Altadena, where
county officials failed to is-
sue prompt alerts about the
growing threat. None, how-
ever, were residents of a sen-
ior care facility.

0.14 percentage points to 4.58 per cent,
after the Financial Times revealed on
Thursday night that the income tax
increase had been ditched.

Instead, Reeves will freeze personal
tax thresholds for two years, which ana-
lysts believe could raise £8bn-£10bn a
year, as well as raising other taxes on
pension contributions and gambling.
