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Buy-the-Dip Investors Rescue
Market From a Dismal Week

By Davip UBERTI

A selloff that thrashed U.S.
stocks and extended into inter-
national markets ran headlong
Friday into one of the most
powerful forces in the U.S.’s
multiyear rally.

After the opening bell rang
in New York on Friday, shares
in Nvidia, Oracle and other
companies at the heart of the
artificial-intelligence boom ca-
reened low enough to flash a

green light for dip-buyers.
Stocks quickly pared much of
their losses, clawing back
enough ground for major in-
dexes to end the week mixed.

The moves came with inves-
tors in some corners of Wall
Street increasingly scrutinizing
whether big tech’s eye-water-
ing spending on chips, data
centers and more will ulti-
mately pay off. Adding to the
uncertainty, a Wall Street de-
prived of federal data during

the shutdown is now staring
down a deluge of information
about a U.S. economy showing
signs of slowing.

While those factors have
contributed to periodic pull-
backs in stocks’ record-break-
ing run this year, the hiccups
have been fleeting. If Friday
was any indication, it appears
there are still enough relative
bargain hunters to step into
the breach.

“This has happened a cou-

ple of times, but then buyers
have come back,” said David
Bahnsen, chief investment
officer for Bahnsen Group.
“At some point, they won't
come back.”

This past week, the S&P 500
inched less than 0.1% higher,
while the Nasdaq composite
slid 0.5% lower. The Dow Jones
Industrial Average rose 0.3%.

Walmart picked longtime
executive John Furner to be-
come its next chief executive,
preserving its tradition of pro-
moting an insider to steer the
nation’s biggest retailer.

Outside the company, Furner—
son of a Walmart executive—
was seen as a potential CEO
candidate for other firms, too.

Opioid
Settlement
Is Approved

OxyContin manufacturer
Purdue Pharma won court ap-
proval for an opioid-related
settlement plan of at least
$7.4 billion, clearing its path
to exit from a six-year bank-
ruptcy and resolve mass law-
suits against the company for
fueling addiction.

Friday’s ruling in a bank-
ruptecy court in New York all
but ends the longest and
costliest-ever corporate bank-
ruptcy case stemming from
the U.S. opiloid crisis by a
closely held company that
came to symbolize drugmak-
ers’ marketing and promotion
of addictive painkillers.

The reorganization plan ap-
proved in court will largely be
funded by Purdue’s owners
from the Sackler family, who
were sued alongside the com-
pany in thousands of lawsuits
seeking to hold them liable for
the costs of drug addiction.

The Sackler owners have
denied wrongdoing but
agreed to fund $6.5 billion in
settlement payments over
time that will be distributed
to state and local govern-
ments, healthcare providers
and individuals. Purdue itself
will contribute an additional
$900 million.

Lisa Cast wondered if it was time to
abandon her dream of giving birth.

She and her spouse, Michelle Cast, had ex-
hausted their fertility healthcare benefits and
gone into debt for fertility treatments they
say surpassed $300,000. Finances weighed
on the couple, and, at age 42, Lisa faced long
odds that worsened as time passed.

Yet in January, she tried again, five years
after her first attempt at in vitro fertilization.
In clinical terms, IVF involves removing

science, chance and luck. As a practical mat-
ter, it is a gamble that no one can tell you
when to stop.

At the start of the year, Lisa went to CCRM
Fertility of New York for an ultrasound of her
ovaries to look for follicles, the fluid-filled
sacs that each contain an egg. Lisa had five.
“I'm the most hopeful I've been,” she said.

In the following weeks, Lisa endured nau-
sea and headaches from twice-a-day hor-
mone injections intended to coax the ova-
ries to produce more than one egg a month.

Offering New Policies and
Messaging as Tariffs
Sap Wage Gains

WASHINGTON — Lower
prices for coffee and fruit. A 50-
year mortgage to reduce monthly
home payments. Direct checks of
$2,000 to many Americans. And a
new willingness to welcome
skilled foreign labor into the
United States.

The Trump administration has
begun floating a series of ideas
over the past several weeks as it
confronts the cold reality that its
economic policies are not helping
many Americans who continue to
struggle with elevated prices and
a sense of economic pessimism.

The elections on Nov. 4 made
clear that affordability was top of
mind for many Americans. Voters
in New York propelled Zohran
Mamdani, the democratic social-
ist with an ambitious agenda to
lower the cost of living, to victory
in the mayoral race. Democratic
wins in New Jersey and Virginia
were built on promises to address
the high cost of living in those
states.

Only 30 percent of voters be-
lieve President Trump has lived
up to their expectations for tack-
ling inflation and the cost of living,
according to a recent NBC News
poll. That was his lowest mark for
any issue respondents were asked
about. And a meager 27 percent of
voters in a CNN poll in late Octo-
ber said Mr. Trump’s policies had
improved the country’s economic
conditions — less than half of
those who thought he had made
matters worse.

In the wake of those results, the
administration has begun rolling
out new policies and recasting its
economic messaging to try to
show they are serious about com-
bating the nation’s affordability
crisis.

That includes a watering-down
of some policies, such as tariffs,
that the Trump administration in-
sisted for months were not caus-
ing prices to rise for American
consumers. The administration
said on Friday that it would lift tar-
iffs on foreign products, including
beef, tomatoes, bananas and cof-
fee.

The president is also planning
to travel around the country to try
to explain more clearly how his
policies are helping Americans.

“We understand that people un-
derstand, as people look at their
pocketbooks to go to the grocery
store, that there’s still work to do,”
Kevin Hassett, the director of the
National Economic Council, said
outside the White House this past
week. He said that providing con-
sumers with more purchasing
power is “something that we're
going to fix, and we're going to fix
it right away.”

The new urgency over afford-
ability comes ahead of looming
midterm elections that could alter

Homeland'’s Core Missions
Disrupted by Deportations

A Sharp Pivot From Combating Terrorism,
Smuggling and Child Exploitation

WASHINGTON — The Depart-
ment of Homeland Security has
diverted thousands of federal
agents from their normal duties to
focus on arresting undocumented
immigrants, undermining a wide
range of law enforcement opera-
tions in response to mounting
pressure from President Trump, a
New York Times investigation has
found.

Homeland security agents in-
vestigating sexual crimes against
children, for instance, have been
redeployed to the immigrant
crackdown for weeks at a time,
hampering their pursuit of child
predators.

A national security probe into
the black market for Iranian oil
sold to finance terrorism has been
slowed down for months because
of the shift to immigration work,
allowing tanker ships and money
to disappear.

And federal efforts to combat
human smuggling and sex traf-
ficking have languished with in-
vestigators reassigned to help
staff deportation efforts.

The changes have extended
deep into D.H.S’s public-safety
mission, as the Coast Guard has
diverted aircraft to transport im-
migrants between detention cen-
ters and the department’s law en-
forcement academy has delayed
training for many agencies to pri-
oritize new immigration officers.

The Times investigation is
based on previously undisclosed
internal documents from D.H.S. —
including statistical reports about
department workloads, search
warrants and arrests — obtained
through a Freedom of Information
Act lawsuit. The Times also spoke

with more than 65 officials who
have worked in the federal gov-
ernment during the current
Trump administration, in addition
tolocal authorities and others who
collaborate with the department.
Most of them spoke on the condi-
tion of anonymity to discuss sensi-
tive matters and out of fear of ret-
ribution.

The overhaul represents a
striking departure for the behe-
moth agency that Congress creat-
ed in response to the Sept. 11, 2001,
terrorist at-
tacks. The De-
partment of
Homeland Se-
curity was
tasked with

Homeland security investiga-
tors worked approximately 33
percent fewer hours on child ex-
ploitation cases from February
through April compared to their
average in prior years, according
to a Times analysis of data ob-
tained through the FO.L.A. law-
suit.

How Fallout From Trump Documentary Paralyzed the BBC

LONDON — The response was
ready to go.

After furious headlines in a
British newspaper accused the
BBC of institutional bias over a
misleading edit of a speech by
President Trump, top executives
at the British public broadcaster
knew they had to act quickly.

On Tuesday, Nov. 4, a day after
the first article had appeared on-
line, they were prepared to go
public with a statement approved

by the BBC’s top communications
team and the director general,
Tim Davie. It would acknowledge
that Panorama, the flagship inves-
tigative program, had made a mis-
take by splicing together footage
from Mr. Trump’s speech on Jan. 6,
2021, shortly before an attack on
the Capitol.

To their frustration, the execu-
tives, including the head of news,
Deborah Turness, found them-
selves blocked by the BBC board,
according to four BBC executives
and another senior employee with
knowledge of the events.

Instead of addressing the criti-
cism, the BBC was silent for seven
days.

declaring the BBC “total, 100 per-
cent fake news.” By the time the
broadcaster issued a statement,
the scandal had engulfed the orga-
nization and prompted the resig-
nations of Mr. Davie and Ms. Tur-
ness.

The story of how the BBC ca-
reened into one of the worst crises
in its 103-year history may have
centered on the editing of Presi-
dent Trump’s remarks.

“There’s so many of them
now. They just released them out
into our city, and it's unnecessary.”

Kit Kat’s death has sparked out-
rage and debate for weeks in San
Francisco. A feline shrine quickly
emerged. Tempers flared on social

Food Is Blamed
In Mexico City
As Drains Clog

MEXICO CITY — When the
heavens opened up over Mexico
City this year, chaos ensued in the
streets.

Water flooded homes, roads,
sidewalks, metro stations and
even the airport, in what officials
called the worst rainy season in at
least 40 years.

Contributing factors to the fre-
quent flooding, experts said, in-
cluding climate change, an anti-
quated drainage system, rapid ur-
ban growth and the ground slowly
sinking under the city.

But one ingredient, at least, isin
many citizens’ direct control:
trash, especially grease, espe-
cially cooking waste.

“Imagine a layer of fat in your
arteries, like cholesterol,” said Ri-
cardo Munguia, who oversees the
hydraulic infrastructure for Mex-
ico City’s water and sewer agency.
“It’s a big problem.”

An estimated four of every five
standing pools of water are
caused by trash or materials that
should not be in the drainage
pipes, he said. One of those ma-
terials, he said, is fat from restau-
rants, markets, taquerias and
more.

“We as citizens are to blame,”
said Gloria Pantaledon Heredia, a
79-year-old resident of northern
Mexico City, where heavy rains
gathered into deep pools during
the rainy season. She faulted a
nearby taco stand for not being
careful with its grease runoff, and
her neighbors for not picking up
debris that blocks drains.

“If we were conscientious,” she

Robert Hays, an industrial
electronics salesman in Arkan-
sas, thought he’d purchased con-
ventional medical insurance. So
did Essie Nath, 67, a retired
cafeteria worker in Wyoming. So
did Martin Liz, 47, a Key West,
Florida, chef.

Each enrolled in the kind of
private health insurance that
Trump administration officials
have promoted as an alternative
to plans sold under Obamacare.

The difference between the
two options became all too clear
after Hays, Nath and Liz required
surgery: Their cheaper policies
left them facing bills of tens of
thousands of dollars. Hays is
facing bills of $116,000 for neck
surgery required after tweaking
his neck while lifting weights;
Nath had heart failure and got
bills of $82,000; Liz is stuck with
bills of more than $100,000 for a
knee replacement.

“These policies are a horrible
idea,” said Ken Swindle, an
Arkansas-based attorney for
Hays.

Sudan’s lost children
wander a land of death

Aid groups say over 200
have arrived after fleeing
mass killings in El Fashir

The children stumble in from a
burned desert of the dying and
the dead. They are weak from
hunger and filled with horror.
And they are alone.

Aid workers say hundreds of
unaccompanied children have ar-
rived in the Sudanese town of
Tewila in recent weeks after es-
caping El Fashir, where fighters
from the Rapid Support Forces
paramilitary (RSF) have carried
out mass killings and kidnap-
pings after seizing the city last
month. Some children saw their
parents killed; others lost them in
the chaos of fleeing. There are
babies too, some just weeks old,
found clinging to the bodies of
their parents and brought to the
displacement camp by strangers,
according to humanitarian
groups in Tewila.

Sudan’s civil war, pitting the
RSF against the country’s armed
forces, has given rise to a historic
humanitarian crisis. U.S. officials
estimated last year that 150,000
people had been Killed, and the
bloodletting has only intensified.

Twelve million have been dis-
placed.

The RSF besieged El Fashir for
ayear and a half — part of alarger
campaign to bring the western
Darfur region under its control —
walling off the starving city to
create what researchers de-
scribed as a “kill box.” When the
army abandoned its last positions
in late October, more than a quar-
ter million defenseless people
were trapped inside, the United
Nations estimated, with many
more in surrounding villages.

Fewer than 90,000 have es-
caped, the International Organi-
zation for Migration said
Wednesday. A communications
blackout in the city makes it im-
possible to determine how many
of the remaining civilians have
been Kkilled. But there are horrify-
ing clues: RSF fighters have post-
ed videos of their atrocities, survi-
vors have spoken of widespread
massacres and the Humanitarian
Research Lab at the Yale School of
Public Health has analyzed satel-
lite imagery to approximate the
scale of the slaughter. One report
a few weeks ago detailed earth
disturbances consistent with
mass graves; another document-
ed what appeared to be the re-
moval and burning of bodies.

Both sides in the conflict have

Altadena neighbors’ bonds
move them to stay and rebuild

The Eaton fire destroyed more than half the homes on
Highland Avenue. Nearly everyone vowed to return.

Before the fire, Heather Rutman could look up the
street from her frontyard to see if her mom was home.
Sometimes when her kids were playing outside and
her mom was coming back from the store, they’d jump
in her car to go play at Grandma’s house.

In the late afternoon, Highland Avenue came alive
with families playing catch, neighbors walking dogs to-
gether, children biking and skateboarding. At night,
Rutman often joined her neighbor Pearlin De Long on
her strolls, catching others along the way. A 30-minute
venture could easily turn into an hour of vigorous con-

This long block in Altadena — canopied with oaks
and camphor trees and bookended by two roads — of-
fered arare small-town feelin the L.A. metropolis.

A federal judge on Friday
blocked the Trump adminis-
tration from imposing a $1.2-
billion fine on UCLA along
with stipulations for deep
campus changes in ex-
change for being eligible for
federal grants.

The decision is a major
win for universities that
have struggled to resist
President Trump’s attempt
to discipline “very bad” uni-
versities that he claims have
mistreated Jewish students,
forcing the schools to pay ex-
orbitant fines and agree to
adhere to conservative
standards.

A spokesperson for the
U.S. Department of Justice
did not respond to a request
for comment.

The preliminary injunc-
tion, issued by U.S. District
Judge Rita F. Lin of the
Northern District of Califor-
nia, rendered moot — for
now — nearly every aspect of
a more than 7,000-word set-
tlement offerthe federal gov-
ernment sent to the Uni-
versity of California in Au-
gust after suspending

Atmospheric river
slams Southland

The storm delivers
much-needed rain to
the region but also the
threat of mudslides.

The most powerful band

Going green wasn't supposed
to look like this, residents say

THE BINS are an effort to comply with a composting
law.

UK government borrowing costs rose
sharply yesterday as an unexpected
decision by Rachel Reeves to ditch a
planned income tax rise hit market con-
fidence in her Budget and fuelled a crisis
engulfing the Labour administration.

The chancellor and Prime Minister Sir
Keir Starmer this week ripped up their
Budget plans, as a result of both better
economic forecasts and a wariness over
breaking an election pledge.

One government official said: “The
changing economics meant that the
political argument for breaking the
manifesto was weaker. We went from a

position where we absolutely had to put
up income tax to a situation where we
could close the fiscal gap in another way.
Breaking a manifesto is only something
youdoin extremis.”

The comments supported market
suspicions that a weak prime minister is
being deterred from taking tough fiscal
decisions by a fear of antagonising muti-
nous Labour MPs and a British public
that already dislikes his government.

Gilts sold off despite government
insiders signalling that a rise in income
tax rates had been pulled because of
more positive fiscal forecasts from the
Office for Budget Responsibility.

Ten-year gilt yields, the benchmark

for long-term borrowing costs, rose
0.14 percentage points to 4.58 per cent,
after the Financial Times revealed on
Thursday night that the income tax
increase had been ditched.

Instead, Reeves will freeze personal
tax thresholds for two years, which ana-
lysts believe could raise £8bn-£10bn a
year, as well as raising other taxes on
pension contributions and gambling.

Yesterday was the roughest day for
the market since speculation around
Reeves’ position in July, and came at the
end of a week in which Downing Street
itself fuelled speculation that Starmer
could face a leadership challenge.
