Trump’s a≠ordability pitch falters

The administration gave the 
National oceanic and Atmo-
spheric Administration, which 
oversees the Weather service, 
permission to post 450 critical 
roles — seeming to acknowledge 
that DoGe had gone too far in a 
push for cuts that resulted in 
some 550 firings, resignations 
and early retirements. Back in 
June, National Weather service 
Director Ken Graham called the 
ability to rehire “fantastic news” 
that would enable “timely and 
accurate forecasts and warn-
ings.”

But months later, offices in 
more than half a dozen states, 
from Maine to Wyoming, have 
vacancies, according to Tom 
Fahy, the legislative director for 
the National Weather service 
employees organization 
(NWseo), citing the latest fig-
ures tracked by the group. The 
unfilled roles include meteorolo-
gists, technical experts and sci-

entists who work to deliver accu-
rate forecasts and warnings to 
communities around-the-clock.

In some locations, nearly half 
of the meteorologist roles were 
left vacant.

NoAA said progress in hiring 
has been made. “The NWs suc-
cessfully advertised 184 posi-
tions to date, and the final selec-
tions and onboarding of employ-
ees are in various stages,” NoAA 
spokeswoman Kim Doster told 
The Washington Post in a state-
ment Friday. she added that the 
Weather service was on track to 
fill the remaining authorized 
roles by the end of the 2026 fiscal 
year.

But many of these specialized 
and demanding jobs have histor-
ically taken up to a year to hire 
for, said Rick spinrad, who 
served as the agency’s adminis-
trator under President Joe Biden.

Any shortages could put com-
munities at risk, weather experts 
said.

“It would not be a surprise if 
we saw a major devastating 
storm this winter, for which loss 
of life and damage to property in 
part was a consequence of not 
being as prepared as we were 
with a fully staffed NoAA,” said 
spinrad.

The NWseo’s latest vacancy 
figures are as of oct. 1, Fahy said. 
Federal hiring stalled during the 
43-day government shutdown.

WASHINGTON — A re-
newed push by the Trump
administration to settle
Russia’s war in Ukraine is
jolting European govern-
ments that are fearful Wash-
ington is laying the ground-
work for an ultimatum to
Kyiv on Moscow’s terms.

The flurry of diplomatic
engagements has left
Ukrainian and European di-
plomats alarmed that Presi-
dent Trump and his team
have accepted Russia’s ra-
tionale for the war, which
Vladimir Putin launched in
2022 in order to conquer
Ukraine and destroy its
democratic government,
precipitating the deadliest

conflict in Europe since
World War II.

It is the latest seesaw
movement in Trump’s policy
on Ukraine since retaking of-
fice. 

The president has re-
peatedly flared anger and
frustration with Ukraine
over its insistence on de-
fending itself, only to reverse
course days or weeks later,
temporarily embracing Eu-
ropean partnerships, the
NATO alliance and Kyiv’s
prospects for victory.

Oracle founder Larry Ellison was on
the cusp of conquering Hollywood.

Just four months earlier, he had
bankrolled his son David’s $8-billion
acquisition of storied Paramount
Pictures. 

Now the Ellison family had designs
on scooping up Warner Bros. Discov-
ery, too, offering to buy the entire com-
pany for at least $60 billion. The bold
play had suddenly thrust this Silicon
Valley titan and his son — chief execu-
tive of the newly merged Paramount
Skydance — into one of the most pow-
erful positions in the film and TV indus-
try.

By most outward appearances,
Warner Bros. Discovery was theirs for

the taking. Wall Street analysts, Holly-
wood insiders and even some of the
other bidders expected Paramount to
prevail. After all, it was backed by one of
the world’s richest men. And it even
had the blessing of President Trump,
who openly expressed his preference
for the Paramount bid.

But Ellison’s crowning moment was
ruined when Netflix swooped in Friday
announcing its own blockbuster deal.

The streamer snapped up Warner
Bros. in an $82.7-billion deal for the Bur-
bank-based film and television studios,
HBO Max and HBO, delivering a mas-
sive blow to Ellison and his son.

If Netflix can complete its $82.7-bil-
lion deal to acquire Warner Bros.
Discovery, it will be a lot bigger but not
necessarily a lot better for consumers
— or for the streaming landscape the
company developed.

Analysts predict that consumers,
already chafing at rising subscription

fees for streaming services, will be
spending even more if the deal goes
through.

“It’s one less competitor and it’s a
detriment ultimately to consumers be-
cause they will have fewer choices,
which leads to higher prices,” said Tim
Hanlon, founder of the media consult-
ing firm the Vertere Group. “I think it’s
also a huge detriment for producers of
content who want to shop their wares

and will have one less place to do it.”
EMarketer senior analyst Ross Ben-

es agreed, noting that Netflix has al-
ready aggressively raised prices, in-
creased ad load and stopped people
from sharing passwords. “Absorbing a
competitor with strong content will
only lead to its service becoming more
expensive and give consumers less
choice,” he said.
