The Big Fight Over a ‘Fish Disco’
At a British Power Plant

Nuclear station is trying to frighten fish,

but DJing for marine life is a nightmare

LONDON—The aim at first
was simple: prevent murder
on the seafloor.

Over a decade ago, Britain's
environmental regulator ap-
proved a new coastal nuclear
power station on the proviso

Museum Threats Move
From Vandals to Thieves

Museums spent the past
few years sinking resources
into outsmarting climate-
change activists who sloshed
tomato soup, cake icing and
other foodstuffs all over iconic
masterpieces to get attention.
Now, museums and cultural
spaces are battling a bigger
problem: brazen art thieves.

Campus on Lockdown as
Police Seek Suspect

A gunmzan dressed in black shot
10 people, killing two of them, on
the campus of Brown University
in Providence, R.1, on Saturday
alternoon, local officials  said.
Hours after the attack, no one was
in custody, and the university and
surrounding neighborhoods were
on lockdown.

The eight injured people werein
critical but stable condition, offi-
cials said at an evening news con-
ference. It was unclear how many
of the victims were students.

“The wunthinkable has hap-
pened,” Gov. Dan McKee of Rhode
Island said at the news confer-
ence,

The zhootings took place in an
engineering building on campus
around 4 p.m. Talib Reddick, the
president of Brown's Undergradu-
ate Council of Students, said that
the huilding was a popular study
spot and probably was full of stu-
dents on Saturday given that they
are in the middle of final exams.

Rodney Chatman, Brown's po-
lice chief, described the shooting
investigation as “a very fluid situ-
ation.” University officials twice
sent oul incorrect alerts to stu-
dents and faculty members, say-
ing at one point that a suspect had
been taken into custody before re-
versing that, then reporting
around 5:30 p.m. that more shots
had been fired near campus.

To Resurrect ‘Fort Lee’ Name,
Army Enlists Forgotten Soldier

FORT LEAVENWORTH, Kan,
— Pvi Fitz lLee's life deseended
into misfortune and misery after
he helped rescue fellow American
soldiers in Cuba in the late 1800s.

He died 10 weeks later, blind,
homeless and with no known next
of kin.

The base was re-
named Fort Gregg-Adams to hon-
or two pioneering Black Army of-
ficers who had overcome segrega-
ton in the military.

Accountability lacking in festivals across the state

Like many of California’s fairs, the one in Hum-
boldt County is a cherished local institution, belov-
ed for its junk food, adorable baby animals and ex-
hibits oflocal arts and crafts. Rock star chef Guy Fi-
eri, who grew up in town, even turns up to host the

chili cook-off.

But along with its Ferris wheels and funnel
cakes, the Humboldt County event shares some-
thing darker in common with a number of Califor-
nia’s 77 local fairs: It has been racked with fraud and

mismanagement.

The fair’s former bookkeeper is due in federal
court early next year after pleading guilty to steal-
ing $430,000 from the fair, according to documents
filed in federal court. Police had arrested her after
catching up with her at a local casino.

Humboldt is hardly an outlier. A Los Angeles
Times investigation has found that one-third of the
state’s 77 fairs — hallowed celebrations of the

state’s agrarian tradition — have been plagued by
an array of problems. Workers from at least four
fairs have been prosecuted in the last few years for
theft, bribery or embezzlement, with more than $1
million stolen, according to a Times review of crimi-
nal court filings. State auditors have accused offi-
cials at dozens of other fairs of misspending mil-
lions more, according to a Times review. Ventura

Though their banter can
be a bit banal, the AI pod-
casters’ confidence and re-
search are now arguably bet-
ter than most people’s.

“We’ve just begun to
cross the threshold of voice
Al being pretty much indis-
tinguishable from human,”
said Alan Cowen, chief exe-
cutive of Hume AT, a startup
specializing in voice technol-

ogy. “We’'re seeing creators
use it in all kinds of ways.”

AI can make podcasts
sound better and cost less,
industry insiders say, but
the growing swarm of new
competitors entering an al-
ready crowded market is dis-
rupting the industry.

Some podcasters are
pushing back, requesting re-
strictions. Others are al-
ready cloning their voices
and handing over their pod-
casts to AT bots.

Popular podcast host
Steven Bartlett has used an
AI clone to launch a new
kind of content aimed at the
13 million followers of his

podcast “Diary of a CEO.”
On YouTube, his clone nar-
rates “100 CEOs With Steven
Bartlett,” which adds AI-
generated animation to
Bartlett’s cloned voice to tell
the life stories of entrepre-
neurs such as Steve Jobs and
Richard Branson.

Erica Mandy, the Re-
dondo Beach-based host of
the daily news podcast “The
Newsworthy,” let an AI voice
fill in for her earlier this year
after she lost her voice from
laryngitis and her backup
host bailed out.

She fed her script into a
text-to-speech model and

Lawyers in antisemitism cases say
they quit over lapses in standards

All nine attorneys resigned
during the course oftheirUucC
assignments, some con-
cerned that they were being
asked to violate ethical
standards.

“Initially we were told we
only had 30 days to come up
with a reason to be ready to
sue UC,” said Ejaz Baluch, a
former senior trial attorney
who was assigned to investi-
gate whether Jewish UCLA

faculty and staff faced dis-
crimination on campus that
the university did not prop-
erly address. “It shows just
how unserious this exercise
was. It was not about trying
to find out what really hap-
pened.”

In spring 2024, increas-
ingly tumultuous protests
over Israel's war in Gaza
racked UCLA. Jewish stu-
dents and faculty reported
“broad-based perceptions of
antisemitic and anti-Israeli
bias on campus,” a UCLA
antisemitism task force
found. A group later sued,
charging that UCLA vio-
lated their civil rights, and
‘won millions of dollars and
concessions in a settlement.

UCLA avoided trial, but
the suit —alongwith articles
from conservative websites
such asthe Washington Free
Beacon — formed a basis for
the UC investigations, the
former DOJ lawyers said.

“UCLA came the closest
to having possibly broken
the law in how it responded
or treated civil rights com-
