Tesla Wins Fight Over Musk Pay

Tesla won its fight over a
record-breaking pay package
for Chief Executive Elon Musk
that was approved by share-
holders in 2018, ending the
yearslong legal battle over his
compensation that grew in
value to total $139 billion.

In an opinion issued Friday,
the Delaware Supreme Court
sald the lower court’s ruling
would have deprived Musk of

compensation for several
years of work, and therefore
he should get the full pay
package.

The court’s opinion reversed
the 2024 decision from Dela-
ware’s Chancery Court to re-
scind Musk’s pay package after
finding that Tesla’s directors
were beholden to its CEO and
that the approval process for
the pay deal was tainted and
lacked transparency.

“Because it is the unmaking
of an agreement, rescission is an

extreme remedy and should
only be granted by a court of
equity when it is ‘clearly war-
ranted,” ” the court wrote in the
unsigned opinion.

Though Musk’s pay package
was reinstated, the five judges
said they had “varying views”
on Tesla’s liability, and the rul-
ing ultimately affirmed part of
the lower-court decision. They
awarded $1 in nominal dam-
ages to Richard Tornetta, a
Tesla shareholder who argued

More than 70 targets were
being struck by U.S. F-15E
and A-10 warplanes, Apache
attack helicopters and Himars
rockets, a U.S. military official
said Friday.

The operation is being
dubbed “Hawkeye Strike” in
honor of the Iowa National
Guard soldiers who were killed
and wounded in an assault the
Trump administration has
blamed on Islamic State.

The gunman who ambushed
the U.S. soldiers was killed in
the original attack. But Presi-
dent Trump on Sunday vowed
to take military action against
the group. The strikes were
the biggest U.S. attack against
Islamic State in Syria since the
fall of former Syrian President
Bashar al-Assad late last year.

“Because of ISIS’s vicious
killing of brave American Pa-
triots in Syria..I am hereby
announcing that the United
States is inflicting very seri-
ous retaliation,” Trump said in
a post on Truth Social.

Jordan’s F-16 fighters also
were involved in the opera-
tion, according to U.S. offi-
cials. A spokeswoman for the
Jordanian Embassy in Wash-
ington had no comment.

The strikes, which involved
the delivery of more than 100
precision-guided munitions,
were carried out in central
Syria and targeted Islamic
State infrastructure and weap-

Heart transplant patients in the
United States typically spend
months waiting for a donated or-
gan. But Kayoko Hira was not a
typical patient.

Mrs. Hira, the wife of a hotel
magnate in Japan, flew to the
United States in September 2021,
went to the University of Chicago
Medical Center and, within days,
got a new heart from an American
teenager who had died.

band made a donation to a non-
profit group led by the heart sur-
geon’s wife.

But despite the
shortage of organs, some Ameri-

can hospitals are aggressively
courting international transplant
patients, a New York Times inves-
tigation found.

They have advertised abroad,
promoting short wait times and
concierge services, particularly to
patients in the Middle East, where
about two-thirds of overseas
transplant recipients are from.
Several hospitals have signed
contracts with foreign govern-
ments, setting prices for different
organ transplants.

Trump Is Testing Limits
in Policies, and Profits

WASHINGTON — When
President Trump hosted the
crown prince of Saudi Arabia last
month, he pulled out all the
stops.

On President Trump’s first day
back in office, Representative
Mikie Sherrill, a Democrat from
New Jersey, hit him with a new po-
litical mantra.

That has left Republicans play-
ing catch-up. Even as Mr. Trump
contends that the word is a “hoax”
and a “con job,” he is traveling the
country on an “affordability tour”
to reassure voters. The Biden ad-
ministration was “when we first
began hearing the word afford-
ability,” Mr. Trump said in his re-
cent televised address.

From Crypto Fraudster to Jailhouse Lawyer, Bankman-Fried Finds New Calling

Juan Orlando Hernandez, the
former Honduran president, was
advised by his lawyers not to tes-
tify at his 2024 trial in New York
City.

But another prisoner at the
Metropolitan Detention Center in

Brooklyn who had grown close to
the ex-president suggested other-
wise.

Acting as an informal legal ad-
viser, the prisoner, Sam Bankman-
Fried, encouraged Mr. Hernandez
to testify on his own behalf, Mr.
Bankman-Fried said in an inter-
view Friday from prison.

Mr. Hernandez had already
been inclined to take the stand,
and he followed the advice. It went
poorly. Days later, he was con-
victed of conspiring to import
more than 400 tons of cocaine into
the United States.

Twenty months ago, Mr
Bankman-Fried was sentenced to

more than two decades in prison
and ordered to pay $11 billion in
restitution after being found
guilty of a multibillion-dollar
fraud in a case that upended the
cryptocurrency industry. During
the trial, he testified on his own be-
half — a risky move that did not
pay off — and appeared at odds

with his own lawyers. But since
then, he has become a prolific jail-
house lawyer himself, dispensing
advice to his fellow prisoners, sev-
eral of whom have since ex-
pressed their gratitude.

Tucker Carlson had some con-
cerns.

Federal takeover left lasting marks in D.C.

In a Congress Heights community, residents say law enforcement tactics deepened their mistrust

Young men passed around a
booming speaker and girls
laughed while dancing. Kids
raced through the parking lot
on Lime bikes, dodging pot-
holes.

Some carried ri-
fles.

Maciah took out his phone
and pressed record, document-
ing the agencies: FBI. DEA.
MPD. U.S. Marshals. Secret Ser-
vice.

Those at 10th Place are famil-
iar with local police in their

community, where violence has
long been an issue and D.C.
police said officers have re-
sponded to two dozen reports of
suspected gunfire in the past
year.

On this August night, though,
no crime had been reported.
The task force officers were
there to do a “foot patrol” after
seeing a group of about 50 peo-
ple, according to court docu-
ments. But witnesses said it felt
more like a raid.

When Trump launched his
crime emergency in August —
taking over D.C. police for 30

days and deploying National
Guard troops and federal law
enforcement into city streets —
he said he wanted to combat
“out of control” crime.

In the months since, 10th
Place residents who spoke with
The Washington Post said the
president’s crime strategy has
not fixed their community’s
chronic public safety issues.

Despite a dip in violent crime
and no reported shootings from
Aug. 11 to Sept. 10 in their
neighborhood, many said the
tactics used by law enforcement

mall might look alike, but each
was important to Kathy Allen
Duncan.

Some are skiing, others are
caroling in front of houses or
lounging in the snow made from
cotton.

For five decades, Kathy created
detailed snowman displays in her
home with the roughly 1,000
figurines she collected.

U.S. forces board tanker amid Venezuela blockade

U.S. forces boarded a commer-
cial vessel off Venezuela early Sat-
urday, days after President Don-
ald Trump announced a “total and
complete blockade” on all oil
tankers under U.S. sanctions en-
tering or leaving Venezuela as
part of the administration’s

mounting pressure campaign
against the government of Presi-
dent Nicolas Maduro.

U.S. Coast Guard members
boarded the oil tanker Centuries,
which the Department of Home-
land Security said was “suspected
of carrying oil subject to U.S. sanc-
tions.” It was the second ship
boarded by U.S. forces off Venezu-
ela this month.

The ship was last docked in
Venezuela, Homeland Security

Secretary Kristi L. Noem said. A
video she posted on social media
shows military helicopters ap-
proaching the vessel and then
hovering in place as service mem-
bers rappel down to a deck.

The administration is increas-
ing pressure on Venezuela’s drug
trade and economy in a broader
effort to force Maduro from office.
The U.S. has deployed more thana
dozen warships to the Caribbean
and eastern Pacific Ocean since

August and launched more than
two dozen military strikes on
boats that it claims were crewed
by “narco-terrorists” smuggling
drugs into the U.S. The 27 strikes
announced by the administration
have killed at least 104 people
connected to drug cartels, offi-
cials have said.

Trump, Clinton among

The Justice Department re-
leased a slice of its massive files
on convicted sex offender Jeffrey
Epstein on Friday, a much-antici-
pated disclosure that revealed
new details about the govern-
ment’s investigation into Ep-
stein’s sex crimes and opulent
life.

The more than 100,000 files
released in random batches and
arbitrarily assembled include
some documents related to Presi-
dent Donald Trump, although
mentions of the president were
expected among files that Con-
gress had required the govern-
ment to release by Friday.

Late Friday night, the Justice
Department made available a
new set of records that includes
grand jury testimony and an in-
terview with Alex Acosta, who, as
U.S. attorney in Miami, oversaw
the lenient plea deal Epstein re-
ceived in 2008. The testimony
gives key details about the extent
of Epstein’s crimes and reveals
how various law enforcement
agencies uncovered new victims
over the years.

U.S. Deputy Attorney General
Todd Blanche has said the depart-
ment is working “tirelessly” to
provide documents while pro-
tecting victims’ identities.

“We are looking at every single

To save NY('s flooding subway, officials attack its many leaks

Every day, thousands of people
walk up two yellow steps, never
knowing they are treading on a
key tool in the New York subway’s
fight against a rising climate
threat.

Torrential rainstorms fueled
by the warmer atmosphere are
increasingly striking the city —
creating floods that gush into
tunnels and submerge tracks.

At least 200 of the city’s 472
stations have flooded in the past
two decades, according to data
from the Metropolitan Transit
Authority.

As the planet warms, subway
systems in places such as London
and Tokyo have struggled to cope
with floods far beyond what they
were originally designed to han-
dle. Stormwater regularly seeps
into the subterranean networks,
cutting off the transit lines that

are their cities’ lifeblood. At least
14 passengers were Killed in the
Chinese city of Zhengzhou four
years ago when floodwaters filled
their train tunnel.

Few places are more suscepti-

ble than New York. The city’s
sprawling, century-old subway
system was built close to the
surface and contains more than
40,000 openings through which
water can reach the tracks below.

Its vulnerabilities under-
ground are exacerbated by surg-
ing moisture in the skies above, a
Washington Post analysis shows.
The strongest plumes of water
vapor the region sees each year —

which provide fuel for the most
severe storms — are intensifying
almost twice as much as the
global average. Very heavy rain-
fall events (producing at least 1.4
inches of rain in a day) have
increased about 60 percent since
the subway was first built.

Yet public transit is also crucial
for the fight against rising tem-
peratures, officials say, because it
means riders aren’t using cars or
trucks that spew planet-warming
pollution.

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The untold cost
of claims over
past sex abuse

State law opened lawsuit window,
and schools are paying the price

By MATT HAMILTON

Starting in 2020, sur-
vivors of childhood sex
abuse in California were giv-
en a powerful tool to con-
front their abusers and the
institutions that employed
them.

Churches. Schools.
Youth sports leagues. Boy
Scouts. Foster care homes.
Juvenile justice wards. Sum-
mer camps. Boarding
schools. All were suddenly
on notice that survivors had
a three-year window to pur-
sue a lawsuit over past mo-
lestation and sexual assault.

For survivors, the law —
Assembly Bill 218 — afforded
them their day in court, em-
powering generations to
gain reparations for what
had long haunted them and
confront perpetrators and
theinstitutions that covered
up abuse.

Though the law has pro-
vided ameasure ofhealing, it
has unleashed an unprece-
dented wave of litigation on
many of the nearly 1,000 pub-
lic school districts in Califor-

nia. Scores of former stu-
dents have come forth with
allegations of rape and mo-
lestation dating to the 1950s.
This reckoning has upended
school budgets, drained dis-
trict coffers, triggered cuts
to programs, threatened
cost-of-living increases for
teachers and even contrib-
uted to layoffs, a Times in-
vestigation found.

It has also raised ques-
tions of whether a noble ef-
fort to address the deep
wounds of childhood sexual
abuse has imposed a collat-
eral penalty on today’s stu-
dents, with little public
awareness of the true finan-
cial cost.

The Times sought re-
cords from 937 school dis-
tricts in the state to assess
the impact of the three-year
lifting of the statute of limi-
tations under AB 218. The
law also greatly expanded
the universe of people who
could sue going forward, by
extending the age at which a

Sony is taking a majority stake in the
brand behind the Snoopy and Charlie
Brown characters, handing the Japa-
nese group control of a beloved Ameri-
can cartoon as it seeks to build out glo-
bal entertainment franchises.

The company said yesterday that it
would buy 41 per cent of Peanuts Hold-
ing, which owns the intellectual prop-
erty created by cartoonist Charles
Schulz, from Canada’s WildBrain for
C$630mn (US$460mn).

The deal raises Sony’s total stake in
Peanuts, which it began building in
2018, to 80 per cent, making it a subsidi-
ary of the Japanese group. The Schulz
family will continue to own the remain-
ing 20 per cent, Sony said.

The deal is the latest move by Sony

under a strategic shift to concentrate on
entertainment and the creation of origi-
nal content.

Sony is trying to stitch together its
gaming, anime, film and music busi-
nesses to build global franchises.

Big hits in recent years include The
Last of Us, which was adapted from a
PlayStation game into a popular televi-
sion series, and the animated film
Demon Slayer: Kimetsu no Yaiba.

Peanuts, which first appeared as a
comic strip in seven newspapers in
1950, has gone on to become a global
household name, spawning toys, televi-
sion specials, films and amusement-
park attractions.
