Talking to Putin and Zelensky

PALM BEACH, Fla.— Talks
on Sunday to end the Ukraine
war spurred fresh optimism
from President Trump yet no
clear signs that the two sides
reached a breakthrough as
Russia continues to push for
land gains and reject a cease-
fire.

Ukrainian President Volod-
ymyr Zelensky and Trump met
Sunday at Mar-a-Lago to go
over a 20-point draft that has

been revised by Ukrainian and
U.S. negotiators in recent
weeks in the latest attempt to
end the nearly four-year war.
That came after Trump spoke
by phone with Russian Presi-
dent Vladimir Putin. Zelensky
hopes Trump will apply more
pressure on Putin to reach a
deal.

Despite the hopeful talk,
neither side gave details of
what was resolved or other-
wise unveiled concrete signs of
steps toward an agreement.

“lI think both presidents
want to make a deal,” Trump
told reporters after Zelensky’s
arrival. Hours later, Trump
maintained that optimism but
noted major obstacles remain,
including over what will hap-
pen to contested territory Rus-
sia wants.

“This 1s not a one-day pro-
cess deal. This is very compli-
cated stuff,” Trump told re-
porters, Zelensky at his side.

The Kremlin said that Putin
agreed to a proposal to create

two working groups, one fo-
cused on security issues and
the other on economic matters.
“The terms for the commence-
ment of these working groups
will be further agreed upon in
the near future, likely in early
January,” according to a Putin
aide’s statement about the call.

The corporate playbook for
next year? Don’t hire.

Companies are looking to
stay lean into 2026 while rely-
ing on technology to take on
more tasks. Forecasters at jobs
site Indeed expect relatively
minimal hiring growth in
2026, and e-commerce plat-
form Shopify and Chime Fi-
nancial are already vowing to
keep the size of their em-
ployee bases roughly flat. At a
gathering of CEOs in Midtown
Manhattan this month orga-
nized by the Yale School of
Management, 66% of leaders
surveyed said they planned to
either fire workers or main-
tain the size of their existing
teams next year. Only a third
indicated they planned to hire.

“You're going to see a lot of
wait and see,” said Chris
Layden, chief executive of
staffing company Kelly Ser-
vices. “Some of the looming
uncertainty will mean that
we're going to continue to see
an investment in capital over
people.”

Companies haven’t been in
the hiring mood for months.

On the ground floor of Chi-
cago’s tallest building, the res-
taurant Kindling features tall
ceilings, lots of light and a 13-
foot live-fire hearth presided
over by the tattooed chef, Jon-
athon Sawyer.

The fine-dining establish-
ment serves a range of dishes,
but steak dominates the menu,
with options like a 16-ounce
prime New York strip and a
“Mrs. O’Leary,” an 8-ounce fi-
let served with a red wine
demi-glace and fried shallots.

The bill on a dinner for four
can easily climb to $500. But
after accounting for the res-
taurant’s costs—from the
steak to rent—profits from the
meal amount to around $25.

“Those margins are slim,”
says Sawyer, Kindling’s chef
partner and a James Beard
Award winner.

Beef is more expensive than

ever, and while many restau-
rants are feeling the squeeze,
steakhouses are particularly in
a pinch given their reliance on
sales of dishes with a juicy
porterhouse or rib-eye. Steak-
house operators say their cus-
tomers tend to be more afflu-
ent and can pay up, but the
operators still have plenty of
complaints about rising prices.
Wholesale costs for beef
destined for steak filets have
ballooned around 67% from
prepandemic levels, according
to federal data. Kindling’s
steak costs are up about 40%
this year alone, Sawyer says.
In addition to food, ex-
penses for labor, utilities, rent,
insurance and other basics
needed to run a restaurant are
up, particularly in urban areas,
according to the National Res-
taurant Association trade
group.

NAGPUR, India — In Prime Minister
Narendra Modi’s most important speech of
the year, his annual Independence Day ad-
dress in August, he used the stage to honor
the group that changed his life and is remak-
ing India.

That it was Mr. Modi’s most forceful and
public nod in his 11 years in office to the
Rashtriya Swayamsevak Sangh — the far-
right Hindu nationalist group known as the
R.S.S., which had molded his personal and
professional life since he was a young boy —
was a reflection of what a king-making
power the group has become as it celebrated
its 100th anniversary this year.

The R.S.S. originated as a shadowy cabal
for the revival of Hindu pride after a long his-
tory of Muslim invasions and colonial rule in
India, its early leaders openly drawing inspi-
ration from the nationalist formula of Fascist
parties in Europe during the 1930s and
1940s. It has survived repeated bans, includ-
ing being accused in the assassination of
Gandhi, to grow into the largest right-wing

juggernaut in the world.

More than a decade of Mr. Modi, one of
their most ambitious and capable recruits, at
the helm of national power has brought the
organization the kind of success and accept-
ability that many of its leaders say they
never dared imagine.

The R.S.S. has infiltrated and co-opted In-
dia’s institutions to such a degree that its
deep roots will ensure it remains a powerful
force long after Mr. Modi is gone. It reaches
inside India’s society, government, courts,
police, media and academic Institutions
through a vast umbrella of affiliated groups,
placing core members into all of them. It
makes and breaks political careers. It com-
mands loyalty across the nation by offering
young men a path to relevance and influence
in their communities through Hindu-nation-
alist activism.

Though the R.S.S. still cultivates an air as
a secret society, it has been proudly more
public in recent years. Its members and its
influence are everywhere.

When you see Mr. Modi's Bharatiya Jana-
ta Party dominate critical elections, you are
seeing the R.S.5's political machine at work,
with the central group shaping the fates and
fortunes of the party’s candidates. And when
you see Hindu vigilantes parading through
Muslim neighborhoods or ransacking
churches, you are seeing the R.S.S. affiliates
exercising their vision of supremacy.

Fuel Venezuela Campaign

New Details of Deliberations Show How Oil,
Drugs and Immigration Played Role

WASHINGTON — On a spring
night in the Oval Office, President
Trump asked Secretary of State
Marco Rubio how to get tougher
on Venezuela.

It was just before Memorial
Day, and anti-leftist Cuban Ameri-
can lawmakers whose votes Mr.
Trump needed for his signature
domestic policy bill were urging
him to tighten a vise on Venezuela
by stopping Chevron's oil opera-
tions there. But Mr. Trump did not
want to lose the only U.S. foothold
in Venezuela’s oil industry, where
China is the biggest foreign play-
er.

The president was considering
allowing Chevron to continue. But
he told Mr. Rubio, alongtime hawk
on Venezuela and Cuba, that they
had to show the lawmakers and
other doubters they could bring
the hammer down on Nicolas Ma-
duro, the leftist autocratic leader
of Venezuela, whom Mr. Trump
had tried to oust in his first term.

Another aide in the room,
Stephen Miller, said he had ideas.
As Mr. Trump’s homeland securi-
ty adviser, he had been talking
with other officials about Mr.
Trump’s campaign vow to bomb
fentanyl labs. For various rea-
sons, that notion had faded, and in
recent weeks Mr. Miller had
turned to exploring attacks on
boats suspected of carrying drugs

off the shores of Central America.

Mr. Miller’s deliberations had
not focused on Venezuela, which
does not produce fentanyl. But
three separate policy goals began
merging that night — crippling
Mr. Maduro, using military force
against drug cartels and securing
access to Venezuela’s vast oil re-
serves for U.S. companies.

Two months later, Mr. Trump
signed a secret directive ordering
the Pentagon to carry out military
operations against Latin Ameri-
can drug cartels and specifically
calling for maritime strikes.
Though the justification was
drugs in general, the operation
would concentrate enormous na-
val firepower off the coast of Vene-
zuela.

The result has been an increas-
ingly militarized pressure cam-
paign intended to remove Mr. Ma-
duro from power.

It has been marked by U.S.
strikes that have killed at least 105
people on boats in the Caribbean
and the eastern Pacific, a quasi-
blockade of oil tankers entering
and leaving Venezuelan ports and
threats by Mr. Trump to carry out
land strikes in Venezuela.

Itreflects overlapping drives by
Mr. Rubio and Mr. Miller, who
have worked in tandem on poli-
cies against Mr. Maduro. Each has
come to it with a focus on long-
held goals: for Mr. Rubio, the son
of Cuban immigrants who also

Benjamin Netanyahu has been
prime minister of Israel for so
long that nearly everyone knows
how he governs.

He delays decisions. He keeps
options open for as long as possi-
ble and creates new ones when-
ever he can. He wears down,
outwaits and outlasts his adver-
saries — as well as his ostensible
allies. He turns crises — includ-
ing some of his own creation —
into opportunities he can defuse,
for a price.

But events are lining up in a
way that may tax even his well-
documented ability to stretch out
tough decisions and shape them
to his advantage.

Mr. Netanyahu'’s criminal trial
on charges of bribery and fraud
1s inexorably advancing. Presi-
dent Trump’s peace plan for
Gaza 1s inching along toward a
difficult Phase 2, and tensions
are building with the White
House over Israel’s actions in
Syria and Lebanon. And polls
indicate Mr. Netanyahu is
headed to defeat in next year’s
elections.

The pressure on him is mount-
ing from every direction.

That includes from the Israeli
right, Mr. Netanyahu’s political
base, which is agitating for him
to pursue annexation of the
Israeli-occupied West Bank
despite Mr. Trump’s warnings
that doing so would trigger a
harsh U.S. response.

On each of these fronts, 2026 is
shaping up as a momentous year
for Mr. Netanyahu, 76, and for
the country he has represented
for the better part of three dec-
ades. He is almost certainly
going to have to make a series of
decisions with great conse-
quence — for Israeli society and

For 472 Days,
A Dank Bunker
At Kyiv's Front

KYIV, Ukraine — The soldier
suspected early on that this front-
line rotation would be difficult.
But 472 days straight, in a bunker,
under fire?

“I didn’t expect it to last so
long,” the soldier, Sgt. Serhii Ty-
schenko, said one recent after-
noon at his home outside Kyiv,
Ukraine’s capital, his wife glued to
his side. “I hoped it would be a
month, two months at most.”

Instead, he spent more than a
year underground in a damp
bunker without fresh air or even a
ray of sunlight for much of the
time. “It becomes very hard men-
tally” he said.

Lengthy rotations have long
been a problem in Ukraine’s fight
against Russian forces, as Kyiv
has struggled with troop short-
ages. The ubiquity of drones has
made things worse because it is
nearly impossible for soldiers to
move positions without being
spotted.

Analysis finds number of
migrants apprehended in
communities has soared

The Trump administration’s
mass deportation campaign has
led to a significant change in strat-
egy, as federal officers shift away
from focusing on arresting immi-
grants already held in local jails to
tracking them down on the streets
and in communities, according to
a Washington Post analysis of gov-
ernment data.

The result has been a huge
surge of such at-large arrests, with
Immigration and Customs En-
forcement tallying about 17,500 in
September and on pace to exceed
thatin October. (The data The Post
examined had been updated
through the middle of that
month.) That was far more than
any other month included in the
data, which dated back to October
201L

Before this year, the highest
number of at-large arrests came in
January 2023, when the Biden ad-
ministration made more than
11,500. ICE is making more than
four times as many at-large arrests
per week as it did in President
Donald Trump’s first term, the
analysis found.

The Post’s analysis highlights a
broader pattern in how the De-
partment of Homeland Security is
approaching enforcement, even
as authorities insist that immigra-
tion officers are focusing on vio-
lent criminals whom they de-
scribe as “the worst of the worst.”
Government data shows that
more than 60 percent of the peo-
ple detained in at-large arrests
since June did not have criminal
convictions or pending charges.

Former DHS officials said the
effort demonstrates aless targeted
approach and reflects mounting
pressure from senior White House
and DHS officials to boost depor-
tation totals.

U.S. will help facilitate
Russia-Ukraine talks

President Donald Trump and
Ukrainian President Volodymyr
Zelensky on Sunday took steps
toward agreeing on a proposal to
end Russia’s invasion, but diffi-
cult sticking points remain to be
resolved and it’s unclear if Russia
would agree to their recommen-
dations.

The leaders, who met Sunday
at Trump’s Mar-a-Lago Club in
Palm Beach, Florida, said talks
involving the three countries
would continue in January.
Trump, Zelensky and European
leaders all praised Sunday’s prog-
ress, despite the absence of a
clear breakthrough.

“This is not a one-day-process
deal. This is very complicated
stuff,” Trump said of the negotia-
tions, which earlier on Sunday he
called “pretty complex, but not
that complex.”

During a joint news confer-
ence with Zelensky, Trump cited
“one or two” unresolved prob-
lems that he didn’t specify.

One appeared to be the future
of the Donbas region of Ukraine,
which is largely occupied by Rus-
sian forces. Last month, Ukraine
rejected Russia’s demand to pull
troops from parts of the region to
create a demilitarized zone. Now,
Zelensky is proposing that both
sides withdraw from the area to
create an economic free zone
with international troops and
monitors.

“The word ‘agreement’ is too
strong,” Trump said in response
to a reporter’s question about the
zone. “1 would say not ‘agreed,
but we're getting closer to an

Amid fraying global will,
a toilet project collapses

Without vast web of U.S.
aid, a sanitation plan
key to poverty goals ends

TOAMASINA, MADAGASCAR —
The centerpiece of the aid proj-
ect was a toilet known as the
Minimal Value Product: the
MVPL

It did the things any adequate
toilet should do, like contain
waste, limit odors and prevent
flies. When it became available
last vear in this crowded port
city, those capabilities made the
American-sponsored toilet noth-
ing less than an instant phenom-
enon.

Hundreds of MVP1s sold in the
first few months. Jean Christian
Tahasy, one of 14 people hired to
sell the toilet door to door, so
believed in the model that he
carried invoices with him even
after his shift ended and would
pitch strangers while having
beers at the bar.

Encouraged by the early re-

sults, the international aid orga-
nizations leading the project
planned to expand to other cities
and roll out other toilet models.
It seemed a real chance to spur a
sanitation revolution in the
waorld’s fifth-poorest country.

“A  true innovation,” said
Tahasy, 31, who earned the nick-
name Mr. Toilet.

In many parts of the world,
people flush without a thought.
But almost half of humanity
doesn’t have that luxury, leaving
them exposed to life-threatening
diseases and compounding so-
cial and economic problems.

For more than a decade, 193
nations agreed that should
change. They set targets — the
United Nation’s Sustainable De-
velopment Goals — that provid-
ed a blueprint of progress for
humankind and included a call
for universal access to adequate
sanitation by 2030. Nations pur-
sued those goals unevenly, but
with unanimous support, up un-
til the precise point that 489
MVP1s were sold in Toamasina.

State loses 25% of its
immigration judges at
same time deportation
campaign intensifies.

By ANDREA CASTILLO

WASHINGTON — More
than a quarter of federal im-
migration judges in Califor-
nia have been fired, retired
or quit since the start of the
Trump administration.

The reduction follows a
trend in immigration courts
nationwide and constitutes,
critics say, an attack on the
rule of law that will lead to
yet more delays in an over-
burdened court system.

The reduction in immi-
gration judges has come as
the administration scaled
up efforts to deport
immigrantsliving in the U.S.
illegally. Trump administra-
tion officials have described
the immigration court proc-
ess, in which proceedings
can take years amid a back-
log of millions of cases, as an
impediment to their goals.

Nationwide, there were
735 immigration judges last
fiscal year, according to the
Executive Office for Immi-
gration Review, the arm of
the Justice Department
that houses immigration
courts. At least 97 have been
fired since President Trump
took office and about the
same number have resigned
or retired, according to the
union representing immi-
gration judges.

California has lost at
least 35 immigration judges
since January, according to
Mobile Pathways, a Berke-
ley-based organization that
analyzes immigration court
data. That’s down from 132.
The steepest drop occurred
at the San Francisco Immi-
gration Court, which has
lost more than halfits bench.

“A noncitizen might win
their case, might lose their
case, but the key question s,
did they receive a hearing?”
said Emmett Soper, who
worked at the Justice De-
partment before becoming
an immigration judge in Vir-
ginia in 2017. “Up until this
administration,I had always
been confident that I was
working in a system that, de-
spite its flaws, was funda-
mentally fair.”

The administration in-
tends to fill some judge posi-
tions, and in new immigra-
tion judge job listings in Los
Angeles, San Francisco and
elsewhere seeks candidates
who want to be a “deporta-
tion judge” and “restore in-
tegrity and honor to our Na-

As “Avatar: Fire and Ash”
headed to the big screen this
month, theater owners held
their breath.

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Fire cleanup
reports allege
illegal dumping

U.S. Army Corps
of Engineers’ quality
assessments describe
improper actions.

The primary federal con-
tractor entrusted with purg-
ing fire debris from the
Eaton and Palisades fires
may have illegally dumped
toxic ash and misused con-
taminated soil in breach of
state policy, according to
federal government reports
recently obtained by The
Times.

The records depict har-
ried disaster workers ap-
pearing to take dangerous
shortcuts that could leave
hazardous pollution and en-
danger thousands of sur-
vivors poised to return to
these communities.

The Federal Emergency
Management Agency and
the U.S. Army Corps of Engi-
neers allocated $60 million
to hire personnel to monitor
daily cleanup operations
and document any health
and safety risks. The Times
obtained thousands of gov-
ernment oversight reports
that detail these federal ef-
forts to rid fire-destroyed
homes of toxic debris be-
tween February and mid-

May.

The records, which were
obtained on a rolling basis
over several months, include
dozens of instances in which
oversight personnel flagged
workers for disregarding
cleanup procedures in a way
that probably spread toxic
substances.

The latest batch of re-
ports — turned over to The
Times on Dec.1— contained
allegations of improper ac-
tions involving Environmen-
tal Chemical Corp., the pri-
mary federal contractor, and
the dozens of debris removal
crews it supervised.

For example, on April 30,
federally hired workers were
clearing fire debris from a
burned-down home in the
Palisades burn scar. Accord-
ing to the Army Corps of En-
gineers, after the last dump
truckleft, an official with En-
vironmental Chemical
Corp., a Burlingame, Calif.,
company hired to carry out
the federal debris removal
mission, ordered workers to
move the remaining ash and
debris to a neighboring
property.

The crew used construc-
tion equipment to move four
orfive “buckets” worth offire
debris onto the neighboring
property. It’s unclear
whether that property was
also destroyed in the Pali-

Rewriting memory,
with good intent

In his lab, a scientist
manipulates neurons
in mice.

We often think of memo-
ries like the contents of a
museum: static exhibits
that we view to understand
the present and prepare for
the future.

The latest research, how-
ever, suggests they are more
like well-thumbed library
books that wear and change
a little bit every time they’re
pulled off the shelf.

Think of one of your hap-
piest memories. For real. Sit
with the recollection. Let
your mind’s eye wander
around the scene. See if you
can feel a spark of the joy or
hopeyou felt at the time. Let
aminute pass. Maybe two.

If you played along with
this experiment, you are

physically different now
than you were a few minutes
ago.

When you began to remi-
nisce, brain cells dormant
just seconds before began
firing chemicals at one an-
other. That action triggered
regions of your brain in-
volved in processing emo-
tions, which is why you may
have reexperienced some
feelingsyou did at the time of
the event.

Chemical and electrical
signals shot out to the rest
of your body. If you were
stressed before you began
this exercise, your heart rate
probably slowed and stabi-
lized as levels of cortisol and
other stress hormones de-
creased in your blood. If you
were already calm, your
heart rate may have quick-
ened with excitement.

In either case, regions of
the brain that light up when
you get a reward jittered
with dopamine.

Trump and Zelensky

Chinese offerings of asset-backed secu-
rities have hit a record high this year as
cash-strapped local governments strug-
gle to plug fiscal holes.

The number of deals involving sales of
ABS — financial instruments based on
the revenue streams of an underlying
pool of assets such as property rentals or
leases — reached 2,386 by December 24,
surpassing the previous record set in
2021, according to data provider Wind.
The value of new ABS deals totalled
$2.3tn, the highest in four years.

The rise was driven by authorities at
the provincial level and below, said a
Chinese broker who advises companies
on ABS issuance. Highly indebted local

governments hope the sales will help
solve liquidity problems stemming from
a weak economy and property market
crisis and raise money for new invest-
ments to help them meet central gov-
ernment growth targets.

One local leader, Li Dianxun, gover-
nor of central Hubei province, has
coined the slogan: “Turn every possible
state-owned resource into an asset,
every possible state-owned asset into a
security, and leverage all possible state-
owned funds.”

“This emerging campaign reflects the
surging need for local governments to
address mounting debt and fiscal pres-
sures,” said Yubin Fu, vice-president
and senior analyst at Moody’s Ratings.

Repackaging holdings as asset-backed
securities can bring forward income
they expect to generate in the future

while retaining state ownership. But the
rush to securitise assets is fuelling ques-
tions about the long-term sustainability
of Chinese local government finances.
They have been under pressure since
the Covid-19 pandemic.

A crackdown on property developers’
leverage also hit land sales that were
previously a crucial source of revenue
for provincial and city authorities.

Local governments’ official debt plus
borrowings by their off-balance sheet
financing vehicles soared to about 84
per cent of GDP in 2024 from 62 per cent
in 2019, according to IMF figures.

“Beijing wants to press the local gov-
ernments to monetise their state assets
to make them more efficient,” said
Robin Xing, chief China economist at
Morgan Stanley.

Hubei’s Li spearheaded efforts to con-
vert idle assets into cash in his previous
role as deputy governor of neighbouring
Hunan province. Under his leadership,
Hunan began repurposing spaces under
bridges and other unused properties as
public amenities such as parking areas.

Analysts have raised concerns about
the quality of the underlying assets. “All
the high-quality assets were largely sold
or securitised early on, leaving mostly
lower-quality assets,” said the Chinese
broker.

Another Wuhan state-owned group
sold asset-backed securities based on a
previously struggling property develop-
ment, the Hongshan AI Building, for
Rmb300mn last year.

At an industrial park in Chifeng, Inner
Mongolia, a billionaire is embarking on
the next phase of China’s green
revolution.

Zhang Lei built Envision into one of
the largest wind turbine manufacturers
in the world. Now the entrepreneur is
using wind energy to produce so-called
green ammonia, selling it for use in ferti-
lisers and chemicals and as a fuel for
shipping. “This is more than a techno-
logical milestone,” said Zhang earlier
this year. “Scalable, green alternatives
are now real and operational.”

While clean fuel technologies are still
evolving, experts say companies such as
Envision show how China is using its
abundant and low-cost renewable
energy and biofuels to help decarbonise
more of its vastindustrial sector.

Though the clean fuels are signifi-
cantly more expensive than fossil fuel
alternatives, the Chinese companies are
laying the groundwork to dominate
global clean-technology supply chains.

“There is this expectation the scale
will allow it to get cheaper — just as solar
panels did from 2010 to now,” said
David Fishman, a Shanghai-based
energy analyst at The Lantau Group, a
consultancy.

Ammonia is one of the world’s largest
industrially produced chemicals with
the bulk of production being used as
fertiliser and the rest as feedstock for
plastics, textiles and cleaning products

and in explosives for mining. Green
ammonia, which is made with renewa-
ble energy instead of natural gas or coal,
is an energy-dense liquid that can be
stored and transported easily.

Global demand for the chemical, cur-
rently about 185mn tonnes, could grow
if it is used as clean fuel for shipping and
power generation, though significant
hurdles remain before mass adoption.

Shanghai-based Envision has
ploughed about Rmb8bn ($1.1bn) into
the Chifeng plant. It has an initial
annual capacity of 320,000 tonnes and
has signed up customers in Japan,
Singapore, South Korea and Europe,
according to the company. It plans to
boost production to 5mn tonnes over
the next decade.

Despite the low cost of solar and wind
energy in China, the high cost of electro-
lysers, as well as the lack of storage and
distribution networks, has slowed mass
commercialisation hopes.

The Chifeng plant is one of 54 com-
mercial-scale clean industrial projects
either in operation or financed in China
— three times as many as in the US,
according to data from Mission Possible
Partnership, an international non-profit
focused on carbon-intensive sectors.

Many of China’s biggest renewable
energy manufacturers, including solar
group Longi and wind turbine makers
Goldwind and Mingyang, are in the
early stages of developing clean fuel and
chemical operations. These projects
mostly span ammonia, methanol and
aviation fuels.

Another example of China’s progress
can be seen in the overhaul of a metha-
nol plant in inner Mongolia near Jungar
Banner. The 500,000 sq m site is oper-
ated by Towngas, a Hong Kong-listed
utility that delivers gas to more than

300 Chinese cities. Its biggest share-
holder is the late tycoon Lee Shau-kee’s
Henderson Land Development.

When it started operations in 2011,
the project relied on cheap, locally
mined coal to produce methanol but
since 2021 Towngas started to use scrap
tyres as a feedstock.

In an interview at the plant, Towngas
green fuels and chemicals executive
Tony Lin said that by 2026, half the site’s
300,000 tonnes of annual output would
be produced using small pellets made of
desert willow.

The remaining 150,000 tonnes will be
converted to use the biofuel feedstock
by 2028. The desert willow will be har-
vested from the region’s Kubugi and
Ulan Buh deserts, where it has been
planted to slow desertification but
needs to be cut back to control excessive
drawdown on groundwater.

Methanol is a building block chemical
for scores of products, including
plastics, synthetic fabrics and fibres,
pharmaceuticals and agrichemicals.
The fuel is viewed as one way shipping

companies can lessen their dependence
on heavy fuel oil and marine diesel.

However, the short-term outlook for
methanol’s use in international ship-
ping is uncertain. In October, the US and
Saudi Arabia derailed the adoption of
the International Maritime Organiza-
tion’s “net zero framework”, which
would have set emissions reductions
targets and imposed penalties.

Despite the IMO delay, Lin said transi-
tioning methanol production from
“erey” to “green” fuels over the coming
years was the only option to ensure long-
term financial sustainability, as Beijing
works to be carbon neutral by 2060.

This year, 12 of the 19 global clean
industrial projects that have reached
final investment decisions, the last stage
to determine whether or not the project
will go ahead, are in China.

Faustine Delasalle, executive director
of Industrial Transition Accelerator, a
non-profit co-funded by the United
Arab Emirates government and
Bloomberg Philanthropies, said that
Chinese developers had a bold vision for
the future based on the conviction that
green molecules and fuels are the “new
oil”.

Delasalle said: “China is definitely
leading on the commercialisation, at
scale, of the next wave of clean technolo-
gies with a big share of the pipeline of
projects but most importantly a growing
share of a number of projects that have
reached final investment decisions.”

The Chinese Communist party has
listed hydrogen among the “emerging
and future industries™ it wants to accel-
erate in its next five-year plan. But it has
so far stopped short of deeper, nation-
wide subsidies previously rolled out for
other technologies such as electric
vehicles and batteries.

Al boom adds

$550bn to
net worth of

US tycoons

America’s wealthiest tech billionaires
added more than $550bn to their
combined net worth this year, as they
benefit from an investor frenzy
around leading artificial intelligence
companies.

The top 10 US tech founders and chief
executives possessed $2.5tn in cash,
equity and other investments at the
close of trading in New York on Christ-
mas Eve, according to Bloomberg data.

The figure is up from $1.9tn at the
beginning of this year and comes as the
S&P 500 climbed more than 18 per cent.

Silicon Valley’s leaders have profited
from the hundreds of billions of dollars
spent globally on AI chips, data centres
and products, even if some of their gains
were trimmed in recent months over
concerns about an Al-fuelled invest-
ment bubble.

“This is all speculative and correlated
to the success of Al,” said Jason Furman,
an economics professor at Harvard Uni-
versity and consultant for start-up
OpenAl “There’s a huge question mark
over whether this is all going to pay off,
butinvestors are betting that it will.”

Elon Musk remains at the top of the
list with a net worth that has risen
nearly 50 per cent to $645bn, having
only briefly slipped from the position in
September when Oracle founder Larry
Ellison eclipsed him. Musk’s wealth
soared in a year that he secured a $1tn
pay deal with Tesla shareholders and
the valuation of his rocket company
SpaceX surged to $800bn.

Another winner from the AI boom is
Jensen Huang, founder of Al chipmaker
Nvidia, which has grown to become the
world’s biggest listed company with a
market capitalisation above $4tn. He
ranks as the eighth wealthiest US tech
executive with a net worth of $156bn.

Amazon’s Jeff Bezos sold $5.6bn worth
of shares this year, while Michael Dell
disposed of more than $2bn worth of
shares in his eponymous tech company.

Meta’s Mark Zuckerberg fell down the
rankings after a slump in the social
media platform’s share price, as inves-
tors grew wary of its Al expenditure.

Ellison saw his net worth soar on the
back of Oracle’s revealing a $300bn data
centre deal with OpenAlI three months
ago. However, fears over how the group
is financing its data centre build-out has
led Oracle’s share price to fall 40 per
cent from its September peak.

US president speaks to
Putin before meeting
Zelenskyy in Florida

Donald Trump said talks to end the
war in Ukraine were in their “final
stages” last night as he sat down for
ameetingin Florida with Volodymyr
Zelenskyyand insisted that Vladimir
Putin wasready tomake a peace deal.

The US president met his Ukrainian
counterpart outside his Mar-a-Lago
residence and claimed both warring
sides were close to an agreement.
Hours earlier Trump had held a
lengthy phone call with Putin and
said he would ring the Kremlin again
once talks had concluded.

“The two leaders want it to end,”
Trump declared, adding: “Ithink we
can move pretty rapidly. Otherwise
it’s going to go on for a very long
time”. Trump praised Zelenskyy,
saying: “This gentleman has worked
very hard, and is very brave, and his
people are very brave.” He added: “I

do think we have the makings of a
deal. We have two willing countries.
We are in the final stages of talking.”

Speaking to reporters, the two
leaders discussed thelatest iteration
ofa20-point planand the unresolved
question of the future of Ukraine’s
eastern Donbas region. Standing
next to Trump, Zelenskyy said US
and Ukrainian negotiators had made
good progress in recent weeks with
“90 per cent” of the draft agreed.

Writing on Truth Social before the
meeting, Trump described his one
hour and 15 minute call with Russia’s
president as “good and very pro-
ductive”. Asked if Putin was serious
about peace, Trump replied: “Ido. I
think heis.”

There were no signs, however, that
Russia was willing to drop any of its
maximalist demands.

According to the Kremlin adviser
Yuri Ushakov, Trump “listened
carefully” yesterday to Russia’s
assessment of the conflict. Both sides
agreed that a ceasefire proposed by
Ukraine and Europe would only pro-
long the fighting “and is fraught with
renewed hostilities”, Ushakov said.

Brigitte Bardot, the French actorand
singer who became an international
sex symbol before turning her back
on the film industry and embracing
animal rights activism and far-right
politics, has died aged 91.

Paying tribute yesterday, France’s
president, Emmanuel Macron, wrote
on social media that his country was
mourning “alegend of the century”.

“Her films, her voice, her dazzling

glory ... her sorrows, her generous

passion for animals, her face that
became Marianne, Brigitte Bardot
embodied alife of freedom,” he said.

Bardot died at her St-Tropez home,
LaMadrague, according to the animal
protection charity she setupin 1986.
It said: “The Brigitte Bardot Foun-
dation announces with immense
sadness the death of its founder and
president, Madame Brigitte Bardot, a
world-renowned actress and singer,
who chose to abandon her prestig-
ious career to dedicate her life and
energy to animal welfare and her
foundation.”

Her cause of death was not made

public. Bardot was briefly kept in
hospital in October for what her office
called a “minor” procedure.

The town hallin St-Tropez, where
Bardot had taken holidays as a child
and where she later shot the film And
God Created Woman, said the actor
had “helped make St-Tropez shine
across the world”.

The town on the French Riviera
said Bardot was its “most radiant
ambassador” and part of “the
collective memory of St-Tropez,
which we must preserve”.
