They Can’t Win Al Race

SINGAPORE—After a year
of gung-ho news about China’s
gains 1n artificial intelligence,
some elite Chinese Al re-
searchers are coming to a
more pessimistic conclusion.
The country’s chances of
catching up to the U.S. are shm
in the short run, they say, be-
cause of a bottleneck in chips.

“The truth may be that the
gap 1s actually widening,” Tang
Jie, founder of the Chinese Al
startup Zhipu, said at a confer-
ence last weekend in Beljing.

A Rural-Urban Divide,
Reflected at a Bar

NISSWA, Minn. — The regu-
lars file into Ye Old Pickle Factory
in Nisswa before 10 a.m. most
days, taking their seats at the bar.
Chili pepper lights hang from the
ceiling, and neon beer signs glow
against wood-paneled walls. A
television flickers on. “The Price
Is Right” is about to start.

They have been doing this since
the mid-1980s, gathering in this
small, dim room, waiting f{or
someone on the game show to
spin exactly 51 on the big wheel.
When that happens, everyone re-
ceives a token for a free drink.
Lately, they had been in a Iull. No
one had hit the dollar in weeks —
until Wednesday.

Nisswa is a town of about 2,000
people In the Brainerd Lakes
Area, a popular summer vacation
destination about 150 miles north
of Minneapolis. Most of the regu-
lars on hand this morning say
they prefer not to go to the city
anymore. Not since the summer of
2020, when George Floyd was
murdered by a police officer and
the city erupted.

Now, Minneapolis is in the news
again. An Immigration and
Customs Enforcement agent shot
and killed a woman, Renee Good,
during an immigration operation
on Jan. 7, and demonstrators are
back on the streets.

What did the regulars make of
i?

Ms. Good’s death was tragic,
they said. Horrific.

But they also said that she had
asked for trouble.

“You obey the law officer,” a
man in a veteran’s ball cap said,
“and question it later.”

This is the divide, in a single
sentence. In Minneapolis, pro-
testers saw an innocent woman
killed by a federal agent and took
to the streets. At “the Pickle,” the
regulars saw a woman who should
have complied.

In bars, cafes and coffee shops
across rural Minnesota, the same
conversations were unfolding.
Ms. Good’s death had become a
mirror, reflecting back a fracture
that had been deepening for years
— not just in their state, but across
the country, wherever rural areas
chafe against the political power
of big cities.

Deb Lund and Connie Jenson,
both in their early 70s, sat at the
bar. A Busch Light cooler nearby
read “Welcome Hunters!™ A pa-
tron had brought smoked salmon
to share, and someone passed a
Tupperware container down the
line.

This area, like most of rural
Minnesota, votes solidly Republi-
can. It was not always this way.
For decades, rural Minnesota was
home to moderate Democrats

Reality Check on Weight-Loss Drugs: You May Need One Forever

By DANI BLUM

Weight-loss drugs like Wegovy
require a lifetime commitment.
Stop taking them, and you'll al-
most always gain back the weight
you lost.

But many patients don't want to
hear that. Dr. Padmaja AkKireddy,
an endocrinologist at Nebraska
Medicine, estimated that more
than half of her patients don't
want to stay on a weight-loss drug
long term. And data shows that
most Americans quit the drugs
within a year of starting them.

Even Oprah Winfrey said that
she stopped taking a weight-loss
drug “cold turkey” for a year, then
gained back 20 pounds. “I tried to
beat the medication,” she told Peo-
ple magazine, It was then that she
realized “It’s going to be a lifetime
thing,” she told the magazine.

Many people have to stop tak-
ing the drugs because they can no
longer afford them. Others grow
tired of side effects like fatigue
and constipation. Some just don't
want to rely on a drug forever.

Frequently, patients believe
they will be the exception, said Dr.
Michelle Hauser, the obesity

medicine director of the Stanford
Lifestyle and Weight Manage-
ment Center. They seem to think,
“That’s not going to be me, I'm not
going to take them forever,” Dr.
Hauser said.

Medical authorities at the high-
est level have pushed that miscon-
ception. Health Secretary Robert
F. Kennedy Jr, for one, has said

weight-loss drugs can allow peo-
ple to “reset,” suggesting they are
a temporary bridge, not a long-
term tool.

But research has repeatedly
shown that most people need to
stay on the drugs to maintain
weight loss or other health bene-
fits. This month, the latest big
study to demonstrate people re-
gain weight showed that the aver-
age person who used weight-loss
drugs returned to their starting
weight around a year and a half af-
ter stopping them.

How Activists
In Iran Combat
Web Blackout

Sneaking In Thousands
of Starlink Terminals

Iran’s communications black-
out seemed complete. Internet
and cellular networks had been
shut down by the authorities. On-
line banking, shopping and text
messaging services stopped
working. Information about the
growing protests was scarce.

Yet a ragtag network of activ-
15ts, developers and engineers
pierced Iran’s digital barricades.
Using thousands of Starlink satel-
lite internet systems that they had
quietly smuggled into the country,
they got online and spread images
of troops firing into the streets and
families searching for bodies.

Their actions, described by dig-
ital rights researchers and others,
forced Iran’s government to re-
spond. The authorities deployed
military-grade electronic weap-
onry designed to disrupt the GPS
signals that Starlink equipment
needs to function, a step that ac-
tivists and civil society groups
said was rarely taken outside bat-
tlefields like those in Ukraine.

The cracks exposed in Iran’s in-
ternet shutdown were no acci-
dent. Since 2022, activists and civ-
il society groups have worked on
sneaking Starlink terminals into
the country, aided by a U.S. gov-
ernment sanctions exemption for
Starlink and American companies
to offer communication tools In
Iran. About 50,000 of the termi-
nals are now 1n Iran, according to
digital activists, in defiance of an
Iranian law passed last year that
bans the systems, and of rules
prohibiting unlicensed services.

“You need to plan to have that
infrastructure in place,” said Fer-
eidoon Bashar, the executive di-
rector of ASLI19, a digital rights
group focused on Iran. “This is be-
cause of years of planning and
work among different groups.”

The hidden networks of Star-
links — and the Iranian govern-
ment's aggressive response
against them — shows how na-
tional digital blackouts are becom-
ing harder for authorities to en-
force. Governments have long
used internet disruptions to sup-
press dissent in countries like In-
dia, Myanmar and Uganda. But

WEST PALM BEACH, Fla. —
President Trump on Saturday
turned up the pressure in his pur-
suit of Greenland, vowing to slap
new tariffs on a bloc of European
nations unless they agree to nego-
tiate the territory’s sale to the
United States.

Denmark, which controls
Greenland, would be hit with a 10
percent tariff on Feb. 1, Mr. Trump
wrote on Truth Social, his social
media site. Norway, Sweden,
France, Germany, Britain, the
Netherlands and Finland, fellow
NATO members that have ex-
pressed solidarity with Denmark
in its refusal to yield to Mr
Trump’s demands, would also be
subject to the 10 percent tariff.

If those countries did not relent,
he added, the rate would increase
to 25 percent on June 1, “until such
time as a Deal is reached for the
Complete and Total purchase of
Greenland.”

In his post, Mr. Trump argued
that the United States needed to
control Greenland as a bulwark
against Chinese and Russian am-
bitions in the Arctic, although the
United States already has the
right to expand its military pres-
ence in Greenland under a 1951
agreement with Denmark.

The United States currently
charges a 10 percent tariff on
British imports and 15 percent on
imports from the European Un-
ion, after striking limited trade
deals with both governments last
year. The new tariffs would pre-
sumably be imposed on top of
those and could throw the trade
deals into doubt.

The post was a marked escala-
tion in Mr. Trump’s pressure cam-
paign and came as the Supreme
Court was weighing whether to
overturn the legal authority that
the president would likely use to
impose the new tariffs. The court

RICHMOND — Abigail Davis
Spanberger, a former Democrat-
ic member of Congress and un-
dercover operative for the CIA,
became Virginia’s 75th governor
Saturday as the first woman cho-
sen to lead a state that waited
until 1952 to ratify the federal
amendment giving women the
right to vote.

“We will not agree on every-
thing,” Spanberger said. “But I
speak from personal experience
when I say we do not have to see
eye-to-eye on everyissue to stand
shoulder-to-shoulder on others.”

But Spanberger also ran on a
record of bipartisanship during
her three terms in Congress rep-
resenting a conservative district,
with a reputation for pragma-
tism that pulled her to the politi-
cal center at a time of increasing
partisan division.

searching for a message that
could resonate broadly in the
2026 midterm elections and be-
yond.

Stay-at-home

Brendan Liaw was kind of
joking when he agreed he was a
professional stay-at-home son
during his appearance on “Jeop-
ardy!” in May.

Jan. 6 rioter takes punches at Minneapolis rally

Crowd of hundreds of
counterprotesters drives
provocateur from event

MINNEAPOLIS — A right-wing
provocateur who was among the
pardoned Jan. 6 rioters led a brief
anti-immigration demonstration
on a frigid Saturday in Minneapo-
lis that ended in a crowd of
counterprotesters throwing
punches at him as he tried to
leave.

A crowd of demonstrators had
already gathered outside the Di-
ana E. Murphy federal court-
house downtown by the time Jake
Lang and a group of about 10
right-wing protesters arrived at
noon. The crowd opposing Lang
grew to several hundred and
stretched along both sides of
South Fourth Street between the
courthouse and City Hall.

Lang, who was pardoned along
with roughly 1,600 others on the
first day of President Donald
Trump’s second term, announced
the Minneapolis protest at a time
of heightened tension after the
administration dispatched thou-
sands of immigration enforce-
ment agents to the city.

On Saturday, Lang wore a
military-style vest with patches
that said “Infidel” and “47” — a
reference to Trump. Initially, he

blasted “Ice Ice Baby” in a show of
support for the federal immigra-
tion enforcement agency, and
used a microphone to shout “Go
home, Muslims” and “Send the
Somalis back,” as well as incendi-
ary remarks about how immi-
grants were “replacing” White
Americans.

At one point, Lang climbed
into a window well of City Hall
above a large crowd opposing
him. One counterprotester blast-
ed “Let It Go,” a song from the
Disney movie “Frozen.” Some

threw water balloons and snow-
balls at Lang, striking him.

The demonstrations took place
on a bitterly cold day in Minneap-
olis and lasted only about an hour
before Lang tried to leave. Some
counterprotesters yelled out to
the crowd to let Lang exit the
area, but others shoved and
punched him as he pushed his
way through the gathering.

Scores of people followed Lang
for several blocks, sometimes
breaking into a sprint to chase
him. Those closest continued to

throw punches at Lang, who was
later seen bleeding from the back
of his head as he ducked into
Hotel Indigo several blocks away.
He eventually left through a side
door and climbed into a vehicle,
which drove away.

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Survivors

Citing state law,
Edison expects to
cover little of billions
in Eaton damage.

A year after the Eaton
fire, survivors and the state’s
electric utilities are clashing
over whether state law
should continue to protect
the companies from the cost
of disastrous wildfires they
ignite.

Southern California Edi-
son says that with the help of
those state laws it expects to
pay little or even none of the
damage costs of the Eaton
fire, which its equipment is
suspected of sparking.

But in recent filings to
state officials, fire victims
and consumer advocates
say the law has gone too far
and made the utilities unac-
countable for their mis-
takes, leading to even more
fires.

“What do you think will
happen if you constantly
protect perpetrators of
fires?” said Joy Chen, execu-
tive director of the Eaton
Fire Survivors Network.

At the same time, Edison
and the state’s two other big
for-profit electric companies
are lobbying state officials
for even more protection
from the cost of future fires
toreassure their investors.

If government investiga-
tors find Edison’s equip-
ment ignited the Eaton fire,
at least seven of the state’s
20 most destructive wild-
fires would have been
caused by the three utilities’
equipment.

The debate over how far
the state should go to pro-
tect the electric companies
from the cost of utility-
sparked wildfires is playing
out in Sacramento at the
California Earthquake Au-
thority. The authority is
managing a broad study, or-
dered by Gov. Gavin New-
som, aimed at determining
how to better protect Cali-
fornians from catastrophic
wildfires.

MEXICO CITY — Adrian
Ramirez hadn’t been to his
hometown in western Mexi-
co for more than two dec-
ades.

Focus on California’s
richest residents grows
as affordability crisis,
funding cuts play out.

California has billion-
aires on the brain.

Last week union activ-
ists, hoisting giant cutouts
of money bags and a cigar-
smoking boss, announced a
proposal to raise Los Ange-
les city taxes on companies
with “overpaid” chief execu-
tives.

They rallied in front of a
symbol of the uber rich: the
futuristic, steel-covered
Tesla Diner owned by Elon
Musk, the world’s richest
man.

Meanwhile, a “billionaire
tax” proposal prompted
some of the wealthiest Cali-
fornians to consider fleeing
the state, amid arguments
that they would take their
tax revenue — and the com-
panies they run — with
them, hurting the ordinary
residents the proposal is de-
signed to help.

The focus on taxing the
richest of the rich comes

amid a growing affordability
crisis in California, home to
the nation’s most expensive
housing market and highest
income tax.

More than 200 billion-
aires reside in California,
more than any other state,
according to a group of law
and economics professors at
UC Berkeley, UC Davis and
the University of Missouri
who helped draft the state-
wide billionaire tax propos-
al, which proponents are
hoping to place on the No-
vember ballot.

And they are getting
richer. The collective wealth
of the state’s billionaires
surged from $300 billion in
2011 to $2.2 trillion in October
2025, according to a Decem-
ber report by those profes-
sors. In Los Angeles, where
the median sale price of $1
million puts home owner-
ship out of reach for many
residents, prominent bil-
lionaires include David Gef-
fen, Steven Spielberg and
Magic Johnson.

One conspicuous billion-
aire is especially unpopular
in California: President
Trump, who, despite cam-
paigning on bringing down
the cost of living, recently
called the word “affordabili-

Trump trade shifts

America’s top trading part-
ners are responding to Presi-
dent Trump’s belligerent
and unpredictable trade
policies — including his an-
nouncement Saturday to
impose tariffs on eight Euro-
pean allies for opposing U.S.

Brussels is drafting proposals to tear up
the EU accession system used since the
cold war, replacing it with a contentious
two-tier model that could fast-track
Ukraine’s entry in any peace deal to end
Russia’s invasion.

The European Commission’s prelimi-
nary plan is already unsettling EU capi-
tals alarmed at an “enlargement-lite”
approach with sweeping implications
for the union, according to seven senior
officials involved in the talks.

Ukraine, which became a formal EU
candidate country soon after Russia’s
full-scale invasion in 2022, sees mem-

bership as a foundational element of its
postwar future and a definitive state-
ment on its pro-western alignment.

A reference to Kyiv joining the EU in
2027 isincluded in drafts of a US-led 20-
point peace plan, despite EU officials
estimating that the country may need a
decade of reform to meet entry criteria.

But Commission officials understand
that Ukraine’s President Volodymyr
Zelenskyy will accept other aspects of a
possible peace deal, such as giving up
territory to Russia, only if he can present
EU membership as a positive outcome.

The plan would enable Ukraine to join
the bloc but with far less decision-
making power. Normal voting rights, for

instance, would not initially be available
to Kyiv in leaders’ summits and ministe-
rial meetings, officials say.

Under the proposals still being devel-
oped, Ukraine would gain incremental
access to parts of the bloc’s single mar-
ket, its agricultural subsidies and inter-
nal development funding after meeting
post-membership milestones.

That would drastically change acces-
sion rules agreed in 1993 that require
countries to meet vast quantities of EU
regulations, entering the club only once
all the boxes have been ticked.

“Extraordinary times call for extraor-
dinary measures . . . We're not under-
mining enlargement. We're enlarging

the concept of enlargement,” said one
senior EU diplomat briefed on the con-
cept. “The rules were written more than
30 years ago. And they need to be more
flexible. This is a once-in-a-generation
moment and we have to meet it.”

But diplomats from member states
said there was deep unease at the con-
cept. Some fear it would have a negative
impact on the bloc’s future stability,
cheapen the value of membership and
upset other candidate countries such as
Montenegro and Albania.

NHS waiting lists shrink during young
doctors’ strike as consultants jump in

Strikes by younger doctors in the
run-up to Christmas helped forestall a
winter crisis in the NHS because senior
medics were quicker to discharge
patients, according to health leaders.

The health service customarily buckles
under seasonal pressures. But this win-
ter’s performance has been the strong-
est in several years, providing a rare
boost for the Labour government.

Health leaders believe one reason has
been the industrial action by resident
doctors, previously known as junior
doctors, who went on strike over pay for
five days before Christmas.

Nick Hulme, who has just retired as
chief executive of East Suffolk and
North Essex NHS Foundation Trust,
told an NHS Confederation podcast this

week that the strike, while challenging,
had acted as “a bit of a fire break™ owing
to senior decision makers “discharging
patients a bit earlier, not ordering so
many diagnostic tests, not admitting as
many patients through the front door”.

He added: “Walking into Colchester
hospital on Christmas morning with 100
empty beds is something I hadn’t done
for probably five years.”

Sir James Mackey, chief of NHS Eng-
land, said there had been the second
biggest drop in waiting lists for 15 years.
“All this has happened despite the chal-
lenge of industrial action, with most
appointments still going ahead as serv-
ices kept the wheels turning.”

One hospital boss who did not wish to
be named noted that A&E “works so
much better when there is a strike”
because of more confident consultants.

Another health leader said despite the

strikes, “having senior decision makers
at all points through the hospital means
that actually hospitals went into this
Christmas with a lower level of bed
occupancy than we've seen for years”.

Rory Deighton, director of the Acute
Network at the NHS Confederation, said
that only a handful of hospitals had
declared “critical incidents™, adding: “In
a bad winter we may well have seen two,
three, four times that number.”

Occupancy rates for admissions at
hospital trusts fell as low as 81.2 per cent
on Christmas Day, according to FT
research, comfortably below the 85 per
cent threshold deemed safe by the Royal
College of Emergency Medicine.

Siva Anandaciva, director of policy at
the King's Fund, suggested that the
service had “got lucky”, with flu arriving
earlier than usual and the strain on hos-
pitals levelling off from mid-December.
