Organizaciones civiles advirtieron que México enfrenta una crisis en el suministro de medicamentos
para personas que viven con VIH, situacion que, afirman, se ha extendido a por lo menos 24 estados
de la Republica, con afectaciones sefaladas principalmente en Jalisco, Estado de México y
Tamaulipas, asi como en instituciones federales de salud. Colectivos y activistas sefalan que el
desabasto no solo implica retrasos, sino cambios en la forma de entrega de medicamentos. En la
Ciudad de Meéxico, refieren, pacientes que antes recibian dotaciones para varios meses ahora
obtienen tratamientos para apenas 30 dias.

A week that began with re-
newed threats of a trans-At-
lantic trade war ended with
the U.S. stock market finishing
roughly where it began.

The topsy-turvy path to Fri-
day’s quiet close reminded In-
vestors of the many forces that
have made markets’ record-
breaking run in recent months

feel more like a high-wire act.
President Trump threatened
additional tariffs on some of
the U.S’s longest-standing al-
lies in a bid to acquire Green-
land and then promptly walked
them back. Investors momen-
tarily revived a “Sell America”
trade by unloading stocks and
bonds—and quickly bought
them back after the dip. And
through this turbulence, infla-

tion and consumer-spending
data revealed a U.S. economy
still powering ahead.

Major indexes finished the
week showing few signs that
they had narrowly avoided a
potential trade shock. The
Dow Jones Industrial Average
ticked 0.5% lower, while the
S&P 500 inched downward by
0.4%. The Nasdaq composite
slipped 0.1%.

While all three benchmarks
have been relatively flat over
the past month, they remain
richly valued, helping flush in-
vestors continue to spend and
help the economy keep hum-
ming. Gross-domestic product
grew at a 4.4% annualized rate
between July and September,
the Commerce Department
sald Thursday.

After Maduro,
They’re Scared
To Voice Hope

BARCELONA, Venezuela —
The boys were there for a water
balloon fight.

It was an annual tradition to
start Carnival celebrations in Bar-
celona, a working-class coastal
city in Venezuela's east. But only
two days after the capture of the
nation’s president, Nicolas Madu-
ro, all of their shouting and laugh-
ing was not sitting well with the
authorities.

Local police officers and Na-
tional Guard soldiers arrived In
force and, according to two of the
boys and the relatives of four oth-
ers, fired shots. The boys and
young men —aged 13 to 25 — scat-
tered, but the police arrested 25 of
them. Two days later, state pros-
ecutors filed charges.

Their crime? Treason.

“I'm going to screw you all
over, " one of the boys, 17, recalled
a police officer telling him after his
arrest, using an expletive. “*You
all support Donald Trump.””

This past week, areporter and a
photographer from The New York
Times visited the neighborhood
where most of the detainees live
and interviewed two of the boys
and seven of their family mem-
bers. Many of them, as well as
other Venezuelans across the
country, spoke on the condition of
anonymity out of fear of reprisal
from the government. Those in-
terviews revealed that, under the
Venezuelan interim government
backed by the Trump administra-
tion, citizen surveillance and re-
pression are alive and well.

President Trump has praised
Venezuela's interim leadership as
highly cooperative, particularly in
opening up U.S. access to the
country’s oil. Those leaders, who

Genetic researchers were seek-
ing children for an ambitious, fed-
erally funded project to track
brain development — a study that
they told families could yield in-
valuable discoveries about DNAS
impact on behavior and disease.

They also promised that the
children’s sensitive data would be
closely guarded in the decade-
long study, which got underway in
2015. Promotional materials in-
cluded a cartoon of a Black child
saying it felt good knowing that
“scientists are taking steps to
keep my information safe.”

tional Institutes of Health and
gained access to data from thou-
sands of children. The re-
searchers have used it to produce
at least 16 papers purporting to
find biological evidence for differ-
ences In intelligence between
races, ranking ethnicities by 1.Q.

people earn less because they are
not very smart.

Mainstream geneticists have
rejected their work as biased and
unscientific. Yet by relying on ge-

netic and other personal data
from the prominent project,
known as the Adolescent Brain
Cognitive Development Study, the
researchers gave their theories an
air of analytical rigor.

Members of the research group
were ineligible to obtain data from
the ABCD project. But one of them
gained access through an Ameri-
can professor who was already be-
ing investigated by the N.I.H. over
his handling of another child brain
study.

Their papers have provided fod-
der for racist posts on social me-
dia and white nationalist message
boards that have been viewed mil-
lions of times. Some of the papers

U.S. AGENTS, FIRING
10 SHOTS, KILL MAN,
BRINGING CLASHES

Videos Seem to Counter Federal Account
of a Struggle in Minneapolis

MINNEAPOLIS — Federal
agents shot and killed a 37-year-
old Minneapolis resident on Sat-
urday, prompting renewed pro-
tests and clashes in a city where
tensions have reached a breaking
point after weeks of aggressive
federal immigration enforcement.

Videos analyzed by The New
York Times appeared to contra-
dict the accounts of federal offi-
cials, who said the man, identified
by a senior law enforcement offi-
cial as Alex J. Pretti, approached
Border Patrol agents with a hand-
gun and the intent to “massacre”
them.

The video footage shows the
confrontation apparently began
when Mr. Pretti stepped between
a woman and an agent who was
pepper spraying her. Other agents
then pepper sprayed Mr. Pretti,
who was holding a phone in one
hand and nothing in the other, and
pulled him to the ground. His con-
cealed weapon was found only af-
ter agents restrained and took Mr.
Pretti to the ground.

Then at least at least 10 shots
appeared to have been fired at
him by the agents within five sec-
onds, according to the Times anal-
ysis of verified videos posted to

social media. Chief Brian O'Hara
of the Minneapolis police said in-
vestigators believe that at least
two agents opened fire.

A U.S. official said that the De-
partment of Homeland Security
was investigating the shooting
with the assistance of the EB.L
Federal officials have so far
stymied attempts by Minnesota
law enforcement officers to inves-
tigate the encounter.

Chief O'Hara said the shooting
victim was an American citizen
with no known criminal record,
and had a valid firearms permit.
Open carry 1s legal in Minnesota.

The shooting followed weeks of
angry, often violent clashes be-
tween local protesters and federal
agents after President Trump
turned the focus of his immigra-
tion crackdown on the liberal-
dominated city. In a news confer-
ence, Mayor Jacob Frey accused
the Trump administration of ter-
rorizing Minneapolis. “How many
more Americans need to die or get
badly hurt for this operation to
end?” he asked.

At least two other people have
been shot by federal law enforce-
ment agents in Minneapolis this
month, including Renee Good, 37,
who was killed by an Immigration
and Customs Enforcement agent

Trump Rekindles U.S. Fixation
On Greenland Born in 1940s

By MICHAEL CROWLEY

WASHINGTON — The last Na-
Z1s on Greenland were captured in
October 1944, when American sol-
diers raided a hidden German
weather station on the island’s
desolate east coast and took doz-
ens of prisoners. Within a year,
Germany would be defeated and
World War II would be over.

But 80 years of both tension and
cooperation between Denmark
and the United States over Green-
land was just beginning — culmi-
nating in President Trump’s cur-
rent obsession with acquiring the
Arctic 1sland.

While the story begins with
World War 11, it was shaped by the
Cold War that followed, in which
the United States transformed
barren Greenland into a major
military asset, populating it with
air bases, towering radar sites
and even a never-completed un-
derground bunker complex meant
to house nuclear missiles.

It was all possible under an
agreement with Denmark that
granted the United States nearly
unlimited military freedom on the
1sland, one that remains in force
today:.

“We did it before, we can do it
again,” said Daniel Fried, a former
senior State Department official
who worked on Soviet issues In

Measles
flare-up
puts U.S.
standing
at risk

Panel will decide if
country forfeits
elimination status
amid vaccine gap.

By CORINNE PURTILL

One year ago, a case of
measles was recorded in
Gaines County, Texas.

It was the start of an out-
break that Kkilled two chil-
dren and sickened at least
760 people. Thousands more
in the U.S. have contracted
measles since.

In April, the Pan Ameri-
can Health Organization, an
offshoot of the World Health
Organization, will deter-
mine whether the same
virus strain first recorded in
west Texas on Jan. 20, 2025,
has been transmitted with-
out interruption in the 12
months since.

Ifit has, the U.S. will offi-
cially lose the measles elimi-
nation status that the or-
ganization conferred in 2000.

Meeting those require-
ments “took several decades
of really hard work,” said Dr.
John Swartzberg, an infec-
tious-disease specialist and
emeritus professor at UC
Berkeley. “Losing that dis-
tinction is an embarrass-
ment for the United States.
It’s another nail in the coffin
for the credibility of this
country.”

In public health terms,
elimination means that a
disease has become rare
enough, and immunity to it
widespread enough, that lo-
cal transmission dwindles
quickly if a case or two
emerges.

Scientists from the U.S.
Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention are studying
virus sequences from multi-
ple sites around the nation
to determine whether more
recent measles cases are de-
scended from the original
outbreak or were introduced
from other locations, a dis-
tinction that could affect
whether the U.S. keeps its
status.

Regardless of the inter-
national committee’s ulti-
mate ruling, what is clear is
that a highly contagious,
vaccine-preventable disease

MINNEAPOLIS — Fed-

Information about what
led up to the shooting was
limited, Minneapolis Police
Chief Brian O’Hara said.

Department of Home-
land Security spokesperson
Tricia McLaughlin said in a
statement that federal offi-
cers were conducting an op-
eration as part of the Trump
administration’s immigra-
tion crackdown and fired
“defensive shots” after a
man with a handgun ap-
proached them and “vio-
lently resisted” when officers
tried to disarm him.

In bystander videos of
the shooting that emerged
soon after, Prettiis seen with
aphone in his hand but none
appears to show him with a
visible weapon.

O’Hara said police be-
lieve the man was a “lawful
gun owner with a permit to
carry.”

Homeland Security Sec-
retary Kristi Noem said dur-
ing a news conference later
Saturday that Pretti had
shown up to “impede a law
enforcement  operation.”
She questioned why he was
armed, as she alleged, but
did not offer detail about
whether Pretti drew a weap-
on or brandished it at offi-
cers.

Corruption case
looms over legacy
of council member

Curren Price’s court
proceeding could
influence the L.A.
race to replace him.

Curren Price’s political
career appears destined to
end before his criminal trial.

Prosecutors first charged
the L.A. City Council mem-
ber in 2023 with embezzle-
ment, perjury and having a
conflict of interest in votes
on City Council matters in
which his wife stood to bene-
fit.

A long-delayed prelimi-
nary hearing began last
week, where more evidence
against Price will be put
forth and a judge must de-
cide if prosecutors have

2026.

Price, 75, is unlikely to

Mexico’s Malinche:
From traitor to heroine

or centuries she

was vilified, her

name — Malinche

— synonymous

with deceit and
Indigenous collaboration
with Hernan Cortés, the
Spanish conquistador for
whom she served as inter-
preter, advisor and mis-
tress.

Gold is set for its best week in nearly 20
years, after the Greenland crisis sent
investors rushing to safe alternatives to
the weakening dollar amid renewed
concerns over erratic US policymaking.

The metal hit a record high of almost
$5,000 a troy ounce yesterday, while sil-
ver rose above $100 for the first time.

“The world is hedging against contin-
ued uncertainty,” said analyst Rhona
O’Connell at StoneX. “In febrile times,
gold is maintaining its role as the asset of
last resort.”

Donald Trump’s threat to hit Euro-
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pean allies with tariffs if they resisted
his demands for control over Greenland
caused a sharp Wall Street sell-off this
week, before his abrupt reversal on
Wednesday sent stocks rebounding.
But the dollar has struggled to make
up the lost ground, with an index of the
currency against peers including the
pound and the euro down 1.6 per cent.
Trump’s U-turn was the latest exam-
ple of markets’ apparent power to tame
Trump — a phenomenon widely known
as Taco, or Trump always chickens out.
“Taco thinking is deeply entrenched
in markets,” said Jason Bobora-Sheen of
asset manager Ninety One.

its biggest weekly gain since the global
financial crisis in 2008. Dollar weakness
can boost gold and silver by making the
dollar-denominated metals cheaper to
buy in other currencies.

The week’s gains cap a historic bullion
rally over the past two years, driven by a
surge of investor interest as well as buy-
ing by central banks seeking to diversify
away from the dollar.

Trump’s tariff threats over Greenland
came after the US ousted Venezuela’s
President Nicolds Maduro and the
Department of Justice launched a crimi-
nal probe into Federal Reserve chair Jay
Powell.

The events caused “a change of mind-
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set” on the dollar among investors, said
Seema Shah, chief global strategist at
Principal Asset Management. “It proba-
bly adds to that narrative around diver-
sification [away from US assets].”

The Greenland crisis has reignited
concerns about the political risks of US
assets — for a long time a safe harbour
for global capital — that helped drive a
9 per cent decline in the US dollar last
year inits steepest drop since 2017.

Investors have described the US
threats against its Nato allies as further
“chipping away” at the institutional
credibility of the world’s dominant asset
market, mixing with concerns over
White House attacks on the Fed.

Rothschilds join trend for super-rich to
buy up Britain’s struggling village pubs

While most people pop down the local
to enjoy their favourite tipple, a hand-
ful of super-rich patrons have been
snapping up the entire pub before “last
orders” are called for the final time.

Lady Loretta Rothschild, wife of finan-
cier Lord Nathaniel Rothschild, is the
latest to rescue her local, the Seven Stars
Inn in Bottlesford in rural Wiltshire, two
hours from London.

The Rothschilds are among a group of
mega-wealthy living in the British coun-
tryside to buy pubs in a bid to save wan-
ing boozersin local communities.

Bucolic Wiltshire attracts its fair
share of rich landlords: Stefan Persson,
the largest shareholder in retailer H&M
and who is worth $25bn, owns the 18th-
century Bell Inn in Ramsbury, while
Chad Pike, former boss of Blackstone’s

real estate group, bought the Three Dag-
gers in Edington.

Pubs have been under pressure for
years as alcohol-drinking among adults
has fallen, thanks in part to cost-of-liv-
ing woes and health trends.

The average UK adult consumed 10.2
alcoholic drinks a week in 2024, the low-
est since data collection began in 1990.

This month chancellor Rachel Reeves
said that she would cut business rates
for pubs in response to the crisis.

Graham Thomson, former licensee of
the Seven Stars, said the pub had been
“on its knees” when he sold it. He added
that Rothschild’s purchase reflected the
trend where “the money keeps going
away from the common man” but said
he was happy the pub would survive.

A spokesperson for Lord Rothschild
said: “The Rothschild family have a
deep affinity with the local area and

farm 3,500 acres near to where the
Seven Stars Inn is situated. The pubisa
critical part of the local community.”

Property consultant Philip Eddell said
his wealthy clients who had purchased
rundown pubs became “heroes”.

Meanwhile, financier Michel de
Carvalho and his wife Charlene de
Carvalho-Heineken of the brewing
dynasty, who is worth $17.2bn, own the
19th century Woolpack Inn in Totford,
Hampshire. De Carvalho said they had
“100 per cent” bought the pub to keep it
in the community and did not want to
turn it into “some elegant gastropub
where the locals feel excluded”.

He added: “A lot of friends of mine
have bought a pub as an ego trip so that
they can walk in and say, ‘Tm the owner
of the pub, and everyone says, ‘Oh,
thank you, milord.” That is absolutely
not what wedo.”
