White House Has to Work Harder

A Joint Statement From
Europe Challenges
Russia’s Account

LONDON — Aleksei A. Na-
valny was most likely poisoned by
a toxin found in a South American
frog, five European countries said
on Saturday, making the most
concrete Western accusation yet
that Russia’s leading opposition
figure was murdered by his gov-
ernment in an Arctic prison two
years ago.

Samples taken from Mr. Na-
valny’s body showed the presence
of a toxic substance, epibatidine,
according to a statement released
by the foreign ministries of Brit-
ain, France, Germany, Sweden
and the Netherlands.

“Epibatidine is a toxin found in
poison dart frogs in South Amer-
ica. It is not found naturally in
Russia,” the statement read.

“Only the Russian government
had the means, motive and oppor-
tunity to deploy this lethal toxin
against Alexei Navalny during his
imprisonment in Russia,” it read.

The finding directly challenges
Russia’s official account of Mr. Na-
valny’s death, which was that he
died of natural causes. Instead,
the statement said, the presence
of a foreign toxin shows that the
Russian authorities most likely
killed Mr. Navalny, who was the
government’s most prominent po-
litical opponent when he died in a
maximum-security prison in the
Russian Arctic in 2024.

‘Mama Drones’ Drop Bacon and Cookies to Ukraines Soldiers on the Front Lines

PAVLOHRAD, Ukraine — The
orders started coming in around
7:30 on a Thursday morning — or-
dinary shopping lists under ex-
traordinary conditions.

Smoked bacon. Oatmeal cook-
ies. Mayonnaise. Mashed pota-
toes.

Copy that, radiced the com-
mander.

The customers were Ukrainian
soldiers in frontline bunkers and
trenches, requesting airdrops of
provisions by drone. Ukraine has
mastered such deliveries out of
dire necessity, giving new mean-
ing to drones in a war where they
are synonymous with death and
destruction.

“We try to make it a bit nicer for

them, to lift their spirits, so they
don’t feel too down out there,” said
a soldier with the call sign Lesyk,
who packs parcels for drone drops
in the eastern Dnipro region.

“Even small things matter,” he
added.

With attack drones now domi-
nating the battlefield, frontline
movements carry exceptional
risk. That has made it harder to
send supplies to frontline soldiers,

a challenge that Ukraine has in-
creasingly tried to meet with un-
manned aircraft. Soldiers de-
scribe catching deliveries of wa-
ter, power banks and other essen-
tials dropped by drones under the
cover of night.

Much of the work 1s done by
heavy Vampire drones, which can
easily switch from killing enemy
soldiers to delivering creature
comforts. They can fly in harsh

weather, and the Ukrainian mili-
tary says they are harder than
other drones to shoot down.

The Russians call the drones
Baba Yaga, after the child-eating
witch in Slavic folklore who hunts
at night. When they are dropping
treats, some Ukrainian soldiers
call them “mama drones.”

Cigarettes. Wet wipes. Coffee.
Shawarma. Even a chocolate ha-

PULSES ON HIMSELF

He suffered symptoms
similar to mystery illness

Working in strict secrecy, a gov-
ernment scientist in Norway built
a4 machine capable of emitting
powerful pulses of microwave en-
ergy and, in an effort to prove such
devices are harmless to humans,
in 2024 tested it on himself He
suffered neurclogical symptoms
similar to those of “Havana syn-
drome,” the unexplained malady
that has struck hundreds of U.S.

Rubio hails “"deepest bonds

Navalny probably killed by

a rare poison, Europeans say

It is “highly likely” that Rus-
sian opposition leader Alexei
Navalny was killed by a rare
toxin found in poison dart frogs,
five European nations said in a
statement Saturday, adding that
Russia had the “*means, motive
and opportunity” to administer
the deadly dose when Navalny
died in an Arctic prison two
YEArs ago.

The statement, by the United
Kingdom, Sweden, France, the

The first month of Presi-
dent Trump's immigration

The survey is the latest
evidence that the raids up-
ended parts ofthe Los Ange-
les economy as solne resi-
dents here illegally went
underground and employ-
ers lost workers amid the ar-
rests.

He is one of the first ma-
jor figures in entertainment
to be forced out over their
Epstein associations after
the release of a massive
trove of documents in late
January.

The head of ports operator DP World
has resigned over his ties to Jeffrey
Epstein, joining Goldman Sachs’ top
lawyer and a series of business and
political figures in quitting over their
links to the sex offender.

Sultan Ahmed bin Sulayem’s exit
from the Dubai-based group yesterday
followed the publication of messages
between him and Epstein, including
some about sexual experiences.

Sulayem helped transform DP World
into one of the world’s largest logistics
companies. He is one of the most high-
powered figures to leave their position
since the US Department of Justice
released more than 3mn documents
related to Epstein two weeks ago.

Hours earlier, Goldman’s general
counsel Kathy Ruemmler announced
her resignation after scrutiny of her
messages with Epstein.

They showed that Ruemmler had
accepted lavish gifts from the late paed-
ophile — telling him in one email how
she was “totally tricked out by Uncle Jef-
frey today!™ — as well as discussing
potential job moves and her private life.

Some members of Goldman’s board
had privately expressed concerns that
Solomon’s backing for Ruemmler could
damage the bank’s reputation.

Survival instinct Denmark's premier says
Europe must pull together for its defence

Heathrow feel overcrowded, says chief

Heathrow airport feels crowded bec-
ause British and EU travellers walk on
opposite sides and keep bumping into
each other, its chief executive has said.

Thomas Woldbye said the UK’s only hub
airport held more passengers per square
metre than rivals such as Amsterdam’s
Schiphol because it was a smaller site.
But people being in “the wrong place”
made the terminals feel busier than
they were, he said.

“One of the reasons people think
[Terminal 5] is crowded [is] people are
in the wrong place,” he told the Aviation
Club UK, referring to the terminal used
by British Airways owner International
Airlines Group.

“The problem is that all the British
people keep to the left and normally

Europeans keep to the right. And they
do that in both directions. So we can be
crashing into each other, and I see that
from personal experience,” he added.

Woldbye, who is Danish and has been
at the helm since 2023, defended the
airport’s planned expansion, which
involves the building of a third runway
as part of a £33bn investment pro-
gramme. Airlines including BA, which
has half of all landing slots, have warned
that the costs of the programme will
feed into the raising of charges that they
pay.

Regulator the Civil Aviation Auth-
ority is considering changes to Heath-
row'’s model that would address some of
the concerns raised by carriers.

Chancellor Rachel Reeves has backed
the expansion, saying a third runway
will “unlock further growth”, although
environmental groups have questioned

its compatibility with the government’s
legally binding net zero 2050 target.

Woldbye said Heathrow was already
full. The site, which handled 84mn pas-
sengers last year, would have 120mn
travellers if it had already built an addi-
tional runway, he said.

Heathrow expects to spend the com-
ing 10 years gaining approval and build-
ing the runway, while other hubs —
especially in the Middle East and Tur-
key — are growing faster.

“London will lose market share every
single year for the next 10 years,”
Woldbye said. “That should be a serious
concern.”

The growth of European hubs such as
Schiphol, which has five main runways,
has led people in the UK to fly there for
transfers to long-haul flights, taking

business away from Britain, Woldbye
added.
