Trumps War of Choice, With a Key Question: Why Now?

WASHINGTON — With his
broad attack on Iran early Satur-
day morning and his call to the
Iranian people to overthrow their
government, President Trump
has embarked on
the ultimate war of
choice.

He was not driv-
en by an immediate threat. There
was no race for a bomb. Iran is

The United States and Israel at-
tacked Iran on Saturday in a ma-
jor assault that threatened a
broader regional conflict, and
President Trump announced that
Ayatollah Ali Khamenei, the na-
tion’s supreme leader for almost
37 years and an implacable enemy
of the two countries, had been
killed in the attacks.

“Khamenei, one of the most evil
people in History, is dead,” Mr.
Trump wrote on Truth Social
There was no immediate confir-
mation from the Iranian govern-
ment.

Earlier in the day, Iranian offi-
cials had dismissed such claims as
bravado or psychological warfare.
Later, the ayatollah’s official ac-
count on X posted an image rich
with Shia religious symbolism, of
a faceless clerical figure holding a
flaming sword.

In a televised address earlier on
Saturday, Prime Minister Ben-
jamin Netanyahu said Israel had
destroyed the “compound of the
tyrant Khamenel” in a surprise at-
tack that morning. “There are
many indications that this tyrant
15 gone,” he said.

Israel’s military said it had tar-
geted a gathering of senior Irani-
an officials in the opening strikes.
It later said that several of Iran’s
most senior military leaders had
been Killed, including Gen. Mo-
hammad Pakpour, the chief of the
Islamic Revolutionary Guards
Corps, the most powerful force in
Iran; the defense minister, Gen.
Aziz Nasrizadeh; and Al
Shamkhani, former head of the
Iranian Navy and a close adviser
to Ayatollah Khamenei.

It was not immediately clear
which country’s forces had killed
Ayatollah Khamenei, but either
way, the action exhibited a high
degree of coordination between
the United States and Israel. Sat-
ellite imagery showed a plume of
smoke and extensive damage at
the supreme leader’s high-securi-
ty compound.

Mr. Trump and Mr. Netanyahu
made clear that regime change
was a goal of the vast waves of
strikes on Iran. But it is uncertain
whether removing Ayatollah

Khamenei, 86, would result in sig-
nificant changes to the system he
led, as many people in authority
owed their positions to him.

The power to choose a new su-
preme leader rests with the As-
sembly of Experts, a conservative
body of clerics who, given Ayatol-
lah Khamenei's age and infirmi-
ties, have probably given ample
thought to potential successors.

In retaliation for the U.S.-led at-
tack, Iran fired waves of ballistic
missiles at Israel, where the au-
thorities reported one death,
while the United Arab Emirates,
Qatar, Bahrain and Kuwait — all of
which host U.S. military bases —

said they had come under attack,
as did Jordan. Falling debris from
an Iranian ballistic missile attack
killed at least one person in the
Emirates, according to its govern-
ment.

The fighting effectively shut
down shipping through the Strait
of Hormuz, the conduit for one-
fifth of the world’s oil supply, ac-
cording to shipping companies
and Iran’s semiofficial Tasnim
news agency, which was sure to

Most Americans say they can aflord little beyond the basics

Health care, new cars and new
homes feel unaffordable to most
Americans, a Washington Post-
ABC News-Ipsos poll shows.

Most Americans say that they
can afford basic necessities like
their current housing costs, gro-
ceries, utilities and gasoline.

els also say larger expenses and
the cost of things associated with
an enjoyable life — including tak-
ing a weeklong vacation — are out
of reach.

and Israel pummeled Iran
early Saturday in an attack
aimed at razing the Islamic
Eepublic’'s nuclear ambi-
tions and thwarting its ef-
fortsto influence the hiddle
East though proxies such as
Hezbollah and Hamas.

Iram's Supreme Leader
Ayatollah Ali Khamenei was
Eilled in the attack, accord-
ingto President Trump, who
in a post on Truth Social
wrote that “one of the most
evil people in History, is
dead. This is not only Justice
for the people of Iran, but for
all Great Americans.”

More than 200 people
were Killed in Iran and hun-
dreds more injured, accord-
ing to Iran's Red Crescent.

The attacks spurrad a fu-
rious Iranian retaliation,
withmultiplebarrages strik-
ing Israel, a number of Per-
sian Gulf nations and Jor-
dan; and fulfilled long-
standing fears that a con-
frontation with Iran would
plunge the region into war.

Reports of Khamenei's
death prompted diverse re-
actions worldwide: In por-
tions of Tehran and Los An-
geles, home to a large Per-
sian population, peopletook
to the streets to celebrate. In
New York, protesters gath-
ered at Times Sguare to de-
nounce the attack.

The attack came eight
weeks after U5, forces de-
ployed by Trump toppled
Venezuelan President
Nicolas Maduro, and Trump
said Saturday’s operation
also presented a chance for
regime change.

Addressing the Iranian
people, Trump said, “When
we are finished, take over
your government. It will be
yourstotake.”

Trump made the com-
ments in an eight-mimite
prerecorded video. “This will
be probably your only
chance for generations,”
Trump said, adding, “For
many years, you have asked
for America’s help, but you
never got it. No president
was willing to do what I am
willing to dotonight.”

Diplomats told to leave Middle East on
fears of imminent US strike on Tehran

The US, UK and other powers put diplo-
mats and citizens in the Middle East on
alert yesterday, ordering some to leave
their positions amid fears that a Trump
administration attack on Iran could
spiral into a regional conflict.

Oil prices rose as much as 3 per cent and
container shipping line Maersk said it
was rerouting vessels to avoid the Red
Sea, spurred by worries about an immi-
nent strike on Tehran.

The US embassy in Jerusalem told
non-emergency staff and family mem-
bers they “may wish to consider leaving
Israel while commercial flights are
available”. The UK withdrew staff from
its embassy in Tehran with British offi-
cials saying US action could be “immi-
nent”. Canada urged its citizens to leave

Iran, saying “hostilities in the region
could resume with little or no warning”.
China, India and Poland followed suit.

Tensions are rising across the Middle
East with US President Donald Trump
ordering the largest American military
build-up in the region since the Iraq war
in 2003 and threatening to launch
strikes on Iran if it does not agree to a
deal over its nuclear programme.

Speaking before a trip to Texas yester-
day, Trump said there had been no
“final decision™ on action against Iran,
adding: “T'd love not to use [military
force] but sometimes you have to.”

The Gerald R Ford, the US’s largest
aircraft carrier, was approaching Israel
yesterday. Its strike group includes
three destroyers, thousands of troops
and dozens of aircraft.

Tehran, which held nuclear talks with
the US on Thursday, has threatened to

retaliate against American bases across
the region if attacked, sparking fears of a
confrontation that could draw in Israel.

American negotiators have not com-
mented on the outcome of this week’s
US-Iran negotiations in Geneva,
although Iran’s foreign minister Abbas
Araghchi characterised them as “one of
the best, most serious and longest
rounds of negotiations™ with the US.

Trump confirmed that talks with Iran
would continue yesterday. Washington
said US secretary of state Marco Rubio
would visit Israel on Monday and Tues-
day, where he would discuss “regional
priorities”, including Iran.

Brent crude touched a seven-month
high of $73 a barrel. Maersk said its
operations in the Red Sea were facing
“constraints”, and that it had decided to
reroute some ships.
