Las vic-
timas aumentaron de 2 mil 36
a 2 mil 373, un alza de 16.6
por ciento.

Kuwait Cuts Oil Output

The U.S. lost 92,000 jobs 1n
February, a widespread and
unexpected downturn for a
job market that continues to
struggle across a broad range
of sectors.

The employment numbers,
reported Friday by the Labor
Department, fell far short of
January’s gain of 126,000 jobs.
They were also much worse
than the gain of 50,000 jobs
that economists polled by The
Wall Street Journal had ex-
pected to see.

The unemployment rate
ticked shghtly higher to 4.4%.
While that 1s still low, the
Friday report exposes trou-
bling weaknesses in a labor
market that has shown very
little employment growth in
recent months.

Healthcare jobs, which have
propped up the labor market
for months, collapsed. A strike
in California was partly to
blame, but it also highlighted
problems in the rest of the
market. Private-sector jobs fell
by 86,000.

Employment growth slowed
markedly last year, and the
U.S. has now lost jobs 1n three
of the past six months. Many
employers have been un-
nerved by back-and-forth tar-
1ff policies. Expectations that
artificial intelligence could re-
duce staffing needs have cut
ito hiring plans.

Colleges Respond to Upswing in Disability Diagnoses

The number of college students
reporting disabilities rose more
than 50 percent over the last dec-
ade across a wide swath of
schools, including at some of the
most selective universities in the
nation, according to a New York
Times analysis of government
data.

The rise, which has corre-
sponded with an increase in
A.D.H.D., autism and other diag-

noses, has also meant an increase
in the number of students requir-
ing accommodations, such as
more time to take tests. While
some colleges and students have
embraced the trend, saying it
shows schools are opening their
doors to students who might pre-
viously have been shut out, it has
raised worries that some could be
gaming the system.

The increases have occurred at
all kinds of institutions, from
small liberal arts colleges to large
research universities command-
ing global reputations.

Accommodations Elicit
Debate on Campus

At some colleges, over a third of
students have registered physical
or mental disabilities, signed off
on by doctors. For those students,
the schools generally provide the
students legally required accom-
modations that others may not re-
ceive, such as special testing
rooms and note-taking services.

The proliferation in accommo-
dation plans, known as 504 plans
after a section of federal law that
prohibits discrimination based on
disability, has made even the most
academically rigorous universi-
ties more welcoming to students
with disabilities. Among the top
100 schools that saw the biggest
increases in students with dis-
abilities are several in the group
known as “Ivy Plus,” some of the
most difficult schools in the nation
for a student to get into, including

A Major Escalation of Presidential Power

WASHINGTON — Since
World War II, presidents of both

parties have found ways to hol-
low out the Constitution’s con-

straints on their power to order
military attacks.
NEWS President Trump’s
ANALYSIS unilateral decision
to launch a war
against Iran threatens to gut
nearly all of what little remains.

It is supposed to be a founda-
tional principle of American
democracy that unless the
United States is under attack, the
power to declare war 1s vested in
Congress. But especially since
the start of the Cold War, presi-
dents of both parties have
chipped away at that by claiming
a right to order the military into
various limited hostile situations.

Some lawmakers complained.
But as an institution, Congress
acquiesced. Consistently para-
lyzed by competing impulses —
party loyalty, support for the
policy goals of deployments or
fear of being accused of under-
cutting troops already in harm’s
way — lawmakers let presidents
get away with serial power
grabs.

Successive administrations
built on their predecessors’ inno-
vations, a one-way ratchet ex-
panding the circumstances in
which presidents had claimed
and demonstrated that they
could by themselves deploy

troops into combat. As prece-
dents accumulated, the split kept
widening between how the
founders clearly intended deci-
sions about initiating war to be
made and how the country was
governed in practice.

Even so, the prospect of at-
tacking Iran, absent a literally
imminent threat of attack by the
country, had stood apart as a
textbook example of what would
seemingly still require congres-
sional authorization. The poten-
tial for rapid spiraling — of retal-
1atory strikes on U.S. citizens,
troops and allies in neighboring
countries, of escalation into a
bloody regional conflagration
with global economic conse-
quences — seemed too extreme a
risk for any one person to decide
to take on.

Asked to detail its legal analy-
sis, the White House provided a
brief statement that described
decades of misdeeds by Iran,
claiming that Mr. Trump “exer-
cised his authority as command-
er in chief to defend U.S. person-
nel and bases in the region.”

It 1s not clear whether the
administration’s internal legal
analysis relies on any claim that
Iran posed an imminent threat.
Neither the White House state-
ment nor a letter Mr. Trump sent
to Congress said it did.

OTISVILLE, NY — One
evening last November, word
spread around the federal prison
camp in Otisville, N.Y,, that an in-
mate who had spent heavily to
pursue clemency had hit pay dirt,
winning a pardon from President
Trump and walking free.

Threat to set ships ablaze chokes oft oil

Fear of Iranian attack in the narrow Strait of Hormuz, which connects
the Persian Gulf to the world, halts tankers and sends prices soaring

BEIRUT — When Irams
Islamic Revolutionary
Guard Corps warned last
week that ships traversing
the Strait of Hormuz would
be set “ablaze,” alarm set in
with government and indus-
trial leaders all over the
world.

They have good reasonto
be alarmed: Whoever con-
trols the strait controls
nothing less than the sole
maritime gateway for most
of the Persian Gulf's oil
riches to the world.

Shipping companies are
already heeding Iran’s warn-
ing, and the price of a gallon
of gas is rising, most notably
in California.

The Strait of Hormug, a
relatively tiny waterway con-

necting the Persian Gulf to
the Arahian Sea, lies be-

It's roughly 100 miles long
and, at its narrowest, just 21
miles wide. It hastwo 2-mile-
wide shipping lanes allowing
for traffic in opposite direc-
tions, separated by a 2-mile-
wide median

¥et the small size belies
its importance.

On any given day, an ar-
mada of some 80 tankers —
with about 16 million to 18
million barrels, or around a
third ofall oiltransported by
sea — traverses the water-
way, delivering about 20% of
the world’s crude and a large
portion ofits gas.

But the strait's impor-
tance goes beyond energy. It
handles a significant
amount of container traffic,
with gulf countries being an
important hub for contain-

Qatar’s energy minister has warned that
war in the Middle East could “bring
down the economies of the world”, pre-
dicting that all Gulf energy exporters
would shut production within days and
drive oil to $150 a barrel.

Saad al-Kaabi told the FT that even if
the war ended now it would take Qatar
“weeks to months” to return to normal
deliveries after an Iranian drone strike
atits largest liquefied natural gas plant.

The world’s second-largest LNG pro-
ducer declared force majeure this week
after the attack. “All exporters in the

Gulf region will have to call force
majeure,” Kaabi predicted, adding that
European nations would feel significant
pain as Asian buyers outbid them for
whatever gas became available.

His comments reflect rising concern
in the Gulf about the economic reper-
cussions of the US and Israel’s war with
Iran, which has wreaked havoc across
the oil-rich region.

Brent crude was 10 per cent higher at
$93.59 a barrel yesterday, its highest in
two years and up from $72 before the
conflict began last weekend.

Iraq has shut down most of its oil pro-
duction, while one industry figure said
Kuwait had begun cutting output yes-

terday as storage facilities reached
capacity. Analysts warned that Saudi
Arabia, the world’s top exporter, could
also be forced to lower production.

Arne Rasmussen, chief analyst at Glo-
bal Risk Management, said the market
had underestimated the likely duration
of the war, adding there was a “snowball
effect” astraders woke up to the risks.

US President Donald Trump yester-
day warned there would be “no deal”
with Iran unless the country offered its
“unconditional surrender”.

“This will bring down the economies
of the world,” Kaabi said. “If this war
continues for a few weeks, GDP growth
around the world will be impacted.

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Gilts suffer sharp sell-off as Middle East
turmoil stokes fears of higher inflation

The gilt market suffered a sharp sell-oft
yesterday as war in the Middle East
stoked inflation fears, sending the UK’s
borrowing costs higher and putting
pressure back on the public finances.

The yield on 10-year gilts surged as
much as 0.19 percentage points to 4.73
per cent as their price slumped, under-
performing other big debt markets and
damping hopes for interest rate cuts by
the Bank of England.

The yield was up almost 0.4 points for
the week — its biggest weekly jump
since the ill-fated “mini” Budget in 2022
— in moves described as “a bit eye-
watering”, by Sanjay Raja, chief UK
economist at Deutsche Bank. “One of
the most high-conviction trades going
into the end of last week was still

[gilts] . .. all those positions are being
unwound at the moment,” he added.

Gilts have been especially vulnerable
in the global bond sell-off since the US
and Israel attacked Iran last weekend
because the BoE had been expected to
cut interest rates more aggressively
than other central banks. The oil price
has risen more than 25 per cent since
Iran was attacked while gas prices have
soared more than 60 per cent.

The National Institute of Economic
and Social Research warned that if
energy prices continued to surge, the
BoE could be forced to raise rates above
4 per cent from 3.75 per cent rather than
cut them.

Rob Wood, economist at Pantheon
Macroeconomics, said UK inflation,
which the BoE last month said would fall
toits 2 per cent target in April, was likely
to stay above 2.5 per cent if energy

prices remained elevated. Consumer
price inflation was 3 per cent in January.

For Rachel Reeves, the moves in gilts
come as a serious blow after she champi-
oned her efforts to bring “stability” to
the public finances in her spring eco-
nomic statement on Tuesday. The chan-
cellor has built her budget “headroom™
against the key UK fiscal rule to more
than £23bn, providing her with a buffer
against adverse movesin gilt yields.

But the energy surge will raise fears
that the Treasury will need to intervene
to cushion the blow to consumers from
rising prices, adding to pressure on the
public finances, analysts warned.

The most obvious step would be to
cancel a September rise in fuel duty.

Wood said this by itself would not be
overly costly but “even relatively small
changes can wipe out that headroom™.
