WASHINGTON—A federal
judge threw out a pair of sub-
poenas the Justice Department
1ssued to the Federal Reserve,
handing a victory to the cen-
tral bank and dealing a heavy
blow to U.S. Attorney Jeanine
Pirro’s criminal investigation
Into Chair Jerome Powell.

U.S. District Judge James
Boasberg ruled that the sub-
poenas were improper, 1n a
27-page opinion unsealed Fri-
day that highlighted President
Trump’s repeated public at-
tacks on Powell.

“There 1s abundant evi-
dence that the subpoenas’
dominant (if not sole) purpose
1s to harass and pressure Pow-
ell either to yield to the Presi-
dent or to resign and make
way for a Fed Chair who will,”
Boasberg, who was appointed
by former President Barack
Obama, wrote.

The judge said the govern-
ment had produced “essen-
tially zero evidence” that Pow-
ell had committed a crime.

Pirro, the U.S. attorney for
the District of Columbia and a
longtime ally of Trump, opened
the probe to examine whether
Powell gave false testimony to
Congress last summer about
the central bank’s building-
renovation project. The move
prompted an unprecedented
public response from Powell,
who In a Jan. 11 video state-
ment said the investigation
was a pretext for Trump’s con-
tinuing campaign to pressure
the Fed to lower interest rates
and end the independence of
the central bank.

Pirro vowed on Friday to
appeal. She called Boasberg
an “activist judge” and said
the decision “neutered” the
grand jury’s ability to investi-
gate crime.

“As a result, Jerome Powell
today 1s now bathed In immu-
nity, preventing my office
from investigating the Fed-
eral Reserve,” Pirro said.
“This 1s wrong, and it 1s with-
out legal authority.”

The Wall Street Journal
had previously reported that
the Fed was mounting a be-
hind-closed-doors legal chal-

Hegseth's Vengeful Rhetoric Grew From Experience in Iraq

By GREG JAFFE

WASHINGTON — Long be-
fore President Trump chose him
to lead the U.S. military, Pete
Hegseth described the moral
calling that had compelled him to
volunteer to serve in Iragq.

He was working on Wall Street
in the summer of 2005 and had
read an article about an insur-
gent who blew himself up, Killing
18 Iraqi children. “To me, that

was the face of evil,” Mr. Hegseth
told The Princeton Alumni
Weekly, adding, “That sent to me
a signal that I need to do my part
not to let that ideology win in
Iraq.”

He deployed to the war-torn
city of Samarra a short time
later.

Today, Mr. Hegseth describes
the mission and moral purpose
animating the war in Iran, now in
its third week, in starkly differ-

ent terms. The goal, he said
recently, is to unleash “death and
destruction from the sky all day
long.” Instead of seeking justice,
LS. forces are pursuing venge-
ance against an implacable foe.

“Their war on Americans has
become our retribution,” he
vowed.

For decades, presidents and
their secretaries of defense have
framed American military inter-
ventions in altruistic terms. Even

though the truth was often more
complicated, they cast U.5.
troops as liberators bringing
democracy and freedom to those
living under tyranny and oppres-
sion.

Mr. Hegseth has largely dis-
pensed with that talk. His belli-
cose, at times vengeful, rhetoric
reflects his belief that the United
States’ lofty goals in Iraqg and
Afghanistan caused the military

| Fallout From Prolonged Conflict With Iran

Could Bring ‘Catastrophic Consequences’

By PATRICIA COHEN

Bombs are exploding in Iran
and the Middle East, but the fall-
out 1s ratthing households and
businesses in neighborhoods all
over the globe.

In Kansas, home buyers saw 30-
year mortgage rates edge above 6
percent last week. In western In-
dia, families mourning the death
of aloved one discovered that gas-
fired crematories had been tem-
porarily closed.

In Hanoi, Vietnam, gas station
owners posted “sold out” signs. In
Kenya, tea growers and traders
worried their exports to Iran
would rot on the dock. And across
the United States, Canada, Eu-
rope, Britain and Mexico, farmers
blanched at the surge in fertilizer
costs.

The widening war in Iran has
delivered a stunning punch to a
worldwide economy that has al-
ready been walloped by a break-
down of the international trading
order, war in Ukraine and Presi-
dent Trump’s chaotic policymak-
ing.
“This really is the big one,” Da-
vid Goldwyn, a former U.S. diplo-
mat and U.S. Energy Department
official, said of the shutdown of the
Strait of Hormuz, the world’s most
important choke point for oil. It is
the emergency scenario everyone
feared, he said.

Cargo deliveries have been
stranded, shipping charges have
increased and Insurance premi-
ums have skyrocketed. Yes, the
price of gas at the pump is af-
fected. But so is the price of food,
medicine, airplane tickets, elec-
tricity, cooking oil, semiconduc-
tors and more.

A drawn-out war between the
United States and Iran could have

“catastrophic consequences” for
the world's oil market and the
global economy, Amin Nasser,
chief executive of Saudi Aramco,
the world’s largest oil and gas
company, warned last week.

Yet even if the war, which began
on Feb. 28 when the United States
and Israel struck Iran, wraps up
relatively quickly, this latest up-
heaval i1s sending consumers,
workers and employers on an-
other unnerving and unpredict-
able ride.

It’s not just that small business
owners and corporate executives
must once again re-evaluate their
supply chains, manage additional
price increases and track shifting
restrictions on who they can do
business with. Or that the added
uncertainty undermines confi-
dence, making consumers reluc-
tant to spend and businesses re-
luctant to invest.

It’s that this remapping of
power dynamics in the Middle
East could set off a string of conse-
quences whose full force might
not be known for months or years.

Meg Jacobs, the author of
“Panic at the Pump: The Energy
Crisis and The Transformation of
American Politics in the 1970s,
pointed out that prices didn’t im-
mediately go back down after the
oil embargo in 1973 and 1974. They
remained high for the rest of the
decade.

The supply situation is com-
pletely different today, with many
more producers, Ms. Jacobs em-
phasized. But the crisis that the
Organization of Arab Petroleum
Exporting Countries created with
its embargo set off a chain of

At Synagogue,

The bang that shattered the af-
ternoon on Thursday at Temple
Israel in West Bloomfield, Mich.,
was so loud, so inexplicable, that
several rabbis and staff members
in the building rushed into the
hallway all at once.

MIAMI — Before Héctor Cruz
Correa left his home in South Flor-
ida for an ill-fated boat trip to
Cuba last month, he told his
mother that he was going fishing.

wife that he would see her after
his shift as a Walmart security
guard.

She’s actually a manager
for a San Francisco-based
firm called Instawork that
connects companies with
blue-collar workers, and
she’s handing out head-
bands with phone mounts, a
simple piece of equipment
that lets people record their
every move — movements
that will be turned into data
to train robots how to act.

She hands Salvador Ar-
ciga a headmount and tells
him to go home and do the
dishes and clean his Kitchen.

He has done odd jobs all
over town: DoorDash deliv-
ery, handing out hats at
Dodger Stadium, washing
dishes at Disneyland, hang-
ing holiday lights at the Los
Angeles Z00 and more. This
job seems relatively easy,
and it pays $80 for two hours
of footage.

Long COVID still
plagues thousands

Doctors treating L.A.
County patients with
complex symptoms
and uncertain futures.

By CORINNE PURTILL

In the three years since
Los Angeles County de-
clared anend to COVID-19 as
a public health emergency,
mask sales have dwindled,
unopened tests have expired
in their boxes and people
have returned to in-person
school, work and socializing.

But for thousands of L. A.
County residents living with
the complex, chronic condi-
tion known as long COVID,
the emergency has never
ended. And as the virus con-
tinues to circulate, more
people are being forced to
reckon with a life-altering
yet often invisible disability
whose relative newness of-
fers few answers for the fu-
ture and few avenues for
support.

“You’re not just becom-
ing disabled,” said Elle Seib-
ert, 31, who hasdealt with de-
bilitating fatigue and cardi-

ac symptoms since 2020.
“You're realizing how easily
society atlarge and peoplein
your life will abandon you
when you cannot offer them
things.”

Long COVID is an infec-
tion-associated chronic con-
dition, a class of illness trig-
gered or worsened by viral,
bacterial or parasitic infec-
tions. Symptoms typically
affect multiple organs or
body systems, and cluster
around fatigue, cardiovas-
cular problems, cognitive is-

sues and pain.
“What causes long
COVID 1is an abnormal

Immune system response
[plus] dysregulation of the
nervous System,” said Dr.
Caitlin McAuley, director of
the Keck Medicine of USC’s
COVID Recovery Clinic, one
of two dedicated clinics in
the county (the other is at
UCLA).

Researchers have also
found that long COVID pa-
tients are more than twice as
likely as people without the
condition to have particles
of the SARS-CoV-2 virus lin-
gering in their blood — rem-
nants of original infection

Wall Street has warned that oil prices
will ratchet sharply higher if the US war
in Iran and protracted shutdown of the
Strait of Hormuz choke off exports from
the Middle East for months.

Traders and analysts said yesterday
there was little sign of a speedy resolu-
tion to the conflict, which has sent Brent
crude above $100 a barrel. The supply
crunch would leave the market short of
transport fuels, they added, as the crisis
cascades into the wider economy.

“By the end of next week we expect

Inside
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crude supply cuts to approach 12mn
barrels per day,” said Natasha Kaneva,
an analyst at JPMorgan. “The market is
facing an acute shortage of products —
diesel, jet fuel, LPG and naphtha — that
cannot be consumed simply because
they are not available.”

RBC Capital markets said it expected
oil prices to exceed the $128 high hit
weeks after Russia’s full invasion of Ukr-
aine in 2022 and top the 2008 record
high of about $147. Tehran has warned
the world to prepare for $200 oil.

“We are revising our estimated run
time for the Iran war and the concurrent

oil price impacts,” said Helima Croft of
RBC, adding that the conflict could last
“well into the spring”.

The warnings come as the war enters
its third week, with President Donald
Trump saying that the US has “unlim-
ited ammunition” and could keep fight-
ing against Iran “for ever”.

Goldman Sachs estimates that flows
through the Strait of Hormuz have
dropped to just 0.6mn barrels per day,
down from normal levels above 19mn —
close to total US petrol production.

Iran has launched strikes on energy
infrastructure across the Gulf, in effect
shutting the narrow waterway through
which a fifth of oil and liquefied gas sup-
ply normally flows. European countries
are seeking to open talks with Tehran to
restart flows through the strait.

“Shutting the Strait of Hormuz is sup-
posed to be the oil apocalypse,” said Jim
Krane at Rice University’s Baker Insti-
tute. “Tt could just get so much worse.”

Trump’s administration has proposed
naval escorts for tankers traversing the
strait, as well as removing sanctions on
Russian oil and joining G7 countriesina
record release of crude from reserves.
But Iran’s new supreme leader Mojtaba
Khamenei has issued a defiant message,
declaring he will keep the strait closed.

Brent crude has surged about 40 per
cent since the conflict erupted. Prices of
everything from jet fuel to diesel have
soared in Asia, Europe and North Amer-
ica. US petrol rices hit $3.63 a gallon yes-
terday after 13 straight days of gains.

In the UK, diesel has risen 15.9p a litre
and petrol 7.5p since the war broke
out. Chancellor Rachel Reeves met pet-
rol retailers and gas groups yesterday to
discuss the disrupted supplies issues.

Chind's BYD races o catch BMW and

Porsche with 5-minute ‘flash charging’

China’s BYD is launching a luxury elec-
tric car in Europe next month that will
charge in just five minutes with a range
of 800km, challenging Porsche and
BMW in their home market.

BYD, which overtook Tesla as the
world’s largest EV maker last year, first
demonstrated its “flash charging” tech-
nology, which enables an electric vehi-
cle to be charged almost as quickly as
filling a car with petrol, a year ago.

The Z9GT model, part of the Denza
brand, can be 70 per cent charged in five
minutes and fully in 12 minutes. With a
battery that lasts up to 800km, the car
will be on sale in Europe next month
and the UK in the summer. Pricing is yet
to be disclosed.

Stella Li, BYD’s international chief,

said the Z9GT model marked a mile-
stone as it began the global rollout of
flash charging.

The Chinese carmaker has aggres-
sively expanded in the UK and Europe
with affordable EVs and plug-in hybrids
as sales in its home market have come
under pressure from a government
crackdown on pricing competition.

Targeting the likes of Porsche, BMW
and Mercedes-Benz marks the expan-
sion of its offerings to the high-end mar-
ket. BYD started the Denza joint ven-
ture with Mercedes-Benz in 2010 and
took full control in 2024.

BYD’s sales in the UK and Europe
more than tripled last year to nearly
190,000 vehicles, according to trade
body Acea. Asof January, ithad a1.7 per
cent market share in the EU and 2.4 per
cent of the UK market last month.

BYD said it would start installing hun-

dreds of “flash stations” in Europe this
year.

It already has more than 4,200 sites in
China and aims to have 20,000 world-
wide by the end of the year.

The move echoes Tesla’s fast Super-
charger stations that helped promote
the brand while maintaining customer
loyalty. They provide Tesla vehicles
with up to 200 miles (321km) of range
in 15 minutes.

EV sales surged last year to account
for 174 per cent of EU sales, up from 13.6
per cent in 2024. Battery-powered mod-
els on the continent overtook petrol for
the first time in December and sales
have continued to increase this year.

However, penetration levels have dif-
fered significantly across the continent,
with many parts of eastern Europe still
lacking in charging infrastructure, lead-
ing some drivers to suffer range anxiety.
