Will Primal Scream of ‘No Kings’ Echo in Voting Booths?

Deflated by their -electoral
losses and demoralized by Presi-
dent Trump’s return to power, mil-
lions of his most ardent opponents
turned out at two nationwide pro-
tests last year and found an outlet
for their discontent.

When You Talk
About Thoreau

Jeff Goldblum was in the re-
cording studio, voicing the title
character for the new PBS docu-
mentary “Henry David Thoreau,”
when something unsettling hap-
pened.

As Cuba Reels,
Castro Dynasty

Reasserts Itself

MEXICO CITY — When Presi-
dent Miguel Diaz-Canel of Cuba
acknowledged this month that his
government was engaged In se-
cret talks with the Trump admin-
istration, he revealed that the per-
son guiding the negotiations was
the “historical leader of the revo-
lution.”

That honorific is reserved for
Raul Castro, 94, who succeeded
his brother Fidel Castro as Cuba’s
president from 2008 to 2018, be-
fore retreating from the public eye
to project an image of a civilian
transition under Mr. Diaz-Canel.

Portrait of Trump at War:
Impulse and Ultimatums

Swinging Between Boasts About U.S. Might
and Frustration Over Unmet Aims

By ERICA L. GREEN

WASHINGTON — President
Trump was fresh off the golf
course, and his fury was building.

It was March 21, and as he set-
tled back into his Mar-a-Lago es-
tate for the evening, he was read-
ing another news account about
how, for all the militaryv success
the United States had in Iran, he
had yet to achieve his political ob-
jectives,

At 7:44 p.m., the president
made his frustration known with
an extraordinary ultimatum: If
Iran did not reopen the Strait of
Hormuz within 48 hours and allow
much of the world’s oil and gas to
flow through, he would bomb
Iran’s civilian electric power
plants. It was the kind of attack
that could constitute a war crime
under the Geneva Conventions.

But just hours before the Mon-
day deadline expired, Mr. Trump
delayed his threat by five days,
easing fears of an imminent esca-
lation with profound military, dip-
lomatic and economic implica-
tions.

Still, he warned that “we’ll just
keep bombing our little hearts
out” if Iran would not make a deal,
and as the week progressed he
made new threats that left allies
off balance and spooked the mar-
kets. So on Thursday afternoon,
after stocks on Wall Street suf-
fered their largest daily decline
since the start of the war, he added
another 10 days to the clock, again
seeking to ease the fears ignited
by his own hard-line positions.

It 1s too soon to know whether
the extra time will result in pro-
ductive diplomacy. But it is al-

ready clear that Mr. Trump’s wild
swings — from optimism to frus-
tration and anger, from de-escala-
tion to escalation — have com-
bined to give his management of
the war an erratic, make-it-up-as-
it goes feel.

Ever since the United States,
alongside Israel, launched the war
on Feb. 28, Mr. Trump has vacillat-
ed between chest-thumping about
U.S. military superiority and deep
frustration that the tactical
achievements on the battlefield
did not seem to be producing the
strategic outcome he predicted.

Although the supreme leader
and many top military and intelli-
gence leaders have been Kkilled,
the regime in Tehran remains in
control. Iran’s leaders have all but
sealed off the Strait of Hormuz,
sending gas prices skyrocketing
and rattling investors. And Iran
retains control of the material it
would need to produce a nuclear
weapon, the main threat cited by
Mr. Trump in taking the nation
into the war in the first place.

Mr. Trump has said he under-
stands there will be short-term
pain from the war, which he ac-
cepts as a necessary price to en-
sure that Iran cannot have a nu-
clear weapon. And the president’s
allies have always said that his un-
predictability is his superpower,
and that it keeps his enemies
guessing.

But it also suggests an inconsis-
tency of purpose that has led the
president to keep shifting his
goals, even as the risks of the war
grow bigger by the day.

IF APPROVED, A RAFT OF RISKS FOR TROOPS

Targeted raids in Iran, sources say, no full invasion

BY DAN LAMOTHE

The Pentagon is preparing for
weeks of ground operations in
Iran, U.S. officials said, as thou-
sands of American soldiers and
Marines arrive in the Middle East
for what could become a danger-
ous new phase of the war should
President Donald Trump choose
to escalate.

Any potential ground opera-
tion would fall short of a full-scale
invasion and could instead in-
volve raids by a mixture of Special
Operations forces and conven-
tional infantry troops, said the
officials. All spoke on the condi-
tion of anonymity to discuss high-
ly sensitive military plans that
have been in development for
weeks.

Such a mission could expose
U.S. personnel to an array of
threats, including Iranian drones
and missiles, ground fire and im-
provised explosives. It was un-
clear Saturday whether Trump
would approve all, some or none
of the Pentagon's plans.

The Trump administration in
recent davs has vacillated be-
tween declaring that the war is
winding down and threatening to
amplify it. While the president
has signaled a desire to negotiate
an end to the conflict, White
House press secretary Karoline
Leavitt warned Tuesday that if the
regime in Tehran does not end its
nuclear ambitions and cease its
threats against the United States
and its allies, Trump is “prepared
to unleash hell” against them.

In a statement responding to
questions for this report, Leavitt
said: “It’s the job of the Pentagon
to make preparations in order to
give the Commander in Chief
maximum optionality. It does not
mean the President has made a
decision.”

Global aid is in limbo
as war snarls deliveries

Iran’s attacks on the Gulf

are delaying food and
medicine for millions

DUBAI — The World Food Pro-
gram says 10,000 tons of food
meant for hundreds of thousands
of children in Afghanistan has yet
to arrive, The World Health Orga-
nization has been held up in
sending a $6 million shipment of
medicine to Gaza. And Save the
Children warns that 90 primary
health care facilities in Sudan
could be left without essential
supplies.

As the war in the Middle East
hits the one-month mark, it has
upended the global economy and
caused an acute energy crisis. It
has also wrought mayhem in the
already battered humanitarian

aid sector, which supports hun-
dreds of millions of the world’s
most vulnerable people.

That global aid system de-
pends on the United Arab Emir-
ates, especially Dubai, as a mas-
sive government-backed humani-
tarian hub — a logistical linchpin
that is home to a sprawling tax-
free port and, under normal cir-
cumstances, one of the world’s
busiest airports.

Now, Dubai's location on the
Persian Gulf has become a vulner-
ability, as the UAE has borne the
brunt of Iran’s retaliatory strikes.
Iranian drones and missiles have
hit key infrastructure, including
at the port and airport, and the
Strait of Hormuz, the narrow
waterway through which most of
the goods from Dubai transit,
remains mostly closed.

“They will be slow in paying for those
goods, and they told us whatever goods
were sold already to them [that] have not
shipped, please do not ship those,” he
said. “That will impact our cash flow. We
have to pay the growers for them.”

As the war unfolds in Iran, farmers
like Hundal are being whiplashed by
forces beyond their control, including
the cutting off of key export markets and

HOW THE SMOG ROLLED IN

During wartime, an unwelcome guest walked the red carpet into L.A.

It’s late July in 1943. Over the radio,
Bing Crosbyis crooning, Bob Hopeisjok-
ing, and news of the war — against Hitler,
against Japan — Kkeeps sizzling and
crackling across the dial.

But here in Southern California,
something moreisinthe air: adense, mo-
tionless tsunami of something foul and
inexplicable. Grown men are crying and
mopping their eyes. Women’s throats are
sore, and their eyes are an unflattering
shade ofred.

For hours, sometimes days, even,
people can’t see more than a few feet
ahead of them. Cops directing traffic
can’t tell whether the stoplights are red
or green, and neither can the drivers.

Remember that in 1943, we were at
war. Just the year before, in February
1942, a Japanese submarine had shelled
an olil field near Santa Barbara, and the
very next night, LL.A. was ordered into a
blackout. Jittery Angelenos sat in the
dark, rattled by sounds of sirens and
antiaircraft fire. That turned out to be
just a citywide case of nerves.

It wasn’t the Japanese this time, ei-

ther. That choking siege in July was the

Neutra-designed architectural gem restored

Jardinette Apartments
opened to acclaim in
1928. But time has not
been kind. Until now.

One of the most pains-
taking architectural renew-
als In recent Los Angeles
memory has finally pulled a
world-class jewel of modern
architecture from obscurity.

Designed by pioneering
Modernist architect Rich-
ard Neutra in 1928, with im-

ited collaboration from an-
other Modernist 1icon,
Rudolph Schindler, the Jar-
dinette Apartments had
been hiding in plain sight on
an unassuming Hollywood
street for nearly a century.

The complex was a tech-
nical and spatial break-
through, and quickly gained
international renown as one
of the earliest International
Style structures in the U.S.,
not to mention Neutra’s first
L.A. commission.

But the building’s origi-
nal owner, Joseph H. Miller,
went bankrupt during con-
struction and skipped town

to avoid his creditors, and
the Jardinette slipped from
view.

“After that early burst, it
just disappeared,” said Bar-
bara Lamprecht, historical
consultant for the Jar-
dinette’s rehabilitation,
which is just now wrapping
up.
For decades the building
stood quietly along West
Marathon Street: an aus-
tere, four-story complex
that most people passed
without a second glance.
Wedged between Western
Avenue and Manhattan
Place, amid stucco apart-

ment blocks and scrappy
bungalows, the edifice had
grown increasingly shabby
as time and neglect took
their unforgiving toll.

That changed with the
intervention of a newcomer
to historic preservation
named Cameron Hassid.

For years the tireless lo-
cal developer and his tena-
cious team have willed the
restoration project to the
finish line. Hassid plans to
bring the apartments to
market in the coming days.

When the Jardinette first
opened it was featured

A rolling wave of “No
Kings” protests swelled
through America’s small

They
pointed to growing anger
over the country’s direction,
including fatal ICE shoot-
ings and troops dispatched
to the Middle East, since the
first “No Kings” demon-
stration was held last June.

Late Saturday, organ-
izers estimated that at least
8 million people participa-
ted In 3,300 events held
around the U.S. and over-
seas — an increase of 1 mil-
lion demonstrators com-
pared with the last “No
Kings” event in October.

“'m very disturbed by
the degradation of human
beings and the destruction
of our democracy under this
Trump  tyranny,” said
Rossana Foote, a 62-year-
old Los Angeles Unified
School District teacher, who
traveled to the downtown
protest from her Ventura
County home.

“We need to come fto-
gether to show a strong
voice, a strong movement
that there are no kings, no
one’s above the law,” Foote
said.

Critics say Kaiser has
strayed from mission

Some employees called it
the “dash for cash.”

Months after Kaiser Per-
manente doctors saw a pa-
tient, federal prosecutors
sald, administrators pushed
the physicians to add new,
false diagnoses to the medi-
cal record in a billion-dollar
scheme to defraud the gov-
ernment. Kaiser in February
paid $556 million to settle
the allegations.

“Deliberately inflating di-
agnosis codes to boost prof-
its i1s a serious violation of
public trust,” said Scott
Lambert, acting deputy in-
spector general for the U.S.

Kaiser faced further
scrutiny a month later when
the nonprofit healthcare gi-
ant paid $30 million to settle
another case brought by fed-
eral Investigators, this one
involving claims it had failed
for years to provide patients
with adequate access to
mental health care.

Kaiser said it settled the
fraud case without admit-
ting wrongdoing. It said the
mental health settlement
did not involve its current
practices.

Yet critics have pointed

Hormuz caused a surge in energy prices.
Atthe same time, a broad gauge of glo-
bal bonds lost more than 3 per cent, as
investors bet that central banks would
need to raise rates to contain inflation.

Wall Street stocks extended losses
yesterday after their worst day since the
war began, when President Donald
Trump failed to reassure investors on
Thursday by extending his deadline for
attacks on Iran’s energy infrastructure.
The S&P 500 was down 1.3 per cent, tak-
ing its fall this month to 7 per cent.

The sell-off in government bonds
pushed the yield on the 10-year Treas-
ury to 4.48 per cent. In Europe, which is
more dependent than the US on energy
imports, yields also hit conflict highs.

Mizuho’s Jordan Rochester said:
“Markets may start paying less atten-
tion to the White House jawboning and
more to the energy scarcity situation on
the ground.” The price of Brent crude oil
has soared more than 50 per cent since
the start of the conflict.

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LVMH’s Sephora probed in Italy over
fuelling young girls’ skincare obsession

Italy is investigating a beauty retailer
and make-up brand owned by French
luxury group LVMH over claims their
marketing has fuelled “cosmetic-
orexia”, an unhealthy obsession with
skincare among young girls.

The Italian Competition and Market
Authority (AGCM) said yesterday it was
probing Sephora and Benefit Cosmetics
for suspected “unfair commercial prac-
tices” with the promotion of skincare
products such as face masks, serums
and anti-ageing creams to girls as young
as10 yearsold.

Those marketing campaigns were
carried out mainly via social media, the
regulator said, leading young girls to
“compulsively” buy such products.

“part of the phenomenon known as cos-
meticorexia”. The investigation is the
first by European regulators into the
alleged practice.

“The companies are said to have
adopted a particularly insidious mar-
keting strategy, involving very young
micro-influencers, who would encour-
age young people, particularly vulnera-
ble groups, to compulsively purchase
cosmetics,” the regulator said.

LVMH said Sephora and Benefit would
“fully co-operate with the authorities™.

AGCM said the groups had failed to
warn that the products were not meant
for use by “children and adolescents
and, instead, encouraged their purchase
through covert marketing strategies,
involving young micro-influencers”.

The regulator added that “the un-
aware, frequent and combined use of a
