te identidades y robe datos
sensibles, al mismo tiempo,
en distintos paises.

“Algunos de estos gru-
pos existen exclusivamen-
te para cometer fraude. Sin

Iriggering Irantic Rescue Mission

Iran downed two U.S. war-

The U.S. added 178,000 jobs
in March, the Labor Depart-
ment said Friday, a resilient
rebound that blew past expec-
tations and defied concerns
about a possible downturn.

March’s job gains marked
the best month for growth In
more than a year and were far
better than February, when
the U.S. lost more than
130,000 jobs.

Last month’s numbers also
beat the gain of 59,000 jobs
that economists polled by The
Wall Street Journal had ex-
pected to see.

The unemployment rate fell
to 4.3%, from February’s 4.4%.

The decline in the unem-
ployment rate came with an
asterisk: The labor force
shrank by nearly 400,000 peo-
ple, meaning fewer people
were counted as unemployed.
The share of people working
or looking for work slipped to
61.9%, its lowest level since
the fall of 2021.

“We should all be rooting for
a higher participation rate,”
sald Henry McVey, head of
global macro and asset alloca-
tion at private-equity firm KKR.
“You're 1n a solid, but not spec-
tacular, growth environment.”

Investors took the latest
jobs numbers In stride, In part

Moon Launch

For the Ages,
For a Minute

WASHINGTON — The first
time human beings flew to the
moon, it came at the end of a
rotten year. War, political vio-
lence, racial strife, protesters in
the streets — it felt like every-
thing was coming unraveled. Yet
when Apollo 8 splashed down, it
proved so inspiring that one
American summed up the feeling
with a telegram thanking the
astronauts: “You saved 1968."

Fifty-eight years later, another
American spacecraft hurtled
toward the heavens last week to
begin a journey back to the moon
amid deep divisions at home. For
a brief moment, the talk was
again about courage, exploration,
national ambition and common
purpose. But it was no fault of
the four astronauts of Artemis II
that the planet they left behind
remains riven by war, strife and
violence or that 2026 has not, as
yet, been saved.

The launch of Artemis II on
Wednesday evening captured the
tenor of the times in a country
that can still do big things but
seems forever mired in big prob-
lems.

While he congratulated the astro-
nauts at the top, he quickly
turned the nation’s attention
back to the latest war dividing
Americans and the economic
turmoil it has wrought here and

Pledge to End War Swiftly
Lacks Explanation of How

Iran’s Downing of Plane Undercuts Image

of American Warrior Unleashed’

By GREG JAFFE

WASHINGTON — From the
moment the Iran war started,
President Trump has been labor-
ing to persuade anxious Ameri-
cans that it will soon end.

“I can say tonight that we are on
track to complete all of America’s
military objectives shortly,” he
promised on Wednesday from the
White House. “Very shortly.”

Days earlier, Defense Secretary
Pete Hegseth, just back from a
trip to the Middle East, insisted
that the war he witnessed was
nothing like the one he had fought
two decades earlier in Iraq. That
war had been a grinding tread-
muill. “It was always about the next
rotation, never knowing when the
mission would end,” he recalled.

This war — Operation Epic
Fury — was the “exact opposite,”
he said.

“It was sheer mission focus,” he
said of the conflict, now In its fifth
week. “It was the American war-
rior unleashed.”

The message from Mr. Trump
and Mr. Hegseth: America was
not engaged in an endless war.

The problem: Neither Mr
Trump nor Mr. Hegseth has been
able to explain how the war will
end, short of the U.S. military bat-
tering Iran’s leaders into agreeing
to concessions that, thus far, they
have been unwilling to make.

Those prospects grew even
more complicated on Friday after
Iran downed an Air Force F-15E
fighter jet, undercutting Ameri-
can claims of having achieved
near-total air superiority.

One of the plane’s two crew
members was rescued by Ameri-
can forces, which were attempting
to locate and rescue the other on
Saturday.

Mr. Trump and Mr. Hegseth
launched the Iran war convinced
that they had corrected for the
mistakes that produced the quag-
mires of the past. U.S. troops, they
vowed, would not take on ill-de-

fined or impossible nation-build-
ing missions as they had in Iraq
and Afghanistan. The U.S. mili-
tary, unencumbered by “stupid
rules of engagement,” would em-
ploy overwhelming force, Mr.
Hegseth promised.

Perhaps most important, Mr.
Trump would ensure that the
war’s objectives remained vague
and flexible. That way, he could
decide when those aims had been
met and the war was won.

Mr. Trump’s approach worked
in Operation Midnight Hammer,
the campaign last summer to
strike Iran’s nuclear sites. It
produced swift results in what Mr.
Trump described as the “perfectly
executed” raid to capture Presi-
dent Nicolas Maduro of Venezue-
la.

The continuing war in Iran,
however, has revealed the biggest
flaw in Mr. Trump’s approach.
When the stakes are at their high-
est, the enemy often refuses to
quuit.

“If you corner a regime into
fighting for its life, the incentive
for it to escalate 1s significant,”
said Richard Fontaine, the chief
executive officer of the Center for
a New American Security. “That’s
what we're seeing today.”

Mr. Trump and Mr. Hegseth
have sought to work around this
uncomiortable reality by demand-
ing that America's reluctant allies
take up the fight so that U.S.
troops can leave. They have called
on U.S, allies in Europe and Asiato
mount an operation aimed at forc-
ing Iran to reopen the Strait of

Gallagher took just two months,

Blake Musick’s first Bible, giv-
en to him as a child by his parents,
was a hardback King James Ver-
sion with an illustration of Jesus
teaching some children on the
cover. His second was a large-
print edition, acquired as a teen-
ager, with a thick zippered cover
to protect it as he carried it to
church.

He acquired his 70th Bible, give
or take, in February, an English
Standard Version bound in soft
brown cowhide with a sticker
price of $299.99, scooped up for
5200 secondhand on Facebook.

“This is actually God’s word,”
Mr. Musick, 38, said. “If it’s some-
thing that important, then why not
have a really nice copy of it?”

Mr. Musick, a pharmacist in
Johnson City, Tenn., 1s among a
growing number of Americans
buying high-end — and high-
priced — copies of the Bible. The
growing category of premium Bi-
bles includes a wide array of
translations assembled with high-
guality materials, like genuine
leather covers, and in many cases
extras like elaborate color illustra-
tions. Mr. Musick estimated that
about half the Bibles in his col-
lection are in that category:.

The retail cost can run up to
5400 for a single book, an even
more remarkable figure in a cate-
gory where the core text itself has
been in print continuously since
the invention of the printing press,
and is often handed out for free.

“There’s been a renaissance in
the whole field,” said Sky Cline,

who has been selling premium Bi-
bles online since the early 2000s,
and later began producing his
own, sourcing materials like calf-
skin leather from Italy and paper
milled in France.

Mr. Cline attributes his success
to a few factors, including a gravi-
tation toward handmade, long-
lasting objects, and “a push away
from instant, artificial, blue-light
culture,” he said.

Big revamp sought for fighting fires as dire season looks likely

The Trump administration on
Friday outlined the most de-
tailed plans yet for its new
Wildland Fire Service, which
would overhaul how the nation

As intense drought conditions
turn the American West into a
tinderbox, firefighters and fire
policy experts argue a unified
super agency will help the coun-
try confront a new era of mega-
fires.

The Interior Department
launched the Wildland Fire Ser-
vice in January, combining all
firefighting operations previous-
Iy overseen by the departments
Burean of Land Management,
National Park Service, Fish and
Wildlife Service, Bureau of Indi-
an Affairs, Office of Aviation

Services and Office of Wildland
Fire. On Friday, the administra-
tion elaborated how it would
operate the new agency for fiscal
vear 2027, proposing a $4 billion
budget and 4.500-person staff.
The plan also would fund a new
center for centralizing wildfire
intelligence.

*The legacy approach to Fed-
eral wildland fire risk mitigation

and response is fractured and
has led to significant coordina-
tion and cost inefficiencies,
which endanger lives, infrastrue-
ture, and national treasures,” the
budget proposal said.

Trump weighs more Cabinet
changes but shy of ‘shake-up

In wake of Bondi’s ousler,
president pushes back on
reports of more upheaval

After ousting two of his high-
est-profile  Cabinet members

As the war in Iran erupted five
weeks ago, social media sleuths
across Western and Chinese plat-
forms flagged a wave of viral
posts detailing equipment at U.S.

Army chief’s firing at time of
war adds to Pentagon turmoil

WASHINGTON —
Merely two weeks had
passed since the Iran war
began when Gen. Randy
George, the Army’s highest-
ranking officer, began
sounding an alarm.

Touring a weapons depot
in North Carolina, Army
Chiefof Staff George warned
lawmakers present that the
conflict’s vast and ever-
growing list of targets was
straining U.S. capacity —
“depleting our stockpiles
faster than we can replace
them,” as one congressman

recalled. Since assuming
Army leadership, George
had made it his mission to
strengthen the nation’s in-
dustrial base in anticipation
of precisely this moment,
when the United States
would be engaged in a major
war with a formidable adver-
sary.

On Thursday, in a brief
phone call, Defense Secre-
tary Pete Hegseth fired
George.

morale inside the Pentagon,
where multiple officials ex-
pressed dismay over the
state of the department’s
leadership. Over the past
year, Hegseth has fired five
sitting members of the joint
chiefs of staff, with only two
holdovers remaining in their
posts.

“Whenever you have a
change in leadership, mili-
tary or otherwise, there is
bound to be some churn in
information management,”
one U.S. official said,
granted anonymity to speak
candidly.

From Columbus to Chavez, few
statues withstand the test of time

Try taking a census of the
immobilized population of
Los Angeles — otherwise
known as our civic statues,
rendered in metal or stone.
Just try.

They’re not as immobile
as youd think. They’re here,
they’re there, they move

from pedestal to pedestal.

Right here in L.A., with-
out journeying to Greece or
Rome or the Louvre, we've
seen statues with body parts
missing.

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Under homeless
program, 40%
back on streets

Growing number fall
through the cracks

of Bass’ $300-million
L.A. housing initiative.

It was a risky move and
Jonathan Torres knew it,
but he did it anyway. He let
an out-of-town guest stay
with him in his room.

Torres, 40, had been liv-
ing at the Highland Park
Motel as part of Inside Safe,
Mayor Karen Bass’ flagship
program to combat home-
lessness. He and his neigh-
bors, many of them from a
downtown encampment,
were told that visitors were
not allowed.

Still, Torres kept having
people over. After the third
violation, he said, the facility
kicked him out.

“It’s nobody’s fault but
my own, but I just feelit’s un-
fair,” said Torres, who now
lives in a tent in Chinatown.
“In the real world, you’re al-
lowed to have people come
over. You have visitors.
That’s part of keeping your
sanity, you know?”

Los Angeles has spent
more than $300 million on
Inside Safe since Bass
launched the programin De-
cember 2022, clearing scores
of homeless encampments
and moving about 5,800 peo-
ple into interim housing —

mostly hotels and motels.
The goal was to get each of
those people into perma-
nent housing, typically tax-
payer-funded apartments.

But even as the mayor’s
initiative brings more people
indoors, a growing number
are winding up back on the
street.

The longer the program
exists, the greater the share
of participants who have re-
turned to “unsheltered”
homelessness, according to
monthly dashboards which
were posted by the Los An-
geles Homeless Services Au-
thority, or LAHSA, and ana-
lyzed by The Times.

In 2023, at the program’s
one-year mark, nearly 20%
had returned to the street,
according to numbers
posted by LAHSA at the
time.

Halfway into Bass’ four-
year term, the figure had
climbed above 30%.

In December, as the pro-
gram finished its third year,
about 40% of the people who
had gone indoors — 2,300 of
the 5,800 — were back on the
street, according to LAH-
SA’s dashboard. That in-

Microplastics are
everywhere, even
in the research labs

As the science of detect-
ing microplastics matures,
so too does consensus about
their ubiquity. Everywhere
researchers have looked to
find them, there they’ve
been: In human brains and
lungs; in breast milk and se-
men; in alpine snow and
deep-sea sediment; in corn
plants and beer.

And that, say research-
ers, is the rub: Scientists are
not just finding them in our
livers, arteries and ovaries.

So how do we know if
those particles seen under
the lens of a microscope are
inherent in the sample, or
contamination from plastic
fibers floating in the air? Or
from tiny particles that
sloughed off from the inside
of abottle of solvent?

Microplastics scientists
are keenly aware of the prob-
lem and urgently studying it,
because the credibility of the
research is on the line.

Their research suddenly
skyrocketed in importance
with the federal govern-
ment’s announcement
Thursday that it will begin
actively investigating the
wayward, potentially toxic

particles in people and
drinking water.
“We cannot regulate

what we don’t understand,”
Robert F. Kennedy Jr., secre-
tary of Health and Human
Services, said at a news con-
ference.

Nicolas Leeper, head of
vascular medicine at Stan-
ford University, said he is
“absolutely” concerned that
“at least some part of what
has been reported [in the
scientific literature] may be
spurious or artifactual.”

For instance, a 2024
headline-stealing study
showed a relationship be-
tween microplastics found
in the arterial plaque of pa-
tients undergoing heart
surgery, and a higher risk of
heart attack and stroke.

Europe set for ‘long-lasting’ fuel crisis
as UK motorists face £2-a-litre diesel

The EU is assessing “all possibilities”
including fuel rationing and releasing
more oil from emergency reserves as it
braces itself for a “long-lasting” energy
shock from the Middle East war, the
bloc’s energy commissioner has said.

“This will be a long crisis . . . energy
prices will be higher for a very long
time,” Dan Jergensen told the FT, warn-
ing that “we expect it to be even worse in
the weeks to come™,

Europe’s latest warning comes as Brit-
ish motorists are set to face £2-a-litre
diesel prices within days after wholesale
prices surged to a four-year high.
