Mission to the Moon Inspires a Sense of Reverence

In the beginning, Artemis II was about
science. The mission, which ended on Fri-
day with a clean splash into the Pacific
Ocean, carried four astronauts who gath-
ered data, took photographs and tested life
support systems as they orbited the moon.

But for the astronauts themselves, and
millions of people who checked in on them
from hundreds of thousands of miles away,
the mission also elicited meditations on
more profound matters.

“You just look up and feel wonder,
grandeur and smallness at the same time,”
said Jim Davis, a pastor in Orlando, Fla.

sion launched on April 1. The group stepped
out into the parking lot to admire the rocket
blasting upward into the early evening sky.

“I just had an overwhelming sense of be-
ing moved by looking at the moon,”
Christina Koch, a mission specialist on Ar-
temis II, reported to mission control last
week. “It lasted just a second or two, and I

actually couldn’t even make 1t happen
again, but something just threw me in sud-
denly to the lunar landscape and it became

For many people back home on Earth, the
mission was a brief reminder of the sheer
scale of outer space, and a prompt to con-
template both our power and our powerless-
ness. It turned all of us into children at
camp, lying supine and looking up at the
stars, thinking very big thoughts.

It’'s a paradox that scientists, philoso-
phers and poets have tried to capture for
centuries.

Vance Leads Negotiations
To End War He Opposed

Vice President Faces High-Profile Test of
Diplomatic Skills With Iran Talks

By KATIE ROGERS and TYLER PAGER

WASHINGTON — Weeks after
Vice President JD Vance privately
warned President Trump of the
costs of a full-scale U.S. war with
Iran, he is now leading the charge
to negotiate an end to the biggest
foreign policy crisis that the presi-
dent has faced during his time in
office.

Mr. Vance began peace talks
with top Iranian officials on Satur-
day in Islamabad, Pakistan, as a
cease-fire between the two coun-
tries was under strain. It was the
highest-level face-to-face meeting
between U.S. and Iranian officials
since Iran’s 1979 Islamic Revolu-
tion, which put the two countries
on a collision course.

The vice president was joined
by, among others, Steve Witkoff,
the president’s special envoy, and
Jared Kushner, Mr. Trump’s son-
in-law, who led a failed round of
negotiations in February.

The stakes are enormous for
Mr. Trump and for Mr. Vance,
whose most high-profile assign-
ments from Mr. Trump have in-
volved domestic politics, most re-
cently as the president’s “fraud
Ezar.ﬂ

Before the war began, the vice
president was planning to be
heavily focused on traveling the
country ahead of the midterm
elections, counteracting wide-
spread concerns over the cost of
living and affordability by attack-
ing Democrats as out of touch and
politically extreme. The war has
upended that messaging. An Ira-
nian blockade around the Strait of
Hormuz, a key oil route, has sent

energy prices soaring.

“Knowing that this is a midterm
election year, that 1s the biggest
leverage point that the Iranians
have, and they know that,” said

Marc Short, who served as chief of
staff to Vice President Mike
Pence, Mr. Vance’s predecessor
from Mr. Trump’s first term. “That
creates a challenge for the presi-
dent’s negotiating team.”

He added: “There’s a best-case
scenario that you have successful
talks, and you have a great news
cycle about it. But doesn't Iran
know that they can break the
terms, as they have in the past?”

Mr. Vance, 41, has stayed large-
ly at the periphery of other high-
stakes foreign policy missions, in-
cluding the operation to seize
Nicolas Maduro and depose him
as Venezuela’s leader. He was
traveling in Azerbaijan in Febru-
ary when Benjamin Netanyahu,
the prime minister of Israel, deliv-
ered a presentation reguesting
U.S. involvement in a war with
Iran.

On Tuesday, as the president, in
Washington, threatened to wipe
out the Iranian civilization, Mr.

Vance was in Hungary, stumping
for Viktor Orban, the country’s na-
tionalist prime minister.

He is now leading the effort to
persuade Iranians to keep the
strait open even as the Israelis

continue a bombing campaign
against Iran-backed Hezbollah in

Lebanon, a fight that the United
States has said i1s not part of the

Northeastern States Scale Down Climate Goals

Several years ago, in a burst of
climate optimism, Democratic-led
states across the Northeast
adopted some of the world’s most
ambitious policies to shift away
from fossil fuels and cut planet-
warming emissions.

In Massachusetts, lawmakers

In Rhode Island, Gov. Dan Mc-
Kee has proposed delaying a legal
deadline for the state to get all of
its electricity from renewables,
from 2033 to 2050, claiming that
the current mandate would im-
pose steep near-term costs.

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Immugration Judges Are Purged
As Trump Speeds Deportations

WASHINGTON — The Trump
administration has systemat-
ically pressured the nation’s im-
migration judges, threatening
them with disciplinary action if
they do not deport more people
and firing those seen as insuffi-
clently supportive of the presi-
dent’s aggressive enforcement
agenda, a New York Times inves-
tigation has found.

The overhaul of the immigra-
tion courts has been far less visi-
ble than the militarized deporta-
tion raids that President Trump
scaled back after public protest.
But the effort has helped reshape
a hugely consequential, if little-
known, corner of the government
that the administration i1s har-

nessing to advance its mass-de-
portation policies.

Although they wear robes and
are reguired by law to exercise
“independent judgment,” i1mmi-
gration judges are not part of the
judicial branch. Instead they work
for the Justice Department, under
Mr. Trump’s ultimate comimand,
and can be fired. One of their main
duties is deciding whether undoc-
umented immigrants should be
deported or granted a form of le-
gal status like asylum and be al-
lowed to remain in the country.

So far, the Trump administra-
tion has dismissed more than 100
immigration judges out of about
700 in place when Mr. Trump re-
turned to power, an unprecedent-
ed purge.

At the same time, the adminis-
tration has reshaped the immigra-
tion bench, announcing the ap-

Vance takes on high-profile, high-risk task

BY WATALIE ALLISON

Six weeks after President Don-
ald Trump started a war in Iran
that has proved difficalt to end,
he has turned to a new approach
in negotiations: Putting front and
center his vice president, JD
Vance, whose reputation hap-
pens to be as the administration’s
foremost war skeptic.

The peace talks mark Vance's
highest-profile assignment in the
14 months the administration has
been in office. Vance has been a
constant presence in war strategy
meetings, White House officials
say, and has spent much of the
past week working the phones
with negotiators. But the admit-
ted “skeptic of foreign military
interventions” had previously
played a supporting role in Mid-
dle East affairs, behind Trump's
special envoy Steve Witkoff and
son-in-law Jared Kushner.

Skeptic who wasn’t keen
on Iran war now has the
duty of finding a way out

A positive outcome for the
United States this weekend — a
meaningful step toward ending
the deadly and costly war — could
boost Vance's stock not only in
the administration, but as he
works out his own political plans
ahead of the 2028 presidential
contest.

By contrast, more failed nego-
tiations and continued war could
serve as an albatross for the
ambitious vice president — and
for a White House with declining
approval ratings.

With multiple parties already
charging each other with cease-
fire violations, a deal is unlikely

to be easily negotiated regardless
of who is leading the U.S. side,
foreign policy experts said.

While Vance prepared for the
talks Friday on Air Force Two en
route to Pakistan, the two-week
ceasefire remained as “fragile” as
the vice president had described
it earlier in the week. The Strait of
Hormuz remained blocked —
with Iranian state media saying
the strait was closed to “99% of
ships” following Israel’s attacks
on Lebanon — despite Trump
saying Iran had agreed to reopen
it.

Iran’s top negotiator, parlia-
mentary speaker Mohammad
Bagher Ghalibaf, meanwhile in-
sisted that negotiations would
not begin without a ceasefire in
Lebanon and the release of Iran's
blocked assets.

Vance in recent weeks has been
in touch with officials in Paki-
stan, who are mediating the ne-

gotiations. The Pakistani team
encouraged the US. to have
Vance in the lead role for the
meeting, in Islamabad, according
to two White House officials.
Trump subsequently asked Vance
to lead the negotiations.

Vance will be joined at the
negotiating table by Witkoff and
Kushner — with support from
officials at the National Security
Council, State Department and
Defense Department, the White
House said. He is expected to
return to Washington on Sunday.

Two officials in the administra-
tion suggested that dispatching
Vance will not only put a fresh
face at the table with Iran, but
also help show the U.S. is operat-
ing in good faith after previous
rounds of negotiations ended
with Trump ordering airstrikes.

ISLAMABAD, PAKISTAN — Direct

ISLAMABAD, Pakistan
— The United States and
Iran began face-to-face ne-
gotiations Saturday in Paki-
stan, days after a fragile,
two-week ceasefire was an-
nounced, as the warthat has
killed thousands of people
and shaken global markets
entered its seventh week.

The White House con-
firmed the direct nature of
the talks, a rare instance of
high-level U.S. government
engagement with the Irani-
an government, and said
they were ongoing as of 10
p.m.local time.

Meanwhile, the U.S. mili-
tary said two destroyers
transited the Iran-gripped
Strait of Hormuz ahead of
mine-clearing work, a first
since the war began. Iran’s
state media, however, earlier
said Iran forced a U.S. mili-
tary ship attempting to
cross the strait to turn
around.

The U.S. delegation led
by Vice President JD Vance
and the Iranian one led by
Parliament Speaker Mo-
hammad Bagher Qalibaf
were discussing with Paki-

FALLING POPULATION
IMPERILS L.A. COUNTY

The loss, from fewer immigrants, low birth rates,
moves to other states, could ‘haunt us for decades’

Long the epicenter of population
growth in the United States, Los Angeles is
slowly losing its people because of a series
of demographic shifts that experts say
could have profound implications for the

county if trends continue.

High housing prices have led a growing
number of residents to leave the region for
more affordable parts of the country. Im-
migration — long a pipeline for population
growth — has ebbed significantly under a
federal crackdown. A rapidly aging popula-
tion is adding to the concern over how
these declines will affect the local economy.

“We’ve been depending on immigrants
all along to sort of backfill our losses. As
people move outward, they’re replaced by
newcomers,” said Dowell Myers, a profes-
sor of urban planning and demography at
USC. “If we had a continued drop in immi-
gration for five years, it would be a major
crisis. You can handle one or two years, but
aslong as the domestic migration is going
out, youkind of need to replace those work-

ers with somebody.”

Tapatio has new
owners and expansion
plans as Ozempic
alters flavor cravings.

For 55 years, the family
behind Tapatio has refused
to even write down the reci-
pe for Los Angeles’ iconic
hot sauce, passing its secret
formula for success only
from lip to ear in closed
rooms.

The Saavedra family put
the ingredients on paper for
thefirst time earlierthisyear
as they sold the beloved
brand to backers who plan
to make their salsa picante

even bigger beyond Califor-
nia’s borders. It is a weight
off the shoulders of Luis
Saavedra, the founder’s son
and one of the few people
who knew the recipe.

“We didn’t want anyone
to know what we were us-
ing,” he told The Timesin an
interview at Tapatio’s fac-
tory in Vernon. “That always
scared my sisters, because
what if something hap-
pens?”

Demand for hot sauces
had taken off for unexpected
reasons just as the Saave-
draswerelookingto sell. The
millions of people on Ozem-
pic and other powerful
weight-loss drugs often have
cravings for more flavor. The
values of some sauce compa-
nies have skyrocketed.

Bachan’s, a Japanese bar-
becue sauce brand, was
acquired in February for
$400 million.

While the Dallas private
investment firm that bought
Tapatio, Highlander Part-
ners, wouldn’t share the
terms of the deal, the com-
pany’s new chairman, Jeff
Partridge, said it hopes to
capitalize on the growing ap-
petite for more heat to
splash on proteins.

“Whetherit’s GLP-1orde-
sire for proteins, Tapatio
and hot sauces enhance that
experience,” he said. “Con-
sumers are increasingly
seeking flavors.”

Red peppers drive Tap-
atio’s taste, though the com-
pany won’t share which ex-

SACRAMENTO — The
fallout over allegations
against Rep. Eric Swalwell
grew Saturday as his fellow
gubernatorial candidates
found themselves in a re-
vamped race and Demo-
crats faced an uncomfort-
able test on how to respond
to the accusations of sexual
misconduct against the
congressman.

Within hours of the accu-
sations against Swalwell

being made public, the
Northern California
congressman’s campaign

began to unravel and a cho-
rus of top Democrats urged
him to drop out. Staff mem-
bers resigned, his fundrais-
ing website went offline and
allies moved quickly to dis-
tance themselves from a
candidate who had been
gaining momentum as a
front-runner in the race to
lead the Golden State.

The repercussions ex-
tended beyond Swalwell’s
campaign for governor. The
Manhattan district attor-
ney’s office opened an inves-
tigation into sexual assault
allegations against Swalwell
by a former staffer and is-
sued a statement Saturday
that urged “survivors and

anyone with knowledge of
these allegations to contact
our Special Victims
Division.” A spokesperson
for the Alameda County dis-
trict attorney’s office on Sat-
urday said the office was
evaluating “whether any al-
leged criminal conduct oc-
curred” in the Bay Area
agency’s jurisdiction.

Rep. Anna Paulina Luna
(R-Fla.) posted a video on X
saying that she plans to
force a House vote next week
to expel Swalwell.

Swalwell has denied the
allegations, calling them
“flat [out] false.”

The upheaval has cre-
ated an opening for lesser-
known contenders to gain
traction just as voters are
beginning to turn their at-
tention to the race — a spot-
light now intensified by the
controversy.

The speed and severity of
the response underscores
how quickly political sup-
port can erode — and re-
flects a broader shift in how
such allegations are handled
in the post-#MeToo era,
which has been intensified
by the scrutiny surrounding
the late financier and con-
victed sex offender Jeffrey
Epstein.

“Ask any woman staffer
over the age of 45 what her
experience was like, and this
was a fairly prevalent sort of
situation,” said Elizabeth
Ashford, a veteran Demo-
cratic strategist. “It was al-
lowed. I really think it shows
alot of growth on the part of
political professionalism,
that these things are taken

“Wheels are falling
off the bus’: Parents
fret as strike looms

For one group of moms,
the threatened Los Angeles
Unified School District
strike that would shutter
campuses this week is pro-
voking outright fear.

“I don’t know what I will
do,” one woman said in
Spanish on Wednesday
afternoon, crying.

She is a street vendor
from East Hollywood who
barely makes ends meet in
this expensive city. She is a
single mom to a 14- and a 17-
year old. And she is an un-
documented immigrant.

Her children depend on
school meals. But she likely
wouldn’t go to district-or-
ganized food distribution
centers because she is terri-
fied that immigration
agents will target the sites.

“I pray to God that the
school district and the
teachers come to an agree-
ment so the strike doesn’t
happen,” said another
mother, who also works as
an East Hollywood street
vendor. “We don’t have a
voice or vote on this deci-

sion, and the kids are the
most affected.”

The historic LAUSD em-
ployee walkout — which for
the first time would involve
three major unions repre-
senting teachers, most non-
teaching staffand school ad-
ministrators, including prin-
cipals —is set to begin Tues-
day if the unions do not
reach agreements.

Families of the district’s
more than 390,000 students
are reeling with the prospect
of life routines thrown into
uncertainty. They are
scrambling for daycare, wor-
rying about food, fretting
about their ability to work.

OnThursday, the district
said on its website that offi-
cials continue to meet with
union leaders and are “com-
mitted to reaching agree-
ments.” It posted lists of
food distribution sites and
community-based “child su-
pervision” sites that could
take in a limited number of
children.

As both sides prepare for
a potential strike, many par-
ents are voicing strong sup-
port for the unions’ goals of
providing better pay for edu-
cators, administrators and
school staff.

US inflation jumped to its highest level
in two years in March, driven by a his-
toric surge in petrol prices, knocking
consumer sentiment to record lows as
the fallout from Donald Trump’s war in
Iran hits the world’s top economy.
Soaring prices at the pump pushed
consumer prices to 3.3 per cent in
March, the highest since May 2024 and
up sharply from 2.4 per cent in Febru-
ary. “The contlict is putting a lot of pres-
sure on primarily gasoline prices,” said
Mike Reid at RBC. “And if you're spend-

ing more on gasoline, you're going to
have to cut back elsewhere.”

The gloomy figures provided the
starkest indication yet of how the spill-
over effects of the Middle East conflict
that erupted in late February are now
taking a heavy toll on Americans.

With just over six months to the US
midterm elections, the domestic politi-
cal risks to Trump are mounting. Polling
shows a majority of Americans oppose
the war and Trump’s approval ratings
are hovering near record lows.

That adds to the importance for the
US president of high-stakes talks in
Pakistan this weekend, where vice-
president JD Vance will push for a last-

ing ceasefire. Vance said yesterday that
he expected to hold “positive” talks with
Iran but, within a few hours, Moham-
mad Bagher Ghalibaf, one of Iran’s top
wartime leaders, said Tehran would not
take part unless Israel agreed to end its
strikes against Hizbollah in Lebanon
and the US pledged to unireeze Iranian
assets held overseas.

“These two matters must be fulfilled
before negotiations begin,” Ghalibaf
said in a post on X. His warning high-
lighted the significant hurdles to reach-
ing a diplomatic settlement, with the
discussions between the adversaries
due to begin in Islamabad today.

Odey drops £79mn libel case against
FT over claims of sexual misconduct

Crispin Odey has dropped his £79mn
libel claim against the FT over its
reporting of sexual misconduct allega-
tions against him, acknowledging that
the newspaper would win its defence.

In a letter yesterday, lawyers for the
former hedge fund manager said he had
been “forced to accept™ that the FT was
“likely to succeed in establishing” its
publicinterest defence.

Odey's abrupt U-turn came only two
months after the FT served him with the
substantial disclosure of evidence that it
intended to rely on in court, relating to
its investigations into his behaviour.

In 2023, the FT published several

“This is a vindication for investigative
journalism and for the victims whose
stories of abuse we reported,” said the
FT’s editor, Roula Khalaf. “The FT was
always confident in its reporting. This is
a case that should have never been
brought.”

Odey’s decision to drop his claim fol-
lows a three-week hearing in which he
challenged the Financial Conduct
Authority's decision to ban him from
financial services. In that hearing, Odey
had admitted to sexually assaulting one
of his employees in 2005.

“Having just endured the stress and
strain of a three-week trial in the Upper
Tribunal, he does not wish to pursue
another lengthy trial at considerable
cost, only to fail on the issue of public

Odey faces a seven-figure liability for
the FT’s legal costs on top of his own. He
launched the libel claim in May 2024.

onald Trump avait pris tout le
monde de court en lancant sa
guerre au beau milieu de pour-
parlers avec I'Iran; rien n’inter-
dit d’esperer qu’il y mette un ter-
me en apportant une réponse diplomatique
aux probléemes que les armes n'ont pas regles.
