A Standoff at the Strait:
Iran Takes Back Control

Demands U.S. Withdraw Naval Blockade
As Hopes Dim for Quick End to War

By AARON BOXERMAN and EUAN WARD

JERUSALEM — Iran’s Islamic
Revolutionary Guards Corps said
on Saturday that the Strait of Hor-
muz was closed until the United
States ended its own naval block-
ade, just a day after both countries
announced that the vital water-
way had reopened.

Two Indian-flagged ships were
hit by fire, at least one of them
from Iranian forces, according toa
shipping monitor. The new devel-
opments added to the confusion
over the status of transit through
the strait and could dampen hopes
for a guick end to the war.

On Friday, Iran’s foreign min-
ister called the strait “completely
open,” leading Mr. Trump to de-
clare a major breakthrough in the
negotiations between the two
countries on a permanent cease-
fire. At the same time, Mr. Trump
said the United States would
maintain its blockade of ships
traveling from Iranian ports. His
statement appeared to anger the
Iranians, who had expected the
United States to reciprocate by
ending its blockade.

Mr. Trump 1mposed the block-
ade on Monday after the countries
failed to reach any agreement ai-
ter amarathon bargaining session

in Pakistan last weekend. The two
countries are currently abiding by
a cease-fire that is set to expire on
Tuesday.

Iran has choked global energy
supplies by menacing passing
ships during more than a month of
war with the United States and Is-
rael. The throttling of oil tanker
traffic had sent oil prices soaring,
and they dropped after Iran’s an-
nouncement on Friday that the
strait had reopened.

Mr. Trump on Saturday contin-
ued to project optimism about the
prospect of a deal, despite Iran’s
renewed closure of the strait.
“They got a little cute, as they
have been doing for 47 years,” he
told reporters in the Oval Office af-
ter signing an executive order on
an unrelated matter. The peace
talks, he maintained, were “going
actually along very well”

The strikes on Indian-flagged
ships did not appear to cause any
casualties, but they inflamed ten-
sions between India and Iran. In a
statement on Saturday, India's
Ministry of External Affairs said
that it had summoned Iran’s am-
bassador and “conveyed India’s

Venezuela, With U.S. Prodding,
Quietly Purges Maduro’s People

CARACAS, Venezuela — U.S.
Special Forces brought down
President Nicolas Maduro of Ven-
ezuela swiftly and publicly.

Now, the people who kept him in
power are being purged gradually
and inconspicuously. Some have
been fired or detained, and others
are anxiously looking over their
shoulders, worried they might be
next.

Oligarchs close to Mr. Maduro’s
family have been snatched from
their homes. His political allies
have been summarily removed
from their posts. His relatives
have been sidelined from business
deals and barred from media ap-
pearances.

The housecleaning is being car-
ried out by Mr. Maduro’s former
vice president, Delcy Rodriguez,
who is running the country under
instructions from the Trump ad-
ministration. The detentions and
leadership purges have unfolded
without public explanation, but of-
ten with the approval — and
sometimes at the urging — of the
White House, according to people
close to Ms. Rodriguez’s govern-
ment.

After Mr. Maduro was dragged
off in January to a New York jail,

Ms. Rodriguez presented herself
as a reluctant and temporary
stand-in for a fallen leader, de-
nouncing his capture as an illegal
attack on her country.

But now, with Mr. Maduro gone,
she is dismantling his ruling cote-
rie and embarking on the largest
redistribution of power in Vene-
zuela in dec-
ades.

The overhaul
of national lead-
ership, along
with sweeping
new laws and
her alliance
with President
Trump, is re-
shaping Vene-
zuela and its
management of one of the planet’s
largest oil reserves, just as the
world grapples with the energy
turmoil caused by war in the Mid-
dle East.

In the three months since Mr.
Maduro’s capture, Ms. Rodriguez
has changed 17 ministers, re-
placed military commanders and
installed new diplomats. She has
also overseen the detention of at

Trump Has a Go-To Justification for His Contentious Decisions: National Security

WASHINGTON — President
Trump offered a surprising justifi-
cation in March for forging ahead
with construction of his White
House ballroom: Halting the $400
million project would pose a grave
threat to national security.

“Everything is drone-proof and
bulletproof,” Mr. Trump said, list-
ing the security features of a
bunker being built beneath the
ballroom to protect the president
in the event of an emergency.

It was hardly the first time the
administration had invoked na-
tional security to justify a con-
tentious decision. Over the past

year, top officials have cited simi-
lar concerns when stripping union
rights from thousands of federal
workers, pausing the construction
of wind farms off the East Coast,
and exempting oil and gas drilling
in the Gulf of Mexico from protec-
tions for endangered species of
whales.

Critics see a troubling trend

“When you look under the hood,
they're fake national security
emergencies,” said Patrick Par-
enteau, an emeritus professor at
the Vermont Law and Graduate
School. “This is a power grab. This
1s his way of circumventing Con-
gress.”

Federal judges, including those
appointed by Mr. Trump, have of-
ten rebuked the Justice Depart-
ment over its claims of potential
national security risks, though an
appeals court signaled last week-
end that such assertions about
White House construction might
be valid.

Global oil shock leaves cracks
that threaten lasting damage

As stocks spared this past week
and oil prices dropped amid an

Two Islamic Revolution-
ary Guard Corps gunboats
opened fire on a tanker, and
an unknown projectile hit a
container vessel, damaging
some containers, the British
military's United EKingdom
Maritime Trade Operations
center said. It reported the
tanker and crew as safe,
without identifying the ves-
sel or its destination.

TankerTrackers.com re-
ported vessels were forced to
turn around in the strait af-
ter they were fired upon by
Iran, including two Indian-
flagged ships. India’s foreign
ministry said it summoned
Iran’s ambassador over the
“seriousinecident.”

Saturday’s devel-
opments came after Presi-
dent Trump said the block-
ade “will remain in full force”
until Tehran reaches a deal
with the U.S. that includes
its nuclear program. Tehran
had reopened the strait to
commercial vessels on Fri-
day.

Roughly one-fifth of the
world’'s oil passes through
the strait, and further limits
would squeeze already con-
strained supply, drving
prices higher once again.
Iran’s Friday announce-
ment about the reopening
came as a 10-day truce be-
tween Israel and the Irani-
an-backed Hezbollah mili-
tant group in Lebanon ap-
peared to hold.

For Iran, the strait's clo-
sure — imposed after the
U.S. and Israel launched the
war on Feb. 28 during talks
over Tehran's nuclear pro-

ANEW BUDGET
THREAT TO JPL

Among the NASA endeavors that could be
slashed is further exploration of Mars

By Justine MecDaniel

WASHINGTON — NASA recaptured
the world’s attention with Artemis II,
which took astronauts to the moon and
back for the first time in half a century.
But the agency’s scientific projects could
again be under threat as the Trump ad-
ministration makes a renewed push to
drastically cut their funding — including
at the Jet Propulsion Laboratory.

The cuts, proposed in the Trump ad-
ministration’s 2027 budget request to
Congress, would pose further challenges
to the already weakened Caltech-man-
aged lab and could be broadly damaging
to American efforts to bring back new dis-
coveries from space. They echo last yvear’s
attempt by the administration to slash
NASA funding, which Congressrejected.

Though the Artemis project is billed
as laying a foundation for a crewed NASA
mission to Mars, exploration of the Red
Planet is among the endeavors that could
be slashed. The rover currently exploring
Mars’ ancient river delta and a mission to
orbit Venus are among projects with JPL
involvement targeted for spending cuts,
according to an analysis of the NASA

budget proposal by the nonprofit Plan-
etary Society.

“This isn’t [because] they're not pro-
ducing good science anymore. There’s no
rhyme or reason to it,” said Caseyv Dreier,
chief of space policy at the Planetary So-
ciety, which led opposition to the admin-
istration’s similar effort to cut NASA
funding last year.

This time, the administration is ask-
ing Congressto cut NASA funding by 23%
— including a 46% cut to its science pro-
grams, which are responsible for devel-
oping spacecraft, sending them into
outer space to observe and analyzing the
data they send back.

The proposal would cancel 53 science
missions and reduce funding for others,
according to the Planetary Society analy-
sis. The effort to pare down NASA Sci-
ence comes amid the Trump administra-
tion’s broader effort to cut sclentific
research across federal agencies.

The plan swiftly drew bipartisan criti-
cism from members of Congress, who re-
jected the administration’s similar 2026

After fires, many are
building all-electric

Costs and climate change have
homeowners reconsidering gas

LEO CHENG stands on the site where he and his
wife lived in Altadena. He is planning a passive home.

No one is forcing fire sur-
vivors in Altadena and Pa-
cific Palisades to rebuild
their new homes all-electric.
But many of them want to,
for health reasons, cost sav-
ings, or because they're wor-
ried about climate change.

Burning gas and propane
for cooking, water heating
and space heating in Califor-
nia homes and businesses
creates 10% of the state’s
greenhouse gas emissions. It
also releases pollutants in-

doors.
That’'s why, in recent
vears, state policy has

pushed toward electrifica-
tion, and about 39% of new
homes in California in 2024
went in without gas lines.
Only 8% of all homes were
all-electric in 2020.

Yet after last year's fires,
Gov. Gavin Newsom walved
a 2025 building code that
strongly encouraged electric
heat pumps in new con-
struction, allowing residents
in the burn zones to build
back to older, less efficient
standards.

Officials have failed to
halt pervasive fraud in the
hospice industry despite
promises of reforms five
vears ago after learning of
widespread corruption that

targeted wvulnerable pa-
tlents.
California authorities

promised to crack down af-
ter a Times investigation in
late 2020 revealed that a co-
hort of mostly older Ameri-
cans was being targeted by
unscrupulous providers who
would bill Medicare for hos-
pice services and equipment
for patients who they said
were terminally ill, but who
were in fact not dying.

The hospice industry,

particularly in Los Angeles
County, had exploded In
size, outpacing public need.

One of California’s first
moves was to put a morato-
rium on issuing new hospice
licenses to give officials time
to strengthen oversight.
State officials and industry
representatives crafted
emergency regulations that
they sald would address
gaps in hospice licensing re-
guirements to weed out bad
actors.

But wyears later, those
regulations have still not
been enacted. And problems
that have plagued the iIndus-
try persist despite highly
publicized enforcement ef-
forts by the state and federal
government, experts say.

The Trump administra-
tion has seized on California
hospice fraud in recent
months with a series of new
arrests while blaming state
officials for dropping the
ball. California rejects the
criticism but last week an-

Judges tume as ICE

Judge Troy Nunley was
fed up.

Federal immigration offi-
cials had once again flouted
his authority by keeping a
man locked up in a Califor-
nia City detention center af-
ter Nunley ordered him re-
leased. When he was finally
set free, the man was booted
onto the street with no pass-
port, driver’slicense orother
personal effects. The judge’s
demand that the items be re-
turned were met with si-
lence.

And so on Tuesday, Nun-
ley, the chief judge of the

0il prices tumbled yesterday after the
US and Iran declared the Strait of Hor-
muz open for shipping and Donald
Trump signalled that the war with
Tehran was close to an end.

The US president said the strategic
chokepoint in the Gulf was “ready for
business and full passage”, thanking
Iran after foreign minister Abbas Aragh-
chi said the strait would be “completely
open” for the remainder of a two-week
ceasefire that expires on Tuesday night.
Hopes of an end to the war spurred
Brent crude, the oil benchmark, to drop

Stocks and bonds rallied, with the
S&P 500 rising 1.2 per cent, on course
for a weekly gain of almost 5 per cent.

While several oil executives raised
concerns over the strait being mined, a
handful of vessels appeared to be pre-
paring to exit the Gulf.

Ship-tracking satellites showed at
least 15 vessels, including a Greek-
owned oil tanker and three container
ships belonging to the French shipping
line CMA CGM, heading for the strait.

The closure of the waterway for the
past seven weeks has triggered a global
energy crisis and provided Tehran with
a significant source of leverage.

The declarations that the strait was
open came after the US pressed Israel to
pause its offensive against Hizbollah in

Revolutionary Guard Corps before tran-
siting the strait, an official told state TV.

Trump said the US naval blockade he
ordered to prevent ships entering or
leaving Iranian ports would remain
until a deal had been reached to end the
war. The process, Trump said yesterday,
“should go very quickly in that most of
the points are already negotiated ™.

Diplomats warned no talks were
scheduled and differences over Iran’s
nuclear project continued to be the
main barrier. Pakistan has been leading
mediation, with one non-Pakistani dip-
lomat saying Islamabad was seeking an
extension of the truce in case an agree-
ment was not sealed before it expired.
