National Debt Now
Tops 100% of GDP

By RicHARD RUBIN

WASHINGTON—The U.S.
national debt now exceeds
100% of gross domestic prod-
uct, crossing a once-unthink-
able threshold, on the way to-
ward breaking the record set
in the wake of World War II.

As of March 31, the country’s
publicly held debt was $31.265
trillion, while GDP over the pre-
ceding year was $31.216 trillion,
according to data released
Thursday. That puts the ratio at
100.2%, compared with 99.5%
when the last fiscal year ended
Sept. 30. That figure will likely
climb because the government
1s running historically large an-

nual deficits of nearly 6% of
GDP, which add to the debt.
The government 1s spend-
ing $1.33 for every dollar it
collects 1n revenue, and the
budget deficit this year 1s pro-
jected at $1.9 trillion. That is
little changed from 2025 as
Republicans’ tax cuts kick in be-
fore their spending cuts take ef-
fect. The final tally depends on
war spending, tariff refunds and
the strength of the economy.
By 1tself, the milestone
doesn’t mean much. There
1sn’t a special level where debt
goes from problematic to cata-
strophic. And the ratio might

Warsh Faces a Fed Board Averse
To Cuts and Powell Still Present

At his Senate confirmation
hearing last week, Kevin
Warsh told lawmakers that
the Federal Reserve needed a
serious shaking wup, with

It under-
scored how far the Trump ad-
ministration’s pressure cam-
paign had pushed the Fed into

Powell’s decision followed a
criminal probe of his oversight
of building renovations. Trump
had cheered that investigation
but prosecutors halted 1t last
week to advance Warsh’s con-
firmation. Last year, President
Trump attempted to fire a Fed
governor in a case that 1s now
before the Supreme Court.

Snag for Trump
In Xi Meeting:
Iran Blockade

President Trump’s declaration
that he is willing to maintain a
blockade on Iranian shipping until
the Iranians surrender to his de-
mands almost assures that the
Strait of Hormuz will remain
closed by the time he arrives in
Beijing in two weeks.

That 1s exactly what Mr. Trump
was seeking to avoid when he de-
layed his trip to China six weeks
ago. And it vastly complicates a
critical meeting with President Xi
Jinping, forcing White House offi-
cials to rethink how Mr. Trump ap-
proaches the effort to engineer a
rapprochement with China.

Are Attacks on Jewish Targets in Europe Linked?

another malign actor, all using
low-cost, unsophisticated meth-

ods to sow fear in Jewish commu-
nities across Europe.

Those accused of carrying out
the attacks did not appear to have
allegiance to an extremist cause
and were likely recruited to act
with the promise of money, law en-
forcement authorities and law-
yers say.

Chantal Van den Bosch, the law-
yver for one of the teenagers
charged in the Antwerp case, said
in an interview that her client had
“no idea” the arson would be
filmed and shared online and that
he had taken part to make “quick
cash.”

“They're basically cannon fod-
der. They're being used,” she said.

Pipeline of Black Leaders

Generation of Emerging Democrats in South
Faces Steeper Task After Voting Case

ATLANTA — Evan Turnage left
a job on Capitol Hill and returned
home to Mississippi to run for
Congress, It didn’t pan out; he lost
a Democratic primary in March
against a popular incumbent. But
by crisscrossing the region and
building name recognition, he
thought he had laid groundwork
that could pay off later.

Next time, though, he could face
an even more formidable hurdle:
His district, long drawn to have
a majority-Black constituency,
could be redrawn to become prac-
tically impossible for a Black
Democrat to win.

Across the South, Republican
officials are ready to quickly re-
draw legislative districts, seizing
upon the Supreme Court decision
on Wednesday that struck down a
voting map in Louisiana and fur-
ther weakened the landmark
Voting Rights Act, which for dec-
ades helped usher in generations
of Black leaders. On Thursday,
Louisiana’s governor delayed the
state’s House primaries and
asked legislators to draw a new
map. [Page AlS.]

Critics of the court’s decision
expect that any reconfiguration
will not only endanger Black in-
cumbents, some of whom have
held office for decades, but also
threaten a rising generation of
Black Democrats in the South,
who already have few avenues for
ascending in politics.

“It’s going to mean for a lot of
people that they leave politics al-
together, because there aren’t dis-
tricts that make sense,” said Mr.
Turnage, 34, who ran in Mississip-
pi’s Second Congressional Dis-
trict, which is regarded as vulner-
able to redistricting. “It’s defi-
nitely going to be devastating.”

Republicans have solidified
their control in many Southern
states, claiming virtually all state-
wide elected offices and building
supermajorities in several legisla-
tures. The congressional districts
carved out for majority-Black rep-
resentation have become rare and
coveted platforms, lifting Black
leaders to prominence in the Dem-
ocratic Party and the broader po-
litical arena.

“This case has the potential to
essentially stop Black political
representation from advancing in
the way that we know it,” said Em-
mitt Y. Riley III, a politics profes-
sor at Sewanee, the University of
the South.

In recent years, frustration has
stewed among some Yyounger
Black Democrats over older law-
makers who have held onto seats,
even as some have reached their
80s and seen their health decline.

still, there was a recognition
that a generational handoff was
inevitable and rapidly approach-
ing.

The court’s decision has the po-
tential to upend that transition.
Strategists and political analysts
have warned it could deny that
rising political talent the opportu-
nity to win seats in Congress,
much less wield the influence of
their predecessors.

The decision could reach
deeper into the government, be-
cause it could also apply to state
legislative districts and local bod-
1es, including city councils and
county boards, where the Voting
Rights Act has influenced how
maps are drawrn.

“What do the next 10 yvears look
like if we disrupt the pipeline?”
asked Glynda C. Carr, the presi-

Child Care Chief Seeks to Slash Costs and Rules

WASHINGTON — When Alex
Adams arrived in Washington late
last year as the Trump adminis-
tration’s point man on child care,
he was little known outside his
home state of Idaho, where he had
helped engineer a massive dereg-
ulation effort that became the
envy of many conservative activ-
1sLs.

He made his intentions clear
right away.

Federal child care regulations,
he told his new staff, should “fit on
an index card in my back pocket,”

heard him make the remark.
Now, five months into his job as
head of the Administration for
Children and Families, which con-
trols about $25 billion in child care
and preschool funding for some
2.3 million poor children, Mr. Ad-
ams is preparing what he has said
will be a “bonfire” of regulations.
Among his top targets: the most

sweeping overhaul in a genera-
tion for Head Start, which pro-
vides child care and preschool to
hundreds of thousands of the na-
tion’s poorest children. Mr. Adams
intends to loosen or eliminate the
rules that limit how many children
can be supervised by each
teacher, according to three people
familiar with the plans. Conserva-
tives say the changes could give
more poor children access to the
service, yet many child care ex-
perts say they could jeopardize
quality and safety. The alterations

Putting Brakes
To the Speeders
Who Don't Stop

A small but persistent group of
New York City drivers has racked
up dozens, sometimes hundreds,
of speeding tickets but continues
to drive recklessly.

These drivers, whom safe-
streets advocates refer to as “su-
per-speeders,” make uplessthanl
percent of drivers in the city. Stud-
ies show they are far more likely
to cause serious car-crash injuries
and deaths, especially near school
Zones.

A driver must be caught on
camera speeding 16 or more times
in a single year — or more than
once a month — to qualify as a su-
per-speeder. In New York City,
that designation currently In-
cludes about 14,600 vehicles.

Now, Gov. Kathy Hochul is seek-
Ing to pass a bill that would re-
quire the drivers of those vehicles
to install speed-limiting devices.
Its fate is tied to state budget ne-
gotiations with the Legislature,
which has so far failed to pass the
measure.

The device, known as Intelli-
gent Speed Assistance, is a small
box affixed to the dashboard that
uses GPS to identify the speed
limit — 25 m.p.h. or less on most
local streets, and higher on high-
ways — and caps the driver
slightly above it. The driver may
temporarily override the device,
in certain circumstances, with the
tap of a button.

Proponents say the program
could lead to a big improvement in

Trump Gives Up

On His Choice
For Top Doctor

WASHINGTON — President
Trump has withdrawn the nomi-
nation of Dr. Casey Means, his
pick for surgeon general, whose
confirmation was stalled amid op-
position, including from some Re-
publicans, over her views on vac-
cines and her unconventional ap-
proach to medicine.

In a social media post on Thurs-
day, Mr. Trump announced a new
nominee: Dr. Nicole B. Saphier, a
radiologist who has a wellness
podcast and has appeared fre-
quently on Fox News. She is the
director of breast imaging at MSK
Monmouth in New Jersey, a
branch of Memorial Sloan Ketter-
ing Cancer Center in Manhattan.

Mr. Trump described Dr. Sa-
phier as “a STAR physician who
has spent her career guiding
women facing breast cancer” and

Americans reject President
Donald Trump’s planned White
House ballroom by a 2-to-1 mar-
gin, according to a Washington
Post-ABC News-Ipsos poll, and
they appear largely unmoved by
the intensified calls from the
president and his allies in Con-
gress to allow the project to go
forward.

Fifty-six percent of Americans
oppose Trump’s decision to tear
down the White House’s East
Wing to make way for his
planned ballroom, funded by
about $400 million in private
donations, while 28 percent sup-
port the project. That is the same
division found in an October
poll. Reactions are split among
partisan lines; about two-thirds
of Republicans support the proj-
ect, while 61 percent of indepen-
dents and 87 percent of Demo-
crats oppose it.

There is also a notable enthu-
siasm gap: Nearly three times as
many people “strongly” oppose
the project as strongly support it,
the poll found.

The poll was conducted Friday
through Tuesday, overlapping
Saturday’s shooting at the White
House Correspondents’ Associa-
tion dinner. Trump and his allies
have cited the incident as evi-
dence that his ballroom is need-
ed for a president to hold secure
events, and a bevy of GOP law-
makers this week introduced
legislation to authorize the proj-
ect or use taxpaver funding to
pay for it.

Republican support for the
ballroom grew after Saturday’s
incident — from 62 percent to 72
percent, the poll found — but
overall there was not a clear shift
in support for the project. Before
the dinner, support stood at 27
percent. It moved to 31 percent
afterward, but respondents who
completed the survey after the
attack were more likely to be
Bepublicans and Trump voters.

Both sides in a waiting
game as oll prices climb
amid Hormuz blockage

Iran and the United States are
locked in a faceoff over the future
of negotiations, with President
Donald Trump and the leadership
in Tehran each confident they can
outlast the other amid mounting
costs to the global economy from
the blockage of a crucial shipping
waterway.

Both sides believe time is on
their side as the Strait of Hormuz
is closed to shipping traffic, trap-
ping oil, fertilizer and petroleum

products inside the Persian Gulf
and driving up energy prices
worldwide. Oil prices surged to
their highest level since 2022,
reaching $126 per barrel after
Trump said Wednesday that he
was prepared to keep up a block-
ade on Iranian ports until leaders
in Tehran “crv uncle,” adding that
he was unwilling to strike any
bargzain that did not restrict Iran’s
nuclear program.

Iran’s leadership, meanwhile,
has discovered a powerful new
weapon it had not tested before
thejoint U.S.-Israeli attack on Feb.
28 — its ability to grind shipping
traffic to a halt using nothing
more than drones and mines, low-
cost tools that impose high-cost
peril on ships that dare to traverse
the strait without permission.

Lawyers question claim

Correspondents’ dinner
suspect’s attorneys say
video raises doubts

Defense attorneys for the man
accused of trying to storm the
White House correspondents’
dinner said video of the incident
“seems to show no muzzle flash”™
from a shotgun, questioning
prosecutors’ claim that the sus-
pect opened fire while running
toward a ballroom where Presi-
dent Donald Trump was seated.

Cole Tomas Allen, who has
been charged with attempting to
assassinate the president at the
black-tie event Saturday night,
said through his attorneys that

the Justice Department has not
disclosed evidence that he fired a
weapon, as it alleged in court
records.

Prosecutors in response dis-
closed new details about the in-
vestigation, including that au-
thorities had recovered what ap-
peared to be a buckshot pellet
from the scene at the Washington
Hilton. They said the buckshot
showed signs of having been fired
in the direction of a Secret Ser-
vice officer whose bulletproof
vest was struck during the inci-
dent, but the filing stopped short
of asserting that Allen shot the
officer.

Allen, 31, of Torrance, Califor-
nia, faces up to life in prison if
convicted of the attempt on
Trump’s life at the annual gala,
which was cut short Saturday

HOUSE APPROVES
SENATE-PASSED BILL

Money for Secret Service
but not ICE, Border Patrol

The U.S. House ended the bulk
of the longest government shut-
down in U.S. history Thursday,
approving a bipartisan bill to
fund most of the Department of
Homeland Security after weeks of
delay and with little fanfare.

It was a head-spinning turn-
around: Earlier this week, House
Republican leaders were insisting
that the Senate-passed bill had a
technical problem that made it
impossible for them to support it.

But President Donald Trump
had been pushing lawmakers to
fund the agency before the end of
the week, when an emergency
fund used to pay employee sala-
ries would run dry. An assassina-
tion attempt at the White House
correspondents’ dinner the week-
end before had also heightened
interest in ensuring Secret Ser-
vice agents don’t miss a paycheck.

The bill that now heads to
Trump’s desk for his signature
funds all of DHS except Immigra-
tion and Customs Enforcement
and Border Patrol, which Repub-
licans plan to fund through a
reconciliation bill, which would
not require Democratic support.

Agencies that will be funded
once Trump signs the bill include
the Transportation Security Ad-
ministration, the Federal Emer-
gency Management Agency, the
Coast Guard and the Secret Ser-
vice.

The chamber approved it by
voice vote with just a few dozen
members on the floor.

Republicans planned to fund
the department with a complicat-
ed two-track plan: one party-line
bill that would fund Immigration
and Customs Enforcement and
Border Patrol for the rest of
Trump’s term, passed through the
reconciliation process that does
not require Democrats’ help, and
another bill to fund the rest of
DHS through September with

T'he mvisible force making food less nutritious

Carbon pollution is draining nutrients and vitamins from many of humanity’s most important crops

In 1988, the chickpeas and
rice in this curry were part of a
well-balanced meal — a serving
of each provided a plethora of
essential nutrients, including
roughly 22 percent of the zinc a
person needs to consume each
day.

Today, the very same meal has
become a little less wholesome,
meeting only 20 percent of the
Food and Drug Administra-
tion’s recommendation for daily
zincintake, according to a meta-
analysis of relevant research.

And by 2040, chickpeas could
contain even fewer nutrients,
including just 17 percent of rec-
ommended daily zine — putting
those who rely on them at great-
er risk of life-threatening defi-
ciencies.

Chickpeas and rice are not
the only foods steadily growing

less nutritious. Many of human-
ity's most important crops —
including wheat, potatoes,
beans — contain fewer vitamins
and minerals than they did a
generation ago.

The invisible culprit behind
this damaging phenomenon?
Carbon dioxide pollution.

Surging concentrations of
carbon in the atmosphere,
caused largely by burning fossil
fuels, have produced potent
changes in the way plants grow
— from increasing their sugar
content to depleting essential
nutrients like zinc. Experts fear
the degradation of Earth’s food
supply will cause an epidemic of
hidden hunger, in which even
people who consume enough
calories won't get the nutrients
they need to thrive.

“The diets we eat today have
less nutritional density than
what our grandparents ate,

President makes a new
pick for surgeon general

Fox News contributor,
radiologist Nicole Saphier
is Trump’s third nominee

President Donald Trump on
Thursday announced his latest
pick for surgeon general, Nicole
Saphier, putting an end to Casey
Means’s nomination process that
had stretched nearly a vear.

The choice of Saphier — a long-
time Fox News contributor and
radiologist at Memorial Sloan
Eettering Cancer Center — repre-
sents Trump’s third attempt to fill
the job of the nation’s top doctor,
after first nominating and then
withdrawing Janette Nesheiwat
last vear.

The role of surgeon general,
which offers a prominent bully
pulpit but limited influence over
policy, has been ensnared by
broader fights over vaccines, pub-
lic health and Health Secretary
Robert F. Kennedy Jr’s Make
America Healthy Again move-
ment. Kennedy, the founder of an
anti-vaccine group, has a long
history of disparaging vaccines
and has attempted to upend the
public health system.

The shift is the latest shake-up
in Kennedy’s health department.
In recent months, Kennedy has
largely stopped publicly talking
about vacecines as polling suggests
vacecine skepticism carries politi-
cal risks. Earlier this vear, his top
aides were restructured, and his
new nominee to lead the Centers
for Disease Control and Preven-
tion has expressed support for
vaccines. Meanwhile, Saphier has
been openly eritical of Kennedy

Speed cameras have
changed behavior in
San Francisco. Soon

they’ll be used in L.A.

A year after the installa-
tion of speed cameras in San
Franciseco, drivers in the city
are slowing down, data
show, and experts say the
technology could have a sim-
ilar effect once cameras are
installed in Los Angeles.

According to a one-year
analysis of data collected
from San Francisco's 33
camera locations and other
traffic-sensing equipment,
excessive speeding — de-
fined as drivers going more
than 10 mph above the speed
limit — dropped nearly 80%.
The number of repeat of-
fenders dropped, too.

Roadway and urban en-
gineering experts say San
Francisco’s findings are on
par with the success of other
communities across the na-
tlonthat have already imple-
mented speed camera tech-
nology.

“The results are clear,”
San Francisco Mayor Daniel
Lurie said in a statement.
*Drivers are changing their
behavior.”

When Los Angeles fin-
ishes installing 125 cameras
throughoutits 15 districts by
the end of July, the city
hopes the iImplementation
will lead to a similar signifi-
cant reduction in speeding
drivers. According to ex-
perts, here are some take-
aways L.A. can glean from its
Bay Area counterpart:

San Francisco and Los
Angeles are just two of six
California cities participa-
ting in a five-year pilot pro-
gram that was authorized by
a bill signed into law in 2023.
The goal is to combat speed-
ing and an alarming rise in
traffic-related deaths by

As the war with Iran sends the price of
virgin plastic skyward, speculation is

Not since the collapse of the global re-
cycling market in 2018 and the COVID-19
pandemic has the world faced as big a
shock to the production and sale of plas-
tic products — all of which are made from

o1l and gas.

Today, roughly half of the global ethyl-
ene and polyethylene supply is stranded,
constrained, or directly affected by the
halt to commercial shipping through the
Strait of Hormuz — a crucial transit point
for 20% of the world’s crude.

Agency insists it can’t get Cuban back from Mexico

The U.S. government had
no trouble deporting Lazaro
Romero Leon to Mexico in
February, despite a Califor-
niafederal judge’s order that
the Cuban national stay In
this country.

The problem now, gov-
ernment officials eclaim, is
getting him back.

First, Immigration and
Customs Enforcement con-
sidered putting Romero
Leon on a plane from the
Mexican state of Chiapas to

the U.S. But U.S. officials say
the Mexican government
won't accept his identifica-
tion documents to board a
flight.

Then, ICE tried to put
him on a bus — the $350
ticket was paid by Romero
Ledn’s deputy federal public
defender. But long before he
reached the border, his at-
torney said, he was pulled off
the bus by Mexican author-
ities for not having sufficient
documents and placed into
a detention center.

Now, government offi-
cials say they're talking to

the Coast Guard about
bringing him by boat.

The complicated, two-
month saga to return Rom-
ero Leon was laid bare dur-
ing a court hearing in down-
town Los Angeles on April
23, during which a judge ex-
coriated the government for
not complying with his order
to Immediately return the
59-year-old and threatening
to1ssue contempt sanctions.

Funding bill averts

more airport turmoil
but omits money for
immigration agenda.

WASHINGTON — Presi-
dent Trump swiftly signed
bipartisan legislation
Thursday funding much of
the Department of Home-
land Security, but not its im-
migration enforcement op-
erations, after it won final
approval in the House, end-
ing the longest agency shut-
down in history.

The White House had
warned that temporary
funding Trump had tapped
topay Transportation Secu-
rity Administration and
other agency personnel
would “soon run out,” and
that sparked new threats of
disruptions for travelers at
airports. Homeland Securi-
ty has been without routine
funds since Feb. 14, causing
hardship for  workers,
though much of Trump’sim-
migration agenda that is
central to the dispute is be-
ing funded separately.

The package had lan-
guished in the House de-
spite being approved with-
out opposition in the Senate
in March, as Republicans re-

volted, forecing a separate
path for the immigration
funds. Once that launched
this week, it cleared the way
to fund therest of Homeland
Security, whose employees
risked lost pavchecks in
May.

“It 1s about damn time,”
said Rep. Rosa DeLauro of
Connecticut, the top Demo-
crat on the House Appro-
priations Committee, who
proposed the bipartisan bill
more than 70 days ago.

The House swiftly voted
byvoice Thursday, without a
formal roll call, to pass the
measure. It brought an
abrupt end to the standoff
that began months ago after
Trump’s deadly immigra-
tion erackdown in Minneap-
olis launched a reckoning on
Capitol Hill over the money
being sent to fuel the presi-
dent’s agenda.

New nominee for
surgeon general

After Casey Means’
path stalled in Senate,
Trump picks Nicole
Saphier, a radiologist.

WASHINGTON — Presi-
dent Trump sald Thursday
he’s nominating radiologist
and former Fox News Chan-
nel contributor Dr. Nicole
Saphier for surgeon general
after Dr. Casey Means’ path
forward stalledinthe Senate
over questions about her ex-
perience and her stance on
vaccines.

In a social media post,
Trump said he would nomi-
nate Saphier, whom he
called “a STAR physician
who has spent her career
guiding women facing
breast cancer through their
diagnosis and treatment.”
Health Secretary Robert F.
Kennedy Jr. complimented
the nomination, calling Sa-
phier “a long-time warrior
forthe MAHA movement.”

But at least in one in-
stance, she hasn't been in
lockstep with Trump’s
thoughts on health policy,
telling the Associated Press
in September that his cau-
tions about pregnant wom-
en taking Tylenol were over-

simplistic and “patroniz-
ing.”

Saphier is director of
breast imaging at Memorial
Sloan Kettering Monmouth,
according to her profile on
the New York-based institu-
tlon’'s website. She hasadoc-
tor of medicine degree from
Ross University School of
Medicine in Barbados along
with fellowships at the Mayo
Clinie, the profile said.

She also used the phrase
“Make America Healthy
Again” before Xennedy
claimed it for his political
movement. It was the title of
a book she wrote in 2020 that
criticized government han-
dling of healthcare and the
Affordable Care Act.

Means’ withdrawal came
after her tense exchanges
with lawmakers of both
parties threw into question
whether she could secure
enough votes to advance out
of the Senate health com-
mittee.

Her nomination had lan-
guished since her confirma-
tion hearing in late Febru-
ary, even as activists from
the MAHA movement or-
chestrated a push to sup-
port her bid by surging
phone calls to Republican
Sens. Lisa Murkowski of
Alaska and Susan Collins of
Maine. They both indicated
reservations with the pick.

The European Central Bank and the
Bank of England have warned that they
may need to raise interest rates in com-
ing months, as central banks grapple
with the energy shock triggered by the
two-month-old war in the Middle East.

The two central banks yesterday fol-
lowed the Federal Reserve in holding
interest rates at their current levels,
but both indicated that future rate
rises could be necessary if soaring
energy costs spill over into higher
inflation.

ECB president Christine Lagarde said
the bank’s governing council had dis-
cussed a rate rise this month “at length
and in depth” before voting for a hold.

BoE governor Andrew Bailey said that
if price pressures triggered by the con-
flict proved to be severe, a “forceful
tightening would be required.

Oil prices yesterday surged past $126
a barrel for the first time since the start
of the war, atter US President Donald
Trump told oil executives that the
blockade on the Strait of Hormuz could
continue for months.

Hetal Mehta, chiet economist at
wealth manager St James's Place, said
that future rate rises looked increas-
ingly likely, though the bar for steep
increases such as those seen in the wake
of the pandemic and the full-blown
invasion of Ukraine remains high.

“Central banks are going to find it
harder and harder to stay in wait-and-
see mode as this conflict continues,” she
said.

Israel sent sophisticated weapons sys-
tems, including an advanced laser, to
the United Arab Emirates to help
defend the Gulf state from a ferocious
attack of Iranian missiles and drones.

The move was one of the first examples
of major defence co-operation between
the two states, which did not have for-
mal diplomatic relations until the 2020
Abraham Accords brokered by US Pres-
ident Donald Trump, and was a display
of “the value of being Israel’s friend”, a
regional official said.

Israel sent a lightweight surveillance
system called Spectro, which helped the
UAE detect incoming drones such as
Shaheds from as far as 20km away, two
people close to the matter said. It also

sent a version of its Iron Beam laser
defence system, according to one per-
son familiar with the deployment and
another with knowledge of the prepara-
tions to operate the system.

The laser, which vaporises short-
range rockets and drones, was first
deployed by Israel this year to defend
against Hizbollah projectiles. The Iron
Beam and Spectro deployments to the
UAE have not previously been reported.

Both these weapons are considered
defensive and joined the Iron Dome air-
defence system that was also sent to the
UAE, along with “several dozen™ Israeli
military personnel to operate it.

Israel also shared real-time intelli-
gence on short-range missile-launch
preparationsin [ran aimed at the UAE.

The Gulf state was one of Iran’s major
targets partly because of its “enthusias-
tic” embrace of the Abraham Accords,

said a western official. Iran fired more
than 500 ballistic missiles and 2,000
drones at the UAE.

The vast majority of the projectiles
were intercepted as the UAE deployed
multiple air-defence systems.

To keep up with the tempo of the war,
the Israeli military took weapons still in
the prototype stage or not fully inte-
grated into Israeli radar systems “oftf the
bench and gave it to the Emiratis’, one
person familiar with the issue said.

“We let them into our underwear,”
said another person briefed on the issue.

Elbit Systems, which manufactures
Spectro, and Rafael Advanced Defense
Systems, which is the main developer of
the Iron Beam, both declined to com-
ment.
