Floridians Ship Staples to Aid Cuban Kin Hurt by Blockade

MIAMI — People in Cuba are
enduring food shortages, near-
constant blackouts and suffocat-
ing heat,

For many, the only relief comes
in packages from relatives hun-
dreds of miles away in Miami.

As the island nation faces eco-
nomic collapse under the U.S. oil
blockade, South Floridians are
rushing to ship boxes stuffed with
canned meats, bags of rice and
beans and other staples to hungry
relatives.

With electricity ever
more fleeting, the 60-watt ma-
chine he bought and shipped them
months ago no longer suffices.

“They only have two hours grid
power a day,” said Mr. Smith, an

Demand Intensifies as
Energy Crisis Grows

Uber driver who, like many Cuban
Americans, struggles to pay his
own bills in an increasingly un-
affordable Miami.

While he is deeply opposed to
the Cuban government, Mr. Smith
doesn’t agree with the blockade.
“By cutting off the oil, they cut off
the life of the people,” he said. “It’s
the people who suffer.”

Cubans have long relied on rela-

tives in the United States, who to-
day can turn to informal couriers,
multiple shipping companies in
Miami and Amazon-style shop-
ping sites that arrange deliveries
to the island.

But demand has intensified as
Cuba’s Communist government
struggles to contain a cata-
strophic energy crisis. The island
has all but run out of fuel for local
transport, and its aging power sta-
tions are unable to keep its electri-
cal grid running.

Strange Turns

When a Whale
Was Stranded

POEL ISLAND, Germany —
On a mid-April day off Germany’s
northeast coast, a Peruvian spiri-
tual author and motivational
speaker named Sergio Bambarén
slipped into the Baltic Sea. He
plunged his head into the chilly
water and began singing to a
humpback whale.

Mr. Bambarén is not a marine
biologist. He had just arrived in
Germany at the request of one of a
pair of millionaires who were
funding a private effort to save the
humpback. The whale, nick-
named Timmy by the news media,
had become stranded in March,
and public officials had tried and
failed several times to free him.

Timmy,
he said, sang back: “He immedi-
ately felt we were trying to help
him.”

At the time, it felt as if an entire
country was, too.

Crowds flocked every day to a
sleepy lane on Poel Island, where
they watched the whale lie half-
submerged and mostly motion-

less in the water. Thousands more
tuned in via livestream. People
flooded online message boards
and local government meetings,
pleading for the whale’s rescue.

In that first month, Timmy
seemed to bring out the best in the
German public.

ern life are for community and for
conspiracy. In the two-plus
months after he first wandered
into the Baltic, Timmy satisfied
both.

The whale became a tabloid
star and a magnet for marine-
mammal-adjacent social media
influencers. He freed himself but
got stuck again. His superfans
turned on the experts who had

tried, and failed, to set him loose,
armed with elaborate theories
about why the government
wanted him dead. Government of-
ficials did, in fact, briefly consider
killing him — for humanitarian
reasons, they said — but decided
against it.

Watchdog Is Steamrolled
By Industries It Regulates

Purge at Agency Overseeing Prediction and
Crypto Firms, Some Tied to Trumps

WASHINGTON — Last fall, a
high-stakes struggle unfolded in-
side the red brick walls of an ob-
scure federal agency.

Three companies — each with
ties to the Trump family’s busi-
ness empire — needed the Com-
modity Futures Trading Commis-
sion to bless their ambitions in the
white-hot field of prediction mar-
kets.

A growing portion of the agen-
cy’s portfolio, prediction markets
allow Americans to bet on every-
thing from whether the United
States will take over Cuba to what
color tie President Trump will
wear next. The moneymaking op-
portunities were breathtaking,
but the companies’ practices were
causing a stir.

Senior career officials worried
about whether Crypto.com was
treating small bettors fairly. They
feared that a second firm, Poly-
market, did not have strong
enough protections against fraud.
A third, an offshoot of the crypto
firm Gemini, had yet to pass the
agency’s required review to open
for business.

Despite these concerns, Car-
oline D. Pham, then acting chair-
man of the commission, and her
senior counsel intervened to help
the firms get what they wanted,
according to people familiar with
the situation who spoke on condi-
tion of anonymity for fear of reper-
cussions.

By Christmas, the agency had
put two top officials who had
raised questions about the compa-
nies on leave, barred them from
the office and placed them under

internal investigation. Three
other senior officials who had en-
forced laws involving cryptocur-
rencies — another industry linked
to the Trumps — suffered the
same fate.

None of those officials were told
what they had done wrong. But
current and former agency
staffers said in interviews that the
commission’s work force took
away a clear message: Don’t
cause trouble for those industries.

The suspensions were just one
of many ways in which the
C.ET.C,, the primary regulator of a
specialized sector of the financial
markets, has been mowed down
by the powerful business interests
it is supposed to oversee, a New
York Times investigation found.

President Donald Trump said
Saturday that the United States
was in the final stages of negotia-
tions to extend a ceasefire in the
U.S. war against Iran and to re-
open the Strait of Hormuz.

“An Agreement has been large-
ly negotiated, subject to finaliza-
tion between the United States of
America, the Islamic Republic of
Iran, and the various other Coun-
tries,” Trump wrote on Truth So-
cial late Saturday afternoon.
“Final aspects and details of the
Deal are currently being dis-
cussed, and will be announced
shortly;” he added.

The progress came after Satur-
day calls from the Oval Office with
several Middle East leaders in
which “all things related to a
Memorandum of Understanding
pertaining to PEACE” were dis-
cussed, Trump wrote.

Esmail Baghaei, a spokesper-
son for Iran’s foreign affairs min-
istry, confirmed to Iranian state
media that Iran and the U.S. have
moved closer to finalizing a 14-
point memorandum of under-
standing aimed at ending the war.

The announcement followed a
flurry of diplomatic activity in the
Middle East as Iranian, U.S. and
Pakistani officials signaled there
were signs of progress toward ex-
tending the month-long ceasefire.

Artists want to use a melted Lee statue to heal a wounded city

CHARLOTTESVILLE —  After
white supremacists staged a vio-
lent rally around a monument to
Confederate Gen. Robert E. Lee
in 2017, the city took down the
statue and community organiz-
ers melted it to ensure it would
never rise again. Then they faced
a dilemma.

What next?

“If we simply remove the stat-
ue and move on, we have not
reckoned with anything,” former
Charlottesville City Council
member Leah Puryear said at a
gathering here in March.

The answer has been several
years in the making, but a com-
munity group is wrapping up a
competition to design public art
from that raw bronze. The goal:
fashion something unifying out
of something that caused divi-
sion for nearly a century.

Cities and counties around the
South have wrestled with their
Confederate iconography in the
wake of both Charlottesville’s
Unite the Right rally and the
murder of George Floyd by Min-
neapolis police in 2020. Rich-
mond hauled an army of bronze
Confederates to a water treat-
ment plant before loaning sever-

al to museums in California. In
North Carolina, several towns
shipped their monuments to a
new Valor Memorial Park on
private land.

But few localities have gone as
far as Charlottesville, where all
that remains of Lee is a pile of
bronze ingots. Nearly three doz-
en artists and design firms sub-
mitted ideas for reusing that
bronze, and the Swords into
Plowshares nonprofit has win-
nowed the group down to three
finalists.

“This is not, as some of our
detractors say, an attempt to
erase history, but rather to kind

of tell a fuller version of it by
using the materials from the past
that have caused a lot of pain,”
said Jalane Schmidt, a University
of Virginia religious studies pro-
fessor and co-founder of Swords
into Plowshares.

The group faced threats and a
lawsuit over its plan to melt the
nearly century-old statue of Lee,
and had to carry out the job in
secret in 2023 out of security
concerns. But Schmidt said she is
relieved they acted when they
did now that President Donald
Trump is leading a call to restore
Confederate names and iconog-
raphy in public spaces, such as a

memorial he wants erected again
in Arlington National Cemetery.
The organizers are aiming for
something more complex than
simply another statue. They
hope to capture the essence of
the community and, ultimately,
help heal the wounds of history
— all in the shadow of Thomas
Jefferson’s home at Monticello
and his beloved University of
Virginia, sites that embody an

A collision of GLP-1 use, eating disorders

Providers say they’re seeing patients with anorexia, bulimia, binge behavior

Stevee Williams, a restaurant
manager in Houston, was pre-
paring for her sister’s wedding
when anxieties bubbled up about
how she would look in her
bridesmaid dress. She was diag-
nosed with anorexia when she
was 17 and her struggle with
eating never left.

This time, at 27, she turned to a
new tool to control her appetite,
one of the GLP-1 drugs fueling a
national weight-loss craze. On an
online site promising easy pre-
scriptions, she typed that she was

150 pounds (she wasn’t) and
indicated she did not “feel well
enough to get up and move
around” (which also wasn’t true).
Then she entered her credit card
information.

“In reality, I just wanted to be
smaller,” she said. A bottle of
Wegovy pills — $149 — arrived
soon after.

Stories like this are alarming
doctors, psychologists and pa-
tients working on recovery who
say these drugs pose a serious
threat to people with eating dis-
orders. Providers on the front
lines said they are routinely en-
countering patients like these

taking GLP-1 drugs, some of
whom have suffered a relapse
and others who have developed
an eating disorder for the first
time while on the medications.

Heavy promotion, easy access
and a lack of warning labels add
to the allure for people who are
obsessed with losing weight, they
say.

Ozempic, Wegovy, Zepbound
— and off-brand copies sold on
the internet — have revolution-
ized the weight-loss industry be-
cause they are remarkably effec-
tive in suppressing appetite. But
in addition to the better-known

OBEID, Sudan — The
first drone arrived around
3 a.m., its presence an-
nounced by a rip of anti-
aircraft fire drum-rolling
through blacked-out boule-
vards.

Thisis the civil war in Su-
dan as the conflict enters its
fourth year: a staggeringly
brutal conflict where stag-
nating front lines have given
way to intense drone cam-
paigns targeting rear-guard
cities, many after sunset.

On a typical
night, more than a dozen will
strike.

While much of the world’s
attention in recent years
has focused on Gaza and
UKkraine, the Sudan civil war
has Killed well over 150,000
people — and that count is
more than a year old.

Ellison’s image
is a problem for
big media merger

Ayear ago, David Ellison
was viewed as a white knight
poised to save Paramount.

Ride-share giant duels
with attorneys over
ballot initiatives while
fending off rivals.

Eighteen years ago, two
computer engineers said to
be frustrated by their experi-
ence ordering a taxi in Paris
hatched awild idea: amobile
app that would allow users
to hail a ride from their
smartphones.

Their startup, known as
Uber, initially clawed its way
to success with a growth-at-
all-costs strategy that some-
times involved operating
without municipal consent,
ignoring court orders and
clashing with local regula-
tions.

Bonds rally on Burnham fiscal vow

e Labour hopeful calms markets @ Biggest weekly yield fall since 2023 @ Tax reforms laid out

Bond markets have had their best week
in two and a half years after Labour
leadership frontrunner Andy Burnham
vowed to stick to the UK's fiscal rules
and traders reduced bets on higher
interest rates from the Bank of England.

The rally took 10-year gilt yields —
which hit a post-2008 high last week —
down 0.28 percentage points to 4.9 per
cent, the biggest drop since late 2023
and far outstripping US Treasuries and
German Bunds. Yields move inversely
to prices.

Data this week showing lower than

expected inflation — alongside a decline
in oil prices over the week — has madeit
less likely that the BoE will raise interest
rates quickly, analysts said.

Swaps traders are now expecting two
quarter-point increases to the BoE's
benchmark rate, from 3.75 per cent, by
the end of the year, instead of three.

Concerns a Labour leadership contest
could lead to a rise in gilt issuance have
been tempered by Burnham, who last
weekend committed to the
governments self-imposed borrowing
limits.

“A week ago the gilt market was look-
ing panicked by the potential for looser
fiscal policy under a new prime minis-

ter, and the potential for near-term rate
increases on rising oil prices,” said John
Stopford, head of multi-asset income at
Ninety One.

“Since then we have had better infla-
tion and softer growth data, and more
market-friendly comments from Burn-
ham, which have allowed a relief rally.”

But despite markets breathing a sigh
of relief over Burnham’s decision to
stick to the current fiscal rules if he
replaces Sir Keir Starmer, the Greater
Manchester mayor yesterday set out his
stall for how he would change finances
In government.

As he launched his campaign to
return to Westminster, Burnham indi-

cated that he was open to radical tax
reform, reflecting his longstanding view
that tax should be shifted from income
derived from work to income from
wealth and assets.

“I see a big case for land and business
and property tax to be changed,” he
said, adding that he was also keen to
reform “highly regressive” council tax.

Burnham said that he would not go
“straight to” a wealth tax and that it was
not an immediate priority, but there was
more space to be “radical” within
Labour's 2024 election manifesto,
including on council housebuilding.

BrewDog's Watt ferments Second Best
beer idea to ease pain of ‘equity punks’

The controversial co-founder of
BrewDog s planning a comeback with a
new beer company in which he will give
shares to the retail investors who were
wiped out in the sale of his Aberdeen-
based brewer.

James Watt is set to launch the Second
Best beer company and is exploring giv-
ing shares to “equity punks™ — retail
backers enticed through a crowdsourc-
ing appeal whose investments in
BrewDog were wiped out this year when
the company was sold.

Second Best was planning to special-
ise in selling canned beer, rather than
replicating the sprawling empire of pubs
that BrewDog amassed as it grew, people
briefed on Watt’s plans said.

However, Watt yesterday said that the

venture may also launch “a couple of
specialised beer-focused pubs™.

“I feel an obligation to the equity punk
investors, he added. "I want to try to
create the future of beer. Hopefully, the
second beer business I build with the
community will be the best one.”

Watt is self-financing the plans and
has no official launch date for Second
Best, which he said still needed to obtain
some licences.

The plans come two months after
BrewDog's brands, brewing facilities
and some of its UK pubs were bought in
a prepack administration rescue deal by
American cannabis and drinks group
Tilray Brands for £33mn. About 38 pubs
not included in the deal closed, leading
to almost 500 job losses.

The sale was a fall from grace for
BrewDog, which was once valued at
£1bn but had grappled with widening

losses in recent years. Watt also made a
bid for the company, as did Danish
brewer Royal Unibrew. AlixPartners,
which co-ordinated the sales process,
said that no offer was made at any stage
of the process that would have pre-
served BrewDog in its entirety.

The tens of thousands of retail inves-
tors, or equity punks, who invested
more than £75mn in BrewDog between
2009 and 2021, were left empty-handed
by the prepack rescue deal.

Their stakes had already been heavily
diluted following Brewdog's 2017 share
sale to TSG Consumer Partners, a sale
that handed Watta £50mn payday.

The Equity for Punks scheme played
on an anti-establishment ethos Watt
liked to project for BrewDog, but critics
said those who bought into the scheme
had less protection than if they had
invested in a publicly traded company.
