Growth of 172,000
jobs tops estimates,
marks third-straight
monthly Increase

The U.S. labor market has
climbed out of a rut.

The country added a sea-
sonally adjusted 172,000 jobs
in May, the Labor Depart-
ment said Friday, posting
strong payroll gains for the
third month 1n a row and

beating expectations. Despite
uncertainties around the Iran
war, Inflation, trade and arti-
ficial intelligence, the report
suggests the U.S. labor mar-
ket 1s steadily recovering
from its weak patch last fall
and winter.

With inflation rising and
hiring healthy, the question
for the Federal Reserve is no
longer when to cut rates but
whether to raise them. Trea-
sury vields climbed Friday,
and traders upped their bets
that the central bank would
raise interest rates by the end

of the year.

Trump Urges New Spy Chiel
To Fire Intelligence Stalters

BY BRIAN SCHWARTZ

WASHINGTON—President
Trump said he wants Bill
Pulte, his incoming acting di-
rector of national intelligence,
to begin firing a large number
of employees as part of a
shake-up of the U.S. intelli-
gence community.

In an interview with The
Wall Street Journal on Friday,
Trump said he has privately
told Pulte that he believes the
Office of the Director of Na-
tional Intelligence, which
oversees 18 federal intelli-
gence agencies and units, was
“Unnecessary and/or too big.”

“I'd like to see 1t smaller. I
think there are a lot of people
in there that shouldn’t be

there,” Trump said, pointing
to holdovers from the Biden
and Obama administrations.
Asked whether he is calling on
Pulte to fire people, Trump
sald he wants him to “start
the process,” adding that his
eventual nominee to serve in
the role permanently should
continue that work.

Trump stunned many of his
own advisers when he said
earlier this past week that he
was appointing Pulte, the di-
rector of the Federal Housing
Finance Agency, as his intelli-
gence chief. The move was
met with skepticism from
some fellow Republicans on
Capitol Hill, who raised con-
cerns about Pulte’s lack of na-
tional-security experience.

Pulte’s role as director of
national intellicence on an
acting basis doesn’'t require
Senate confirmation. He can
serve in the role for 210 days.

Trump, in the interview, ar-
gued that Pulte’s acting status
1s an asset. “You're less shack-
led,” he said. “It sort of gives
you more power, you know,
for a somewhat limited period
of time.”

The president said he hopes
Pulte can begin making
changes across the intelli-
gence community before a
permanent intelligence direc-
tor 1s confirmed.

“Frankly, 1t might be good
for him to shake it up before
people come,” Trump said.

SCARSDALE, N.Y. — Karen
Battista and Angela Castaldo
have spent a combined 47 years
behind the teller counter at a
Chase branch in Scarsdale, N.Y,,
an affluent suburb just north of
Manhattan. They know which
customers just returned from va-
cation, whose children were re-
cently married and who just lost a
beloved dog.

Just before closing time on a
cold February afternoon, one of
their longtime customers, then 81
and recently widowed, walked up
to Ms. Battista’s station. The wom-
an needed to transfer $9,000 into a
new account. She slid her debit
card into the reader on the
counter, but when Ms. Battista
searched for a new account under
her name, nothing came up.

What the customer shared next
provided some clues: Before com-
ing in, she said, she received a call
from Chase — at least that was
what it said on her cellphone’s
caller ID. The caller asked if she
had made three transfers for
$1,000 each via Zelle, the bank’s
digital payment service, some-
thing she had never used.

The caller then transferred the
customer to a man who called
himself “Michael” and who said he
would open a new account for her
to safeguard her money from
fraudsters. But she’d have to go
into a branch to transfer 59,000
into the new account.

In English Thatchers’ Fight, It's Straw vs. Reed

REDGRAVE, England — If you
were buying a house in a notori-
ously rainy country, would you
choose one with a roof made of
straw?

Across England, buyers are
paying extraordinary sums to do
exactly that. Thatched homes,
once associated with peasant life,
are now among the most coveted
properties in a country where nos-
talgia for a distant and mytholo-
gized past runs deep — a story-

book landscape of shires, low
beams and misty sheep meadows.
In April, the actress Sienna Miller
re-listed her thatched cottage in
Buckinghamshire for 1.75 million
pounds (52.35 million). So endur-
ing is the appeal that Richard
Branson, the billionaire founder of
Virgin Group, hired British
thatchers to roof his Caribbean
home.

But beneath the Ilayers of
thatch, a feud is simmering
among England’s tiny fraternity
of so-called master thatchers.

For the most ardent traditional-

ists, the only true thatch is “long
straw” — typically cereal straw,
like wheat, which is threshed to
remove the grain — believed by
historians to be England’s original
roof. Then there’s water reed, the
more durable alternative that is

increasingly imported from
abroad.
For the master thatcher

Stephen Letch, the difference is
unmistakable. The problem is that
for almost everyone else it’s unde-
tectable — which is one reason
long-straw roofs are going extinct.

as Caseloads Surge

CHICAGO — Federal officials
have quietly begun fast-tracking
cases through immigration
courts, pushing dozens of addi-
tional cases onto the dockets on
certain days in an effort to more
quickly process asylum and other
claims.

The fast-tracking, which is also
intended to increase the pace of
deportations, started without any
formal notification or announce-
ment from the Trump administra-
tion, according to immigration
lawyers and court officials inter-
viewed by The New York Times.
But a surge of cases has been ap-
parent in numerous courts around
the country. Some judges have
seen their caseloads double and
triple, prompting worries that
cases are being rushed through,
violating due process rights.

At separate courthouses in An-
nandale and Sterling, Va., in re-
cent days, Times reporters ob-
served long lines and packed
dockets. Some  immigration
judges saw their caseloads more
than double, with as many as 100
adults waiting for their cases to be
heard. In Annandale, the
caseloads have included dozens of
unaccompanied minors.

Lines were also evident at a
courthouse in downtown Chicago
on a recent weekday, with families
spilling out of waiting areas and
into hallways. Many cases were
being processed in small groups,
or in several instances with more
than two dozen people appearing
at once.

And in New Orleans, lawyers
saw the number of cases increase
to more than 200 last Monday and
Tuesday in one courtroom alone.
The judges at that courthouse typ-
ically take only about 30 to 40
cases per day, lawyers said. The
morning dockets were so packed
and chaotic that lawyers wishing
to observe or monitor the pro-
ceedings were not allowed in to
watch.

KEEPS AUDIT IMMUNITY

An Enormously Valuable
Benefit for a President
and His Family

WASHINGTON — Senate Re-
publican anger about President
Trump’s $1.8 billion fund for peo-
ple who claim to be victims of fed-
eral overreach was loud and ap-
parent.

It held up the Republican
agenda in Congress for weeks,
and during a marathon voting ses-
sion on Thursday and early Fri-
day, several Republicans voted to
end the fund, though those efforts
failed. Still, the furor forced the
acting attorney general, Todd
Blanche, to announce last week
that he was abandoning it entirely.

Not so for the sweeping protec-
tions from LR.S. audits that Mr.
Blanche also ordered up for Mr.
Trump and his family. On that
front, Republican reaction has
been much more muted, and Mr.
Blanche said the audit shield
would stay in place. A Democratic
effort to cancel the audit protec-
tion failed on a voice vote.

The result is that an apparently
unprecedented and enormously
valuable public benefit for the
president has, so far, flown under
the radar in Congress and passed
into Mr. Trump’s hands without
much protest from members of his
own party.

Mr. Trump and his family have
spent decades aggressively avoid-
ing taxes, according to previous
reporting in The New York Times.
The newly won ability to escape
from Internal Revenue Service
examinations could be worth tens
of millions of dollars: One audit,
ongoing in the days before the
new immunity for Mr. Trump was
announced, could have resulted in
a bill from the government ex-
ceeding $100 million, The Times
has reported. Other authorities
have had questions, too: In 2022,

Democrats’ Dilemma: Preserve
Diversity or Pursue More Seats?

COLUMBIA, S.C. — South Car-
olina Democrats at Representa-
tive James Clyburn’s “World Fa-
mous Fish Fry” just over a week
ago were feeling triumphant.

Mr. Clyburn, South Carolina’s
longest serving Black lawmaker
and the state’s lone Democrat in
Congress, had survived a failed

The World Cup’s first whistle will sound
June 11 at Estadio Azteca in Mexico City,
kicking off a summer-long spectacle that
will stretch across three countries and
draw a global audience.

For the grass they’ll play on, it all started
years earlier in North Carolina. Or Colora-
do. Or Canada. Or whichever sod farm had
been assigned to grow a particular, essen-
tial piece of the tournament.

Across North America, FIFA's pitch ex-
perts have spent years trying to make 16
new fields in three countries feel like one
playing surface — indoors and out, in heat
and shade, at sea level and altitude, inside
stadiums that were not always built with
grass in mind.

Along the way, the playing surfaces that
will serve as the stage of this summer’s
tournament have made an unlikely jour-
ney: from research plots to sod farms, from

The hardest question may not be an-

Reflecting Pool is Trump’s
latest bid to put stamp on D.C.

President Donald Trump has
touted his project to overhaul the
Lincoln Memorial Reflecting
Pool, calling it a 2,000-foot-long
example of his plan to beautify
the nation’s capital city.

“I'm very proud of it,” Trump
saild in the Oval Office on
Wednesday, adding the pool
would soon reopen and insisting
that his six-week project had
finally solved the pool’s years-
long leaking issues. “I'm wvery
good at building things and con-
structing things.”

His critics see the project as
evidence of something else: how
Trump has bulldozed through
regulations, process and long-
held norms to impose his will as
he remakes Washington.

“It illustrates how vulnerable
our shared cultural landscape
heritage is in Washington under
this administration,” said Charles

Birnbaum, leader of a local advo-
cacy organization that sued to
stop Trump’s changes to the Re-
flecting Pool. The Trump admin-
istration’s contractors finished
the project before a federal judge
could rule in the case.

Major construction projects in
the nation’s capital have long
been governed by a web of federal
commissions, planning boards
and laws requiring public input,
creating checks on any president
seeking to transform the city.

But in his second term, Trump
has treated Washington as a can-
vas, reshaping landmarks and

public spaces according to his
own vision.

He demolished the White
House’s East Wing to build his
planned ballroom, fenced off
Lafayette Square outside the
White House and undertook doz-
ens of other renovations to local
parks and sites. He is also pursu-
ing a 250-foot-tall triumphal

Violence defies overall
trend of falling homicides

In the first two days of June,
authorities said, three fathers
killed their children and the
mothers who raised them. Two
used guns. One used a knife. Ofthe
thirteen victims, the youngest was
three.

Officials cast the mass killings
in Iowa, New York and Florida as
“an act of evil” “the worst of the
worst,” and “an unimaginable
tragedy,” but Doreen Dodgen-
Magee thought of another word:
preventable.

For the past three decades, the
60-year-old psychologist has cam-
paigned to prevent domestic vio-
lence by telling the story about the
day her brother-in-law shot his
wife and three daughters. In her
view, the country hasn’t done
nearly enough to curb what she
calls a public health crisis.

Since a pandemic spike, homi-
cides of all kinds have plummeted
— except for domestic violence
deaths. They have stayed persis-
tently high, The Washington Post
found. Attacks in which someone
kills four or more relatives have
risen this year from a 20-year low,
with more incidents in the first
half of 2026 than all of last vear,
according to data from Northeast-
ern University.

Over the past near-decade, FBI
figures show, the number of at-
tacks in which more than one
family member or intimate part-

Family of
SEAL feels
abandoned

It felt like a breakthrough.

Pete Hegseth, then a Fox News
host whose clout within Donald
Trump’s MAGA movement was on
the ascent, had taken an interest
in the case of a Navy SEAL com-
mander whose death a decade
earlier had left the man’s family
shattered and confounded.

“Those pictures are damning
for the Navy,” Hegseth said in a
text to a friend of the deceased
sailor’s family, who in late 2022 —
weeks after Trump announced his
bid to return to the White House
— contacted the future defense
secretary hoping his cable news
platform would spotlight the case.

Hegseth was referring to pho-
tographs from a military investi-
ration of the death of Cmdr. Job
Price. The 42-year-old was found
in his quarters in Afghanistan, a
eunshot wound to his head and a
service pistol in his hand. Military
investigators ruled he had died by
suicide on Dec. 22, 2012.

The family friend, Matt Cub-
bler, an Army veteran like Heg-
seth, shared the investigation
with Hegseth at the family’s re-
quest. Irregularities in the report
— and with the handling of Price’s
remains — appeared to contradict
the military’s conclusion, the fam-
ily has maintained.

A longtime friend recalled
her as short-tempered and
guick to lash out at those
who she thought had
wronged her.

Phelps hasdual U.S. and
Mexican citizenship and
hooked up with men on both
sides of the border. All these
hookups were going on,
authorities say, while she
was married to William
Phelps of Las Vegas.

“We've known each other
for 14 years and she’s never
shown a sign or an ounce of
this,” he told The Times last
vear. “If she did doit, damn,
she put one over onme.”

Aurora Phelps has been
charged with murder in
Mexico and indicted in the
U.S. onfraud charges and
two counts of Kidnapping,
one resulting in death. The
FEBI has identified 11 pos-
sible victims so far.

“The white-collar erimi-
nal, especially when it
comes to Aurora Phelps, is
no different than a violent
criminal,” said Christopher
Delzotto, FBI special agent
in charge in Las Vegas.
“They are psychopaths. She
truly believes her lies. She
visualizes all of this stuff.
She believesit. It has be-
come her reality.”

The questionnaire re-
leased by Delzotto’s office

On a recent Saturday morning, Joel
Gralvez cracked open a spiral notebook
and scribbled in the date and a prayer:
“Dios bendiga este dia. Amen.” God bless
this day.

The prayer appears on every page,
along with the daily log of dresses he'd
sold at one of the clothing stores he owns
in the Los Angeles Fashion District. In
years past, Joel would note dozens sold.

But ayearago, the Trump administra-
tion targeted the shopping district, a re-
tail hub driven mostly by immigrant busi-
ness owners and Latino shoppers, as part
ofits mass immigration crackdown.

Federal immigration agents targeted
at least one business here, arresting more
than 40 immigrant workers and trigger-
ing civilunrest as they carried out sweeps
across Southern California.

The effect on Joel's store, and others
owned by members of the Galvez family,
was immediate. The stores sell dresses
for proms, special occasions and
quinceaneras, a Latin American rite of
passage celebrating a young girl’s 156th

birthday and her transition to adulthood.

Joel, 41, owns two stores that cater to
women. His wife, Leonor Torres, 56, has a
shop that specializes in guinceanera
dresses and, with Joel, she co-owns a sec-
ond quinceanera shop.

After the raids, the qguinceanera
shops, normally packed with girls and
doting mothers on weekends, often sat
empty. Customers called to cancel ball
gown orders,

Saturdays were once the busiest days,
and Joel's two shops would each sell 50
dresses or more. Now, they might sell 10
each. Leonor went from selling 20 dresses
a week to around three, maybe more on
oood days.

The raids also affected small busi-
nesses orbiting around quinceaneras:
makers of embossed invitations, sellers of
tiaras and crowns, choreographers, ca-
terers, florists and more.

Leonor said her sister and brother,
who co-own a banquet hall in the city of
Commerce, soon lost a year's worth of

Anxiety rises alongside economy
The state sees growth, but unemployment hits 5.3%

California, the epicenter
of the artificial intelligence
boom, continues to grow its
economy faster than the na-
tion, but more people are
losing their jobs and the cost
of living remains high.

New economic indicators
released last week show how
the Golden State is grap-
pling with the effects of the
war on Iran, aswell as an Al
explosion, which 1s driving
huge investments as well as
layofifs.

The state's unemploy-
ment rate reached 5.3% in
April, roughly 1 percentage
point higher than the na-
tion’s. California’s unem-
ployment rate is expected to
peak at 5.6% later this year,
according to the UCLA An-
derson Forecast released
last week.

The state outpaced the
nation in economic growth
in the fourth quarter of 2025.
It probably continued to
outgrow the country in the
first three months of this
year, the report said.

“Income and output will

continue to grow faster than
the U.S. even as employment
growth is tepid,” senior
economist Jerry Nickels-
burg wrote in the forecast.
“"Once past the current
weakness, expected by the
middle of next year, a tech,
durable goods manufactur-
ing, and construection resur-
gence should lead to superi-
or growth in both employ-
ment and income in the
Grolden State once again.”
The state’s growth 1s be-
ing bolstered by many local

Democrats eke
out leads but
at crossroads

Even as mainstream
candidates advance,
party unsure on how
to improve its brand.

When Nithya Raman
stepped up to a podium on
the night of L.A.’S mayoral
primary  election, she
thanked her supporters for
standing up to the “powerful
interests” who spent mil-
lions of dollars trying to
“preserve this city’'s broken
and unjust status quo.”

“At a time when so many
people have written Los An-
geles off or have lost hope in
the future of this incredible
city,” the democratic social-
ist L.A. mayoral hopeful
said, “you are proof that An-
gelenos are hungry for
change.”

But as election results
rolled in, the movement for
change wasunderwhelming,
or at least divided. Incum-
bent Mayor Karen Bass was
in the lead, advancing to the
November runoff. That left
Raman locked in a battle for
a second spot with Republi-

can former reality TV star
spencer Pratt.

Bass 1s one of several
high-profile establishment
Democrats to emerge on
top. In California’s guberna-
torial race, centrist Xavier
Becerra, a veteran of the
Biden Cabinet, advanced to
the runoff after being chal-
lenged from the left by bil-
lionaire green activist Tom
steyer and Democratic for-
mer U.S. Rep. Katie Porter.
Steyer is now behind Steve
Hilton, a Republican, and
battling to make the runoff.

Still reeling from the rise
of Donald Trump, Demo-
crats in California and be-
vond are struggling to figure
out the future direction of
the party.

Some progressives, in-
spired by Zohran Mamda-
ni's New York mayoral vic-
tory, saw 2026 as an opportu-
nity to move the city further
left. But the results have
been mixed in key races,
with veteran Democrats like
Bass and Becerra eking out
leads even as polls show dis-
satisfaction with status quo
politics in California.

“This was supposed to be
a change revolution, but vot-

CiIty attorney out,
first in 93 years

Hydee Feldstein Soto
lacked clear messaging
amid a controversial
tenure, analysts say.

The last time Angelenos
sacked anincumbent city at-
torney in the primaries, al-
most 30% of them were un-
employed.

Los Angeles echo through
the contest.

Marissa Roy, a deputy at-
torney general with the Cali-
fornia Department of Jus-
tice who leads the race with
ballots still being counted,
wooed voters with shoe-
leather and social media
savvy, promising to use the
office to fight for wage work-
ers and tenants. But it was
the city’s powerful unions
and its increasingly demo-
cratie socialist bloc that pro-
pelled her to the top spot,
mirroring the coalition that
drove California’s sharp left
turnin the early 1930s.

Meanwhile, county pros-
ecutor John McKinney
tapped into voter frustra-
tion with homeless encamp-
ments, a blighted downtown
and general distrust of City
Hall to pull off a last-minute
heist of the second runoff
spot. McKinney only started
campaigning in earnest five
weeks ago, but managed to
win votes with a tough-on-

Meta weighs stock offer to fund Al
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e Facebook parent takes Google lead @ $145bn outlays this year @ Race to tap eager investors

Meta is considering raising tens of bil-
lions of dollars in a stock offering as it
seeks new sources of capital to fund
Mark Zuckerberg’s vast ambitions in Al,
following the launch of Google’s record
$85bn share deal this week.

Executives at the social media com-
pany have been exploring “creative”
ways to raise cash as it prepares to boost
its Al-related capital expenditures
sharply to as much as $145bn this year
and even higher in 2027, according to
three people familiar with the plans.

After the success this week of Google

parent Alphabet’s equity raising, which
was increased by $5bn after strong
investor demand, the discussions have
intensified, the people said.

Meta’s decision to consider a fresh
share sale comes amid a frenzy of activ-
ity in US equity capital markets, with
Elon Musk’s SpaceX set to launch its ini-
tial public offering next week and Al
groups Anthropic and OpenAl working
on plans for massive Wall Street debuts.

Big Tech groups have also tapped debt
markets as they rush to finance Al infra-
structure including data centres.

Dina Powell McCormick, who moved
from Meta’s board to take a more active
role as president in January, and Susan

Li, finance chief, are leading the talks on
the group’s potential deal. Powell
McCormick has been tasked with over-
hauling Meta’s approach to Al infra-
structure and financing, with a focus on
longer-term planning as it enters its
most capital-intensive period ever.

She must find ways to fund the huge
data centres needed to train and run
advanced AI models to fulfil Zucker-
berg’s vision for “personal superintelli-
gence” delivered through Facebook,
WhatsApp and Instagram, as well as a
family of AI-powered wearables such as
smart glasses and voice pendants.

Meta has not yet hired banks and may
not issue stock. One person cautioned

that it was “premature” to say the com-
pany had decided what to do and all
financing options remain on the table.
Meta said: “We've been clear that huge
opportunities lie ahead in Al and we’ll
continue focusing on raising capital in
the most flexible ways to support that.”
Meta bosses are conscious they will
have to move fast if they decide to raise
equity to harness investor enthusiasm
amid a historic glut of activity in public
markets. Analysts say Meta’s rivals such
as Microsoft and Amazon are also likely
to be considering their own stock sales.

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Airlines in Europe are liable for about
€3.2bn in unpaid compensation for
flight delays, according to FT calcula-
tions that show the dysfunction of the
world’s most generous repayment

regime.

Opaque rules, industry foot-dragging
and poor information mean less than
half of the compensation payments due
for delayed flights have been claimed
over the past 15 years. The calculations
show affected customers were eligible
for about €18bn between 2011 and 2025
but airlines paid out just €7.7bn.
Passengers can claim compensation
up to six years after a flight’s disruption
— meaning that airlines are sitting on
€3.2bn of repayments that could yet be

claimed. In addition to the bill for delays,
airlines are on the hook for unpaid com-
pensation for flight cancellations —a lia-
bility that is harder to estimate but is
also expected to be in the billions.

“The system is a mess,” said Andrew
Lobbenberg, an airlines analyst at Bar-
clays. He pointed to a “lack of clarity” in
the rules, while airlines argued “not
unreasonably” that many causes of
delays were outside their control.

The figures, drawn from FT analysis
of data from air-traffic management
group Eurocontrol, come as a planned
revamp of EU rules that would poten-
tially make compensation claims easier
but smaller remains in deadlock.

Negotiations between member states
and the European parliament faltered
this week, specifically over the compen-
sation packages for delayed passengers,
people familiar with discussions said.

Europe’s airlines sit on €3bn in unpaid
compensation as travellers fail to claim

Member states swung behind the
industry to propose raising the existing
cash compensation trigger from three to
four hours on short-haul routes and to
six hours on long haul, with smaller pay-
outs of €300 and €500 respectively.

The industry has pushed back against
measures it argues would raise the cost
of complying and lead to higher ticket
prices. Airlines say many delays are due
to underfunded air-traffic control.

“No deal is better than a bad deal that
fails to deliver genuine reform and to
tackle the real causes of most delays,”
industry group Airlines for Europe said.

Many travellers are unaware of their
rights or fail to pursue compensation,
with critics arguing that airlines’ claims
portals can be hard to find.

Since 2018, about 0.5 per cent of flight
departures have been delayed over
three hours across the Eurocontrol area.
